CHINA AND JAPAN.

Arrival in Port of the Steamer
City of Rio de Janeiro.

“A Big Thing”—Tea Warehouse at Foochow.
Missioparies—Engineer Drowned—Razins.
Pirates—Japan Trade—Etc.

The Pacific Mail steamer City of Riode Ja-
neiro, Captain William Ward, arrived in port yes-
terday, bringing Chinese dates of May 30th, and
Japaunese to June 11th, from which the following
summary of news iIs taken,

China.

It is rumored that certain fureigners in Peking,
acling in coucert wilh Chang, late Minister to
Wasbington, have been eundeavoring to puta
“‘big tuing” through in Peking, after the style of
the famous Mitkiewilz councessions, most of the
mouney required coming from Amerlea. Nothing
defiutle, however, sesins 10 Lave beesu acecom-
plished yel.

"L Le proposal to establish a tea warenouse at
Foocliow, 10 enable up-country teamen to seil
thelr teas duect to foieiguers, is agalp mooted.
The combination is mlrnm-u. 1t seews, to be
worked on the co-operative prineiple, and the
services ol a foreign tea-tasier aie to ve en-
gaged, It is caleuluted that teas will pass into
ille hands of toreign buyeis by Lhis weazns at a
greatly reduced cost.

Tie tea market at Hankow has opened with
Very euncouraging prospects—a big erop, big
prices and big profits to teamen. Ogpluion IS not
ununimous as to quality, but the geuveral im-
pression is that Ningchows are inferior to those
ol last seasoun, l\ecmulh up to the average, and
the Hankow district teas superior all round.

. ARRIVAL OF THE RIO.

Very Few Chinese Came by Her, but No
Femnles.

The steamer Rio de Janeiro arrived in
port from Hong Kongat 6:30 o’cloek yester-
day morning after an unusually quick
and also uneventful voyage, havinz left on
June 3d. Her time was 15 days 11 hours.
She carried 3155 tons of cargo and sixty-five
packages of United States mails.

Her cabin-passage list of thirty-eigiht per-
sons is Lheaded by the name of Viscount
Dunlo, an English tourist. The Rio carried
in the steerage ten Japanese students and
sixty-three Chinese, every one of the lattar
being classified in the schedule as * mer-
chant.” Of the Chinese 56 are bound for
this city, 2 are in transit for Hawaii, 2 for
Havana and 3 for Panama. Of the 56 Chi-
namen who seek to land here 32 have cer-
titicates of various sorts, and 16 of these
have been landed, while the rest are under
investigation. No fewales were cn the
steamer. The twenty-seven without papers
will, of course, resort to habeas eorpus pro-
ceedings.

The small number of Chinese on the
steamer, and the entire absence of women
particular ly, pleases Collector P hclps, wheo
begius to see the satisfactory resuits of his
vigorous policy in Chinese immigration
matters. Provably all of those on the
steamer are entitled to land. No small
share of the credit for this state of things
1s due to the exertions and vigilance of
Special Attorney Schell, whose searching
examination of these cases has made it ex-
tremely difficult for wily Juhn to ereep in.

FOUND IN GOUD OLKDER.
Market h.qw(-lors Visit a Large Numbet
of Milk Kanches.

Under instructions from the Board ol
Health Market Inspectors Wray and Brode
erick have for several days

past been ine
specting milk-ranches in this county te
ascertain their eondition. They bhave filed
a report that they visited seventy-two
dairies, and with but few exceptions found
them in good order and the cows healthy.
But few sick animals were found, and only
one was coudemned. At thirty-oue of the
dairies no brewery grains or swill are fed
to the 2944 cows kept there, the food of the
animals being oil-cake meal, widdlings,
bran, greens, hay and grass. ‘These dairies
are principally sittuated in Soutn dan Fran-
ciseco and on the San Brunoe road. Brewery
swill is used at forty-one dairies, together
with the above-named foedq, for the 2746
cows there, which are nearly all in good
order.
The inspectors examined in all 5599
cows, with mueh better results than were
expected.

out previous verification at the person’s resi-
dence.
