1.-..-IC.A. June 2S.— The regular monthly

event of the Benicia Athletic Club to-night

was a fight to a finish between J. McLaugb-

lan and William Cathcart, both of San
Francisco. Several preliminary contests
took place and at 10 o'clock the event

of the evening was announced and
the men appeared in tbe ring. Mc-
Laughlau was attended by Frank Kel-
ley, .V. Mason and Morris Gallagher.

Cathcart's seconds were James Ingram, W.
Conley and \V. Mills. George Connors

acted as referee, and informed the men
that they would have to fight, otherwise
the affair would be declared off. Cathcart
gave his weight as 115 pounds and Mc-
Laugblan as 122 pounds. Cathcart - was
about two inches the taller.

The first round was a sparring contest,
neither doing any work. In the second
round McLaughlin gut to Cathcart's nose
and drew blood, which continued to flow
during tbe remainder of the fight and
it annoyed Cathcart considerably. In
the third and fourth rounds some
lively work was done, and the
men punished each other badly, In the
third McLaaghl an led and missed, and inre-
covering was forced through the ropes by
Cathcart. The fifth and sixth were tame

rounds, and both seemed to be sparring for
v. Ind.
In the seventh round Cahecart led and

landed on Mac's jaw. The compliment was
returned and then Mac weut down to es-
cape a swinging blow. Mac had things
his own way in the tenth and
proceeded to finish his man.* He
planted several blows on Cathcart's face
and just as time was called got in a blow on
his temple, sending him to the Hoor, where
he remained until counted out. Allthrough
the fight Cathcart seemed the weaker man
and his blows lacked strength.

The affair was most satisfactory to those
present, among whom were a large number
of San Krancisco residents.

The enumerators will
not undertake work for the small per cap-
ita, and the department at Washington has
not granted an additional allowance, al-
though informed of the situation. Itwill
tnke five mounted men one week to do the
work according to the statements of the
leading newspaper men of Oakland.

New Tork, June 28.—A sale of Califor-
nia fruit took place this morning and was
largely attended. A smash-up on the Erie
Railroad delayed the consignment twenty-
four hours, making an immediate sale
necessary. The fruit was soft, but brought
good prices. Plums averaged $2, cherries
51 75. Peaches $2 and apricots $2 15.

Geedsall auctioned a lot of California
fruit to-day. Thirty boxes of plums brought
from $120 to 3-25; 185 boxes of cherries,
$1 05 to 51 85; 100 boxes of peaches, 81 80 to
t.' 20; 200 crates of apricots, $2 15 to 82 20.

SHOT HEIt FATHER.

Josephine Boss Takes Vengeance on the Kan
Sh. Failed to Imprison.

Portland (Or.), June Frank Jarvis
was shot to-day at the Court-house by his
•laughter, Josephine Ross. The bullet
.track JarvL. in the left shoulder and in-
flicted only a flesh wound. The cause which
led to the shooting was substantially as fol-
lows: Notlong since Jarvis was convicted
of assaulting one of his daughters, and
Josephine was a prosecuting witness. This
case was carried to the Supreme Court,
which ordered the verdict to be aside for
want of corroborative evidence. The de-
cree was entered this morning, aud the
daughter seeing her father walking from
the Court-bouse a free man, shot at him
with the above result, She was placed
under arrest.

MACKAY AND STOKES.

Another Suit Growing Oat of tne Commer-
cial Cable Enterprise.

DAMAGED BY
FIRE AND WATER.

G. W. Gibbs' Building on Fre-

mont Street Gutted.

Ths Losses to the Several Firms Aggregate

535,000— A1l Are Insured— More

Bursting' of Hose,

What might have been a more than usu-
ally destructive fire broke out at 14 and 16
Fremont street about 0:50 o'clock last
night, but the prompt attention of the fire-
men and strong fireproof walls saved the
adjoining buildings.

The flames had gained considerable head-
way before the alarm was turned in and
were seen from the ferry before tho fire-bell
had struck. A large crowd had already
gathered from Kearny and Market streets
attracted by the bright blaze.

Had the alarm been promptly rung in the
damage both to the building and stock
would not have been considerable. As it
was, the engines were not on the scene un-
til the flames had been raging about fifteen
minutes.

The fire broke out on the top flooi of the
buildingowned by George W. Gibbs, at 14
and 10 Fremont street It is a four-story
structure, and has stone facings, • having
been constructed about tsvo years ago. It
was regarded as a very substantial building.
The top story was occupied by Jory Bros.,
boot and shoe manufacturers.

