
DISHONEST ELECTION* OFFICERS.

Our friends of the Alta California seem
to have a great antipathy to the enact-
ment of a law by the General Government
which willinsure honest elections and fair
counts of the ballots after elections. Why
this should be it is difficult to define. In
San Francisco the people do not, in our
opinion, have a fair election and an
honest count of the ballots. There are
systematic frauds, and this the public are

pretty well advised of. We know of no
way to secure an honest election while the
machinery of the polling-places is under
the control of Buckley's lambs. Neither
are our city officials as at present consti-
tuted to be trusted. What then? The pub-

lic are prepared to sanction the passage of
a law by Congress which will cut off the
opportunities to stuff the ballot-boxes,
which are now enjoyed by a clique such as
exists in San Francisco. Indeed, it Is
a foregone conclusion by the American
people that the General Government will
Have to enact such laws as willput an end
tn the dishonesty which prevails at elec-
tions in several large cities. IIit does not,
our elections willbecome a disgrace to the
country. Who is there in San Francisco,
lor stance, who does not realize that dis-
reputable men control to a considerable ex-
tent the ballot-boxes at elections and count
the vole? The General Government should
have its officers present at elections and see
that men are not permitted to receive illegal
votes, or to stuff the ballot-boxes, or to
fraudulently count out the ballots which
are cast. __

BCHBUGOEBT,

The Chronicle's Chicago correspondent
says that all the Western Commissioners
want M. 11. de Young fur First Vice-Presi-
dent of the World's Fair Commission.
While that want has not been very clearly
expressed we presume that it exists. At
least we presume that to the extent to
which Mr. de Young is the W .stern Com-
missioner it is a long felt want. Itis a
little odd, however, that with this want
uppermost in the minds of the Commis-
sioners they should have assented to an
arrangement which precludes the election
of.Mr. de Young to the coveted offi.e. That
arrangement is that the Commissioners
should elect a Republican and a Democrat
alternately until the list of offices should be
filled. This done, they proceeded to elect
ex-Senator Palmer of Michigan to the of-
fice of President. As Mr. Palmer is a Re-
publican the First Vice-President must be
a Democrat This, the Chronicle assumes,
lets Mr.de Young out. There are people,
however, who do not think that Mr. de

IYoung is Republican enough to make him
ineligible to a Democratic oflice. He can
without doubt offer evidence that he did all
in his power to elect Mr. Hearst to the
United States Senate. It was his journal
that created the disaffection in the Re-
publican party which gave the especial

friends and admirers of Senator Stanford
an excuse for forcing him, much against
Lis will,to place himself in antagonism to
Mr. Sargent, who was regarded as the Re-
publican candidate for Senator. Rumor
las i;, and Mr. de Young may have proof

that in this case rumor is correct, that Mr.
de Young's journal will not support Re-
publican LegislatiY-e candidates this fall
except upon the condition that they shall
not vote for Mr. Stanford for Senator in
case they are elected. Itis a pity that

First Vice-President may they not on this
occasion put him down as a Democrat with
as much justification as on other occasions
he has been put down as a Republican?

IS ITDISGRACEFUL TO ADVERTISE?

The State Medical Society of Pennsyl-
vania has disciplined one of its members by
refusing to allow him to participate in the
exercises of its annual session, on the
ground that he had violated professional
ethics by advertising in a newspaper his
method of treatment and accompanying the
advertisement with his portrait The vic-
tim denied that he had published either
article or portrait, and asserted that both
had been obtained surreptitiously anil with-
out his consent by the enterprising journal
which published them. But this plea may
be disregarded as not germane to the real
issue in the case. The question really in-
volved is whether a medical man is debarred
by professional etiquette from using the or-
dinary means of brineing to public notice his
claims lor support. A trader is not regarded
as demeaning himself ifhe advertises his
wares; is itof the essence of a professional
calling that he who follows itshall leave
the public to find out his merits by public
report and conversations between man and
man?

