AN J>GI.ISII-AMI-.KICANSBIF-TAUD.

The first questiou that occurs to nn Amer-
ican in connection with the English pur-
chase of the Botch ship-building plant is
the Kotive that induced the English capi-
talists to buy a ship-yard in the United
fctati-s. They have ample facilities for
bnilding ships of all classes and descrip-
tions in the United Kingdom. The British
navy and the British merchant marine are
evidences of the facilities which British
capitalists possess for the construction of
ships in their own country. Why then do
they take their money to a foreign country
ant invest it ina business for which they
have the best of facilities at home? The
only answer that can be given to that ques-
tion is that the ships built in the Koach
ship-yard may be employed in the Ameri-
can coastwise trade. These ships, though
built with English capital, will be entitled
to American register atd will possess all
the priwleges our navigation laws have re-
served for American vessels. They willbe
to all intents and purposes American ves-
sels. They willbe built, ifnot by Ameri-
can labor by laborers living in America,
and either of American material or of for-
eign material that has paid the American
duty. Of the cost of constructing vessels
sbout 90 per cent will be distributed in
tills country. The foremen and many of
the workmen may be British, but while
they live iv this country they cannot help
being consumers of the products of our
farm-, cur shops and our mills. Still there
arc persons in the United States who see
no advantage Inhaving sliip3 built in this
country. They want American shippers
to have the privilege of buying vessels
where they can be built at the lowest cost
and of giving such foreign-built vessels
American register, het us suppose, now,
that the free-ship policy, which the Demo-
crats as a party advocate, had been adopted
while Mr. Cleveland was President What
inducement In that case would there have
been fur English capitalists to invest their
money in an American shipyard? Would
not these English capitalists have built ves-
sels on the Clyde and have sent them across
the Atlantic to take part inour foreisn and
coast trade? The navigation laws which
have kept the American coastwise carrying
trade in the hands of owners of American
vessels is but one point in the protective
pohcy which is working such grand results
lor the nation.

THE REVOLUTION IN SALVADOI;.

Jf anythiug was needed to satisfy every
reasonable person of the necessity of the
consolidation of the Central American
Slates into ouo strong and coherent power,
the deficiency would be iurnished by the
events of lasl week. Itwillbe remeinhered
that wheu Dr. Zaldivar, who, while Presi-
dent of S ilvador, betrayed Barrios to his
death six years ago, was exiled by his in-
uignaul fellow-ciii/.-'iis, be was succeedeJ
by his Secretary of War, Senor Meneudez.
This Menendez lias he:d office ever since
and his term was not ti>expire tillnext year.
He had become, as Central American Presi-
dents generally become, intensely unpop-
ular, and was accused of the moral crimes
which aro laid to the charge of rulers in
that section of the world. On Sunday, 2:M,
a ball w.'S given to celebrate his inaugura-
tion. While the festivities were at their
height, one General Mareial entered the ball-
room and announced that a revolution had
broken out and tliat (Una) men were in arms

to depose "the Dictator." An explanation
ciiMiini:beiv.tvn Menciidczand Marcial, the
former shut the latter dead, whereupou the
soldiery made thing* even by doing Meu-
endez w> death. Another General, by name
Ezeta, was appointed Provisional President,
apparently by tho dancers of the ball, and
old ]>r. Zaldivar, from his Parisian retreat,
prouounc.es that all is well and that order
prevails in Salvador.

AH this reads like an act from an opera
botiffe. One expects the orchestra to strike
up a lively air mid the coryphees to skip in
with their abbreviated skirts. Itis playing
at Government, cm ;i lurid background of
blood and {runuowder. Is it anybody's iu-
teri'st that this sort of thing should go on
at the close of the nineteenth century, an'l
in a country which exports $7,000,000 worth
annually of collie and other valuable coni-

modities?
The United States, in its forced role (i

guardian of civilizatiin on these continents,

cannot view with indifference Mich a de-
plorable failure of self-government in a
neighboring State, with an area as lar^e »>
MiiMac.lni-.otts and New Hampshire com-
bined, a population half as large as that of
California, and a gross annual trade amount-
ing to SII.OOO.WHJ. These, two-penny revo-
lutions, which appear to bo chronic In the
States of Ceutral America, do not materi-
ally interfere with the course of progress in
this country, but they are a bad example
and they tend to briny discredit on institu-
tions which we cherish. They retard the
growth of a section of the continent which
we would like to see prosperous and peace-
ful. They impair the reputation of a re-
L'iuii in which we hope by and by to fiud a
useful ally.
Itis time that order were secured in Cen-

