La Opinion Nacional of Lecn says: A
large quantity of dollars, with the name
“Un Suere,” coined in Chile in the yvear
1889 with the dies of the Republic of Ecu-
dor, have becn introduced into this ccun-
try. This money was not received at its
nominal value in Guatemala nor in Salva-
dor, and was also returned by the steamers
from Panama w hieh visited our ports. This
circumstance is because the money has been
sent from Panama, and that in those States
tiiey had uo value whatever, on accouunt
ot which we have to call strict investigation

as to the wvalue which the sucre repre-
sents. It is necessary that the commerce of
the rezablic investigate and give their opin-

ion, which will serve to regulate the cur-
rent value of this coin.

E! Pabellon Salvadoreno, the organ of the
liberal party, named Republicano, has ex-
hbibited as candidate for the party and as
the future President of the Republic for
the constitutional period from 1891 to 18
Doctor Rafael Avala, and for Vice-I’resi-
dent Doctor Jacinto Castellanos.

Doen Migzuel Samayoa died at San Miguel
ou the 27th of April. The cause of death
was a most tragic one. He went to put fire
to some brush-wood, and, as the wind was
blowing very strong at the time, ne was im-
mediately enveloped in flame and was fear-
fully burned. He lived only twenty-four
hours after the accident.

During the speech which he delivered he
solemnly swore to abide by the laws and
constitution of the republic, and to see
that all works which are of progress and
benefit to the country should be pushed
forward with vigor daring his administra-
tion of office.

Harbor Commissioners Will Refit
the Governor Irwin.

At the meeting of the Harbor Commis-
slouqrs vesterday Commissioner Brown was
appoinled a committee of one to purchase
1000 feet of best quality of fire hose for use
on the fire-boat Governor lrwin. 7The hose
now on the Irwin—about one thousand
feet in all—will be transferred to the
Anasha, which is used as a fire-boat when
the Governor Irwin is otherwise employed.

ALONG THE RAIL.

A Decision in a Case of Discrim.
ination in Rates.

The decision in the case of the Michigan
Central officials, charged with violating the
interstate commerce law, by receiving ship-
ments of grain from Counselman & Co, at
less rates than were charged other ship-
pers, is as interesting as itis novel. The
high officials of the road, who were cogni-
zant of the acts of their employes, and, as
might have been supposed, were willing to
shoulder at least a portion of the blame,
were on trial exonerated, Arthur W.
Street, assistant general freight agent of
the Michigan Central, was fined £3000. The
two contracting freight agents, F. C. Nich-
olas and E. L. Sommers, were aw,uxltod but
discharged from the employ of the com-
pany. Ot this deecision a Chicago paber
says:

It looked from

the beginning as il every-

thing had been cooked and dried beforenand
to acquit everybody except Streef, gpon
whose shoulders the Michigan Ceutral” has

laid the blame for the fraudulent transactions
aud discharged him from its service on that ac-
count.

HITTING THEM HARD.

Ministers Put on the Gloves

With the Sloggers.

Some Herd Blows Dealt and Chicf Crowley
Indorsed—Religion and Morals in
ths Public Schools Discussed.

T he Presbyterian Union, after an inter-
val of two weeks, met yesterday in Calvary
Church with President Rev. W. A. Sample
in the chair. Rev. F. S. Witter of the Pres-
byterian Church of Virginia City, Rev.
George B. Peck of Boston and Rev. R. A.
Tafft of Elizabeth, N. J., were present and
took seats as corresponding members.

The following resolution, offered by Rev.
James Woodworth, wus unanimously
adopted :

WHEREAS, As Chief of Police Crowley has de-
clared bis determination to suppress the brutal
exhibitions known as “‘slogging matches” in this
city, or to exhaust the power at bis command In
the eflort to do so; therefore,

Resolved, That we heartily approve of this de-
termination on the part of the Chief of Police;
that we pledge to him all the support we can
give him; that we urge upon Christian people
and good citizens generally to unite in sustaining
him in bis endeavors, aud that we call upon the
publie authorlities, State and municipal, to exert
themselves in bringing to justice and punishiog
the principals In and 1be ibettors cof such de-
grading exhibitions untii the disgrace upon our
city resilng frowm them is entiiely wiped away.

THE POLICE FORCE FOR GOOD.

In supporting the resolution and in mak-
ing some explanations of its intent, Mr.
Woodworth said he regarded the police
as indirectly a great means of good. 1t be-
longs to us as a part of the community, and
without it, or something as a substitute for
it, we could not properly maintain a single
place of worship in this city. One great
difficulty the officers often find in endeavor-
ing to enforce the laws is the lack of public
support, and this resclution is designed to
show the Chief of Police that we are ready
to sustain him in the discharge of his duty
in the present case at least.

Rev. Dr. Campbell suggested that before
fully indorsing the resolution it would be
well to consult with John L. Sullivan and
Muldoon. The suggestion was frowned
down.

Rev. William McFarlane believed it would
be well to look closely into the matter.
Resolutions were all very well, but it was
too much like talking to the winds. Noth-
ing can be done with the sloggers by us.
We can ounly pray for them.

Kev. Mr. Camopbell thought the case
should be foughtin the puipit. Itshould
be mentioned in all the local pulpits. Of
course Sullivan, Kilrain and others don’t
care what we say of them, but we don’t
care what they say of us.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS AND MORALS,

Rey. James Matthews, D.D., principal
of the Westmiaster School for Boys, opened
the continued discussion of the subject of
“Religion and Morals in the Public
Schools.” The subject, he said, is a
difficult and many-sided one. ‘The very
positive statements concerning it so often
heard originate in a narrow view. 1n order
to reach any satisfactory conclnsion the
subject must be viewed on all sides. All
agree that true education impiies the devel-
opment and training of all the powers and
faculties of a youth so as to fit him to an-
swer the facts of his being. 1t thus has re-
lation to his boay, mind and soul, The di-
vergence is in regard as to who shail give
this education. Some say thevparents, some
the chureb; others the State. But the
other oceupations of parents, to say noth-
ing of the incompetence of many, render de-
pendence upon them impraeticable, while,
though part of the mission of the church is
to teach, the work of secular education
through her agency can only partially be
done. While some for various reasons
deny the right of the State to educate at
all, this seems the most feasible mode of

securing general ipstruction among our
youth.
THE LAW OF THE CASE.

So far from prohibiting the teaching of
mur.un) in the public sehools of California,
the law positively eujoins it, though the
Bible is excluded vecause a portion of the
people deny its divine authority, and other
portions are at variance as to what version
of 1t should be used, each to the otl:er being
regarded as sectarian. As atleast a partial
solution of the difficulty Dr. Maithews
would have us maiutain a school of a high
urade, where religion shall be ruou..nuul
aud do all that we can as voters (o see that
competent men are elected as School Di-
rectors. In speaking of the demaud of the
Romanists for &« divisiou of the School
Fuud, be said, that they are staunch for re-
ligious instruction 1 schools, and added:
*““As between Catholicism and Agnosticism,
I decidedly prefer Catholicism.”

The subject was continued for general
discussiou next Monday.
