ARGUING FOR BAIL.

Kerr’s Attorneys Ask His Release
From Prison.

The ease of James W. Kerr, against whom
a verdict of manslaughter was returned by
the Coroner’s jury for the killing of Edward
Cogan, on Thursday last, was called up
yesterday eafternocon in Judge Lawler’s
court for a preliminary examination.

W hen court was ovened, Attorney Reuben
H. Lloyd for the defense announced that
every effort had been made by himself and
his associate, Charles B, Darwin, to have
the testimony taken at the inquest tran-
scribed, but so far they had not succeeded.
1t seemed, bhe said, strange that so much
time should be consumed, but he had been
unable to locate the blame. He asked,
therefore, that the hearing be postponed
until to-day.

This was granted by the Court, and the
question of bail arising, Mr. Darwin asked
for a recess to allow him time to prepare for
argument. ‘T'his was granted and at 3
o’clock Mr. Darwin appeared with a formi-
dable array of authorities.

IF STRUCK BY FANGS

Local Doctors Tell What to Do
if Snake-Bitten.

Suck Out the Poiscnm, Cut Out the Flesh,
Drink Whisky, cr Prepare to Bid
th: World Fareweil.

Deaths from rattlesnake bites have re-
cently been quite frequent in the rural
regions of California.

An Italian working in the Ben Lomond
Vineyard, near Santa Cruz, was bitten in
the forearm on Monday and he died before
his companions could take him to a sur-
geon.

The only thing they did to save the pa-
tient was to bathe the wound in whisky
and give him frequent draughts of the
liquor.

In the Santa Cruz case the venom doubt-
less entered a large vein and was soon do-
ing its work of destruction throughout the
system. Such bites are usually the most
dangerous, especially if neglected for even
a minute, but Dr. Weir Mitchell, who has
written a book on rattlesnake bites, cites a
case of a woodsman who was bitten in the
arm wiile kneeling dowa to drink out of a
spring. He immediately sucked the wound,
then, seizing his pocket-knife, cut out a
section of the musele. ‘There were no ef-
fects from the poison.

OPINIONS OF PHYSICIANS.

A CALL reporter yesterday interviewed
a pumber of local physicians on the ques-
tion of rattlesnake bites and their treat-
ment. Many refused to say anything on
the subject, and others were taken aback.
One of the first physicians seen was Dr, C.
A. Clinton, who was addressed pointedly,
as follows:

“Doctor, what would youdo if you should
be bitten by a rattlesnake while out in the
woouds, away from remedies?””

The doctor laughed, put his hands in his
pockets, paced the floor nervously, scratched
his head, laughed again and said:

*“ Well, that is a corker to ask a city prac-
titioner. We do not have many cases of
that kind in cities. 1f I could get to the
wound with my knife, [ would eut around
it freely, and then suck the poison out; but
there is one precaution about using the
ordinary knife. If you have been cutting
cheese or meat, or anything of that kind,
you must light a maten and beat the blade,
otherwise the kuife wound is as poisonous
as the bite 1itself. So if I had a match I'd
heat the blade. [ might then cauterize the
wound with the hot blade. It isa good idea
to chew a leaf or piece of bark after suck-
ing the poison from the wound, so as to
cause a flow of saliva, and thereby wash
away any bit of poison that might remain
in the mouth. If there is any chap or
wound in the mouth the sucking is, of
course, dangerous.”

NO KNOWN ANTIDOTES.

Dr. P. A. Kearney said: *“I have had
some experieirce in these snaka Dbites.
There are no known antidotes. Anything
that withdraws the poison before it enters
the general circulation is of course ef-
fective. Therefore sucking the wound is a
commonsense thing to do. Whisky, aro-
watic spirits of ammonia and other stimu-
lants are good. They do not kill the poi-
son, but they keep up the heart’s action.
Ammonia, diluted one-half with water and
injected into the wound, is a common treat-
ment, but usually the man bitten does not
have these remedies at hand. A string tied
tightly above the wouund is a goud thing. It
greatly retards the flow of the venow into
the system.”

CUT OUT THE FLESH.

Dr. Henry M. Fiske, who has lived in
many rattlesnake regions, was perfectly at
ease when asked wnat he would do if bit-
ten. He said: *The best thing to do is to
grab a knife at once and cut out the flesh to
the depth of the bite. Then drink whisky
if you have it. Men thus bitten can drink
inordinate quantities of liquor, the effect of
which i1s to lncrease the heart’s action. The
poison retards the circulation and weakens
the heart’s force. Iodine, ammonia and
other iike remedies are good if at hand.”

Agnew’s work on surgery treats fully of
the bites of insccts and snakes, aud it is
regarded as the best work extant on the
subject unless it be the work of Dr. Weir
Mitcheli, which eannot pbe found in San
Franciseo. From Dr. Agnew’s work the
foliowing facts were learned:

AN AUTHORITY.

