OURK MANUFACTURES.

From various causes the manufacturing
it Lhas not assumed very large pro-
in this cily. As a ruleraw ma-

Is are more expensive here than in the
East; labor is higher; for fuel we have to
depend on other States. Hence, the woolen
i not been as successiul as it
been under other couditions,
thot ifornia produces a large amount

o oy

of wool each year; we grow some cotton,
but cotton-mills make but little money; we
have but two iron rolling-mills on the
Coast; our foundries as a rule find it diffi-

cult tc compete with Eastern foundries in
he production of builders’ hardware. It is,
however, from an inspection of the returns
f the Assessor of taxes that we learn, de-
spite all drawbacks, there Is a quiet indus-
trial movement which creates a large an-
nual product and affords a living to a con-
siderable number of people.

The manufactured product which repre-
sents the largest amount of moeney is sugar.
The Assessor figures that the two refineries,
when running steadily, yield §12,000,000
worth of refined sugar each year; §2,000,000
of this represents a value created by labor
in this eity. About $3,750,000 represents
the value of the flour and meal ground out
of grain; perhaps ten per cent of this
would represent the value of the labor em-
ployed in milling, te which the value of the
by-product—bran—must be added. Three
willions of dollars are supposed to be add-
ed annually to our steck of goods by the
fruit and fish canners; perhaps one-half of
this represents the labor employed. Ground
coffee, chocolate, yeast-powder and spices
are reckoned at something over $2,000,000;
labor’s proportion is small, but it is some-
thing. Eight million doliars of malt liquors
are said to be produced annually in this
city. The raw material consumed costs a
mere trifle: the great bulk of the value
created is divided Letween the brewer and
his men. The value of cigars made here is
given at over $4,000,000; here again the raw
material, which comes from the East,
largely from Conneecticut, costs but a small
proportion of that sum.

A considerable number of persons make
a living by clothing and housing the com-
mupity. The boot and shoe industry,
which has always done well here, turns out
£4,500,000 of products every year; labor
takes probably one-third of this. The
clothing industry figures for 86,250,000 of
annual products; this affords employment
to an army of tailors and seamstresses.
The army would pbe larger if some of the
leading ready-made clothing houses did not
get their goods made at the East. Indi-
rectly the clothing business helps other in-
dustries, Though we manufacture little
woolen cloth, 150 men find regular employ-
inent in scouring and grading onr native
wools. In the same way, though we make
few heavy castings, our foundries turn out
pearly $6,000,000 worth of hardware of vari-
ous kinds, and the industry is susceptible
of increase. Aunother growing industry is
that which is concerned with the manufaec-
ture of doors, windows, sashes and blinds;
its annual product is reckooed at $4,500,000.

There are a hundred more industries
which in a small way supply the wants of
our population and of our neighbors who
are dependent upon us. They have asevere

struggle to exist in competition with East-
ern manufactourers, who enjoy the advant-
age of larger capital, a larger market and
cheaper lahor. The portion of the protec-
tion we enjoy is derived from the cost of
transportation from the East to this market,
and from the natural tendency of our peo-
ple to stand by their own industries. It is
scarcely necessary to add that most articles
manufactured of general consumption can
be made more cheaply in Illinois or New
York than here; and with a continent to
supply, the Eastern manufacturer can vary
his styles to suit every taste. Our makers
of goods can only look for buyers west of
the Missourli River—beyond that point the
San Franciscan is handicapped by distance,
and the market west of the river is small
Still, we make here a boot and a blanket
which is not duplicated in New England;
there is no reason why, with the same en-
deavor, we should not attain the same
degree of excellence in other produets.

THE FIRE D

PARTMENT.

