The
bill does not apply to one section of the
country more than to another, except as
oue section Is mere in the habito!suppress-
ing a part of its vi te Iban another, lican
be brought to supervise elections inNew
York, Massach usetts and California, as
well as in South Carolina, Mississippi and
Alabama. Looking over election returns
we find that in a good many Southern Con-
gressional districts members are elected
by n quarter of the average vote cast in a
Xorthern district. The inference is that in
the Southern districts a portion of the vote
is not cast. There are on an average about
the same number of voters in a Southern
a< in a Northern district, but from one-half
to three-fourths of the voters in several
Southern districts do not appear in the re-
turns. Southern men claim that the sup-
pression of the negro vote is necessary to
preveut negro supremacy. IItheir full
vote were cast and counted itwould ina gcod
many districts greatly exceed t!;e vote of the
whites. One of the two Southern Repub-
licans who opposed the billsaid that ifall
the negroes should vote not three-tenths of
their ballots would be cast for tlie Republi-

can candidates. Tins gentleman speaks for
North Carolina, where tlie whites have a
maji rity, and of that State itmay be true-
Bat ifit were true of other States the Demo-
crats would not fear the result of a full
negro vote. Seven-tenths against three-
tenths would be a good proportion to con-
trol. T!ie bill, as we have before said,
does not apply to State election?. It is
only cationiil elections that are subject to
national supervision. There can be uo
question of the constitutionality of a law
p:;t ing the election of Congressmen under
Federal supervision. The only question is
as to the need of such a law. When a
minority in any section combines to pre-
vent a iLaj. rity frc m voting for Congress-
men the Federal power has a clear right to
interfere. Itmakes no difference whether
this combination is effected in the N"i rth
or South. Congress i? a Dational bedy,
:u.>l passes laws for the whole people.
Consequently the voters ol every district
are interested in seeing that a majority of
the voters of every other district elect
representatives to this national body.
There is not a trace of sectionalism in
this bill. Itwill work the game results in
tin- North as in the South. The only rea-
son why it is regarded insome quarters as
sectional is that in certain of the Southern
States Congressmen have repeatedly been
elected by a small minority of the voters.

INDUSTRIAL IBAIXIDO,

The Portland Oregonian prints an essay
delivered by Alias Reno Hickling of the
graduating class of the Girls' High School
of that city, with the editorial comment
that it is a remarkable production. "This
young colored woman," says our contempo-
rary, "has spoken with a sobriety of lan-
guage and maturity of thought upon the
negro problem seldom excelled by any white
thinker of the country.'' The young colored
woman either has an exceedingly practical
mind or she has fallen by chance under ex-
ceedingly practical teaching. One point of
her essay was that what the colored race
needs is not orators, lawyers and doctors,
but a good common-school education, sup-
plemented by industrial trailing that will
enable them to earn a comfortable living.
Itis not the higher education so much that
the colored rare need as the kind of educa-
tion that will help them to take a higher
rank inthe industries ofthe country. There

..is a good deal ofcommon sense in this view.
The consideration whicli more than any
other determines the social rank of a class is
the ability to earn money. The mechanic
who can earn S3 or $4 a day is graded higher
than the laborer who can earn but SI 50 or
S2, though the latter may be in many re-
spects the equal orsuperior of the former.
A generally intelligent, well-informed man
who does not know now to earn a living
appears in the working world toa great dis-
advantage. The kind of education or
physical ard mental training that best
equips a man for the chief aim of life—
which is to earn a good support for self and
family—ls the kind which contributes the
most to personal happiness. The young
colored high-school graduate seems to have
grasped this idea. The negro needs a com-
mon-school education and Industrial train-
ing which enables him to engage in better
paying pursuits than have been open to him
In the past He willrise in the social scale
us lie improves his earning capacity. A
colored man who holds a mortgage on a
white man's home is pretty certain to be
y.»'l treated by bigdebtor.

JUDGE AFTER*8 DECISION.

