Portland, July B.—Charles H.Hewitt,

a well-known attorney of this city, was
shot and killed at Sellwood to day by

Charles Belgarde, proprietor of the St.

Charles Hotel at Sellwood. Belgarde, after
the shooting, committed suicide by cutting
his throat from ear to ear with a razor.
The immediate cause of the shooting can-

not be learned, as the men were alone when
the quarrel occurred. Itis supposed, how-
ever, to have grown out of a divorce suit

now rootling between Belgarde and his
wife, who was represented by Hewitt.
Last night the two men wero drinking to-
gether in Clayton's saloon, opposite Bel-
garde's hotel, and both are said to have
been under the influence of liquor. About

11 o'clock Belgarde, who was living alone,
prevailed on Hewitt to accompany him
home. Tho men went to Belgarde's house
and retired for the night, occupying the
same bed. This forenoon they were seen
together again, still drinking. Leaving
Clayton's saloon, they returned to Bel-
garde's house. Shortly after noon people
heard the report of three pistol shots issue
(rom the bouse, and a few minutes after-
ward Hewitt was seen to come out of the
back door, closely pursued by Belgarde
carrying a shotgun. While running Hew-
itt was calling on Belgarde not to shoot
him. After going a short distance he feil
on his knees. It is supposed from weak-
ness, as he had received a mortal wound
while in the house from a pistol shot.
While on his knees newilt again besought
Belgarde not to shoot him. Rising to his
feet he again started to run, when Belgarde
raised the shotgun to his shoulder and
fired. Hewittran a distance of about forty
feet and fell on his face. Bystanders
rushed to him and turned him over. He
gave one gasp and expired. The fatal
shot struck him in the left side and made
an ugly wound. After Hewitt had fallen
Belgarde returned to the house. No one
had the courage to follow and arrest him.
ln a few minutes the Coroner and Deputy
Sheriff arrived at the scene of the killing.
While the body of Hewitt was being cared
for the Deputy Sheriff went to the house
lor the purpose ol arresting Belgarde.
Going Into the room ho found him lying on
the floor in a pool of blood dead, with his
throat cut from ear to ear, holding a blood-
stained razor iv his right hand. On the
wall before the oody was hanging a cir-
cular mirror, and Belgarde had evidently
stood in front of the mirror while cutting
his throat, ln this room was also found
the pistol with which Belgarde first shot
Hewitt, all the chambers empty. Both
bodies were brought to the Morgue and au
Inquest will be held to-morrow. The
affair caused great excitement in the city
and large crowds visited the Morgue to
view the remains. Hewitt was 43 years of
age. He leaves a widow and considerable
property. Belgarde was a well-known
character about the city for a number of
years, and is said to have borne an un-
savory reputation.

HE WAS JAILED.

Arrest of an Absconding Colorado Bank

Seattle, July B.— H. Bartlett, who is
wanted at Fort Morgan, Colo., on a charge
of embezzling the funds of the fort Mor-
gan National Bank while cashier in 1889.
was airested here a detective Sunday and
placed in a secret cell of the city jailawaiting
identification which came to-day. Itis said
Bartlett'a shortage amounts to $57,000.
B:.it!e:t came to Puget Sound several
months ago, and being out of money, went
to work as a waiter on the steamer George
E. Starr, which runs on the sound. He was
afterward promoted to the position of
freight clerk, which place he held at the
time of his arrest.

Sacramento, July B.—Men are yet busily

engaged In the work of closing the Paine
break in the Yolo levee. Brush is being
piled ten feet above the surface of
the water on the north half of
the break and a great deal more
will have to be added. The brush mat-
tresses on the south side of the crevasse
have settled considerably and water Is new
flowing over the top. The river is falling.

The pests were undoubtedly
hatched there, as when they were first no-
ticed they were about the size of common
house flies."

SEALING IN BEHRING SEA.

The Fishery Dispute Between the United
States and Great Britain.

