SEA AND SHORE.

An Attempt to Burn the John

Carrier in China Seas.

Vessels on the Stocks at Benicia— Six Months
and a Half on Salt Horse— Arrivalof

the Gaelic- A Profitable Wreck.

The Hiogo News of June 13th has the
following interesting account of the attempt
of incendiai les to destroy tbe American ship
John Currier: fSBQ "\u25a0".*'-

There are nowIn the Municipal Jail two men
aud a hoy charged with the commission of lie
crime, and they willbe brought up for prelimi-
nary examination hefoie Mr.K. J. iMiiiiliets.uilhe
American Consular Court, this morning, at 10
o'clock. Their names are James Kiley, Henry
Green and Henry Harris. Ureen has conlcsseu,
and lias implicated Kiley. who admits that lie as-
sisted at the business. Ananut the boy Hauls
llieie is at present no direct evidence, we believe.

The fire was discovered iv the fore hatch at
about midnight on Tuesday. The ship's bell at
one*- rang the alarm, aud assistance came fiom
all pints ot the harbor, th- decK soon being
crowded with helpers. It was found that a
bundle of pitchy tow used for calking, and
which had been previously soaked lvpetroleum,
had been dropped down the listen, ihe Custom,
house seal having Hist been broken. The burn-
ing stint felt upon a mass of dunnage under
which weie 100 barrels of resin, and but a abort
distance away 10,000 eases ol kerosene.

The dunnage immediately blazed up, and be-
fore ihe llames had been got under Hie lopbar-
rels oi the resin underneath had caught and their
contents began to tun out. Ten minutes more,
we aie (old, would have seeo the John Currier a
burning miss, and had lhe Humes milbeen got
under just wheu tliey weie, orders were upon the
point of being issued to scuttle Hie vessel. In
either case it Is doubtful whether all on board
could Have escaped lvsafety bud the resin once
fairlycaught.

To make matters worse, the captain had his
wife and child on board. What the motive of the
men was ItIs impossible tosay. Tliey one and
all speak highlyof the captain, and declare he Is
oue of the right son. while lhero has been abso-
lutelyno trouble on board, so far as we can hear,
either 011 the vuvuge or hipoit. Hie John Cur-
rier Is a 110,000 ship, and was named aller bir
builder, who, although he had built many ves-
sels, deemed her lo be better than any which had
goue befoie.

AT THE JIEXICIA SHIP-YARDS.
Captain Turner of the Benicia Ship- yards

denies that he has any contract to build a
magnificent pleasure yacht lor Nicholas
Lulling and others as stated in a dispatch
from Santa Cruz. He states, however, that
he has four vessels on the stocks at his ship-
yard in Beoieia. One is a schooner for the
island trades ordered by Wilkius & Co.,
agents for a German firm in the Marshall
Islands. The frame ofthis vessel is now com-
plete and she willbe ready by August 3ott>,
and willgo direct to Jaluit. She willbe si
tons register, 81led long, 24 feet beam and
9 feet hold.

Captain Turner is also building a yacht
for J. li. McCarthy. Her dimensions are,
65 feet li inches over all, 51 feet .l inches
water line, 10 feet ii Indies beam, 6 feet 'J
iuches depth. The two remaining vessels
in course of construction are designed for
missionary purposes. One is a schooner for
the Seventh-day Adventlsts and is intended
for use in those quarters where there is a fa-
vorable field forreligious work. The backers
of the enterprise are residents of Oakland,
und the vessel illbe cumpletedby July yist.
She is 120 tons burden, and almost entirely
devoted to cabin room for the accommoda-
tion of converts. Due peculiar clause in
the contract is that no work shall be done
in tho vessel on Saturdays, in accordance
with the views of the Seventh-day Ad-
ventists. The second missionary vessel on
the -.tucks is designed aim contracted for
by the American Board of Commissioners
for Foreign Missions of Boston. She is a
schooner, and her length will be 50 feet,
beam I*lfeet 11inches, depth 8 feet.

SIX MONTHS ON* SALT BEEF.
The fillipGuthrie, which recently arrived

in Hong-Kong, made the followingreport:
"When seventy idles this side of the north
end of Celebes Island, in latitude 2° 50'
north, longitude 124"4 east, saw. the Ameri-
can ship .Aiialiiiac, of Boston, Captain
Weldon, bound from New York to Yoko-
hama, with kerosene, sent 11 bout alongside.
1'hey reported that they were six and a half
months out, and withonly suit beef and bis-
cuits to eat; we supplied her with what
provisions they required and also sent a
number of Into papers on boatd. Mr.
Bellios also kindly made them a present of
a case of fresh apples."

The strainer Gaelic, Captain Pearce, ar-
rived from China nnd Japan yesterday
morning. .She encountered nothing hut fa-
vorable weather during her trip and noth-
ing eventful occurred during the voyage,
She left Hong-Kong on June 14th and Yo-
kohama on June 2."ith. She brought a cargo
of 400S tons, among which were 28 packages
or opium, Tili'-O packages of rice, 36,551
chests of tea aud 191 packages of silk.

The wrecked Idaho, on the beach near
i'ort Had lock, recently sol" to Captain
Thompson for ;\u25a0\u25a0"'"", has proved a profitable
investment to that individual, lie fitted
nut divers at a cost of $000 and has already
recovered cargo valued at S'snX). with more
in the lead. The cargo consists of salmon,
oiland otlier merchandise.

Ueorge Thompson, steward of the steamer
Cleone, lying at Mission-street Wharf 2,
was stricken withparalysis yesterday morn-
ing whilestanding in the galley attending
to his duty.

THE ( WIM'TI.ITADISMANTLED.
A dispatch was received at the .Mer-

chants' Exchange from Victoria yesterday,
stating that the British ship Carmelite
had arrived in a dismantled condition, 207
days from Liverpool. The Carmelita was
last spoken on the 22*1 of January off Cape
Horn, and considerable anxiety was mani-
fested ii-, to her safety. According to the
dispatch received yesterday she arrived
with bows-wit sprang, fnretop-inast gone
and sails split and lost. -According to her
log she encountered tcrriiic weather oil
Cape Horn, where she hove to fifty days.
Allhands were reported well.

"The depletion of the forests of the
East," says tin* Philadelphia Commercial,
"has compelled Eastern ship-builders to
look to the Pacific for spars to rig vessels
and fur yards and topmasts for steam cr.ift.
The bark W. Vf. Crape has landed at Bos-
ton from Puget Sound 560 masts, which are
valued at si-'svuio, and whiclipaid •-25,000
freight. The greater part of the cargo was
scut to Philadelphia. Other vessels have
been chartered to follow the Crapo for
Philadelphia direct."

The steam-Schooner Farallon left at noon
yesterday for San Diego. She is the first
of a new line of steamers which willbe put
on the lino from Sau Diego to Honolulu,
and carried a larae party of excursionists
for the Sandwich Islands. Returning the
steamer will leave Honolulu on July l>Btli,
arriving here 011 August sth.

The ship Palmyra arrived in port from
Caleta Bueua with 18,128 bags of nitrate of
soda.
