OX TIIK WAKFATB AGAIN.

Goi-ernor Waterman's attacks on Mr.

i
Markham, over bis own signature and in
the columns of the paper which his secre-
tary runs, Lave given the candidate from
Los Angeles a strength which lie did not
possess before they appeared. The re-
isi'onse to his circular letter was the selec-
tion of an instructed delegation from the
county of Los Angeles. The diatribe in
Boruck's sheet willnot deter Republicans
from supporting a gentleman whom the
Governor thinks it so vitally necessary to
slay. Governor Waterman is such a tyro in
politics that he does not understand that a
malignant attack sometimes helps the man
who is attacked better than praise.

The Republican party is by no means
reduced to the alternative of Water-
man or Markham. Xo section of the
State can be -aid to be entitled to the
nomination. While itis true that the bulk
of the majorities in 1888 came from nth-
ern counties, tlie fact does not require the
party to set all other aspirants aside in fa-
vor of one from the south. The claim me-
times made that the southern counties are
being settled by immigtants from Republi-
can States should be examined in the light
of recent election returns from those States.
There is but one or two States in the Union
in which the Republican majority is over 2
per cent of the whole. Inother words, there
v. illlie about forty-eight Democrats from the

Republican States to fifty-twoRepublicans.
There is no reason to assume that the
average man changes his politics when he
changes his me. A caudidate from the
northern or central counties should not be
handicapped in the convention by an inti-
mation that Republicans from the southern
counties willnot vote for him. Delegates
from all the counties in the State willmake
a selection of a candidate, and it is ex-
pected that unless the selection is a bad ono
Republicans from all counties willsupport
the nominee.

The Republican State Convention which
willmeet next month willprobably be able

te discharge its duties without advice from
any quarter. Least of all it willneed coun-
sel from a gentleman who became Governor
by an untoward accident, and who bas ad-
ministered the office in such a way as to
bring ridicule on himself, injury on his
party and disgrace on his State. It will
hardly expect to find a mentor in one who
deliberately commended a filibustering raid
on a friendly power, and who, like a bull in
a china shop, goes floundering round blindly,
falling foul first of one official then of
another, only to be repulsed with scornful
laughter. It may be that it willdetermine
on some other standard-bearer than Mr.
Markham, and if so, it is to be hoped that
southern Republicans will rise above petty
local provincialism; but, in no event, is it
likely to be influenced by the impertinent

interference of meddlesome parties at Sac-
ramento.

TO J!_*AT M'KIN-LEY.

The redisricting of Ohio has been con-
ducted partially with a view to throwMc-
Kinley into a Democratic district. The
Democrats seem to bo especially afraid of
both Reed and McKinley, but as the latter
has the advantage of living in a Republi-
can State, he cannot be gerrymandered out
oi Congress. There is a big fight in the

:Deinocr**__e Convention for the honor of
beating McKinley iv November. Fifty.four
ballots have been taken, with no other re-
sult than to kill off somo of the weaker
aspirants. At last acco-ints the leaders
were about tied. McKinley willbe nom-
inated when the Republican Convention
meets, but with no very solid hopes of a re-
election.

ANOTHER STEAMSHIP LINK.

Itis announced on 'change that the Cana-
dian steamer Abyssinia, which is adver-
tised to sail from Hong-Kong for Vancou-
vernext Wednesday, will take passengers
and freight lor this port and will arrive
here about August 10th, after having
touched at Vancouver en route. In other
words, the Canadian steamers propose to
make Vancouver a way station, their real
eastern terminus being San Francisco.
There is nothing surprising in this. Ithas
been all along clear to men of business that
if the Canadian steamers really proposed
to become carriers on the Pacific they must

sail between ports which have something

to exchange. Vancouver has nothing but
ballast to fill up ships with, aud nothing
can be done with goods dumped on its
wharves unless they are consigned to the
other side of the continent.

An idea appears to prevail in somo minds
that trade can be created by the fiat of com-
panies or legislatures. This is delusion.
Points which are producers and consumers
of merchandise can exchange them, and
I.i: i.lemployment to steamers or railroads,
but points which are neither producers nor
consumers have nothing to exchange, aud
no traffic can exist between them. The
seaports of British Columbia are mere geo-
graphical entities. They have no surplus

of any kind of goods to send abroad, nor
arc they distributing points for a country

possessing consumptive capacity. A single
schooner, sailing once a year, could supply
British Columbia with most of the Asiatic
merchandise the colony could use; there is
scarcely exportable produce enough in the
colony to load a, yearly schooner for China
or Japan. To expect a line of steamers be-
tween Vancouver and Hong-Kong to earn
money enough to pay the victual of the
crews is to ignore the first principles of
trade. Ifthe steamers are to earn any le-
gitimate charter money they must come
here.
Itis said on 'change that the action of the

Canadian Pacific people will lead to a dec-
laration of war by the Pacific Mailand the
O. and O. Company. That Is a matter with
whicli the public has concern. Shippers
to China will gain if freights are reduced,
but the gain resulting from rate wars is
generally offset by increased charges when
the wars are over. Whether there is busi-
ness enough between this port and Yoko-
hama and Japan to support three lines of
Steamers may be a question. If there is
not the weakest line will go to the wall.
The Canadian Pacific has over its rivals
the .vantage that it is a strategic rather
than a commercial line. We notice that the
Colonel of a Britishregiment now stationed
at Hong-Kong lias received orders to move
his regiment to England by way of the Ca-
nadian Pacific steamers and railway in
order to determine the question how long it
would take to move troops from the home
depot to China in case of war. Such a use
for the combined sea and land line con-
templates the payment by tlie British tax-
payer of any loss which itmay incur ivits
business.

