When Salvator won the Suburban and
bis match with Tenny in such remarkable
time some of the local turf writers could
hardly find enough adjectives to praise and.
boom the game son of imported Prince
Charlie and Salma, but chiefly on the
ground that be was a California horse.

NOT A CALIFORNIA'S.
While Salvator is admittedly the horse of

the year and possibly of the century, be is
not a representative California animal. He
was not bred or born in California, hut in
Kentucky, and has never breathed Cali-
fornia air. His sire was not even American,

but an English Imported horse. He was
not trained by a Calilorniati, nor was be
ridden lv a California jockey. Neither is
his owner, J. B. Haggin, a Calilornian in
any other way than that ho owns much real
estate on the Coast Salvator is not at all
Caiifornian, though it suited the local
writers to claim him as such. They ex-
pended so much of their stock of praise

that when, as happened last week, dis-
tinctly bred, raised, owned, trained and
ridden California horses won, they had no
word* left to make merely more than a
few passing remarks on the subject.

GENUINE CAI.IFOKNIANS.
During the week true-born California

horses have swept the board. Such as
Fairy. Almont, Clio, Kinlax, Al Farrow
and J-ongsbot And Native .-sons of the
(Icldin \\ est jockeys have ridden them like
Joe rvaez. The owners or lessees, too,

are mostly Californians, like T. H. Will-
iams Jr. Del Maris byan Australian horse,
but is in distinctively Caiifornian training
bauds.

iALIFOBKIAJ. VICTORIES.
The victories of tbo above-named fliers

can be truly called California;!. The Palo
Alto bred and owned liintnx, leased to
the' Undine stable, has beeu tire most
prominent of the California colts the
past week. When the colt ran at
the Coast spring meetings he won
a couple of times in mediocre company,
but was uowheie to Fairy and Homer.
He was then a strapuiug big youngster but
seemed to need time to mature, and as
uieniioned in The Call reports of the
spring meetings one that would be heard
from toward the fall. Not over a mouth
ago he was shipped to the Undine stable
from this Coast, he haviug been bought by
the tier? of the stable for 53000 from the
Palo Alto *_lock Farm. He started ina six
lurloug race at Chicago on Thursday and
beat a fair field of two-year-olds very easily
in1:1.•_•

EI. IAX WON* EASILY.
On Saturday. with 118 pound* up and lit-

tle Joe Xarva.z to ride him, he placed the
richest two-year-old stake of the meeting
to the credit of the stable, winning the
valuable Friendly stakes .the first running)
with lis pounds up in 1:00 over five fur-
b ugs. Kin-ax made all tho running aud
wou by six lengths from his stable com-
panion Homer, another distinctly California
colt. Eighteen started in the race ami it
was Binfax all the way. The trail; was very
heavy. In the betting Rinfax and Homer
coupled were 6 to 5, and in single prices
Homer was 2 and Kinfax a shade better.

NECESSARILY BEATEN.
By the way, of course Tournament was

necessarily beaten last Tuesday in the very
\u25a0 valuable Lorillard stakes by Torso, a colt
that he beat by thirtylengths in the Real-
ization. The Allen incapacity can always
be depended upon. IfAllen and Donathan'
were to change strings Donathnn would

'win nearly everything he started for and
Allen lose every race.

UNLUCKY BALDWIN ILIKES.
The Baldwin stable is showing up poorly

so far, owing to very bad man-
agement. Campbell, the colored train-
er, was discharged about a -week
ago, aud for just cause. Who
is handling the horses now is unknown.
Ueorge Baldwin tried his hand al manag-
ing the stable inChicago, but has left after
a very unsuccessful short season. Until
Baldwin himself goes Fast and takes hold
of them, no great results need be expected.
Los Angeles' defeat by Almont last week
was a facer to him. Alocal reporter stated
the other day that Baldwin's Clio. -lad not

been out this year. Since the Chicago
meeting opened C'io has run three times,
winning at a mile In I:_3_. with112 pounds
up, and running second with 122 up to Joe
Blackburn. This was last week.

was in a mile race, carrying 122 pounds and
conceding 27 pounds to Tulla Blackburn, 18

Guy Gray and 22 to Chemise. The race

was worth but little to the winner and as
the track was knee-deep in mud her trainer
had no intention of starting herns she was
quite sore. Some sharpers went to New-
York and the morning of the race tele-
graphed to the trainer at Monmouth I'ark
to start Fides, signing the dispatch "Au-
gust Belmont." Knowing her condition the

"swindlers played Tolla Blackburn in every
•pool-room in the country and also at the
track, getting _ to1 agaiust her. As was
expected Tulla won. with Fides, nearly
broken down, second. Belmont was so in-
dignant that he at first resolved to retire at
onco from the turf, but at the earnest so-
licitation of D.D, Withers and the Dwyer

Bros, he consented to reconsider his deter-
mination if the infamous forgers were cap-
tured and punished. Detectives have been
engaged by the Monmouth Park authorities
to ferret out the rascals. In the meantime
Fides has been sent to Kentucky to recuper-
ate, as has Raceland, who is also lame.

