NEVADA’S POPULATION.

Senator Stewart Takes Exception to Com-
meants on Cersus Figures.
WasHiNGToN, July 13.—Senator Stewart
was in a very angry mood to-night when
the California Associated Press correspond-
ent called upon him. His attention had
been called to an editorial in T CALL of
July 6th regarding Nevada’s popu-
lation according to the last census.
The Senator said that he did not believe
the sentiments expressed were entertained
by a large portion of the citizens of Cali-
fornia. On the contrary, Californians gen-
erally regarded Nevada with kindness, and
respected its representatives. They also
knew that the depression in Nevada is only
temporary, being a result of the transition
from mining to agricultural and other pur-
suits; that Nevada has great natural re-
sources and will ultimately become an im-
portant State in the Union, and its existence
as a State is highly beneficial to the whole

Pacitic Coast.

Ture CAavL’s editorial has attracted con-
siderable attention in Washington. The
anger of Senator Stewart over the article
has the effect of calling general attention to
it, and a number of requests were made at
the California Associated Press office for
copies of THe CALL of July 6th. Every-
body but the members of the Nevada dele-
gation are inclined to agree with Tue
CALL. A prominent member of Congress
announces his intention of introducing in a
few days a resolution of inquiry as to
Nevada’s population and her ability to
support a State Government.

The article ailuded to by Senator Stewart
commented upon the census results as fol-
lows:

Upon the system which enables 12,500 voters
In Nevada 1o send two Senators and oue Repre-
sentalive to Washingtou, It Is not now necessary
to awell, A more pressing question 1s how shall
these 12,500 voters (als: the money to CAITY on
a Stafe Government, with a swarm of offices, and
to support a Legislature of sixty members, a
school system, a judlelary system and a num-
ber of couoly organizations? The burden
Is manifestly heavier thao they can bear.
It would wot have been borve quietly as
long as it bas bhad not rich men “been
founa willing to share it, on condition of being
chosen In person or by deputy to fi'll the post of
United States Senator. This, of course, cannot
go on forever. The Senate will not sanction an
open auction of seats In its midst, and the secret
of the tenure by which Nevada Senators hold
cannot always be kept. Soouner or later the peo-
ple of the State will be brought face to face with
the fact that they cannot afford to maintain a
State organization. What will they do then ?

There exisis no power anywhere which ean
obliterate a sovercign State. Congress cannot
annex Nevada to another State, as the Britlsh
Parllament annexed their rotien boroughs to
their neighbors. The House of Kepresentatives
could not deny admission to a member from
Nevada, even thongh he had received only 125
votes istead of 12,500. And though the Senate
might refuse to seat a Senator who had openly
bought his seat, it could not pievent nls sue-
cessor being chosen by the same agency more
discreetly applied. Nol only Is there no power
anywhbere which could deprive Nevada of its
sovereignty, but there Is no power which could
nrev;am.

HEAVY FIRE LOSSES.

A Large Number of Stores Burned Out at
Redding.

REDDING, July 13.—At 11 o’clock last
night a fire broke out in Willard!& Weil's
store which proved to be one of the most
disastrous that ever struck the town.
The water supply was entirely inadequate,
The fire consumed Willard & Weil’s store,
Mrs. M. A. Mitchell’s millinery store, John
Herzinger’s boot and shoe shop, Martin
Parker’s new dwelling, all on the east
side of Market street, Olney’s saloon
on the corner of Ink and Tehama streets,
Byers’ notion store, Mengel’s butcher-
shop, Adams’ boot and shoe shop, Tremont
Hotel and Craddock’s stable, on the west
side of Market street. Much damage was
done to goods carried from the buildings
on the west side of the alley from
the Tremont Hotel and the mnorth side
of Tehama street. At one time it
seemed impossible to save the Odd Fellows’
Hall, the Breslauer building and the Bush
block. Fortunately the wind was not high,
and by tearing down a portion of Nathan’s
fruit-store and using buckets, the fire was
prevented from crossing Butte street. It
is impossible to estimate the damage at this
time, but it is very heavy.

Following is a list of the losers, with

the estimated losses and insurance:
Willard & Weil, loss §15000, insur-
ance $10,000; J. G. Farhner, §5000,
83000; M. A. DMitchell, $2000, $1000;
Frank Thompson $15,000, $9000; John
Craddock $3000, 8&2000; Martin Parker
$§2500, $1500; Menzle Bros. $5000,
$3000; scattering, 85000, $2500.

At midnight the fire was under control, but
still-burning brightly. There were a num-
ber of heat prostrations, but no serious ac-
cidents. Brick blocks will be bailt over the
entire buornt district. The Fire Depart-
ment was greatly erippled with rotten hose
and inadequate water supply. The origin of
the fire is unknown, but the fire is known
to have started in J. G. Farhner’s furniture
store under Wiliard & Weil’s root and com-
municating to adjoining buildings south,
east and west,
