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Liberty, fraternity, equality!
Only with the fallof the Jlastlle 101 years

ago yesterday, did France fullyrealize the
true importance of these three manic words.
Xo day is held in greater reverence by all
patriotic Frenchmen throughout the world
than "ie quatorze Juillet." The date is as
sacred to them as tiro glorious Fourth is to

American hearts. And when the day comes
in due yearly rotation, the enthusiasm to
properly celebrate the national holiday is
always at the boiling point, and seems to
increase with each commemoration, wher-
ever the celebration may be held. This is
especially the case inSan Francisco.

ENTHUSIASM OF THE DAY.

From an early hour yesterday morning
every French man, woman and child was on
the gui vive and determined to celebrate
the day as itdeserved to be. There was a
large influx of visitors from outside points.

and the streets wore ablazo with tri-colored
badges, sashes aDd emblems -worn in the
most conspicuous places by all the patriotic
natives of sunny France. Allover the city
every place of business whose proprietors
were either French or of Freuch descent

was draped most profusely and with true
French taste, in the French colors mingled
withtha American star and stripes, many
Swiss, Italian and Mexican flags being also
displayed.

FEATURES OF THE FESTIVAL.

Yesterday's festival took the form during
the day of a grand military and civic street
parade, literary patriotic exercises and
games of all sorts, and in the evening a
magnificent display of fireworks, and an

all-night ball. Woodward's Gardens was
the scene of the festivities, with, of course,
the exception of the parade. The gardens

were handsomely decorated, and with their
natural beauties, locked very attractive.

TIIF.PARADE.
The parade was formed at the headquar-

ters of the Committee of Arrangements on
Jackson street, near l'acific. At2 o'clock
in the afternoon Grand Marshal Ltttzen

The line of march was down Kearny to

There was a great display along the
route of French colors, intermingled with
the national colors, and from the public
building, iv the city, through the courtesy
ofMayor Pond, floated the stars and stripes
inhonor of the day.

AT THE GAP.DENS.
An hour was consumed inreaching the

gardens, and, after being received at the

entrance by the Grand Marshal and his
aids, the procession marched into the pavil-
ion and tork the places assigned to the dif-
ferent sections.

French artistic taste Is proverbial all over
the world, and no prettier combinations of
colors and groupings have been seen in this
city than were presented in the pavilion.
It was draped all round with tri-colored
bunting, French and American flags and

'

shields, garlands of laurels and other ever-
greens and flowers. Interspersed instrik-
ing positions were shields bearing the pic-
tures and names of all the leading patriots
of the French Revolution.

Especial attention had been given to the
stage. From the front hung two immense
flags, one American, the other Fteuch, and
between them, garlanded with greenery,
was a large medallion of the French Presi-
dent, Carnot. The footlights were filled
three feet high withpotted palms. A dark-
ened background brought into brilliant re-
lief the uniforms of ___ officer*,uid the
uutnero"- flags of the different military -
<*•*\u25a0*\u25a0. Pan «hen they were massed on the
platform. The stage formed a remarkably
handsome and noticeable picture.

The pavilion itself was packed from top

to bottom, the majority of the audiencebeing ladies, «__, __

Consul, who expressed in a few well-chosen words his congratulations on thegreat success of the celebration, and wel-comed tillpresent to the exercises Presi-dent Meyer then delivered the following
address:

President Meyer. Addreaa.
Ladies and Gentlemen: We, French resi-

dents of California, are celebrating at the same
time as our countrymen— not alone In Fiance,
but throughout Hie world—the one hundred and
first anniversary olour ineffaceable revolution,
which to-day has become the national holiday of
France.

Iwill not rehearse to you the history of that ,

glorious epoch. The subject Is so complex and
*

vast that Itwould detain you too long,iBui you
will never forget lhe Illustrious names of Mlra-'
bean. Sieves, Lafayette, Camilla Desmoulius, •
Rallly and other patriots, whose names are for-
ever linked with that grand lruuiaiiii.iir.,u drama
of which you know all the moving incidents. 1

willconfine myself to a few remarks which will
have, to your eyes at least, ihe merit of brevity.

