It is now about half a century since the
name of John C. Fremont became familiar
to the people. He came into notice as the
hero of a pretty romance, of which Jessie
Benton was the heroine, It is just fifly
vears since the daughter of Senator Ben-
ton and the youngexplorer met, and nearly
forty-nine since they were married. As
voung Fremont then had little more than his
pluck and audacity, Senator Benton did
not oncuu’mge the match, but he afterward
became reconciled. It was eariy in the
forties that Fremont made the explorations
in the then unknown American territory
petween the Missouri and the Pacific
Coast, and throngh them passed into his-
tory with something of the reputation
Stanley has siree acquired. The venture
which fixed Fremont most securely in his-
tory was undertaken at his own expense
for the purpose of locating a route to Cali-
fornia. Driven back once, he gathered his
forces a second time and reached Sacra-
mento just before the discovery of gold.
His services were recognized by the first
California Legislature, which elected him
as one of the United States Senaters from
the new State. But Fremont was a man
of action rather than of reflection. His in-
stincts were generally right. He cast his
lot at this early day with the oppouents of
the extension of slavery and thereby losta
re-election. But five vears later, in 1836,
Le was seleeted as the Republican candi-
date for the Presidency, and came much
rer an election than any one expected
No cue has ever

when he was nominated.
regretted that Abraham Lincoin was made
the Republican candidate in 1560. Fre-
mont did good service during the war, but
not of a character to inspire coufidence in
his abilities to direct the affairs of the
nation through that erisis in the nation’s
existence. Fremont’s fame culminated
with defeat in 1836. He has been a
conspicuous figure ever since, but his
career has not fulfilled its eariy promise.
If he had been a money-maker he miglt
with his opportunities have acquired mill-
ions, but in his last years he was so far
from being rich that his restoration to the
army pay roll and subsequent retirement
was a most welcome event. His splendid
physique served him to the last. At the

Even in this case exclu-
has but four years to run. All this
work is to prevent Congress
from taking up and passing one of the orig-
inal excluston bills that have been intro-
duced into the present Congress. Senator
Mitehell of Oregon and Representative
Morrow oi this State have framed bills that
cover the whole ground. The Republican
party cannot do a wiser thing than to put
one of these bills through the two Houses.
We have a President now who would sign
an exclusion bill, but after 1892 we may
have a President in sympathy with the
man-dealers. There i¢ not much danger of
the repeal of the exclusion law, and would
not be if it bad been provided that it should
remain in force untii repealed. It isone
thing to repeal an existing statute and an-
other to let it lapse by non-action. Prob-
ably no one imagines that either House
would vote to repeal the present act, but
the object is to prevent any action until the
law has expired by limitation.

Copgress will probably adiourn in Au-
gust not to meet again until December.
There will then be time to pass an exclu-
sion bill by the Congress which the Repub-
licans control. Should the next House be
Democratic it couid hardly be expected to
pass a Chinese exclusion bill for President
Harrison to sign. The Democratic party
would rather hold the question open for
campaign purposes. It ean go before the
country and claim that if the Republicans
really favor Chinese exclusion they would
have passed an exclusion act when they
had the power. It is of the greatest impor-
tance to this Coast that this Congress act
in the matter.

The caustic comments of the intevior
Democratic press have persuaded the FEux-
aminer to come out in favor of a Demo-
cratic Legislature, providing the Democrats
will nominate good men.

YET ANOTHER DEATH.

A Sixth Vicetim of the Railroad
Accident.

Last night another was added to the list
of those killed by the railroad accident at
Baden Sunday afternoon. This time it was
little Lillie Ebetlin, the 7-year old daughter
of George Eberlin. Father and daughter
were both injured in the catastrophe. He
was cul in the back part of the liead, and
the shoulder and left thigh were braised.
She had the entire eranium fractured from
ear to ear, and sustaiued other and internal
injuries.

Both were taken to St. Luke’s Hospital
for treatment, where 1t was seen that she
was probably fatally injured, but the ex-
tent of his injuries was not ascertained,
owing to his being in a less precaricus condi-
tion than that of his daughter, which de-
manded immediate attention.