The fire originated in the central part of
this top story, and was burning fiercely
when the firemen arrived. The third story

ami part of the second are occupied by tbe
Revere Rubber Company, the first and sec-
ond floors by the Judson Iron Works, S. B.
Paige &Co., and I.W. Beau, manufactur-
ing agents.

SAVING THE UPPEK STOKIES.
The efforts of the firemen under the direc-

tion of Chief bcantiell were directed to the
saving of the third, second ami first stones
of the Gibbs Building. The flames nad
gained too much control, however, and the
third story soon was in a blaze. Four
streams were played on the burning build-
ing.

During a very critical stage three of the
hose lines burst, flooding the street and
deluging a part of the large crowd which
had gathered to gaze on the flames. The
bursting occurred almost simultaneously
and for a while resembled three fountains
springing out of the ground.

The aspect of the situation became so
threatening that two streams were played
on the flames from the Lachman Building,
which fronts on the corner of Market and
Fremont streets, and whose rear abuts the
Gibbs structure. In order to ascend the
roof the doorway leading upstairs had to
be broken open.

While the hose was playing it burst on
the stairs and flooded the second story,
which was vacant. The water, however,
filtered through tne flooring and upon the
stock of Osborn & Alexander, cutters and
hardware merchants, who occupy the
ground floor, on the corner of Market and
Fremont streets. The damage done here
was considerable.

111K FLAMES SUBDUED.
The streams of water played on the

burning building soon bad a good effect ami
by 10:30 the flames were practically under
control. At 11 o'clock ibe file had been
subdued. The building was considerably
gutted. The fourth and third stories were
destroyed, the walls alone remaining firm.
The loss to the building is estimated at
SBOOO orS9OOO, which loss is covered by in-
surance.

What stock of goods were carried by Jory
Bros, is not known, but It Is not supposed
to have exceeded 52000 in value. Tins

stock was insured to its full value. The
loss to the Revere Rubber Company is
placed by some at SSOOO, and by others at
SIO.OOO, wholly covered by Insurance.

The stock ol the Revere Rubber Com-
pany in the second floor, and that of the
Judson Iron Works in the basement and
first floor was damaged by water principally.
fc>. B. Page A Co. had a large collection of
sales of the Detroit Safe Company on
the first floor, damaged about flfiOQ, 1. W.
Bean had on baud considerable valuable
cutlery, lately imported, damaged about
(500. The damage to the -took of machin-
ery of the Judson Iron Works is estimated
at $3000. All this stock is covered by in-
surance, but to what amount the insurance
men could not determine last night.

ESTIMATES OF LOSSES.
The loss of Usborn & Alexander from

water was placed byManager Watts of that
firm at about 85000. The Fire Patrol did
all that could be dune to save the stock, but
could not save all. On the west wall,
where the water poured down from the
second floor, was a 53000 collection of the
finest carpenters' tools in the market, all
made of the finest quality of steel.

On this side there was also a large collec-
tion of valuable books on the mechanical
arts and trades, which were ruined by the
water. The water also poured into the cel-
lar, where is stored a large stock of one-
horse power machinery, scroll saws, bicy-
cles and tools. Manager Watts said lhat it
would be Impossible to exactly state what
would be the loss of the firm, which is fully
covered by insurance. The firm was un-
fortunate in just having a new stock of
goods.

Water also flowed from the roof into the
third story of the Lachman Bunding, which
was being fitted up by George Slireve<fc Co..
jewelers. There was uo stock in the build-
ing,but there was a large quantity of valua-
ble machinery used by jewelers and lapi-
daries. The exteut to which these are
damaged Is not known.

ALL COVERED BY INSURANCE.
Some slight damage was also caused by

water to the stock ot Huntington, Hopkins
&Co.. hardware merchants, whose building
abuts on the south side of the Gibbs struct-
ure. The total loss is estimated at £35,000
to 540,000, ail covered by insurance.

During the progress of the flames fre-
quent calls were made by the crowd for the
new water tower, but it did not make its
appearance, lt was thought that if ithad
been brought out the flames could have been
much more rapidly subdued. The foreman
assigned as a reason forits non-appearance
the fact that no crew had yet been organ-
ized to run tbe machine.

The cause of the fire is not known. Some
of the interested parties thought it was due
to the electric light. Others stated that it
had its origin in the carelessness of some
ef the employes of Jory Bros, in leav-
ing unquencbed the fire used by them
during the day.