Medical societies reach their conclusions
on the advertising question by a syllogism
which is faulty inlogic. They say that a
regular physician should beware of getting
himself classed among quacks; that Quacks
advertise; therefore, regular physicians
should not. They might just as well say
tbat as quacks wear boots regular physi-
cians should go barefoot to show that they
are not quacks. There is another rule of
the profession which has been in force for
centuries, and with which every medical
student is familiar. ItIs the rule which
requires the discoverer of a new cure for
disease to make his discovery public with-
out delay for the benefit of humanity. The
question now arises bow can the discoverer
of anew cure fordisease make his discov-
ery known? Doctors say that be should
communicate Itto the regular medical jour-
nals. But these publications, though un-
questionably valuable, reach a limited class
of readers. Even p liysiclans in good prac-
tice often fail to hud time to read them.
Every one who has beeu so unfortunate as
to need medical advice has noticed piles of
medical magazines and journals lying un-
opened and unread on tables and floor.
Ifa man discovers an undoubted cure for

consumption or cancer, the discovery will
be apt to pass from mouth to mouth until it
becomes generally known. But alert minds
are constantly lighting upou new thoughts

which assist in the cure of disease, without
being absolute cures. New processes iv
surgery, new views in therapeutics, new-
lights in diagnosis, are being constantly
evolved, and from the habitual shrinking
from publicity which marks the average
doctor, often remain unknown to the pro-

fession. Country doctors sometimes know
of short and easy remedies .of which they
enjoy a monopoly, because it would be
infra dig. to let the village newspaper know
that obstii ate cases of fever may some-
times be cured by the poisoned honey of the
honey bee.

Two or three things have been made clear
in this country. One is that a proprietary
medicine, if compounded of the right in-
gredients, willdo much to relieve human
suffering and will make a fortune for its
owner, ifit be sufficiently and judiciously
advertised. Another is that a doctor who
understands his profession willprobably

secure an army of patients and a multitude
ol fees, if he throws down the gauntlet to
the medical societies and boldly fills column
after column of the newspapers with ac-
counts of bis skill and of the cures be has
effected. The profession will denounce
aim as a quack; but he willcoiuo to bear
the epithet with fortitude if his anteroom
if [allof patients and his pocket full of
dollars. And, be it remembered, ifhe be a
man of skill in his branch, so that ha
really does effect cures, and fights disease
successfully, he will derive further con-
solation from the thought that he is doing

more good in his day and generation than
his more scrupulous brethren who hide
their light under a bushel.

We all live and learn. Itis only a hun-
dred years since Hansard was sent to jail
for daring to print debates in Parliament;
in our day, when the Austrian Reichsrath
threatened to expel a reporter for a libel,
the whole newspaper contingent threatened
to withdraw, and ihe Reichsrath made
haste to conciliate them for feat of not
being reported. So, only a few years ago,
in this country, it was considered exces-
sively iniiiertiiieiitin the New YorkHerald
to describe the dresses of ladies at a Sara-
toga ball; now reporters of social events
would be considered unkind if they failed
to describe dresses. Possibly, the torch of
progress may some day invade the dark
portals of the temple of medical science.

FOII-IGN OH.M.ltSHll' OF AMERI-
CAN INDUSTRIES.

The news that the Roach ship-yard and
engine works has passed into the hands
of an English syndicate is probably true.
About two years befure Roach's death, he
was regarded as aman who was worth two
or three millions. He was insolvent when
be died, and but fora generous construction
of some of his pending contracts with Gov-
ernment, his family would have been in
straitened circumstances. The trouble with
him had been that he took too much Gov-
ernment work on his hands. On the strength
of contracts which were awarded him for
repairs on vessels in the national navy,
politicians bled him at every election and
he had not the nerve to refuse them. There
was probably no money in the ships he