tral America by a hai.d stronger than any
of the States can show. A central govern-
inent, backed by a federal force and
strengthened by the moral support of the
United States, would speedily crush out
these insurrectionary movements, which
appear to be started fir a frolic and to be
carried on for purposes Of plunder. Itcould
do it summarily, and by imposing on the
Insurrectionary Mate a line equivalent to
the cost to which tiie General Government
had been put to restore order, it might
tenih turbulent communities that rebellion
is an expensive pastime. If every laud-
owner in Central America was taxed to
make good his share of the cost of preserv-

ider, order would preserve itself.
Without the aid, or least the sympathy, of
the land-owners, the half-breeds who get
up revolutions could wake but little way
for want of a commissariat
Itis slow work imposing respect for law

on communities which are born without
thai respect. People of our race do not
Deed to be taught devotion to law and
order. Ilcomes instinctively to them. It
is otherwise with the people of the Latin
races, and their education is not nnfre-
quently slow nud expensive. Even in Mex-
ico Diaz cannot afford to dispense with a
large standing army. But the woik mu~t
be accomplished, and the sooner itis begun

the ,-ooner it will be completed.

FBKJ2 FltOSi DEBT.

On? of the speakers at the Buckley ban-
quet in New Viik takes much credit for his
chief from the fact that San Francisco is
practically free from debt. Sir. Buckley
may be presumed to have tasted wine at
this pi-int in the speech that those who
saw an onosaal color come to his f;ice

n;ight not suspect that lie w us blushing.
The man who made the statement is a Con-
gressman d[ the stripe that never Mushes.
San Francisco is free from debt. The fact
is due entirely to two or three journals and
tlie citizens who have acted with then:. Of
these journals we need not :-ay that The
Callis one. 0 seven daily.papers in this
city five are alive withprojects to plunge
tie city into debt. These pn jects tnke on
all conceivable forms and shapes. When
one fails another Is put forward, the only
pertinacity being shown in the purpose to
get hold of city binds on one pretense or an-
other. One Buckley organ wants 83,000,000
to buy up property between Van Ness ave-
nue and the park, and to convert the
property so purchased into an avenue; an-
other would design an entire new sewer
system, to cost S4.OOO.noO: an >ther would
si end $:;,(KO.WH) iv spreading poultices over
the streets, and co on ad injhUUan. Mr.
Buckley, it is true, has indorsed none of
these propositions, 'ihe fact that distin-
guishes Mr. Buckley from some of his
lambs is that tie is not a fool. Ifhe sees
any chestnuts to be pulled out of the fire lie
suggests to some ol his newspaper lambs to
do it. But Mr. Buckley remained silent
aid pensive while young Mr. Clunie told
the listening banqueters how Mr. Buckley
l:ad saved Sn I'iancisco from being over-
whelmed with debt. The spectacle must
have been worth a trip to New York to
see.

CHIHKSB AMi-KHANS.

The half dozen Chinese who were natur-
alized in Eastern courts pending the de-
cision (f the United States .Supreme Court
on an appeal from ttie decision of the
United States Circuit Court denying the
right of naturalization to a Chinese may
cau.se some confusion abroad as to the natu-
ralizationlaw- nf this country. Tlie Chinese
wh» were naturalized during that period
retain their papers, and to persons uot
conversant with later enactment"' nnd court
decisions these napers seem to confer citi-
zenship. Hut of course with tlio decision
of the Supreme Court that Chinese were
ineligible to naturalization the papers be-
came valueless. It 13 true, however, that
two or three Chinese have voted in tha
East on the strength of these paper--, but
of course they are no longer allowed to
vote even in the East. Probably the next
legal Question that willarise in regard to
the Chinese willbe the legal status of the

offspring of Chinese born on American soil.
Fortunately there are very few who can
show that they are in this eensc Chiuese-
Aujericaas.

II il<>i:IM. NOTKS.