Iithe systemis inany way weakened from
fatigue, exposure or chronic disease its
power of resisting the effects of the bite is
greatly lessened.

In Aust and other rattlesnake coun-
tries good results have often been obtained
from the injection of ammonia and water
in equal parts the veins near the
wound.

Not more than one bite in a dozen forces
the poison threugh tne clothing and into
the general circulation. The researches of
chemists have tailed to determine the con-
nt elements of the poison. The fluid
d is colorless, tasteless and without
odor. Heat, freezing, acids and alkalies
have no effect on the venom.

The first and almost immediate effect of

into

the poison is to destroy the vitality of the
bloud so that it cunnot supply the nerve
centers. As a result the heart loses its force

and the patient b-comes comatose.
BITE IT OFF.

{ a toe or finger is Litten, the best thing
to do is to amputate it immediately with
the first instrument available, even if the
patient has to bite off his finger. A ligature
drawn tightly around the limb above the
bite prevents rapid entrance of the poison
into the system,

Large amounts of aleohol should in all
cases be taken without delay, or as soon as
it can be obtained. It keeps up the heart’s
action and stimulates the system uutil the
poison exhausts itseif.

MANY SNAKE BITES.

Dr. W. E. Durleigh, 945 Howard street,

who i3 an accepted authority on poisons,

was asked about spage Dbites aud their
cures.
“What doI know about rattlesnakes?

Which kind do you mean, the California or
the Eastern?”

“Both, if there be any difference.

*Oh, there is lots of difference. The Cali-
fornia rattlesnake is small, while those of
the Southern States, in particular, are quite
large. They are the reguiar rattler de-
scribed in all the works on natural history,
and their bites are in nearly every case
fatal. The California rattler, on the con-
trary, is only a species and their bites are
not near 8o virnlent and death is not so
speedy nor so sure. Anyhow, he is a very
mean customer to bave strike you.”

“What should be done when a person is
bitten ?”’

THE FIRST THING.

“ The very first thing to be done, if the
snake bites a limb that ean be ligatured, is
to bare the limb and apply a ligature as
soon as possible, so that the circulation of
the blood will be wholiy stopped about the
place bitten, Then the flesh must be cut
away., I know it seems awrul hard to even
imagine cutting into the quivering flesh,
but it is a case of life or death, and who
will pause a second to question which he
prefers when the head is growing dizzy
withapproachingcoma? 1 know I wouldu’t.
I would take my case of surgical instru-
ments I always carry in my pockets and
slice a good large piece out, so that 1'd get,
at least, a large portion of the injected
poison.”

* But wouldn’t you be afraid of cutting
away too much, so that, in trying to save
your life from poison, you would really en-
danger it by bieedingz?”’

LIFE OR DEATH.

“ No, as I said before, it is a case of life
or death. When a person knows he has
that within him that kills and in killing is
one of the most paintul, terrible deaths
possible—a death where every muscle
creeps with agony and every nerve cries—
he will never pause to think that he may
bleed to death. It is not, after all, death
that we dread ; it is the pain of that transi-
tion. Death Ly bleeding, when the muscies
relax and the mind sinks into a dreamless
stupor, is a thousand times better and
easier and to be preferred to death by a
rattiesnake bite. And that is the way that
you would look at it if you were bitten.”

** After having cut out a piece of the
flesh or muscle, would you suck or have the
wound sucked ?”’

“Yes, if it could be done with safety;
but often that is impossible. How many
times people have small sores in the mouth
and are told some foolish reason as the
cause of it. They are told that they have
been telling falsehoods or some other fic-
tion; so, young man, you must keep from
such a practice or it will incapacitate you
for some such service. When the flesh is
cut let the ligature loose graduoally and no-
tice the effect. 1f the wound bleeds freely
all goes well.  But if the wound commences
to swell and the blood oozes, instead of
flowing, let the full force of the blood bear
upon the wound by completely loosening
the ligature.”

“* But, doctor, wouldn’t you apply me-
dicines of any kind ?”

CAUTERIZE THE WOUND.

“Yes, of course, if they be at hand; but
nine out of every ten cases happen at a dis-
tance from any one with even common
sense and cool temperament, let alone
having drugs, cauterization irous or strong
acids. After baving let the wound
bleed freely, and by freely I mean to such
an extent that the person bitten is very

weak and without that fever always at-
tendant upou a person poisoned while hav-
inz his system full of blood, tighten the
ligature, and, after cleaning the wound
sere it with a red-hot iron or apply acids.
Nitrate of silver and other strong mineral
acids are very good.”

“How about whisky. Is it good?” 2

“Yes, and no. I have seen cases where it
bastened rather than hindered death.
Whisky is, like the rattlesnake, of differ-
ent kinds. I suppose that some kinds only
serve to quicken the blood and make it
carry the deadly virus all the sooner to the
vital parts. Otner, and I suppose better
kinds, acts as an antidote for a few hours.
Itis atemporary remedy, and even when
it succeeds in carrying a person over the
danger point it allows the poison to de-
velop otherwise. The person breaks out in
sores, swellings or has symptoms of skin
diseases, if not soon, at least later in life
when he should be no longer likely to have
such troubles.”