One of the minor Buckley organs is quite

£100,000 in the hands of the Fire Depart-
ment to be used as the politicians in con-
But
Chamber of Commerce apparently
thinks that a department that cannot pur-
chase hose without acecepting an inferior
quality and paying the difference between
the two kinds to politicians would not
make the best possible use of any money
citizens might provide in thelr private ca-
pacity. The £100,000 the department re-
quires onght to be in the treasury. There
is the sum resulting from a levy of 1 per
cent on £2¢,000,000 more than the levy was
based upon, which, if there were no draw-
backs, would amount to about $260,000.
The usual deficiency in the School Depart-
ment will absorb a portion of this amount,
but so far as the public eye can peer into
the treasury there should be a snug little
sum that was not subject to the yearly ap-
propriations. But Mayor Pond says that
this money is not in the treasury. At least,
he says that the officials have done all that
is within their power to provide for the

! necessities of the Fire Department, which

| is equivalent to

saying that there is no
money in the treasury which can be appro-
priated. Perhaps this statement had some-
thing to do with the disinclination of the
merchants to contribute voluntarily to
revenues which are not more carefully
guarded. When the Board of Supervisors
determined to provide funds for the comn-
struction of a new RHigh School Building
by separate tax it was supposed that the
surplus that ought to be in the treasury
would be avaiiable for the Fire Depart-

ment. DBut this expectation is not likely to
be realized. The Fire Department will
waste force, as it has for some time,

pu g water into
plaining because a full-paid foree is not
provided. If our citizens furnish $100,000
to aid the Fire Department we advise that
the merchants make the purchases of en-
gines, ete., themselves and loan them to

tbe city until such time as they can be paid |

for.

ANMSHIFP LINES.

The President’'s message to Congress,
covering a letter from Mr. DBlaine on the
subject of steamship communication be-
tween San Franeisco and Valparaiso,
places on that body the responsibility of de-
ciding whether the Awmerican flag shall or
shall not resume its proper supremacy on
the Pacific. As matters stand, the Ameri-
can merchant navy cuts no figure on that
ocean. We have one line—the Pacific Mail
—whose ships are seen in the ports of Hong-
Kong and Yokohama., Those ports are
thronged with first-class steamers earrying
the English, French, German, Chinese and
Japunese flags. DBetween Sydney, N. S. W,
and London there are four European steam-
ship lines, which sail full of merehandise
and passengzers; we have one line, whieh
dispatches a monthly steamer from Syd-
ney to San Francisco. Ocean steamers
with an aggregate tonnage of about 7,000,000
enter and clear every year at Chileab ports;
our skare is less than 6000 tons.

The foreign commerce of the four coun-
tries of South Awmerica which are washed
by the Pacific amounts on the average to
about £195,000,000 a
lows: Chile, £130,000,000; Peru, £25,000,000;
Bolivia and Ecuador, about £20,000,000 each.
This trade is so thoroughly monopolized by
Europe that our share is hardly weorth
reckoning. Yet we have in excess nearly
all the articles which South America on the
Pacific imports; and for the articles which
that coast exports there is as good a market
here as anywhere in Eunrope. The chiasf ex-
ports of le are copver and silver; those
of Bolivia silver, hides, Peruvian bark,
cocoa and coffee; those of Pern nitrates,
guano and silver; those of Ecuader eocoa,
coffee, Peruvian bark, hides and rubber.
For all these articles there would be as
steady and satisfactory a market at San
Francisco as at London if they came here
for sale. Ecuador buys from abroad cotton
goods, bardware, machinery, kerosene oil
and flour; Bolivia buys cotton goods, hara-
ware, machinery, wearing avparel, canned
provisions and notions, Jefore the war
Peru bought large quantities of weolen and
cotton goods, hardware, machinery, kero-
sene oil, lumber, ready-made clothing and
notions. Yhen her finances are restored
she will be as large a consumer of these
commodities as formerly. Chile buys linen,
cotton and woolen goods, hardware, ma-
chinery, cereal food, provisions, [urniture,
woodenware and notions. It will be per-
ceived that of all the articles required by
South Americans we have a surplus which
we should be glad to dispose of, and that
we can consuine the various commodities of
which Scuth America hasa surplus. The
exchapge is the most natural thing in the
world and would be advantageous all rouud.

jut the reciproeal traffic would take so
long to build up that no ship-owner would
run the risk of vuttinz on a line of steamers
for its accommodation. Before the ex-
change became general he would be broken
and his steamers laid up. e case is pre-
cisely one of those in which a wise states-
manehip would guarantee the pioneers in
the enterprise against loss until the trade
was well established and the steamship
line became self-supporting.