Judge Sbattet*B deiision in the case of
the Fire Commtttionen will probably lead
tun settleaient of the hold-nvt-r question.
As some reader! may have forgotten the
Ioints involved itmay be as well to men-
tion that the McCnppin act, which was in
force when the New Constitution was
adopted, provided for the appointment of
three I'nlire Commissioners, to he named
by three District Judges, and did not specify

their term of office, wnile, In 1678; an act

ns pasteA creating a Hoard ol Ftoe Com-
missioners, three uf whom were to be ap-
pointed by the Supervisors, one by the
Judge of the County Court and one by the
Judge of the Municipal Criminal Court."
The act provided that said Commissioners
should hold for four years "and until their
successors wire eleited and qualified." By
the New Constitution all these appointing
bodies (except the Board of Superviors), to
wit, the District Court, the County Judge
and Hie Municipal Criminal Judge, were
legislated out of existence, and it was held
by the Police Commissioners and by two of
the Fire Commissioners that, inabsence of
any legal provision for the appointment of
successors to them, they held ollice indefi-
nitely or, practically, for life.

This claim has been contested on several
occasions. Governor Stoneman made a test

case by assuming tint Major Hammond
had serwl out his term aud appointed Will-
iam il. lliutuii Police Commissioner ivhis
place. Both the Superior and the Supreme

courts held that Hammond was still in
office and thai no vacancy existed for the
Governor to fill 3n March, 18*9, the Hoard
of Supervisors appointed a full Board of
Fire Commissioners, who applied for a writ
of mandamus ordering the present Fire
Comtnlsoioners to make way for them; they

were defeated on demurrer. Governor
Waterman then appointed two Fire Com-
missioners to succeed the two appointed by

the Count; Judge and the Municipal Ciim-
inal Judge ;his appointees applied to Judeo
slmiter for a writ commanding the present

Locum bents to make way for them; the de-
fendants demurred and ou Thursday JuUiie
>i.after overruled the demurrer.

The Judge's ground, if he has heeu cor-
rectly reported, is thai under the Constitu-
tion it is unlawful for an official to hold
iDice for more thau four years, aud that at

the expiration of the four years his ollice
become^ vacant, whether or no auy action
is takeu by the appointing power. This de-
cision will go to the Supreme Court for re-
view.

The intention of the State Constitution
must be inferred from tha language em-
ployed, and that Is for the court.-- to inter-
pret. The genera] rule of politics is that an
official holds until bis successor has been

::ted and has qualified. The rule is
dictated by the principle that public con-
venience requires that ofric.es should be
filled and that vacancies breed trouble. In
tue Federal service au office-holder contin-
ues to perform the duties of his oliico after
liis term lias expired; he b'jMa until his
successor qualifies.

Tiil. AKGENIUJK tterlßUC

The Argentine Confederation presents so
many points of similarity with the United
States that its recent development cannot
fail to interest American observers. It
covers an enormous area of alluvial prairie,
only about one icr cent of which is under
cultivation. For such a country immigra-
tion is, of course, the main requisite, and ac-
cordingly, for ten years or more, the Argen-
tine Government has been paying the
passage of European immigrants, and fa-
cilitating their requisition of laud. Ithas
succeeded in stimulating a movement of
population from Italy, Spain and France
which now amounts to about 250,000 head
per annum. A few immigrants have reached
Buenos Ayrcs from this country and from
the British isles, but they have been handi-
capped by their ignorance of the language
spoken in their new home, and by their un-
famillarity with its laws and easto ms, and
their example is not likely to be followed.
Indeed, the immigration from Southern
Europe is now as large as the country can
digest.

The land policy of the Government is
much like the policy which the Government
of the United Stales pursued before the
passage of the homestead and pre-emption
laws. it aims at securing large sums of
money by the sale of vast tracts of land, in
unbroken blocks, rather than fillingup its
open places with small settlers. The Gov-
ernment owns, a:part of the public domain,
something like a million square miles of
land— all of which is adapted to pasture
and wheat growing—in the newly organ-
Ized territories, stretching down into Terra
del Fuegc. Inorder todispose of this enor-
mous domain, the President has just offered
24,000 square leagues of land to cash pur-
chasers at a price not varying far from
SI 2j an acre; but the smallest area for
which a bid will be accepted is sixteen
square leagues— say foity-eiglit sections.
Of course tuis policy would inaugurate
landlordism, and one would suppose that
its well-ki.own evils would lead to its early
abandonment. A case is already reported
where a settler, who wanted a homestead
on a tract owned by a syndicate, was askrd
£20 an acre for land which cost the holders
less than S2 an acre.