New York, July B.—The World this
morning has a double-leaded story purport-
ing to give the history and present status
of negotiations between the United States
and Great Britain relative to the Behring
Sea seal fishery dispute. The paper states
that Blame began by trying to maintain
tbat Behring Sea was a closed sen, but,
forced to abandon that position, he then
contended that the United States had cer-
tain legal rights in Behring Sea which
Great Britain did not possess; but {after a
long debate he finally conceded the matter
was one to be settled by agreement. When
Blame raised the question of the right of
the United States to prevent the capture of
seals in Behring Sea by British vessels, Sir
Julian Pauncefote pointed out that when
Russia sf. up the same contention in 1824,
this Government was the first to resist it.
After much argument ou this point,
Blame made the proposition that no persons
except the North American Commercial
Company, under contract with the United
State", should be allowed to capture seals
in Behring Sea. Finding Sir Julian
Pauncefote would not consent to such an
arrangement he was perplexed, yet pre-
pared to listen to the proposition ad-
vanced by the British Minister, which was
to prevent the destruction of seal InBehr-
ing Sea during the season and to keep Brit-
ish and Canadian vessels outside of the
Pribylov zone until the matter could be re-
ferred to a joint commission appointed by.
both Governments, and, in the case of fail-
ure to arrive at a satisfactory agreement,
that the matter be referred to one or two
of the crowned heads of Europe to act as
arbitrators, whose decision in the matter
should be final. This proposition is said to
have been entirely satisfactory to Blame,
but by no means pleasing to the President,
who rejected it.

The World states itis likely there may be
a branch of information relating to the
subject which would, ifmade public, cause
it to appear ina less serious light. If the
matter were as grave as has been indicated
itis not at all likely that Blame would be
resting quietly at Bar Harbor.

CHAUTAUQUA WORK.

Lecture on the Scandinavian
Shakespeare.

Miss Wallberg Tells the Story of Is

Lite and Writings.

The Science of Cooking— Study of the

Geography of Palestine— Lessons In

/Art and Marine Botany.

Pacific Grove, July B.—Mis. Anna
Cronhjeim Wallberg lectured before the
Chautauqua Assembly this morning on
"Ibsen, the Scandinavian Shakespeare."

"Henrik Johan Ibsen was born in 1828 in
Skien, Norway. He studied to become a
physician, but literature and history had
more attraction for him. When he was 20
years old lie wrote his first drama, 'Cata-
lina.' Itwas published in 1850, but only

thirty copies of the whole edition were
sold. He then entered the University of
Christiana. Among his fellow-students
was one whose name willalways be linked
with his—Bjornstjerne Bjoruson. In 1851
he took the management ol Ole Bull's The-
ater in Bergen, where he stayed six years.
On the 2d of January of each year that he
was manager lie brought out a new original

piece. In1857 he took charge of Christiana
Theater, but itfailed and had to he closed.
InlSsßhe married Miss Thoreson, daughter

of a great lady writer in Norway. Added
to his narrow circumstances was the feeling

of not being appreciated by his country, for
none of Ibsau's works had yet been put on
the stage inChristiana. In1562 'The Com-
edy of Love,' a satire on the battle of life,
written in a bitter tone and witha dis-
sonant feeling, showed the circumstances
under which ithad been produced. It is
now played constantly. Ib3en applied to
the Government for a pension, which had
just been given to Bjornstjerne Bjoruson,
but itwas refused. In spite of pecuniary
troubles Ibsen's pen yielded In1863 oue of
its most beautiful flowers, a piece unsur-
passed in dramatic intensity, 'The Pre-
tenders.' The Income from this work and
a pension from the Government enabled
him to go abroad, and he lived in Rome
from 1804 to1868.

Ibsen's poem.

"The next work was tbe mighty dramatic
poem 'Brand,' his most original piece, in
which he attacks half-measures in life.
This gained him at once a proper recogni-
tion.

"In18-8 Ibsen moved to Dresden. The
followingyear he visited Sweden and Den-
mark, where he was warmly received, ln___ 'The Young Men's Union' was put on
the stage, and 1873 'Emperor and Gallilean.'
In1878 he made a visit to Norway, after an
absence of eleven years. He was received
with open arms. The students of Chris-
tiana formed a torchlight procession in bis
honor.

"In 1879, 'Nora: or, a Doll's House,' ap-
peared. Ithas attracted more attention In
Northern Europe than any other work of
fiction. In this piece Ibsen shows that a
true marriage is impossible without a moral
foundation of character. 'Ghosts,' 'The
Wild Duck' and 'The Lady From the Sea'
all treat on the woman question. 'The
Enemy of the People' is written to show
that one who breaks with the conventional-
ities and dares to speak the truth is looked
upon as an enemy of the people.