VERY MUCH IN EARNEST.

The San Bernardino Courier lias recently
published some scorching articles concern-
ing the political course of Senator Hearst's
organ. The error of our southern friend is
in a misconception of the relation Mr.
Hearst's organ holds to tho Democratic
party. The Courier assumes that it is an
outright Democratic paper whose service
is at all times doe the party to which itap-
peals for support The Courier should ap-
ply the lesson of recent history to a study
of the present situation. How did Mr.
Hearst become Senator? What service had
lie rendered the party to entitle him to the
honor of representing in part the State of
California In the United States Senate?
The only service for which he was inany
way conspicuous was the financial aid he
had given the Examiner. That service is
scarcely less prominent now than it was
four years ago. The Democracy gave the
Senatorship once as a reward for financial
aid, and there is no reason which did not
then exist why it should not do so again.
Itis nut in the nature of things that a per-
sonal organ should be a liveexponent of
the principles of a party. The Courier
thinks the .'.*-»i'iter's present attitude to-
ward the Democratic party

treacherous

and cowardly." The immediate cause of
complaint is that apparently the Examiner
is making no effort to carry the next Legis-
lature for the Democrats. If the Examiner
were a Democratic journal the complaint
would be well grounded. Rut when we
consider the Examiner as the personal or-
gan of Mr.Hearst the ground for the com-
plaint slips away. Mr.Hearst has no es-
pecial interest in electing a Democratic
Legislature this year. But he has an inter-
est inelecting one two years hence, and in
his own interest may make alliances whicli
willaid him in that contest. Apersonal or-
gan may render incidental service to a party
or a cause, but when personal interest anil
party interest conflict the latter willbe sac-
rificed. Mr. White is to-day the victim of
the shortsightedness of the Democratic
party in trusting its fortunes to leadership
which had been demonstrated to be wholly
selfish. Mr. White is the foremost candi-
date of the party for the next vacancy in
the Senate, but lie willenter the field with-
out the Democr .tic machine behind him.
The Buckley-Hearst organization willgrind
him to powder. Itis not the intention of
the managers to leave enough of him to be
patched up for a second trial in 1893. In
all this Senator Hearst's organ is true to
itself, though its devotion to its owner may
be irritating to Democrats who imagine
that the support they have given to Mi.
Hearst's organ entitles the interest of the
party to some consideration.

Kill;iii lIIICAUU.

That is happening, in Chicago which has
always been expected to happen in cases
where a foreign syndicate has purchased a
controlling interest in an industry in an
American city. The foreign syndicate in-
troduces methods of economy the Ameri-
cans are not accustomed to and a conse-
quence is American opposition 10 the for.
eigiicontrol* The particulars of the cause
winch led toa beer war inChicago have
not reached us, but the fact is stated that
competition between tha small breweries
which the syndicate did not purchase and
tite large ones they control has reduced the
price of beer from ?8 to S3 50 a barrel.
The breweries outside the syndicate are
said to have forced the reduction. Ifthis
war is continued itwill interfere somewhat
with the profits the foreign syndicate has
anticipated from its Chicago investment.
Itis possible also, ifnational feeling be-
comes aroused, it will lead to the general
consumption of American beer. The tan-
gible property of a brewery business may be
transferred, but the transfer of good willis
quite another thing.

CASH KAIL.

Inaccord with the general law that no
distinction shall be made inour courts be-
tween persons in the pursuit of justice,
Judge Wallace lias decided that cash bail
from Chinese cannot lawfully be exacted.
But it does not followthat every scrap of
paper with a Chinese signature attached
should be accepted as a lawful bond. The
Court has a right to know that the bond is
good and can be collected In case the per-
son released does not appear at the ap-
pointed time. The trouble has been in the
past that everything offered has been ac-
cepted. The law requires good bonds to be
accepted, and a Judge could not well say
that it docs not; but greater care should be
exercised in the examination c* bonds of-
fered.

EDITOItIAL NOTES.