;..: A SIMILARBOBBEBY.
A similar swindle was perpetrated at a

recent meeting in Paris, France. It hap-
pened as follows: Mr.li.Say had a horse,
Sweetbriar by name, whose chan ces to win
one of the events at Paris-Vinconnes in flat
racing were admitted by all ;indeed, all the
sporting papers had given him as.the prob-
able winner. Well, the horse did not put in

an appearance. The jockey wheu asked
the reason said he was told by the
trainer not to start the horse. The proprie-
tor, struck dumb at not seeing his horse on
the grounds, telegraphs to Carter, Ins train-
er, nt Conipiegne. Carter immediately
conies to Paris and meets his employer with
these words: "Why, you wired me not to
start the horse." Mr. Say felt struck dumber
than ever. Carter hands him a telegram
running thus: "From Paris to Richard
Carter, at Conipiegne: Do not send Sweet-
briar to the races to-morrow.— ll.Say.

Useless to say the telegram was a base
fabrication. Both owner and trainer went

to the telegraph office and found there the
original of the dispatch scrawled in a badly

counterfeited handwriting; but the writer
and sender they have uot found, aud prob-
ably never will.

The ouly way to avoid such practices is
the arranging of a private cipher between
owner and trainer.

EFFECTS OF LIQUOR.

Curable and Incurable Drunken-
ness Defined.

Scmetlmcs an _r_.ritcd Disease and Often a

Habit— Wtmen are Hardest to Cure.

lhe Heart's Action.

Owing tothe fact that Dr. Orpheus Everts,
in charge of a great Cincinnati sanitarium,
recently announced that alcoholism cannot
be cured, a Call reporter called yesterday
to see Dr. J. Grey Jewell, who is now in
charge of one of the most successful homes
for Inebriates in the country, and who has
handled probably 20,000 cases of alcohol-
ism. Dr. Jewell was in a cheerful frame
of mind and readily consented to answer any
question asked.

"How many cases do you usually have
here, doctor?""

We average 100 a month."
"Can drunkenness be cured?"
"Yes and no. That depends largely en

the drunkard himself. 11 is greatly a mat-
ter of will-power. Men have more will-
power than women and are more readily
brought under the effect of medicines. It
is very rarely indeed that we can get a
permanent, good effect on women."

Strangely enough, just as Doctor Jewell
made ibis statement tbe door-bell rang, and
when the servant opened it a handsome
young woman, hopelessly drunk, reeled
into the reception-room. Dr. Jewell intro-
duced The Call reporter as a doctor.

SHE LIKEDDOCTORS.
The young woman, who bore evidences of

culture, shook bauds with tba reporter and
avowed that she. always did like doctors.
Her manner was nervous and her mind
wandered. While she was looking at a pic-
ture Dr. Jewell said:

"She is a confirmed drunkard and lias
been here before. Now watch her lie.
Drunken womeu are the greatest liars out
of hades."

"Then suddenly he said, "Maggie, how
long since you drank any liquor?"

"Sohelp meG-o-d ilo-c-t—d-o-c-t-o-r,
liiever've tasted any in my life."

And that woman swore by the nine gods
of Turquin that she never drank anything
stronger than milk in her life.

"Doctor, is drunkenness inherited
"Positively, yes. That is the greatest

drawback incuring it. ltmay come from
the third or fourtii generation, but when
inherited it is a disease, aud Imay say,
almost incurable. 1 announced this doc-
trine years ago, and the world is now com-
ing to recognize the truth of it. 1can cite
cases of eminent men here, however, who
have been cured."

AN INHERITED TAINT.
"Can a man stop without medicine?" \u25a0

"if he has inherited no taint and his
drinking is a mere matter of habit, he can
stop it himself. Most drunkards have
either inherited the disease or else they are
a little oil their balance some way."

"How do you cure a drunkard?"
"Uut of Ij.iaocases 1have found no two

alike. A dose that acts like a charm with
one man would killanothei. Wo give no
alcohol at all. If a man has inherited
acoholism it is as positive a disease as
cancer or consumption. Our great remedy

'

i.strychnine. That is the celebrated Rus-
sian cure, which they rely upon as posi-
tively as they count on quinine in fevers;
but we do not find it quite that good. We
put two grains to an ounce of water aud in-
ject ten drops under the skin, lt builds
them up wonderfully and gives them an in-
ordinate appetite."