The further we aie removed from the revolu-
tionary period the more we are enabled to judge
li calmly—the causes which brought Iton, the
Heeds It accomplished and lb.< results which
bave etnau.rted from it. We can, more than a
century after, affirm In all sincerity that the
French Eevolulion to-dar belongs to the history
of nations. Its benefits have not only been na-
tional, but they have been universal, and, as tbe
Honorable Mayor of our city wrote several days
ago, "It lias served the cause of the enfran-
chisement of mankind." we can only say, with
all knowledge of the facts, better let us perish
ourselves than lose forever the fruits of that Im-
mortal revolution. (Applause.] . ,

The monarchy, which forcenturies ruled the
destinies of France, can be compared wiib a for-
est of mighty trees, shading aud nourishing the
soil which it occupied. In tbe course of years
the majority of these strong and flourishing
trees wither gradually and lose their abundant
foliaee. Other aie struck by lightning,and
others again crippled by storms, till they are no
mure than grimacing skeletons extending toward
the skies their skinny arms. The soli, no longer
protected against the sun's ardor and the In-
clemencies of the seasons, becomes aria and
sterile. There comes a day when a gang of
wood choppers. Hied of this state of things, with
their vigorous arms hew down those aged trees,
formerly so beautiful, so useless now. Laying
aside the ax and seizing the plow tbey proceed
to cultivate the land and turn over the soil in or-
der to restore its pristine fertility. From lime
to lime a sudden stock arrests the course of the
plow and the plowsiiaie breaks. Old roots
deeply imbedded intbe soil, which the first wood-
chop) ers bad not exttiDated, caused the accident
and int-minted momentarily the work,but the
plowshare is replaced and the workmen resume
their task with renewed vigor.

Thus have we seen the monarchy withering
little by little and becoming hurtful to France
aud overthrown by the people whicli Itcould no
longer defend nor protect. Thus the first re-
public was proclaimed. Its course was not al-
ways uninterrupted. It was several times

stopped by the roots and ideas of royalty, but,
notwithstanding ill. tire republic resumed Its
triumphal nud civilizingmarch, this time for-
ever. [Loud applause.]

France can claim tire story of having put an
end to that doctrine which styled Itself the "Di-
vine Right of King!"."and ot having paved the
way for other nations, which followed the exam-
ple set by our forefathers. This 1. what tbe
monarchies of Europe tear. The feeling of dis-
content which exists at present Inthose coun-
tries will not disappear until the people assert
their lights and become masters of tnelr own
destinies. [Applause.]

The unfortunate war of 1870 was not declared
by one :ion against another. It was the act of
a luier despising our country, who, surrounded
by Machiavellian counselors, and seeing the
abyss which his dyuasty wouldeventually fall
Inio, wished to slop the course of prog-
ress and liberty, and wuh his Iron heel
stamp out the legitimate aspirations of all
liberly-loviugpeople. Tbe war tailed to succeed,
aud left Fiance— that standard-bearer of right—
prostrate aud inert and, as be believed, Incapable
of recovering. Such was not the ca»e. notwith-
standing. Our country gavo proof of a virility
without a parallel in the history of nations, and
recovered quickly that place among the nations to
which ithad au inalienable tight. It Is to-day
like a luminous center, tire rays from which are
all that is beautiful, all that is glorious, all tfi.it
is noble. Allrender justice to lier genius and
her glories, lire last exposition showed lo the
nations, civilized and barbarous, her vast re-
sources, bet uiatvelous creations, brought forth
by the labor, science and intelligence of her
people. Well beloved Fiance! From alar we
feel thy aileries pulsating. We see bow tran-
quil iliiriiart and conscious of thy rights. We
see thy formidable army ready ro enter the lists,
aud, like our ancestors, vanquish or perish.
We see thy Government, having at its head the
Irrepioacbatue Carnot, worthy grandson of Hie
"Organizer of Victory," directing with a firm
band public affairs, insuring peace within and
respect abrotd. [Great applause.]

Our neighbors on our eastern frontier are not
mote confident than Is necessary. We nave now
the continual spectacle of a sovereign gadding
about from emit to court, seeking alliances with
the view of entangling France In a network of
iron,but all tins uselessly, lor the iloneuzollern
dynasty Is maiked wltb characters of lire and
doomed lo fall. The chastisement will come
from Its own people, who, lilng of the yoke of
tyranny, will reconquer their independence.
[Applause.] People who are masters of their
own desiiiles are more homogeneous and can
more easily settle their dllterenees than to leave
tbe solution to Hie caprice of their lords and
masiets. Whatever maybe tire bnrnlng ques-
tions that arise, free nations will always know
how to resolve them more peacefully and more
satisfactorily, but whatever may arise from now
on we cau always long ward to the future
without fear. lire time has past where force
can overcome right [Applause.]•Ou ibis day ol happiness let us loudlyproclaim
that we aie children of France. Lei us contem-
plate tenderly our mother country, and let us be
proud of tier resplendent beauty. Let us ad-
mire lier deeds, let us admire her genius. We
see her now surrounded by Ier children, devoting
themselves peacefully to works of art and in-
dustry, by the side of which we tee her magnifi-
cent army, calm aud patient, confident in its
leaders, and only wallingfor the signal to renew
the miracles of the Revolutionary Army. Seeing
all these, it Is with deep emotion and a legiti-
mate pride that Iexclaim: "Viva la Fiance!
viva la Kepuhlique!" [Prolonged applanse.]