‘T'o save her life the only possible means
was to excise a triangular piece of the
skull which was bearing on tbe brain, and,
though this gave a shadow of hope, it was,
indeed, only a shadow.
rom the time of the accident until her
death, which cccurred last night at 9
o’clock,she remained unconscious. Through-
out Sunday night she moaned, which was a
good sign, but early yesterday she settled
into quietness. 1t was the stillness of ap-

pr g dissolution, Her death was so
quiet that, but for ciose attention, the mo-
ment when clay ceased to be animate

would not have been known.

In the meantime attention had been
turned to Mr. Eberlin’s condition. It was
found that he was dapegerously injured—
how dangerously the next forty-eizht hours
will tell.

He did not know of his wife’s death yes-
terday morning and would talk about her.

“Why don’t she come?” he would say,
then Le would try to be patient.

At noon it was seen that to deceive him
lgnger might work bhim into a worse condi-
tion than to tell him the truth. They told
him of her death. Overwhelmed by the
knowledge he sat for a long time in silence,
then breaking out, he moaned: “Oh, 1 have
killed my wife. Why did I go off and drink
somuch? Why was I not at her side to
save her?”’” All day his self-condemnation
was like the struggle of the soul and intel-
lect—the soul for its right of diction, the
intellect against dethronement,

He was not told of his little daughter’s
death. It would have killed him outright

in his condition., He was pronounced in a
crit condition, with hardly an e¢qual
chance against death.

Henry Strobel and his five-year-old boy,
both injured about the head, are in a fair
way to reecover, as is C. Beach and Mrs.
Fritz Giesner. Little Louis Giesner will
a#lso recover, but is much more severely
injured than the rest.

A PIONEER ARTIST.

the Sketches That Adorn
Walls of His Studio.

Some time azo there was published in Tne
CALL an account of the work being done by
the artists of San Francisco, but the writer
of the article omitted a mention of that
done by Oscar Kaltschmidt, one of the pio-
neer artists of this city. Among a number
of paintings in his studio i3 one of Fort
Point, taken from the bend outside of the
point. Each natural feature of the en-
trance to the Golden Gate is faithfully
given, and an excelient perspective is
seen of Angel Island, Alcatraz and the
scenery inside the Heads. This picture,
which occupies a canvas five feet in length,
was painted from a sketeh taken on the
spot in 1862. Vancouver lsland, as seen
from the Governor's House, another exam-
ple, is a companion piece to Fort Point.

Other prominent vieces are Mt. Shasta,
the base hidden in clouds and fog. The
fureground contains a view of the Sacra-
mento River, with a camp among the trees,
and the intermediate perspective shows the
trend of the hills, as they fade away into
dim, shadowy outlines. The comparion
piece to this is a wild scene in the Rocky
Mountains, a deer running in the fore-
ground. ‘These canvases are 30x46. Other
canvases, simiiar in size, but differing in de-
tail, are, ““A Countrv Road in Autumn,”
““Mt¢t. Hood,” *The Raibler Lake and the
Dolomites,”” a painting made from a sketch
taken In Germany, portraits of the Wert-
heimer and Hausman children, the first
children born in this city after the dis-
covery of gold, * Coluwbus in Chains,”
“Baron Humboldt,” and many others.

Mr. Kaltschmidt has many imaginative
examples, drawn from practical or histori-
cal subjects. Prominent among them is his
“Venus,” taken from life from a model
he met while visiting soine of the cele-
brated artists in Europe., ‘*‘Rebecca aund
‘Brian de Bois-Gilbert,” from Scott’s *‘Ivan-
hoe”; **The Last Scene in King Lear,”
“Iris,”” “The Renunciation,” and many
others. Some beautiful fruit pieces adorn
the walls of the studio, and the many por-
traits will be recognized as faithful repro-
duections of the originals.

THE AGUAYON' MINE,

Jurisdiction of the Superior Court
Affirmed on Review.

The Supreme Court yesterday filed an
opinion in the case of Wenceslao Loaiza
against the Superior Court of San Kran-
ciseco on review to set aside certain pro-
ceedings in the Superior Court in this now
somewhat celebrated case.