MAKINGCITIZENS
OF MONGOLIANS.

Illegal Grants of Citizenship by
Eastern Tribunals.

Lorenzo Bang Fen end A. Fark Hong Pre-
sent Certificates of Naturalization, and

Temand to Be let Ashore.

Two of the Chinamen who arrived by tbe
steamer Rio de Janeiro from Hong-Kong
presented certificate- of naturalization to
Collector of the Port Phelps as evidence of
their right to land.

One of them, Lorenzo Sang Foil, pre-
sented a certificate of naturalization issued
by the Court of Common Pleas of the city
and county of New York on November 18,
1874, and also apassport of the State Depart-
ment at Washington of the date of October
14, 1.88, declaring the said Lorenzo Sang
Fon to be a citizen of the United States.
The passport bore the signature of ex-Sec-
retary of State Thomas F. Bayard.

The other

Chinese-American
"

had a
certificate of naturalization, issued by the
District Court of the Eighth Judicial Dis-
trict of Kansas, on the Ist day of February,

1886. He also had a certificate of the Clerk
of the city of Minneapolis, dated February
25, 1886, to the effect that he is a naturalized
voter of that city. ';. .:

IGNORANCE OF THE LAW,

Said Collector Phelps to a reporter yes-
terday: "Iam astonished at the ignorance
of the naturalization laws displayed by our
courts and public officials in reference to
the naturalization. of Chinese. There never
was any warrant or authority of law for
the naturalization of Chinese, and since

1882 their naturalization has been expressly
forbidden by statute.
"The act of 1872 limits the right;of

naturalization to 'all free white persons and
persons of African descent.' Now, a China-
man Is neither \u25a0 white person nor n person
of African descent and therefore does not
come under this provision of the law. .But
Section 14 of the act of May 14, 1832, \u25a0 ex-
pressly says that 'hereafter no State courtnor court of the United States shall admit

Chinese to citizenship, and all laws con-
trary to this provision are hereby repealed.'

"The citizenship papers of Lorenzo Sang
Fon, which were issued iv 1874, backed us
they are by the certificate of the United
States State Department, Iam bound to
recognize, so far as to allow him to land;
but the certificates of A.Park Hong, issued
in 1886, are not worth the paper they are
written on. A Judge of a court of record
cannot make an illegal act legal any more
than can a private citizen. Ishould deny
Mr. A.Park Hong the right to laud were it
not for the fact that he \u25a0 furnishes good cvi-,
denee ofhis being a merchant

INSTRUCT DISTRICT ATTORNEYS."
Some time ago Iwrote to the Secretary

of the Treasury, suggesting to him that he
in turn suggest to the Attorney-General
that all the District Attorneys throughout
the United States be instructed to prevent
further attempts to naturalize Chinese
wheuever their interference is feasible, and
to-day Ihave written to Congressman Mor-
row stating the facts of these two cases
and other similar cases which have come to
my attention, and requested him to do what
he could to have the taw enforced."

Tbe Supreme Court of this State in the
recent case of Hong Yen Chang, who ap-
plied for admission to the California bur,
decided that the action of courts inissuing
naturalization papers to Chinese is void,
and that the citizenship of the Chinese so
naturalized should not be recognized.

Hong Yen Chang, itwillbe remembered,
was granted a certificate of citizenship by
the Court of Common Pleas of New York
onNovember 11, 15.57. and was shortly after-
ward admitted to the New York bar. He
also received a passport from the State De-
partment whichbore signature of James
G. Blame.

Allthe Chinese on the Riobearing papers
have been lauded. Twenty without papers
are still on board. Their preliminary ex-
amination will be commenced to-morrow,
and will be conducted by Special Attorney
Schell, S. J. liuddeil and interpreter King
Ow Youg.

Committeemen Accused of Abuse
of Tower.

Arrangements for Celebrating the Glorious-

The Executive Committee of the Fourth
of July Celebration Committee met at
headquarters last night, with J. F. Smith
presiding.

"a slap IN THE FACE."
J. A. Steinbach, Chairman of the Invita-

tion Committee, said the motion was one oi
the worst slaps in the face he had ever re-
ceived, and when Captain Swasey inter-
posed with the remark that the Regalia
Committee should have the power to dis-
pose of the badges, Mr. Steinbach wauted
to know ifany other committee wished to
dictate to the Invitation Committee.

The motion was lost and an amendment
referred the matter to the Invitation Com-
mittee.