built; bis competitors took care of that;
but there would have been money in his
contracts to repair ships in commission, if
he could have kept them. That the poli-
ticians would not suffer, and Roach, who
was a whole-souled citizen as well as a smart
workman, went to bis grave penniless, leav-
ing to his sons as their sole legacy the ad-
vice to have little or nothing to do with
Government.
His vs oiks now pass into hands so thor-

oughly English that they might almost as
wellbe on the Clyde. Kor form's sake, the
Directors are American citizens, but the
banker of the syndicate is said to be the
Bank of Scotland, and there is little risk in
predicting that the management will be
English. The foremen and chief bands
willprobably be imported from Glasgow or
Belfast, and, In the language of a party in-
terested, we shall see if the same men, with
the same tools, working under the same
supervision, cannot turn out us fine ships
in the Delaware as they do on the Clyde.

There is a possibility of embarrassment
arising out of the transfer. The "Roach
Ship-building and Engineering Company"

(limited), with works iv the State of Penn-
sylvania, a capital of (3,(100,000 paying
taxes in this country and a Board of Di-
rectors consisting of American citizens,
will have the same right to bid for navy
contracts as any other ship-building com-
pany. When the Navy Department calls
for bids lor a tew cruiser or battle-ship
there is no reason why it should not file
offers. It is subrogated in all the rights
and privileges of the late John Roach.
Yet everybody knows that it will be a for-
eign concern, operated with foreign capi-
tal, directed by foreign minds, and employ-
ing foreign labor, To award to ita navy
contract is like giving it to the Lairds or to
the builders of the City of Paris. But the
sentiment of the American people would
not tolerate that. Whatever else we get
from abroad, we need, on broad grounds of
public policy, to build our war-ships it
home. BfHaP*tt_£B£^|

Yet the position of the department will
be difficult if the Roach Company goes to
work and stands on its rights. Its stock-
holders have a right to bid for any ship-
building contracts which may be going.
They bought their plant and their works in
good faith; they will pay their taxes like
other people; they will be prepared to give
the same bonds as the Cramps for the faith,

ful fulfillment of any contracts they, may
make. If the Secretary of the Navy re-
fuses to consider their bids on tbe ground

that they are foreigners Pennsylvania may
protest on the ground that he is discriminat-
ing against one of her industries, and if
the Poach Company's bid is lower than
that of its rivals the Secretary may violate
the law iv disregarding it lie will find
himself in a perplexing situation.

Tlie embarrassments which grow out of
the transfer of American industries to for-
eign ownership were felt forty years ago,
when Englishmen acquired a controlling
interest in the Erie Hallway, the Atlantic
and Great Western, and the Beading. The
properties were in this country, subject to
our laws and within the jurisdiction of our
courts. But the individuals who owned
them were ln a distant country, where no
process of an American court could reach
them and where they were not in touch
with American opinion, iThe anomaly gave
rise to considerable friction. It had per-
haps more to do with the chrouic insolv-
ency of the companies which were con-
trolled abroad than appears on the surface
or than people have generally allowed.__________________

THE SILVER RESOLUTIONS.

The resolutions passed by the San Fran-
cisco Chamber of Commerce represent the
views of our people. While free silver
coinage is the ultimate, the conviction is
quite general that that result may be
attained withless disturbance tovalues than
would occur iffree coinage should be adopt-
ed at once. Ifthere is any silver legislation
of this session of Congress it willbe on the
lines of the resolutions adopted. The reso-
lution offered by Mr.Sneath providing for
the stoppage of silver coinage did not find a
supporter. Probably Mr. Sneath offeied it
as a test of the sense of the Chamber. The
resolutions adopted were supported on the
ground that we need a larger circulation of
metallic money. Another argument ofquite
as much force is that bimetallism should be
restored. Existing values were determined
by the volume of the money of the two
metals, and the demonetization of either
wouldcause a depreciation in the value of
allkinds of property. The silver problem
is now in a fair way of settlement ou a per-
manent basis.

"ORIGINAL PACKAGE" DECISION.