ICtrqulg Tseng, whose sudden death was
recently announced, kept a diary that
affords some eutertaining reading. Before
going to England as Minister he had an in-
terview witli Li Bong-Chang, who made
some plain assertions on international rela-
tion*. He maintained that China should
ally herself closely with England in order
to check the machinations of Russia. The
English defense of Turkey he put down
without equivocation to a desire to protect
India and to snub Russia. England and
BuMia am lik« "a tiger ami n wolf." As
to the Russians, their object is at present

to gain possession of the Mahotmnedan
countries in Central Asia so as
to be within striking distance of
both India and China. This is as
displeasing to tun English as to the Chi-
nese, and it slmuld therefore be tho object
of the Chinese to make friends witn En-
gland. These declarations reveal China's
policy. She expects trouble on the comple-
tion of the Trai!-,-Siiieri;ir> railway, ifithas
not already been inaugurated by the atti-
tude of i

'
.lea, and lias pushed ahead the

survey for a railroad toward the northern

border, a work in which British engineers
me co-operating, as is shown by the tidinjjs
from Vladivostock announcing the coiuple-

tion of the preliminary survey for a line
throvtsh Mongolia nnd that tho Chinese
Government is desirious of expediting the
completion of railroads to the Russian
frontier.

Bulgaria is again attracting considerable
Attention. Major l'anitza's execution for
conspiring to overthrow the Government is
followed by the rumor that Prince Ferdi-
nand, now-Rt Carlsbad, will not return to
Sofia. Starubuloff, the Pii-.ne Minister, is
suspected of intriguing with Russia while
ostensibly urging the powers to recognize
Ferdinand as the permanent ruler of the
principality. The Porte is snid to have sent
envoys to Berlin, Vienna and London re-
carding the demand for Bulgarian inde-
pendence concurrent withRussia's demand
for the immediate payment of 30.n00.000
francs duo on the war indemnity, and Rns-
si:i is reported to be preparing to buck up
her demand by sending her Black Sea fleet
into Turkish waters. Sebastopol and other
strongliolds, reviving recollections of the
Crimean War, have been strengthened and
garrisoned by the sapper and miner com-
panies of the lialtic and Black Sea coasts.
Coincident with these reports regarding
Bulgaria is the declaration that the conflict
between Turkish soldiers and Armenians at
Krzerouni may lead to an open rebellion all
over Armenia, iv which event Bussia would
undoubtedly take sides with the Christians
and seize Erzerouip, if not the whole of
Armenia, a large force Deing within easy
marching distance of the seat of trouble.

Premier Salisbury is in a quandary, and to
stave off a collapse of lii9 Government is
represented as having tried to reorganize
his Cabinet. Lord llartington is said to
have declined the Premiership coupled
with power to appoint three LiberalUnion-
ists in the Ministry, Salisbury himself tak-
ing the foreign portfolio, and from present
indications this would give him about all
lie could attend to. The Unionists con-
sider that a coalition Cabinet is inevitable.
llartincton, however, Intimated that in the
course of time lie mUcht reconsider his de-
termination, and if lie does it is possible
Hint Chamberlain and Sir Henry James
willenter the Cabinet with him.

The Federal Election Bill is likely to en-
gross the attention of tne House till Wednes-
day, when the Republican leaders managing
the matter claim it willbe passed by a small
majority. Tlie President is said to have
declared lie desired the bill topa^s and that
he would si^n it as soon as he received it.

Interest in the case of Mrs. Maybrick,
now an inmate of the Wokina Prison, has
been revived by the claim that evidence
lias been discovered corroborating her ver-
sion of Mr. Maybrick's death, and that the
Home Secretary has promised to dive the
matter careful consideration.

"Do Iremember the first SIOOO Iever
earned?" echoed Uenry Westfall, a wealthy

resident of Colorado, in answer to the ques-
tion of a fellow-lodger at the Grand Pacific
Hotel. "Well, rather. Iwas a young lad
at the time and the only child of the poor-
est family ina coal-mining town of Penn-
sylvania. One day, while engaged picking
slate, Iheard a big commotion at the month
of the mine. The men were very much ex-
cited, aud the owner, who was the richest
ami most devout churchman in the town,
was wringing Ins hands and imploring the
men todo something, llunuing up, Ilearned
tiiat the men had fired a fuse attached to an
extra-large cartridge ami had just come
from the mine when they discovered that
they had left the pretty littledaughter of
the owner behind. She had gone down
with her father, and while the latter cune
up for an errand had wandered away. The
cartridge had nut vet exploded, as the fuse
had purposely been m.iue long to enable
the men to get up. The father, as you may
imagine, was agonized. lie offered JiOiW
to any one who would go down after the
little one. But no one would stir. All of
them Had families of their own—except, of
course, inysfif