NO ANTIDOTE.

“ls there no absolutely sure antidote
known?”’ X

*None. What means we have adopted in
the past to overcome the poison of a snake’s
bite bave been far from sure, In 1566 I
was a surgeon at Freeman’s Hospital at
Selena, Miss.,, and twelve cases were
brought under my immediate attention.
We took every care possible to cure in each
case; yet, in only three of them did we
succeed. But that was the Southern rat-
tler. Whnat success one might have with
the California rattler I do not know, as I
have not made a study of the species we
have Lhere.”

CAUGHT AT LAST.

William 0’Brien, Opium Victim
aud Burglar, in Jail.

William O'Brien, a young opium fiend,
was locked up in the City Prison yesterday
on a charge ot burglary.

(O’Brien is an old hand at Lis business,
and from all accounts is an expert too.

I'wo years ago he was arrested for his
connection with the theft of $20,000 worth
of jewelry from the house of Mrs. Padoy on
Olive avenue, on Sunday afterncon when
the residents of the house were not at
home, As he was then believed to be a
merg beginner he was allowed to go on
making a promise to leave California.

With a trained assistant, it is said by the

police, he bas been in the wholesale bur-
glary business among lodging-houses and

private residences. They carried a stock
of seventy skeleton keys, which izsured
them entree to houses and rooms without
trouble.

They are azcused of having entered Mrs.

SEA AND SHORE.

A Large Lumber Raft Towed in
by the Noyo.

Arriva! at Lest ¢f the Corryvechan—Lum-
ber-Laden Craft—The Eastern Oregon
Will Ply in Northern Waters.

The steamer Noyo arrived in port yester-
day, and while steaming in from the Fort
was the object of counsiderable curiosity.
She had in tow a large lumber raft, and
proceeded up Oakland Creek. This is the
second time that the Noyo has towed lum-
Ler in this way. The raft on her first trip
was somewhat smaller, but the one brought
down yesterday was as large as the cargoes
of the ordinary coasting steamers. There
are 500 piles in the raft, there Leing 25 in
each section. A chain is passed through
the piles, and the sections are conuected by
chain bridles. The freight mouey repre-
sented in the Noyo’s tow is estimated at
§1500. The lumber company whieh in-
augurated this method of lumber freighting
on this coast intends to continue the ex-
periment, as the new method is saving 1n
time and more economical.

A heavy ship tonnage is on the way to
this port from foreign and domestic ports.
The total number of vessels coming 15 163
with a tonnage of 245,459, Of Lhis tonnage
33,246 tons are from London and 27,697 tons
from New York.

ARRIVAL OF THE CORRYVECHAN.

The British bark Corryvechan, 179 days
from Hamburg, arrived in port yesterday,
to the great relief of her owners and con-
signees. She has been long overdue, and it
was supposed that shie had met with some
accident and been lost. On her arrival her
captain stated that the cause of the delay
was that the vessel had to beat twenty days
against foul weather off Cape Horn.
While in 54° 18" vorth, 11° west, and on Jan-
uary 22d last, P. A. Browmer, a seaman, fell
overboard from the foretop and was
drowned. He was a native of Sweden and
22 years of age.

The steamer Emily is lying at Channel
street, and will ieave to-day for Fort Bragg.
On her return she will discharge ber deck-
load and proceed to Ensenada. She has
been chartered to ply between Mexican
ports during the sumer trade.

LUMBER-LADEN CRAFT.

The principal arrivals in port yesterday
consisted of a large number of coastiug ves-
sels engaged in the lumber traffic. The
burk Southern Chief brought 1,000,000 feet
from Port Blakeley; the schooner Norma
from Astoria, 440,000 feet: the schooner C.
1. Hill from Rules Landing, 200,000 feet;
the schooner Corona from Port Discovery,
515,000 feet; the schooner Norway from
Grays Harbor, 330,000 feet, making a total
for the day of 2,485,000 feet.

The steamer kastern Oregon will be
placed on the line of the Union Pacific Com-
pany between Seattle and the Coluwbia
River in place of the steaw schooner Signal,
which will returu to this portina few days.
I'ne Eastern Oregon, which is similar in
construction to the steamer City of Topeka,
has been running for sowe time between
tuis city and Yaquina Bay.

The ship Commodore I, A. Allen went
to sea yesterday bound for Liverpool, with
a cargo of 3640 tons of wheat. "T'he vessel
has not been to Europe for several years,
baving been engaged between New York
and this port.

At Los Augeles also will be erected by
the company a building to be used as a hos-
pital for employes.

Captain Smith
has been obliged to build water-tunks and
pumping machinery on the Garcia Ranch,
in Contra Costa County, not being able to
take a sufficient supply of water at Oakland
for the trip.