Joth the President and Mr. Blaine refer
to an expectation that the South American
countries weuld contribute subsidies to
such a line. That would probally be the
case. The Pacific Mail Company is now in
receipt of liberal subsidies from Mexico and
from the States of Central America; but it
will not do to make the success of the
scheme dependent on the action of South
American Governments. They are pro-
verbially slow, and if they subsidize steam-
ers they will naturally want to have them
sail under their own flags. Whatever the
United States do had better be done as if
we were alone in the matter. Then we
shall Enow what we have to expect and
shall Dbe able to avaid occasions of friction.

BY STEAM AND CABLE.

President Harrison has sent a message to
Congress urging immediate action on the
proposition to establish postal and ecable
communication between the United States
and the ports of Central and South Amer-
ica. The President indorses the recom-
mendation of the Pan-American delegates
that one or mere subsidized lines of steam-
ship be established between San Francisco
and Valpariso and intermediate ports. The
point in this message which is especially
worthy of attention is the consideration
shown to the Pacifie Coast. That lines
should be recommended between New
York and ports on the Atlantic side of Cen-
tral and South America is in keeping with
our usual policy, but itisa new thing for
the Washington administration to ) erceive
the advantage of aline on the Pacific Coast.
The new fields- for trade and travel are
South Awmerica and Australia. These
countries are less advanced in manufactur-
ing than the United States, and, conse-
quently may beccme consumers of the
produets of our mills and shops. Xurope
will never buy of us to any considerable
extent anything but the raw material of
our mipes and fields.

UNIMPROVED AREAS.

Nothing strikes the traveler in this State
more forcibly than the vast areas of uncul-
tivated land through which the railroads
run. The counties traversed by the coast
branch of the Soutbern Pacific are among
the oldest settled porticns of the State.
They contain prosperous and populous
cities—San Mateo, Santa Clara, San Jose,
Gilroy, Aptos, Santa Cruz, Monterey and
others. They have regcular railroad com-
munication with San Francisce, and such
of them as lie on the coast have maritime
connection as well. It cannot be said that
they are unabie to develop their resources
for want of a market. As to soil and cli-
mate the inhabitants of San Mateo, Santa
Clara and Santa Cruz counties have nothing
left to desire. Their level fields and their
sunny slopes are covered with a rich layer
of alluvium in which every tree and every
Lherb will flour ish without manure. The
rainfall, while not overcopious, is not
scanty ; irrigation is not an absolute neces-
sity.

Yet between San Jose and Santa Cruz
the cars pass at regular intervals vast
stretches of prairie land or sloping up-
lands, which are seemingly virgin. Whether
the sod was ever broken and abandoned,
or whetber it still remains as it was left
by tke herds which roamed over it iu the
days of the missions, old settlers can prob-
ably tell to the modern observer. These
tracts bear no evidence of ever having been
vexed by the plow. Similarscenes are seen
in other States from the windows of passe-
ing ears, but they are explained by the fact
that the soil is barren, stony, too broken
for tillage, or covered with a forest growth
which it would cost more than the land is
worth to remove. Inour southern counties
the areas to which we refer are not woodad,
save in spots here and there by clumps of
chaparral or a few picturesque scrub oaks.
The land would probably yield an average
of twenty bushels of wheat to the acre;
and planted in fruit, with adequate labor
for cultivation and picking, it might return
from $50 to $75 an acre per year to the
orchardist or the vine-grower. Yet there
it lies, idle and waswe, with no purchasers

but speculators, who grow tired after a
while of paying taxes and waiting for

buyers.

There is a fortune lying in wait for some
owner of these thousand-acre stretches
who will make it his business to cut up his
land into farms and colonize it from the
East. We know that the thing is being
done, on a pretty extensive scale, by real
estate operators; but the trouble is that
most of these people want to sell farm laod
at the price of city lots, and they repel
buyers. Eastern settlers know too much to
buy unimproved land at the price of vine-
vards in fuli bearing. They want land at
not over &25 an acre, and when a great
land-owner, who picked up his holdings at
81 or §2 an acre, values them by capitaliz-
ing the income which they may yield when
planted in apricots or prunes or grapes,
they turn their backs on him and go to
Oregon or Washington, where people have
not all lost their senses.