Argentine has two resources, grain-grow-
ing and pasturage. The first mentioned in-
dustry is still in its infancy. The total area
planted to wheat and corn, up to date, is
only about 4,140,000 acres, and the largest
exports of wheat ever made from Buenos
Ayres in a single year fell short of $10,000,-
--000 in value. The crop of 1«S8 was a failure,
and Argentine actually imported wheat,

but itis probably good for a future average
annual supply of 12,000,000 or 14,000,000
bushels of wheat to the Liverpool market-
not enough to become a factor indetermin-
ing the price of the staple. The exports of
hides, frozen meat ;ind wool is large and is
likely to increase. According to the recent
message of the President of the Republic to
his Congress tnere are nearly 23,000,000 head
of cattle and 70,000,000 head of sheep in Ar-
gentine. So vast an area as 1,000,000 square
miles ennnot be converted from pasture

land into agricultural land in less than a
century or so, and it may be assumed that
tiie flocks and herds will increase for many
years to come. Europe will take at a price
all the frozen meat that Argentine can ship,
and there willbe no difficulty indisposing
of the wool, though that industry is very
backward. It appears that there are no
scouriun-milli in Argentine; the wool is
shipped in the grease aud in the dirt, and
partly from that reason the nverage clip
[mmeach sheep is only figured at one and
a half pounds of washed wool, as agaiust
four pounds In this country. These are
things which correct themselves In time.

At the present moment the Confederation
is passing through one of the financial
crises which mark the history of all enter-
prising nations. The people of Buenos
Ayres have been discounting the future too
rapidly. They have run ajjaiust a snag,
aud have been brought up all standing.
The community will right itself ina little
while.

The Examiner, iva review of the partial
census returns, discovers that Sun Fran-
cisco has fallen behind her sister cities.
The comparison instituted is not in all re-
spects true. .New York has gained 35 per
cent in place of 28 per cent. Chicaeo
annexed surrounding territory to such
an extent that its apparent increase
is largely fictitious. Philadelphia, with
a population of 847,170 in 1880,
has advanced to 1,040,4!<9, while San
Francisco, with 'JSo.toU in ISSO, has 300,000
in 1890. The Eastern city, with much more
than twice our population in 1880, has gained

-\u25a0. against 00,011 for this city, Brook-
lyn has Miared New York's prosperity,
Kainiug a little faster than San Frandsco,
but Boston, with 302,63) in 1880, has but
417.720 in18' jo, a gain of G&88L Cincinnati,
which is just ahead of us, gained but 60,000

in the lust decade. St. Louis gaiued 80,000
and Baltimore 100,000. It appears, there-
fore, mat ban Francisco has gained a
larger percentage than some and not so
large as others. The increase is healthful,
and ifthe action of Congress affords an as-
surance that the Chinese will be kept out
our growth in Uie next ten years willbe
more rapid. We are doing very well up to
date, with confident expectation for the fu-
ture.

CHINESE IMMIGRANTS.

The Actlug Secretary of the Treasury-

has issued a circular setting forth the con-
uitions upon wliicliChinese may enter the
United States. The first clause in the

instructions declares that Chinese laborers
are actually debarred from landing in the
United States upon their return from
China; they are absolutely debarred from
landing in the United States under any
circumstances whatever, unless it bo for
transit across the United States under tho
department regulations. The exception is
rather important, and tho Acting Secretary
might profitably have taken time and space.
to show upon what act of Congress
the exception is based. He refers to the
act which prohibits the landing of Chinese,
but omits to cite the act under which Chi-
nese thus prohibited are allowed to pass in
transit. The instructions inregard to Chi-
nese other than laborers is in accord with
Law. Such Chinese are required to brine
proof that they belong to the privileged
classes, from some department of the Chi-
nese Government. Chinese other than
laborers, having beon in this country aud
returned to China, may land either upon
original proof or may upon their departure
provide themselves with proof of identity,
showing that tliev have once been ad-
mitted as members of the privileged classes.

EUKOKIAL NOTES.

InIS7B when MariiuU Tsenj, on the eva
of his jleparture for England as Minister,
had his list interview with LiHung Chang,
the hitler intimated auioua otlicr thing*
that greater care snould be exercised in tho
I'liifiirt-eofforeign weapons tad machinery.
InI.iiluns Chang's opinion the Chinese
Government had up to that time been dis-
gracefully swindled. Recent advices from
Am.i sliow that LIIlunj; Chang's advice
mint have lieen followed, for they declare
that not only is the Mongolian fleet c'";i>-

posed of mode in armor-clad* and crullers,
but that It is stronger than any two otlier
fleets in those waters taken togfthor. The
two most powerful armor-olads aro the
Tiug Yuen and Chen Yuen of 7280 tons dis-
placement, 6000 horse-power and 14 y, knots
Speed. 'J'lieir armor, steel faced, is II
Indies thick, and they each carry four 12-
--inch Krupp breech-loading guns in two
barbette towers, "en echelon," protected
by l--inch armor and two G-ineii guns.
While it lias some good vessels and
some of Krnpp'a guns of large caliber, the
navy is very weak in an important factor,
the native officers have no ability to com-
pel the respect uf their men aud no faculty
of enforcing discipline.