"Ibsen bas lived since 1880 in Rome, but
ho has no settled home, In 'Brand' we
see Ibsen's ideals placed before us inan he-
roic form. He looks at humanity with eyas
open to all its defects and weaknesses. He
attacks abnormalisms and follies in what-
ever form .or position, by placing them as
they are belore the reader, and by putting
a large mark of interrogation after the
question of the drama he makes us think.
That is why he is called the Shakespeare of
the day. "'Brand,' with his almost un-
natural self-sacrifice and adherence to what
he thinks is right, and his struggle against
the spirit of compromise, stands be-
fore us like a giant mark of
interrcgation. The harmonious con-
ciliatory portion of this drama is
unsatisfactory— it comes too abrupt, and
seems to have no other cause than that of
weariness of spirit, through disappoint-
ment ana sorrow. Inhis later dramas lb-
sen has come nearer humanity by choosing
the temptations of daily lifelor his subject.
He is by no means a writer of comedies.
His dramas are all the saddest of tragedies,
pointing to the skeletons hid in the closets
of our homes and our life."

TUE PLOT OF "BRAND."
The lecturer gave the plot of "Brand,"

and recited a number of extracts from the
dialogue, translated by herself, which are
too long for reproduction in this report,
and to which a synopsis would not do jus-
tice. It19 no exaggeration, however, to say
that all who heard the recitations were
charmed with them, and all were surprised
at the dramatic power displayed by the
lady.

Mrs. Florence Williams lectured in the
afternoon on "The Glory and the Fall of
Rome." In the evening the Orion Club gave

a popular concert, assisted by Professor
Pincklev.

On Thursday, July 10th—Recognition
day— the morning lecture, on "Our Coun-
try, Our Homes, Our Duty," by Colonel
George XV. Bain of Kentucky, will be de-
layed until the arrival of the special ex-
cursion train from San Francisco and Sau
Jose.

The most popular class with the lady
Chautauquans is that conducted in the
basement of the Assembly Hall by Mrs.
Sophie W. Knight, who has taught the
science of cooking in many Eastern cities.
The most practical and ordinary branches
of cooking are dealt with, such as breed
and soup making, cooking of meats and
eggs and finishing with salads and desserts.
She is an advocate cl the introduction of
cooking .into the public schools. The at-
tendance of ladies at tho lessons numbers
about sixty. The cooking is done In the
presence of the class. The ladies have
provided themselves liberally with note-
books and manifest great interest in the
lessons. After the cooking of an article is
completed it is passed around among the
class and eaten.

SUNDAY-SCHOOL.
The Sunday-school normal class Is under

the charge of Rev. H.11. Rice of Oakland
and Miss L. M. Washburn of San Jose.
The class is now studying the geography of
Palestine. The work is assisted by maps
and blackboard drawings. Mr. Rico re-
marked to the class yesterday that Jacob's
well had been neglected of late years, as
there are plenty of springs in the neighbor-
hood. He suggested that itwould be a good
idea lor the Chautauquans to interest
themselves in the restoration of the well.
Mount Hermon, lie said, bears the same
relation to the Holy Land that Mount
Shasta does to California—it is the great
mountain of the north.

A junior normal class for the study of
the Bible for pupils rangine in age from 8
to 15 years was organized this afternoon.
The course will consist of eight lessons.
Mrs. N.B.Eyster of Oakland is incharge.

The art class, of which Miss Madge Ken-
nedy is teacher, is continuing the work of
last year, being taught by means of still-
lifeand life sketches in the indoor work.
Every other day is devoted to outdoor
sketching. The class has between twenty-
fiveand thirty members, of whom all but
five are beginners. During the course oue
or two talks will be given on the subject of
Jreehaud drawing. The teacher expresses
herself as surprised and gratified at the
progress which the pupils have already
made.

The class in marine botany Is getting
fairly under way. Itwilldevote Its atten-
tion to the study of the marine plants which
grow around the bay. The bay ofMonterey
abounds inmarine alga.. Perhaps a greater
variety can be found here than on nny other
part of this Coast. About 160 varieties are
known to exist here. The marine plants of
the north and south coast seem to meet
here, while some Ikinds have been discov-
ered which have not yet been found either
north or south.