One of the means of coast defense to
which considerable attention lias been de-
voted by the naval service is the torpedo,
whicli, it Is calculated, will prove of valu-
able service in the event of trouble in the
future. Owing to the absence of suitable
coast defense vessels and long-range rifles
of large caliber, Government engineers in
planning for the defense of this cily have
been compelled to rely ina great measure
upon this engine of destruction. That the
torpedo of improved construction, skillfully
operated, is a pretty effective weapon of de-
fense has just been demonstrated by ex-
periments in the presence of the British
Secretary for War and a number of military
and naval experts off the Isle of Wight.
The old war vessel Harpy was towed into
the Solent and a Brennan torpedo sent to
meet her. The officer directing the experi-
ment guided the formidable contrivance
around the doomed hulk, and, after a tew

preliminary evolutions, sent it on its work
of destruction. There was a tremendous
shock, and the land trembled as a dense
cloud of 6moke, water ana fragments of
timber shot skyward. The first glimpse of
tho old craft showed that about a third of
tho hulk was missing, and in two minutes
the remainder sunk out of sight. The new
coast defense line-of-battle ships, to which
Secretary Tracy has invited the attention
of ship-builders, willbe provided with quite
a number of torpedoes, and willhe equipped
with seven torpedo tubes, two forward, one
aft and two ou each side, and work has just
been commenced on a shed for the storage

of torpedoes on the cast end of Goat Island.

The fight over the appropriation for con-
tinuing the irrigation survey will be re-
newed In the Senate. When the matter was
under consideration by the Committee on
Appropriations a few days ago, the question
debated was whether the appropriation
asked for by the Geological Survey should
be continued, or whether the work should
be transferred to the Agricultural Depart-

ment. Among the experts who put in an
appearance were Chief Engineer Xetlleton
and Colonel Hinton, Professor Hay and
Professor Carpenter, interested in tlie
artesian well inquiry, and their opinions
were against Director Powell's theories.
An Impression is gaining ground that a
smaller sum than the one demanded by
Director Powell, 5770.000, willultimately be
handed over to the Department of Agri-
culture to continue the artesian well inves-
tigation and the. irrigation survey.

The decision of Second Comptroller Gilke-
son in the longevity pay cases is one of the
most important rendered in years by this
branch of the Treasury Department, as the
claims of officers affected amount to about
52,500,000. The accounting officers of the
Treasury for years excluded the period of
cadetship at the Military Academy from
their computation-, but the Courtof Claims
held that Section 1094 of tho Revised
Statutes included the coins of cadets as
part of tlie army, and the Supreme Court
sustained this ruling. Captain Watson, on
the retired list, essayed to collect $2611 10
under those rulings, but the Court of Claims
found that all except $126 22 was barred by
the six-year limitation of the statutes. The
Second Comptroller, when appealed to,
Claimed that he was bound by another rule
still more sweepingly effective that ac-
counts long settled could not be reopened.
The thousands of persons interested will
perhaps appeal to Congress for relief.

cers of high and low degree, Itcosts about
$16,000 to simply put tire names of all these
employes in book form, and but a limited
number of cojdes are distributed. - Bach
Senator and Representative is furnished
with two of them, and there are 2000 for
general circulation. It is to the politician
a guide tn all the fat gifts at the command of
the President and those placed inauthority.
Wliile a vast army, enough to make a new-
State, became enrolled In the service of the
Government, a still larger host— who can
tell the number;— must have been bitterly
disappointed iv the wild scramble lor
office.

The fortunate occupants of the laud of
plenty aro unacquainted with the horroca
of famine that sometimes desolate whole
districts of Asia and Africa. The latest
advices from the Soudan show that the
famine is spreading rapidly, and that thou-
sands of the poor inhabitants are without
food of any kind. The number of deaths
attributed to starvation is appalling, but
the latest advices add cannibalism to the
listof horrors. It was first announced that
the dead were being devoured by the fam-
ishing survivors. It is now asserted that
in the frenzied craving for food men,
women and children have been put to

death aud served as food to the famishing
survivors.

The new cruiser Sun Francisco, built on
this Coast, stands a good show of being
placed in commission with as little delay as
possible. The ordnance shops at Washing-
ton have made special efforts to complete
her armament and the twelve six-inch guns
composing her main battery will be ready
for shipment across the Continent in time
to be placed in position Immediately after
her acceptance by the Government. Ei'ems
up north ami in Central America may soon
requite the presence of another cruiser to
co-operate with the Charleston.

FRKE FOX AWHILE.
A Convict Kilns Away From the House

of C-.1-.--l
One of a gang of four prisoners at work

in a quarry about half a mile from the
House of Conection attempted to escape
Thursday afternoon, but was overtaken
after a run of three miles.

The men were in charge of Guard Tom
Allen, when the prisoner who ma,de a
break for liberty sneaked away and rolled
down an embankment Into a ravine. This
man's name is Moran, an ex-convict with a
lad record. Allen ordered the other men
at the point of liis rifle to pursue Moran,
giving them to understand that ifthey tried
to run away he would shoot them. They
were soon inthe wake of the fugitive, who
ran toward the Almshouse, and caught him
near that institution.

The three prisoners who assisted in tho
capture were each given £5 by Captain
Foley, who also cave Allen a ten days'
leave of absence for his forethought.