EFFECTS of WHISKY.
"Is whisky a good appetizer?"
">'o. All drunkards have dyspepsia.

Some do not eat anything to speak of.
When 1strip them here they are often liv-
ing skeletons. Une man had not tasted
so id food for six weeks. Illssystem fed
on itself."

"What is the effect of getting drunk, so
far as circulation of the blood goes?"
"It perinauently enlarges tire arteries.

In a normal state the heart beats from
seventy to eighty times a minute. Liquor
to excess often brings itup to 130 or 140
and it does double duty. A man's life is
thus cut short. Drinking often leads lo
valvular disease of the heart and muscular
weakness of the same organ, lt increases
mania and is the reason for so much insan-
ityin California."

Dr. Jewell says he can tell by a man's
pulse after he gets sober whether it was his
first spree. 11 he has been addicted to the
excessive use of liquor his arteries are
gorged alittle and Ids pulsation accelerated.

t'M'OIiIUN.U'K WOMKSf.
"l)omany women get drunk out here?"
"More than any place 1 ever saw. A

great deal of itresults from the reverses of
fortune of their husbands. Stock dealing
by men has much to do with the drunken-
ness of their wives, who go to ruin when
their husbands lose their fortunes. Ifa
woman gets going once it is farewell."

Doctor Jewell says that alcoholism does
not prevail much in wine countries, and
that when wine is used more in California
whisky will be dropped largely and alco-
holism willdiminish. lie says that whisky
drinking is the sum of all villainies, and
that many men who drink are somewhere
defective. They lack mentality, character
and resources. They have no self-reliance.
A well-balanced man knows how to stop.
lie says that tobacco has an injurious ef-
fect. Itis stimulating to a harmful ex-
tent, and nicotine is depressing after Itper-
meates the system, lt is bad on the respir-
atory organs. While announcing these
things the doctor is uot wholly a teetotaler.
lie can drink wine or letitalone, and when
in India he says he once drank freely. He
says that actors furnish hitn the worst cases.
Nearly every Eastern company leaves hiiu
from one to half a dozen wrecks.

What Kit, Dr. II curt Thinks the

Church of the Future Will I.e.
At the Howard-street Methodist Eoiscc-

pal Church the pastor, Rev. Dr. Ilarcourt,
had as his subject last evening

"
Ministers,

Undertakers and Fuuerals." The text was
taken from Isaiah lxi:s:

"
Meu shall call

you ministers of one God.""
The word minister," said the preacher,"

means one who serves, and as found in
text it means one who serves in God's
stead. The first and greatest work of the
minister is to preach. Visiting from nouse
to bouse will Dot answer for preaching.
Many think tbat the minister is a kind of
nurse, and the gospel a soothing syrup, but
if we read the master's marching orders
aright this is not so. Jesus, in sending
forth his disciples, commanded them to'reprove,' 'rebuke,'

'
exhort

' '
with all

long-suffering.'
"Itmust never be forgotten that minis-

ters are men and not aneels. As a man
and minister, Jesus Christ has set un ex-
ample which..must never be lost sight of.
He was a man among men, not above them
nor beneath them, but one with them.
Even his enemies declared that he ate and
drank withpublicans and sinners.

"Ministers should be uiitrammeled and
unhampered ih the proclamation of what
they conceive to the truth. This is our
profession, but our practice does not always
tally with it.

AContrast Presented by .- Writer for an
Kn_llah Periodical.

The unadulterated strain .of English
blood inAmerica and certain other small
sections of charming and cultivated people
not English still possess this steadiness and
poise whichIhavo elsewhere called moral
inertia and are quite free Irom the vulgar
"bounce

"
and boastfulness. . But these are

no longer the dominant classes in American
life. Democratic institutions have tended
to their disfranchisement. The remnant,
possessing a refine., tradition of manners
auil of culture, and endowed hereditarily
with the love of whatsoever things are
noble and of good report, eouipara-
lively speaking. Is very small. Not un-
like the class of . the Faubourg-. St.
Germain in Paris, it lives in as un-
obtrusive an alienation as possible in
the :midst of a vast number of;good-
natured and commonplace vulgarians. \u25a0 Its
function is the tending of the vestal fires.
lt Is ,an aristocracy beyond any question
more exclusive than the aristocracy of En-
gland. . Levites of the arena of the best in
American life, their own self-preservation
almost demands their isolation. .Their con-
dition is pathetic, were itnot _o enviable in

the distinctions attaching to their sacred
obligation of preserving the national
records and keeping the fires alight At
times they half believe they -prefer the