COKCI.UDISG KRMBERS.
An overture, "Graiuge aux Belles," fol-

lowed, by La Gauloise Band, an organiza-
tion formed six months ago of entirely
French musicians. Charles Morel sang
"Dis-moi quel est ton pays" ina good tenor
voice and was repeatedly encored. Presi-
dent Meyer then spoke of the friendly feel-
ingexisting between Frenchmen and Amer-
icans and gave America her full share of
praise. The band played "Columbia" and
the Lyre Francaise choir sang "Les Grecs
aux Therniopyles." The remainder of the
programme consisted of a recitation by

Charles Morel; "Fantaisie Patrtotique," La
Gauloise Baud; "Les petits soldats dcs
hataillons SCO __].«*," Mile, L. Gro9sett:
solo, "L'Etoile dv Midi,"Charles __r.ut_.r;
song, *"L'Alsace-Lorraine," Mine, de la
Motte; "La Marseillaise," orchestra.

At the conclusion of the exercises the au-
dience adjourned to the gardens and en-
joyed themselves in various ways. Knees
were run by the youngsters, and as all got
prizes they were duly delighted.

A Brilliant Illumination at Woodward*.
Gardens.

Apart from the vast crowd the distin-
guishing feature of the celebration nt
Woodward's Gardens last night was the
multitude of lights. There were thousands
of them and arranged with that taste and
effect characteristic of the French who un-
derstated V,4l_.l____assin_: of small things.

Ahuge design made up 6s* tV"r_;.lights set
in parti-colored cups confronted the visitor

'

at the main entrance. The accouterments
of the French soldier were grouped in the
center and around them were the lights
forming graceful designs and in two of
these groups were the huge letters "It.F."
traced in jets of flame.

Further in, the lights met the eye fiomevery side nnd bewildered it. They were
arranged in tiers upou tiers on every em-
bankment, and there are many in Wood-
ward's Garden. They crossed the paths in
strings of lanterns, peeped from among the
foliage, blazed from the windows of every
building, aDd, massed as they were in small
jets, delighted without blinding the eye.

The fireworks were brilliant, and kept
Immense crowds looking at them while they
lasted, but their coarse glare cut a sorry,
figure beside the softlyilluminated grounds,
which, filled withconstant strains of music,
impressed all within their circle with an
effect of joyousness and mirth.

The crowds were simply overpowering,
probably 20,000 peoplo having been Inside
the high fences. They filled every walk, |
occupied every seat, jammed the great
dancing pavilion to- suffocation, wedged
themselves iv the cafe and forced one to be
always moving on for the lack of a vacantspace to stop in.

The air was filled with shouts, laughter

and snatches of French songs. Gayly
dressed zouaves paraded their bright attire
beside (.he sober uniforms of the National
Guardsmen. Black eyes looked mischiev-
ously from under long lashes ;young bloods
sported their canes and chatted with all the
pretty ones they could, and staid husbands
and wives walked arm in arm down the
cool lanes.

At10 o'clock the dancing-floor was cleared
and Floor Manager Leon Dennery, with
his two assistants and twelve aids, started
the dancing, which was kept up until well
toward morning. The two assistants were