It will be remembered that Manuel and
Leocadia Aguayo, two Mexicans, who
owned a formerly and famously rich min-
ing district in the State of Sonora, Mexico,
came 1o the conelusion that they would
like to sell their property, which showed
signs of playing out. So they peured a
tale of fabulous riches into the ear of an
English agent, who had come to Sonora to
look over the country, and the result was
that the agent made a contract to seil the
mines to an English syndicate at a figure
not less than $§1,500,CC0.

The Euglish agent interested two mining
companies of London, England, the Oro
Grande Company (Limited) and the Globe
Mining Syndicate (Limited), with the suc-
cess that they agreed to purchase the mines
at the price of £1,575,000, provided every-
thing was as represented. The mining
companies sent to the mines two experts,
who spent some two weeks in sampling the
ores, and, upon their report, the sale was
consummated, the companies paying up
$710,000 in gold coin, and _depositing notes
given by a citizen of San Francisco, Alvinza
Hayward, to tbe amount of $865,000, the
notes being secured by San Francisco real
estate and piaced in the keeping of Wen-
ceslao Loaiza for the Aguayo brothers.

The English cempanies proceeded to
work their Sonora purchase, when lo! the
depravity of man was again exemplified.
They found that the mines had been
salted and that their fine experts tiad been
completely hoodwinked by the wily Mex-
icans. The Engilsh companies at once took
neasures to recover their money.

Their first move was 1o commence suit in
the Superior Court of San Egancisco to
compel Wenceslao Loaiza to suffender the
notes deposited with him. An injunction
was asked for and granted prohibiting
Loaiza from putting the notes or mortgages
out of his possession. In this suit the
English companies and Alvinza Hayward,
the giver of the notes, were joined as
plaintuiffs and Louaiza and the Aguayo
brothers defendants.

A question of jurisdiction was at once
raised, and it was claimed that, inasmuch
as the real parties to the suit 2re the two
Eunglish companies and the Aguayo broth-
ers, ali of whom are foreigners and non-
residents, that the Superior Court of San
“rancisco bad no jurisdiction over the ease.
Loaiza applied to the Supreme Court for a
writ of review and the case was argued
about a month ago.

‘That tribunal decided yesterday that the
Superior Court had jurisdiction, because
the maker aud the holder cof the notes (Hay-
ward and Loaiza) are both residents of San
Franecisco and both joined in the suit, and,
tor another ground, the land on which the
mortgages were given to secure the notes is
located in San Francisco. ‘I'he Superior
Court was therefore directed to proceed
with the case.

ANOTHER MILK-TESTER.

Apparatus for an Expert Analysis of the
Fluid.

The most recent acquisition to the equip-
ment at the Health Office is Professor
Feser’s lactoscope, which is a complete set
of testing apparatus for measuring the
density, weight and strength ¢f milk. The
set consisls of a cremomoter, a gauge to
determine the relative proportion of fatty
and watery substances that constitute the
milk, and a few chemieals, also a ther-
mometer. It is meant for expert analysis
and is not practicable for family use.

A few days since a very ingenious and
cheap lactoscope was brought to the notice
of the Health Office. It consists of two
circular dises, the one of hard rubber, the
other of glass. The glass disc has a central
cirele within of about three-quarters of an
inch in diameter and the span within this
circle is clear glass. From this circle,
which serves as a center, several radii ex-
tend to the edge of the dise, dividing it
into six equal parts, These divisions are
theu painted with a gradually increasing
density of milk as seen through a depth of
about a hundredth of an inch.

Drops of milk are put on the central por-
tion of the rubber disc and the glass disc is
piaced so that the two centers bear upon
each other, Immediately the milk is pressed
to the required depth and its color gives the
strength of the milk to the extent it corre-
sponds with the colors on the glass disc. 1f
it be very pale and shows blue over the
black disc it is very poor. If guite light it
is cream. Detween these extremes the disc
is painted to gauze poor, less fat, normal
and very fat milk. The contrivance is very
ingenious and is called the “milchprufer.”