George Vf.Elder and J. C. Coggin of the
Regalia Committee aired a grievance. They
accused Captain Swasey, the other member,
of ignoring them iv order that ha might
give the contracts at their disposal to Nor-
cross & Co., aud set aside the bid of J. M.
Litchfield &Co., although it was 810 lower.

Captain Swasey replied that President
Smith and Marshal O'Brien had agreed with
him upon his action in accepting the bid of
Xorcro.ss Jt Co. at 8100.

Mr.Elder then asked why the committee
had asked for an appropriation of 8200 and
was told that the matter of gloves had been
overlooked. Mr.Elder had tbe last word
instating that Litchfield &Co. were willing
to take the contract at 25.

A report from the Invitation Committee
was called for and it came like a cyclone.
Chairman Steinbach accused M. F. Don-
leavy, the Secretary, of abstracting the list
of guests from headquarters and of dis-
honorably opening letters addressed to him.
He also charged Douleavy with sending a
number of invitations to parties who were
not selected by the Executive Committee to
occupy seats in the carriages. He antici-
pated confusion when the parade was being
formed and refused to take ihe responsi-
bility.

DONLEAVY'S COUNTER-CHARGE.

Donleavy admitted lhat be had done so,

but argued that it was the custom to extend
the courtesy to members of the press.

On motion of Captain Swasey, itwas re-
solved to recall all invitations which had
nut been sent to officials of the State, county
orcity; and another motion by E. VV. Will-
iams (that all invitations hereafter be signed
by the Chairman and Secretary ol the limi-
tation Committee was adopted. An author-
ized list of invitations will be furnished
Chairman Steinbach.

The Fireworks Committee reported that
the only available location for the display
is Central Park, and those grounds could
be secured it the owners were given the
privilege of charging 23 cents for reserved
seats.

Henry
liowaid Molyneuux Herbert, eldest sou ol the
third* Karl of Carnaivon, was horn June 24,
1831 and was educated ai Lion and Christ-church, Oxford, item whence he graduated as a
"Hist class" 111 classic* iv 1852. Lord Carnar-
von, who lepresented a younger branch of the
noble bouse of I'embioke, succeeded to his title
before his majority, boon alter taking Ids seal
In the House of Iceis he made Ins maiden
(speech, on which he was comuluiteuled by Lord
Deiby, who in 1868 nominated hint for High
stew.nd ufithe University of Oxfoid. lie was
Becieiarj of stale for the Colonies In Lord
Derby's second administration— lß6B-Go— and
held the same position in Derby's third regime.
Mulch 2, 1807, Lord Carnarvon lesigned the
Colonial Seeieiaryshlp on account of a differ-
ence ol oi'iulou respecting paill.iiQc'iilary 10-
--form. On the formation of Disraeli's Ministry,
In February. 1874, Lord Caruaivoti was again
made secretary ol stale for the colonies, but ili-
stened bis seat June 24, 1871., in consequence of
a did reuce with bis colleagues as to the
policy of ordeitng tlie I.rliisli fleet to the
Dardanelles. 1. oil Dei by ic--i_ned a! Lite sanis
time, but upon revocation of the order to send
Ibe fleet to the Mediterranean, reconsidered ins
resignation and reiuaiued ivoffice. The Earlol
Carnarvon was one of ibe most amiable as well
as culii.ieU and capable ot British patricians.
He was a.popular landlord, evincing a leal and
unselfish no est ivhis ten. mis. While a stanch
i. --ii..-i.-I tie- Conservative parly, tn bis rela-
tions wiih ins tenants and neighbors he mani-
fested an exemplary sympathy and lib -rainy of
reeling. He was the author of "Archie— of
iter siilre'" ;"Recollections of the Daises of the
Lebanon and Notes on Their Religion." In 1869
be edited "lteuiiuisceiices ot Athens and the
Morea," and in 1874 "The Unostic Heresies of
the First and Secoud Ceutuiles." In 1879 be
published a translation ol the "Againemuun" of
-Kschs'lus. Lord Carnarvon held the posit of
Lord-Lieutenant 01 Ireland from June, 1885. to
January, 1886, under LordSahsbuiy's tlist ad-
ministration. Lord Carnarvon married Lady
J.velyu Stanhope iv1801, who died iv1374, and
in1878 he mauled Elizabeth Catherine, daughter
of Henry Howard of Gteystoue Castle, Cumber-
laud.

Clark W. Crocker, a prominent bDsln-ss man

of this city, died suddenly on Friday afternoon
at tils resid.uce, 1609 isiilt street, from par-
alysis.