The original package decision recently
announced by the Supreme Court is giving
Congress a good deal of trouble. Hills of
a different character have passed the two
Houses, the object of which is to confer
upon -tales, by act of Congress, powers
which, under the Constitution, as inter-
preted by the Supremo Court, they do not
possess. This is reversing the rule by
which the separate powers of the States and
the General Go\'cmuient have been deter-
mined. The old idea was that the States
conferred certain powers .on the General
Government and that all powers not con-
ferred wero retained by the States. The
original package decision denies that the
Stales possess the police power to regulate
the sale of an article which they deem in-
jurious to the people, but affirm the power
to lie in Congress to confer upon the State

such power. The Senate has passed a bill
known as the Wilson bill designed to pre-
vent under interstate commerce the impor-
tation of alcoholic liquors and beer in the
original package Into prohibition States.
Under the clause in the Constitution which
gives Congress the power to regulate com-
merce between States.it is held that Congress
may confer upon the Stale, or reinvest in
the State, a power the State surrendered in
giving Congress the power to regulate com-
merce between the States. The manifest
purpose of the Wilson hill is to relieve the
several prohibition States oi the conse-
quences of the original package decision.
The original package decision said, in ef-
fect, that no State could prohibit the sale of

an article of commerce brought into the State
from another State, but the 'Wilson bill
conies to the relief of the Stales and gives
them the power of prohibition the Supreme

Court declared they do not possess. There
is, perhaps, no conflict of law in this action,

but it appears that Congress is trying to
overthrow a decision of the Supreme Court.
The legal question is if Congress lias the

power to pass a law nullifying the effect of
a Supreme Court decision. Would not the
proper remedy be found in an amendment
to the Constitution, expressly declaring the
power to lie in the States, which Congress
proposes to give tbem. Such an amendment
would be a limitation of the effect of the
interstate commerce clause in the Constitu-
tion. A late Washington dispatch says the
House Judiciary Committee has prepared a
substitute for the Senate Original Package
Bill. The Ilouse Judiciary Comn.ittee
takes the ground that

"
all property which

has been imported into a State and kept for
sale there ought to be subject, for all pur-
poses, to the jurisdiction of the State, and
all persons engaged in traffic within a State
ought to be subject to such rules as it(the
State) may enact for the regulation of that
traffic." There is a touch of solid ground
in this report of the Ilouse Judiciary Com-
mittee. Tlie principle laid down is so clearly
indispensable to the government of the
people of a State that the only question
seems to be as to the precise method or pro-
cess of legislation by which that principle
shall be established.

F.-Ilol'.lA_ HOTJCS.

Secretary Tracy willsoon invite Ameri-
can shipbuilders to bid for the construc-
tion of the three battle-ships authorized by
the Naval Appropriation Bill. These will
be fine vessels, with a displacement of 900*
tons and a minimum speed of fifteen knots.
They willbe protected by a heavy belt of
armor 180 feet in length and 17 inches thick.
The turrets will he of 18-inch armor and
willhe provided with 13-inch guns. These
vessels are designed for coast defense and
willbe equipped particularly for this ser-
vice. England is also considering plans for
the latest addition to her fleet, a first-class
fighting cruiser of 13,000 tons displacement
and talks of a speed of twenty-five knots.
In fact, the nations of Europe and Asia
seem to be nearly all contemplating the con-
struction of additional war vessels, Japan
falling in at tbe end of the column with a
contract for a new man-of-war on the lines
of the Chiyota, which willbe constructed at
Glasgow.

Efforts are now being made to adjust the
indebtedness of Virginia. When the war
ended the State had an indebtedness of
(45,000,000. An attempt was made to fund
this by assigning a third of it to West Vir-
ginia as her share and 6-per-cent bonds
were issued for the remainder, but Itwas
soon found the tax-receivable coupons an-
nually maturing exceeded the revenues by
81,100,000. For the thirty years, from 1800,

the State has paid in principal and interest
$23,000,000, and there remains outstanding
in the hands of creditors who did not ac-
cept the terms of settlement proposed in

1 1882 about $27.-*OO,OOO, of which $20,000,000
is principal and $7,500,000 is interest.