—
and would uit run the risk

of death. The sum was a fortune to me,
especially as uy fa*,her was, from sickness,
unable to work. .Jumping on the ear
Icalled to be let down, and amid the, cheers
of the men Idescended. Each moment had
death in it for me unless tl-.n fuao was
loueer than waa thought. But itried nit
to think of it, and when Ireached the bot-
tom the child was playing at the mouth of
the shaft. Icrabbed her, put her ivthe
car aud gave the signal to he hoisted up.
But the car did not move. 1 repeated the
signal, but still without av.iil. Inagony of
fearIjerked it again and the car still re-
maining at the bottom, 1bade the little irirl
stay where she was and then iran into the
new drift where the explosion was to take
place. A little spark revealed the wherea-
bouts of the fu:>e. '1htt fuse was .still an
inch lone a d 1 took hold of it mid pulled,
itout. J trii-d to cheer, but had fainted in-
stead. When 1came to 1 was on the top of
the ground, taken there by the men who.
when in answer to my last signal— they hail
not received the other two— had raised the
little girl and had then mine down for me." Well, the next day the father thanked
me, but said nothing about the $1000. The
men advised me to ask for it. Irefused.
Then some of them asked for me and the
owner told them that they were mistaken ;
he had oflered nothing. So mad were they
that they offered to throw him down the
mine, but they desisted at my request. A
few weeks later Iwas discharged, prob-
ably because Iwas an eyesore to the
owner. Mv father having in the mean-
time recovered, J went away and obtained
work in Mew York, aud, after awhile,
secured a fair position. One day, about
fifteen years after this event, a charm-
ing young lady drove up in her car-
riage, nnd, coming In, called for me.
Shu did not at tirst give lur name,
but a.->ked me if 1 would do her a
favor. Of course Isaid yes. hhe then told
me that it was she whom 1had saved, that
her father had died a short lime before and
that in looking over his papers she had
found a letter from some of the men to him
upbraiding him for not paying me the
$10011. This wh.« the first she had heard of
the obligation and she had Immediately set
out to find me. As she snid this she handed
me a check f»rSISOO, the extra S-rrfK) being,
she explained, the interest. 1 was about
to refuse to accept the check, but she re-
minded me that 1 had promised to do her a
favor niid that 1mutt keep my wurd. So 1
took it, with her card, and she lelt. What
of her? Well, six months later she became
my wife."—Chicago Evening I'ost.

HOKUOKS ID DAHOMEY.

Aletter from Parts, giving details of the

adventures of Dr. ISnyol, the Governor of
Kotonou, who was imprisoned by the King
of Dahomey, appeals In tho Vo3Ji9che
Zeitung. Dr. Bayol himself was not ill—
treated, but was forced to witness the most
horrible, executions, and was closely
watched night and day liy three of the
must important chiefs. He was forced to
be present at tho execution of his secretary
and his interpreter, and was a spectator of
the sacrifice at one time of eighty-four
human beings and at another of forty-two.
The victims were bound, mutilated in a
horrible manner, and then, still alive, hung
up by the heels. Then tiieir bodies were,

opened with large round knives and the in-
testines taken out, lifter which the corpses
were thrown into a "place of skulls,"
where in forty-eight hours they were re-
duced by birds ot prey to skeletons.

J)r. liayol was every time compelled to
view each corpse, while the executioners
carefully tuned the heiuN of their victims
toward him. Upon one occasion he desired
to buy off some negroes, whom he recog-
nized as proteges from Porto Novo, but the
King angrily refused to allow it. Every
day his dusky majesty danced before the
doctor, executing steps and jumps which
wouldhave been highly entertaining under
other circumstances. At these times the
King wore sandals and a sort of Grecian
capon his head, and six Amazons danced
withhim.

The Amazons Dr. liayol describes as very
fiends. One i.ay the doctor witnessed a
spectacle which lin willnever forget. Ata
sign inin the King 500 Amazons rushed
upon a livingox and tore itinto pieces ina
few seconds; then each, with a piece of
raw flesh in their mouth, inarched oil sing-
Ing, while live of their number held the
skin and head of their victim aloft in tri-
umph. In festal garments they witnessed
from the roofs of the neighboring huts the
human sacrifices of the next day and
laughed heartily. They always appear per-
fectly resigned and go quietly todeath when
their turn comes. The King Is very sus-
picious and would not sign the letter writ-
ten to the President of the French RepoD-
lic. . Dr. |;.lvi).'s return to the coast was
extremely dangerous, for he had no pass-
port and was therefore obliged, in spite of
illness, to inarch more than fifty miles in
ono day through country with which he
was quite unacquainted. On arrivinz at
Kotouou he heard of the death of the King,
whom, had he been still;at Dahomey, he
wiiuht have probably been . accused of
poisoning. ' \u25a0

SEA AND SHORE.