THE REPUBLICAN TEST.

A committee of business men have sub-
mitted to the Republican County Com-
mittee a plan for conducting the primaries
which in most of its teatures is unobjec-
tionable. The one point to which objec-
tions may be made is the proposed test:
*Did you vote for the Harrison and Morton
Presidential electors and will you pledge
yvourself to vote the Republican ticket at
the coming campaign?” That a party com-
mittee should desire to pledge a voter to vote
the party ticket as a coudition of voting at a
primary is natural and perhaps not im-
per, but a business committee, or a com-
wittee especially representing business
men, might leave a voter free to support a
non-partisan ticket should the convention
show that the success of the Republican
ticket at the polls will only give us a
change of bosses, Whether it will be neces-
sary to organize a non-partisan movement
cannot positively be known until after the
primaries, but there is no doubt but that
the pledge we have referred to will keep
copscientious men from votiug at the
primaries. Thousands of Republicans will
vote what they believe to be a good ticket,
but will bolta bad one. It may bLe urged
that it is unfair to vote at a primary unless
the voter is content to abide by the result,
whatever it may be. But there is a limit
to party fealty. Ordioarily when two
worthy aspirants contend for a nowmina-
tion the defeated ome 1s bound in honor to
support his successful rival, But in muni-
cipal politics, when it becomes clear that
the bosses nf the two parties are working
hand in hand and against the body of the
tax-payers, voters have a right to appeal
from the decision of a primary. In times
past the Democratic bess has helped elect
Republican boss delegates at Republican
primaries, with an understanding that
nemnations in both conventions should be
made with a view to ithe election of such
candidates as the bosses favored. This
plan nus worked so well, oftentimes, that
the success of either party placed the most
desirable offices at the dispesal of the
bosses. When the public sees a Republi-
ean elected to one oftice and a Democrat to
another they imagine, perhaps, that the
best men have run ahead of their party.
But this result is more often cobtained by
the efforts of the party bosses to elect cer-
taln candidates without respect to party re-
lations. A voter at a Republican primary
who finds after the convention has met that
a combination of bosses has suecceeded in
gaiving control should be at liberty to act
independentiy.

EDITORIAL NOTES,

The bill, favorably reported to Congress,
incorporating an International American
Bank has the indorsement of the President,
Secretary Blaine and the Administration.
The capital of the bank is placed at $10,000,-
000, and one-quarter of this sum is to be
paid before the organization of the institu-
tion, and one-half must be paid within the
next two years. At any time the capital
may be increased to $£25,000,000. The bank
is to Lave five branches in this country, and
a head office in either Washington or New
York. It is also empowered to establish
branches in Mexico, South and Central
America, the West Indies, Europe and
Canada. It isclaimed that with the organ-
ization of the new institution our merchants
and manufacturers will be able to establish
improved credit relations with Central and
South America. The total foreign com-
merce of the West Indies, Mexico, South
and Central America last year was about
£1,200,000,000. During the year ending June
30, 1883, the exchange of commodily be-
tween this country and our southern neigh-
bors amounted to §282,902,408, of which the
imports into this country amounted to $181,-
058,956 in - merchandise and $21,236,791 in
specie and bullion, while the exports from
this country were $71,938,181 in merchandise
and $8,668,470 in specie and bullion. Of
the merchandise brought to the United
States the greater portion was paid for by
remittance to London or the Continent,
guite & tax on American commerce.

The defeat of Caine, the Liberal-Union-
ist, at Barrow-in-Furness by a Gladstonian
has naturally been the subject of mueh
comment among British politicians. He
resigned as a protest agaiust the Govern-
ment’s licensing proposals. In other re-
spects he has glorified Salisbury’s adminis-
tration and supported its most reactionary
proceedings. No Tory gave Balfour more
unflinehing support in coercing Ireland.
Caine believed the Liberals, owing to his
attitude on the licensing proposals, wounld
again support him. Gladstone, it is even
ciaimed, urged this course, but sturdier
counsels prevailed, the result being his de-
feat, The sequel is what other Liberal-
Unionists may expect in the approaching
general election,