The new cruiser for the naval cadets,
which willbe const ructed by a New Jersey
linn for a quarter of a million, promises to

be Ilittlefloating arsenal. The vessel will
be 180 feet lone, J2 feet wide and of 835tons
displacement Her engines will be, of the
vertical, inverted cylinder, direct-acting,
triple-expansion type, and will be located
in \u25a0 water-tight compartment, separate

from the tubulai boilers. The main bat-
tery will be composed of four 4-inch rapid
firingrifles, on central-pivot carriages, pro-
tected by 2-inch shields. The secondary

battery willconsist of two 6-pounder, rapid
firing, two 3-po under, rapid firing, and 0110

1-pouader rapid tiring can, one 37-mm.
revolving cannon and a Gatling. Among
other formidable devices willbe an above-
water training torpedo-launching tube and
a bow torpedo-launching tube worked on
the bert!) deck. Quarters will be provided
for the captain, eight officers and 120 ca-
dets.

France, who viewed with much concern
the Anglo-German agreement, particularly
the proposed protectorate over Zanzibar,
and objects to the continued occupation of
Egypt by English troops and the molesta-
tion of French fishermen on the shores of
Newfoundland, is likely to be placated
with concessions in other quarters. She
was credited with a desire to extend pro-
tectorates over siain and Madagascar. It
was next announced that Lord Salisbury
had informed M. Waddington, the French
Embassador to England, that England
would not oppose the annexation of Syria
to France. This has been followed by the
reported announcement of JUbot, the
French Foreign Minister, that England
gives to France an island in the Carribean
Sea and recognizes French protectorate over
Madagascar. No details have been given
and It remains to be seen to what extent
Franco has been conciliated.

Rain-in the-Face, the Sioux warrior, who
killed Ouster at the battle of Little Big
Horn, is said to be dying from the effects of
the frightful wounds inflicted by his squaw,
who recently, while blinded by jealousy,
plunged a knife into his side and chest-
Curley, the Crow scout, the only one to es-
cape the massacre, reported that Custer,
who was one of the last to fall, was shot
down while valiantly fighting with his
saber, and that after he had thus disposed
of three of the hostile Sioux, Kaiu-ln-the-
Face pressed forward and shot him. Brave
Custer's slayer, the self-confessed murderer
of two members of the Yellowstone Scien-
tificExpedition of 1873, at last receives his
deserts from the hands of a squaw, whom
he deserted for the companionship of a
rival.

The enforcement of the Habitual Crimi-
nal Act of Missouri at St.Louis is bound to'
work wonders in clearing the city of
chronic bad characters who have made that
place the headquarters for their nefarious
operations. As a conviction may be fol-
lowed by a life sentence in the penitentiary
the recent return of eignt indictments
against noted bad characters naturally cre-
ated consternation among their friends and
associates in crime.

The Anglo-German treaty, it is officially
announced, was signed on Tuesday. Itis
the talk of clubdom in London that Salis-
bury declined a dukedom for his services
inbringing about this agreement.

How Uu£B anil Linnla Were Imprisoned

Amber has only recently come to be
understood. The ancients regarded it as
altogether mysterious and even magical.
They found that it was rendered electrical
by friction so as to attract light substances,
and our word "electricity" comes from the
Greek Dame for amber, which whs "elec-
tron." A favorite puzzle with them was
how the Insects so frequently found in-
closed Inamber came to be so situated.
1have myself seen a chunk of very trans-

parent amber in which a small lizard with
live lees was encased, looking as if itmight
have been alive yesterday, though doubtless
ithad been dead for thousands of years. The
mystery retarding this sort of phenomenon
is easily enough explained when it is under
stood that ambei is actually the fossil gum
of an extinct kind of cone-bearing tree. In
the process of hardening it imprisoned the
flies and other creatures preserved in the
chunks of itthat are found to-day.

The finest specimen of amber inEurope
is a cup made of that material now at the
Brighton Museum, England. Amber now
is worth from S2 to S3O a pound, according
to its quality. The most important uses
made of it is for meerschaum and other
pipes.