The Young America Band of San Jose
contributes greatly to the enjoyment of
visitors and the success of the season. Itis
composed entirely of boys, with the excep-
tion of the leader, E.P. Moutgoinery. Last
night the members were banqueted at the ;
El I'armelo Hotel by the officers of the as-
sembly. It was aii enjoyable .entertain-
ment.

The weather to-day is bright and warm,
and visitors are enjoying it to the utmost.

the Liverpool Post, has • a pretty history.
Itis set up at Kaiserlautern to the memory
of the late Emperor Frederick. Some years
ago, while stillICrown Prince, lie paid a
visit to the hospital at Kaiserlautern, where
a number of Protestant ladies care for sick
children. The Crown Prince went about in
his kindly way,stooping "

his tall form to
talk with some of the littleones. . Among
them was a little cripple, son of an- infan-
try sergeant. The Crown Prince asked his
name, and when the little fellowshyly said
itwas Frederick the Prince took his little
namesake in his arms and caressed him.
The littleboy was attracted by the stars
and crosses which the Crown Prince (who
was Inuniform) wore on his breast and be-
gan fingering them while the Prince chatted
with him. This little episode was never
forgotten at Kaiserlautern, and when the
Emperor died they raised his statue with
the little boy in his arms playing with the
medals on his breast. The statue, which
is of bronze and a littleover life-size, stands
in the quadrangle of the hospital, close by
the spot where he took up the little cripple.

KNIGHTS OF PYTHIAS.

Grand Exception atd Opening of th. Supreme
Lo.ge— Successful Parade

Milwaukee, July B—The features of
the morningPythian Conclave circles were a
grand reception at the Exposition Building
and the opening of deliberations of the Su-
preme Lodge. Tho exercises at the Expo-
sition Building were opened by the Mayor.
The Governor followed with a welcome In
behalf of the people of Wisconsin. Following
the reception the members of the Supreme
Lodge were escorted to tlio West-side Tur-
ner Hall, which was provided for their use
during the Supreme Lodge session, aiid the
first meeting of that body was opeued.

Approximately 15,000 men responded to
reveille at Camp Canadian this morning.
Up to uoon only two brigadiers had sub-
mitted to Adjutant-General McKee the re-
port of the number of men under their
jurisdiction. Several cases of prostration
from heat occurred yesterday and to-day,
but none were serious. The Red Cross
Society established a hospital on tho
grounds, caring for some cases of sickness.

The parade of Knights of Pythias, in
spite of the almost unbearable heat, was a
great success. There were 10,000 Inline.
The Fiftieth Brigade comprised 150 Cali-
fornians and Knights from other Western
States, under command of General G. H.
Schaffner.

Commander Carnahan strenuously de-
nounced the story to the effect that he had
refused the California delegation admis-
sion to their quarters because they wanted
to bring wine and liquors into camp. "It
is a malicious lie, and seems to have been
printed with a malicious intent," the Gen-
eral said.

PNEUMATIC GUN.

Trial of a Long-Binge Can Built for the
British Army.

New York, May B.—About 100 persons
went to Cold Springs this afternoon to wit-
ness the trial of the now fifteen-inch dy-
namite coast-defense gun made in this city
for the British Army. A gun weighing
with its carriage about 80 tons and about
40 tous alone, 50 feet .in-length", with
an inside diameter of -fifteen inches, was
placed in positiou at the end of the long
wharf owned by the West Point Foundry

•<_niplt-.y." The contract with the British
Government called for a guv which could
throw a charge of a hundred bounds of
dynamite in an eight-inch shell a distance
of 3,200 yards with compressed air as the
motive force. . Owing to the service of in-
junction upon the company itwas prevented
from throwing shells loaded withdynamite
and had substituted a composition of sand
and ashes, so mixed as to weigh the same as
dynamite and to fill the shell ordinarily
used for that explosive. After two or three
preliminary trials four shots were made
at a distance of 3200 yards. The firing was
witnessed by Colonel R. T. Ryan of the
Royal Engineers. He said that at close
tests ho was satisfied that the work of the
gun covered tho specifications in the con-
tract.

CHEYENNE INDIANS.

Trouble at th. Agency on Account of a
Scarcity of Food.