.'-'stinking breath" and the "sweaty night-
enp" of the rampant democracy fast de-
veloping in England to the exasperating

bit of gaucherie manifested in every
gesture by/people given only to pennies,
psalms or .platitudes. For, though the gap
between the higher and the lower in En-
gland is yearly narrowing, still there is a
plea. deference and that habit of respect
which leads to ease of living there. \u25a0'

InAmerica the presumptuous fauiitiarity
of manner, born usually of the very kind-
est ami most unselfish feelings, Is extremely
odious, and none the less so for the merit of
its origin. American bonhommie seems to
be an endeavor to be one thing to all
men. This is not at all the samo thing as
being all things to all men.

-
The Pauline

diplomacy is au ideal that neither England
nor America has reached. The self-cen-
tered indifference of Englishmen is as un-
favorable to this ideal as the hearty aban-
don ol indiscriminate intimacy that marks
the American type. The Christian concep-
tion of tho fellowship of mankind and love
of one's neighbor has become far riper in
America than ivEngland, and Itis usually
more genuine when itexists. Bat there is
very little of the actual spirit of Christian-
ityin either country. There, as here, Jesus,
whom haters of the Jews, with'perverse
thoughtlessness*, still prefer to call Christ,
is the most discussed but the least under-
stood person in history. In America people
are often wooed to churches where they are
told nine times what Paul said to once what
Jesus said, and their attendance is wonby
theatrical devices which in England would
be thought very bad taste Indeed.—Fort-
nightly Review.

LABOR TOPICS.

The Holders' Strike
—

Butchers
and Painters.

Tlio Iron-molders' strike is still dragging
along with no new developments to relieve
the monotony of dullness. Xtis now in its
twentieth week nnd is apparently no nearer
a settlement than in the first week of the
trouble. During the past few weeks the
union has appeared to have the advantage
of the foundryuion, ithaving succeeded in
inducing over a dozen of the host non-union
men in the foundries to desert their work
and leave the city.

Yesterday itwas unusually quiet around
the foundries and the headquarters of the
strikers. At the latter place there was a
small gathering throughout the day dis-
cus.ing various matters in connection
with the strike.

At the foundries affected by the strike
many of the men employed were engaged at
work, 'ihe foundries have plenty of con-
tracts on hand, and owing to having limited
forces they are compelled to ask their non-
union employes to work overtime during
the week and on Sundays.

Last evening President Valent ine stated
that tiro union bad engaged ex-Judge M. S.
Horan to assist ex-Judge James O. -Maguire
iv tlio prosecution of James W. Kerr of
the Occidental Foundry, who shot and
killed Edward CogaD, the young appren-
tice, on First and Minna streets.

In regard to the assault made upon Frank
Urell, a non- union ruolder employed at the
Fulton Iron Works, on Saturday night, Mr.
Valentine said he knew nothing of it.
Urell. when he had his injuries dressed a.
the l>ceiving Hospital, said that he had
been assaulted on a Howard-street car by
several members of the molders' union.

The assessment of 1per cent a week on
all working members which the Typo-
graphic Union has levied is progressing
weii, and willnet a tidy sum each week for
the stiiking molders. The first week's col-
lection for the purpose amounted to 8*).
This does not, however, represent the ac-
tual amount subscribed, as many offices are
yet to be heard from. it is expected that
the assessment willnet about $450 a month
for the molders.

Striker*' Sympathiser. Arrested. »
Yesterday afternoon a small crowd of

men gathered in front of the National Iron
Works, corner of Main and Howard streets,
and hooted and jeered at Special Officer
Miller, who was on duty there. One young
fellow named John Kenny called the
special vile names, and Officer Cha_les
Callum of the Harbor Police who heard
him placed him under arrest The crowd
gathered around the officer and made
demonstrations to take the prisoner away.

Officer Koyston of Captain Short's watch
went to Callum's assistance and arrested a
man named Robert Eeishman, who seemed
to be the ringleader of the crowd. Leish-
man resisted arrest, and force bad to be
used to get him to the station. At the
South Harbor Station Kenny had a charge
of using vulgar language placed against his
name and Leis'uniau was charged with ob-
structing an officer.

Hail yesterday. Grand President Sander-
son was ill,and in his absence Past Grand
President Davis occupied the chair.

There was a good attendance of delegates
from all over the Pacific Coast.

Anassessment was ordered lev-
ied on account of the death of James
Kearns, a member of the association. It
was also decided to indorse the strike of
the Iron-mollers' Union. The next meet-
ing willbe held on iho second Sunday in
August.