THE INCOME-TAX ROLLS.
How They Got the Best of Doctors' Coin-

iucida Id Enjjlnnd.
About five-and-twenty years ago Parlia-

ment decided on reforming the old courts
which were known collectively as Doctors'
Commons, lv these courts a system of law,
mainly derived from the CivilCode, was
administered, and the practitioners in
these courts were known as advocates
and proctors, the analogues of barris-
ters and solicitors. Now, the changes in
the administration of law which Parlia-
ment had resolved upon effecting and tbo
new laws which it had determined on
enacting were certain to increase the busi-
ness of those who were engaged as advo-
cates and proctors, and in no sense what-
ever, actual or prospective, was these peo-
ples' livelihood frome their calling liable to
curtailment. But Parliament, led by the
precedents of unjust and superfluous com-
pensations to interests which no ingenuity
could declare to be vested, agreed to give
these people compensation, apparently
because it had improved their position.
The examination of their position led to
a singular result. They put in enormous
claims, nnd the commissioners, one of
whom was my informant, were aghast at
the liabilities which Parliament had sanc-
tioned. But an astute member of the board
bethought himself of comparing the claims
of profits made uuder the old system with
the income-tax returns which these honest
people had made. The discrepancy was
enormous and the unpaid and undeclared
liabilities which were disclosed, still due
from them, went a great way toward clear-
ing off the liabilities with which the thought-
lessness and unwarrantable generosity of
Parliament had burdened the exchequer.

The income tax is a very bad tax, and not
even the ingenuity of Mr. Gladstone has
been able to discover a decent apology for
it But on this occasion it dida valuable
indirect service, for itneutralized to a con-
siderable extent an act offolly and a conse-
quent fraud. Idonot think that the com-
pensation to the advocates and proctors
would ever have been seriously iroposed if
it had not been the case that still more in-
defensible compensations were given in the
acts for abolishing heritable jurisdictions
in Scotland, and for carrying the Irish
Union. 1 am persuaded that, if one were
to extend the practice into cases infinitely
more defensible than those which 1 have
quoted, not only would necessary reforms
be arrested, but the tax-payer would be
overwhelmed with the burdens which Par-
liament, having regard to consistency,
would impose. But itis only what Juvenal,
calls the chicks of the white hen who get
these superfluous favors.—Thorold Kogers
in the Contemporary Review.

everywhere. AsNina, his wife,Miss Ada Dyas
played the full measure of au arduous part, and
was quit as effective ln the later scenes where
the terrible truth breaks on ber that ibe father
of her cbildreu lsthele'rou tbat all Scotland Yard
is seeking, as we have seen Miss Clarence Hill
In the same situation. One ot the most power-
ful scenes In the play Is where she confronts her

husband wltb ber forged name in the subscrip-
tion-book, and the letters which separated her
life from that of Louis Percival. For the first
part, as tne terrible truth dawns upon her, It
Is a scene of silence— lt isacting without words—
and tbe audience seemed to bold tbelr breath, as
If afraid to break it. Mr. Bnrryniore plays
Louis I'ercival in a tine, manly fashion, but
we miss Le Moyne In Baron iinrtfeidt. We
do uot say Mr.J. L. Ottomeyer did not give a
good Idea of this chevalier d'industrie; but lt
lacked the lightand shade Imparted by bis pre-
decessor. In the detective, Captaiu ttedwuod,
Mr. E. M. Holland reasserted bimself aud the
remainder of the characters were quite up to
the mark made by the previous presentation.
Miss Maud llarrlsou desired to play Agnes,
daughter of Mrs. Kalstou— the part entrusted to
Miss Nannie CradUock— but the managerial bead
tbat arranged tbe cast forbade it. Perhaps It
would have been as wellhad he given consent.

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ANASYLUMCOLLECTS STAMPS,

Over a Milliona Year Sent to the Orphan
Girls InLode, Switzerland.

There is an asylum :for orphan girls in
Locle, Switzerland, which finds a market
for all the old postage stamps sent to it.
Nearly everybody far and near acquainted
with the fact sends to the asylum his or her
second-hand stamps, and, for the
information of those who are ignorant,
a circular 'is issued calling for the
contribution of stamps and also setting
forth the uses to which they are applied.
Bare stamps, of course, go to dealers or col-
lectors, while the commoner sorts aro ap-
plied to decorative purposes, being used to
ornament screens, shades, etc., and even,
so says the circular, to paper rooms. The
circular does not saw how the American
green stamp of the past can be used for
decoration.

Over a million of stamps were received by
the institution from all over the world in

1888, and a considerably larger number last
year. The stamps are assorted by the chil-
dren and put up inpackages of 50 and 100
each. Those collected in Its., were sold for
1200 francs, or $240, and those ofyear previ-
ous for $200. This may not seem much to
Americans, but money goes further in
Switzerland than here. Persons, therefore,
who want .to put their old postage stamps
where they willdo the most good should
send them to M. J. Nougier, Hirecteur de
l'Asile Billodes, Locle, Switzerland.—...