The execu-
tion was such a revolting one that an artil-
lery officer from Hong-Kong fainted at tbe
sight.

Cigarette-smokers might finditdangerous
to visit some sections of Japan. Recently
a large vessel loaded with coal oil was un-
loading at Yokosuko, and as a precaution-
ary measure signs were posted warning all
of the danger of smoking, a necessary re-
minder considering the nature ot the sur-
roundings. A coolie was discovered smok-
ing on the vessel, whereupon an excited
policeman, according to the report, seized a
block of wood and .brained the smoker on
the spot. J

The Earl of Carnarvon, whose death is
reported by cable, will long be recollected
as the one who developed and framed the
plan for the confederation of the British
North American colonies. When fa-la-
ment considered itin 1807 he made an elab-
orate speech explaining the provisions of
tbe measure, which was approved by both"
Houses, the result being the Dominion of
Canada. .'

The Chroni-
cle and Examiner, with a loud flour-'
ish of trumpets— which Is a genteel name
for blow-horn— announced a change ot form
and made the declaration that by an in-
creased number of pages they increased the
amount of matter presented to readers. A
measurement of the amount of matter pre-
sented for one week shows that such is not
the fact and that the representations of
these papers are at variance with the facts,
and that their claim of

the largest paper"

is Inkeeping with many other claims set up
by the publishers. A measurement shows
that during a week The Call presented
in its columns matter occupying 28.481
square inches of space, the Chronicle 20,901,
and the Examiner 24,881.

A CDKIOOB EEKOK.

How a Missouri Alan Secured a —tall Con-
tract nt 814 a Yonr.

The outcry raised by so many demagogues
against the enforcement ofau educational
test of fitness for admission to the public
service receives amost interesting side-light
from the case of Moses Pendergrass of Lib-
ertyville, Mo., for whose relief a billis now
pending in the Senate. Pendergrass de-
sired, in 1887, to become a bidder for a con-
tract for carrying the mails from Knob
Lick to Colfman, Mo., a distance of fifteen
miles and back, three times a week, and over
six miles of the route six times a week. His
Inability to read and writecaused him to take
the blank proposal toone Kudy.the Postmas-
ter at Knob Lick and a Justice of the Peace,
who tilled itout for him and prepared and
witnessed the necessary bond by which two
friends of Pendergrass obliged themselves
in the sum of $1400 to see that their prin-
cipal lived un to his contract. Pendergrass
wanted to make his bid (400 a year, but the
Justice, who appears to have had but an
indifferent education himself, wrote in the
tour aud left the hundred out. Neither
Pendergrass nor either of his bondsmen
discovered the error, aud when Iho twenty-
four bids were opened they were found lo
range from SliiKito S4. The next lowest to
Pendergrass was a hid of §317.

Everything being satisfactory, the de-
partment asked no questions, but accepted
Pendergrass* bid of .4, and itwas not till
the first quarterly settlement was made and
he received a warrant for Sl.l.'S ior bis con-
tract service and some extra duty put upon
him, that he became alarmed and got ready
to write a protest to the department in bis
behalf. The papers were overhauled and
the blunder discovered. Pendergrass noti-
fied the department that he should with-
draw Irom the service, and his contract
was declared forfeited. Of course, this left
not only himself— his Investment iv the
necessary outfit being considerable— but
his bondsmen also in a very awkward sit-
uation. To save allparties as much as pos-
sible, Pendergrass had continued his daily
trips after the discovery of tlie error tilla
new contractor could he found to take his
place, au interval which stretched his
whole service to nearly a year's duration.
Ue is now in search of relief, ln order
that the Government shall he secure against
loss, it is proposed to pay him what would
have been the balance due ifhe had taken
it at the rate offered by tho next lowest
bidder— .7.— Chicago Herald.