Captain Brooks of the £. F. Her.
i-ilium liuried at Sitka.

Sailing of tin Eaatetn Oregon After a Two

Years' Stay in Pert— Police Guarding
the Bark Forest Queen.

From a private letter received yesterday
by Magee &Buttles of 310 Clay street, own-
ers of the whaling bark E. F. Hermann,
the followingparticulars are learned of the
death of the master, Captain Joseph F.
Brooks, who was wellknown iti this port.
The letter is dated Sitka, Alaska, May 31st,
and contains the following regarding the
bark:

"On Saturday, May 24th, a bark was re-
ported standing into port under shortened
sail. She had the ensign at half-mast.
There was not a steam-launch iujtlieharbor
fitfor service and, though tno weather was
rough outside and the breakers roaring
over the rocks which line the outer harb»r,
Pilots Clement and W. D. Pracht braved
the fury and pulled to the vessel in the
Custom-house row-boat, boarding her five
miles out. She proved to be tlie American
bark E. F. Herriman of San Francisco on
a whaling cruise. See had lost her master,
Joseph F. Brooks, who had died of paraly-
sis May Bth in latitude r>ii° 4li' north, loiiki-
t'lde 152° 11' west, and she sought the har-
bor, of Sitka to bury the remains on shore
and land his widow and daughter.

"Immediately after dropping anchor in
the inner harbor the first ollicer, Mr. Beau-
vais, coniinuuicatod with tho Collector,
Hon. Max Praclit, and Sirs. Brooks and her
little girl were landed and taken care of by
Mrs. Pracht. After consultation with the
widow.Captain Beauvais and First Officer
Ludlow of the whaling bark Tamerlane,
who had assisted iv bringing the llerriman
into port, it was decided to burs' the re-
mains of the deceased in the military ceme-
tery outside the town.

AN IMPOSING FINKUAI..

"Citizen Albertstone, a member of tho
LO. O. F., tv which order the deceased be-
longed, attended to digging the grave,
Chaplain A. K. Austin of the Mission vol-
unteered his services, and Superintendent
Keily of the Mission tendered the services
of tlie boys' brass-hand. By order of Cap-
tain Harrington, in command of the United
States Marines, Sergeant Schaefer was de-
tailed witha guard of honor to escort the
body to the cemetery. Captain Brooks hav-
ing served his country in the navy during
tin' grrat rebellion.

"The funeral services were held in the
executive-rooms of the Custom-house in
tlie presence of a large concourse of citi-
zens and officials. Ten of the crew of the
lJerriniau acted as pall-bearers and they
sued tears as they viewed tlie face of their
dead commander for tho last time. After
the coflin was lowered into the gravo the
military escort fired three volleys over the
grave. Captain Brooks was honored in
having the largest funeral procession ever
seen in SitUa.

The officers stated that
whales were showing themselves plenti-
fully,and the sea was literally swarming
with fur seal, but owing to the sales which
have prevailed in the Gulf of Alaska ithad
been impossible to secure any.

Heavy packages continued to come ' up
from the ship's cabin to the deck and slings
were ;lowering it to the nullboats, when
Lnmoud, with loaded pistolin hand, rushed
on ideck > and Isucceeded in catching E. Ul-
rich, a boatman, who was in cliargn of the
small boat.-- Ho was arrested and detained
with the aid of the mounted police and

Tli« Tricks Which a LIT* Wire Flayed

Upon Nacs in Nrw York.
There was a series of performances in

William street, says the New York Sun,
that partook of the nature of a circus. It
was in that part of William street that lies
between Beekman and Ann streets. At the
curb, in front of IC4, a loaded truck had
been backed up to unload. This made it

When it reached the danger spot the crowd
held their breath, and at the sight of the
fellNMnpenlng its sleepy eyes in surprise
and rriinhing into tho air the crowd mured.

One old cart-horse, by a curious iiiishar,
executed a tremendous doublo act. lie got
liis hind hoofs in one puddle of water aud
his fure hoofs in another, and did the cus-
tomary act of going into the air like a cat,
while his legs dangled down, and when ho
alighted lie struck in another puddle with
the same result. The plug got so much
electricity in him t'uxt lie ran half v block
before he could be stopped.

The news passed from one truckman to
another as they mot in the lower part of the
city, and in an hour afterward every truck-
man gave tiie electric puddles a wide berth.