Spain is confronted with a Cabinet erisis,
and the latest advices report it as probable
that a Counservative Ministry will be formed
under the presidency of Canovas del Cas-
tillo, whose Cabinet was overthrown early
in 1881, when Sagasta and General Mar-
tinez Campos came into power. Sagasta,
who remained in office till October, 1883, is
credited with being the leading Liberal
statesman of Spain attached to the mon-

by

archy. It is related of King Alfonso that
shortly before his death he requested Queen
Christina to confide in the Liberals, because
he believed they would save his children
and his country. Sagasta was then restored
10 power, and has held his advantage up to
the present time. Does the Cabinet erisis
presage troublesome times for Spain? But
a few days ago a Spanish Bourbon banquet
was given in Paris with the object of re-
viving the Carlist cause, and Prince Valori
then confidently predicted the early acces-
sion of Don Carlos to the Spanish throne.
The confidence of the Carlists is strength-
ened by the announcement that young Al-
fonso is suffering from bydroecephalus, and
thiat the doctors believe he will only live a
short time.

An Iowa court has declared that an alien
cannot acquire by inheritance any right or
interest to realty in that State. The law on
which the decision is based goes even
further than that, for it prevents the ac-
quirement by aliens of real ecstate in Towa
by devise, purchase or otherwise. It is
fortunate for the Blythe claimants that the
estate of the dead millionaire was not
located in Iowa.

The new postal cards are to be of two
sizes. One iutended for business communi-
ations will have twice the area of the pres-
ent postal cards. They will be decked with
a portrait of General Grant instead of the
representation of a stamp. The large card
will bear the inscription, ‘* Oune Cent Postal
Card, Uunited States of America,” and the
smaller one simply, *‘Iostal Card, One
Cent.”

Superintendent Porter estimates that the
census will show a population of 64,500,000
in the United States, This is a marked in-
crease over the census of 1880, which showed
a population of 50,155,783. Great Britain
and Ireland only have an estimated popula-
tion of 37,810,208, France 38,218,903, Germany
46,855,704, Austro-Hungary 41,056,206 and
Italy 30,260,065,

THE LIGHT OUT.

Mishap to the Keeper of the San
Quentin Beacon.

Yesterday forenoon Martin Harvey, the
keeper of the light-house at San Quentin,
came over {o the city in a Whitehall boat to
get some supplies. After making his pur-
chases he placed his stores in the boat, and
about 2 o’clock in the afternoon started for
home. A strong breeze was blowing on
the bay, and the little craft had ail the sail
she could stagger under.

When Harvey arrived off Angel Island a
strong puff of wind struck the sail, and the
boat jibed and instantly capsized. The
light-house keeper managed to get elear of
tie sail, and then climbed onto the keel.
The strong wind that was blowing against
the ebb tide caused a nasty sea which
thireatened every moment to wash him ofl,
He held on with the cluteh of desperation
and shouted with all his might.

After drifting for two hours, and when
he was well nigh exhausted, his cries were
heard by the crew of an Italian fishing-boat
which was returning to the city from a trip
up the river. They tovk him into their
boat, but had to let the Whitehall go, as
they could not right it or tow it.

Harvey was lauded at Fishermen’s Wharf
by his rescuers shortly after 8 o’clock. He
did not seem much concerned about the
peril he had passed through, but was greatly
exercised because the light of which he has
charge was not 1it. He tried to telephone
to San Quentin to have some one tlhiere go
and light the lamp, but the office at San Ra-
fael, through which San Quentin 1s reached,
was closed. Huarvey then went to the
light-huuse tender, but she did not have
steam up.

So for once in its history the beacon-light
at San Quentin was not lit, aud if any
craft, missing its warning rays, run high
and dry on the shores that surround the
State Penitentiary, poor Harvey, who tried
to go to his post of duty in a smull boat
with a Dbig sail, will have to stand the
blame.

WY TY AGAINST MANY,

Attorney Alfred Clarke Again Appeals to
the Federal Courts.

The blind goddess of justice which sits in
the United States Circuit Court has again
been appealed to by Counselor Alfred
Clarke on behalf of one of his much-abused,
gentie, law-abiding and self-respecting Chi-
nese clients. This time he has filed a com-

and Samuel McKee, 5 Pond,