St. Paul, July B.—A Pioneer Press
special from Pierre, S. Dak., says the news
from the Cheyenne Indian Agency con-
firms the surmises of trouble at that point.
About 4000 Indians are at the agency, and
created a disturbance to-day when they
found no rations could be issued until
Wednesday. The delay was caused by the
fact that the cattle have not been driven
in from the ranee, thus leaving the Indians
almost starving from Monday until to-mor-row. Tbe Indians also object to be
counted in the census, and the census can
be taken with £ eat difficulty. The condition
of the Indian is deplorable. Yesterday
twelve died of consumption and lung fever,
and the physician has many more serious
cases on his hands. Sickness prevails al-
most entirely among the semi-civilized.'

StandardFlour Bags.

The Millers'National Association at Min-
neapolis recently passed a resolution asking
Congress to enact a law establishing uni-
form weights and measures of the various
products of the United States, and especially
fixinga standard for each of the divisible
parts of a barrel of flour, now largely sold
in sacks. The man who sells full weight
and full measure cannot compete in his
prices with the rascal who habitually sells
short weight and short measure. Honest
millers, who. when they quote prices on
quarter-sacks of flour, mean to sell an
eighth part of a barrel in each sack, cannot
make so low a figure as competitors who,
pretending to quote prices on quarter-
sacks, intend to use bags of which itwould
take the contents of ten to filla flour bar-
rel. Even if there were no sharp practice
going on in the trade, there might be rea-
son for action looking toward the estab-
lishment of a definite standard of weight
for the reason that when no specification is
made there is a chance for misunderstand-
ings to arise with the present usage of put-
ting up flour inEuropean sacks as well as tv
American sacks. The American sack holds
ninety-eight pounds of flour, or half the con-
tents of an American flour barrel. The Eu-
ropean sack, which is used in the export
trade, holds 280 pounds.— Milwaukee Stand-

P. D. WIGGINTON.
P. ID. Wigginton, the ex-Congressman,

American party leader and railroad attor-
ney, died on Monday evening at his home
on Linden street, in Oakland. The de-
ceased had been unwell for some months,
and lately went to Santa Barbara, hoping
to find relief, but a cold taken on the jour-
ney brought on pneumonia, which cojgpii**-
cated bis already, serious 'condition.

Awidow, two sons ..nd a daughter sur-

vive him. ____•. >Vigglnton was born
-in""-§_ihgfi"ld, 111, on December 6,
IS.'!!), and was widely known throughout
California, both a3 an attorney, having
been in the regular employ of the Southern
Pacific for many years, and for the promi-
nent part he took in political affairs. He
studied law in Southern Wisconsin, where
lie was admitted to practice by a special
act of the court when 20 years of age. lie
was an enthusiastic and warm supporter of
Douglas in the Presidential campaign of
1800. Talcing a lively interest in pub-
lic affairs, he engaged in journalism
as editor of the Dodgeville Advocate.
In1863 he went to Idaho, and from there
came to California, where he located in
Merced County. In 1863 he was elected
District Attorney of that county, in which
position he served four years, and In 1870
he was elected to represent the then Fourth
District of California In Congress. He was
one of the acknowledged leaders, ifnot the
originator, of the American party move-
ment, and as the candidate of that party for
Governor in1886 was largely instrumental
indefeating John F. Swift, the Republican
candidate, nnd securing the election of
Governor Bartlett. ln 1888 he was nomin-
ated by the California American Party lor
the Presidency. About five years ago Mr.
Wigginton entered into partnership with
Horace Hawes Jr. He was the attorney of
the railway company in all the San Joaquin
Valley litigation. He was also the attor-
ney for the Seventy-six Land and Water
Company of Tulare and Fresno. The de-
ceased was a member of the Knights Temp-
lar Commandery of Stockton. His funeral
will take place at 2 o'clock to-morrow after-
noon, from the Masonic Temple inOakland,
under the auspices of Oakland Command-
ery, No. 11, Knights Templar. Associate
Justice C. N. Fox, of the Supreme Court,
willdeliver the address at the funeral, and
the remains will be borne to Mountain
View Cemetery for interment

PATRICK LEAVT.
. Patrick Leavy, an old resident of Sacra-
mento, died suddenly ou .Monday evening of
paralysis. He was born in Couuty West-
mcatli, Ireland, which he left for America
when a mere boy. He came to California
thirty-five years ago and tried mining for
some time, but finallysettled ivSacramento,
where he served until two years ago as a
policeman and later on as turnkey at the
City Prison. Mr. Leavy was married many
years ago and has been a widower for a
long time.
