D, O. Mills Does Not Think It Worthy
of Consideration.

SEA AND SHORE.

Perilous Experience of the Ship
Incheape Rock.

A Letter From the C:2ptain of the Sealer Mat-
tie C. Dyer—The New Cruiser on the Dry-
Dock—Barnacle Billy’s Complaint,

Further particulars were recelved yesterday
regarding the rough voyage of the British ship
Inchcape Rock, which left Lere on Febroary 24th
for Queenstown and was reporied as baving
arrived at her destination on Monday.

The Information was contalued in a dispatch
to the Merchants’ Exchange, which read as fol-
lows:

The British ship Inchcape Rock reports having
euncountered a hurricane on April 12th in latitude
558° south, longitude 83° west, in which the fore-
castle and cabin were gutted, skylight destroyved,
also three life-boats; lost wheel, wheel-house,
chronometer, compasses; charts and papers were
destroyed. The bulwarks were started. The vessel
was submerged for several minutes and on beam
ends for sixty hours. The cargo shifted and the
main deck was continually swept by heavy seas,
One thousand bags of wheat were jettisoned to
right the ship.

THE MATTIE C. DYER,

In this column yesterday was published a full
account of the seizure at Oonalaska, Alaska, of
the sealing schoouner Mattie C. Dyer. The zeizure
was made by Depuly Collector Edmunds for an al-
leged violation of the law that any vessel bound
for Alaskan ports having on board breeeli-load-
Ing rifles, jutoxicating liquors or ammuuition
must have such euntered ina special manifest
given at the port of departure to the Collector.

Tne Mattie C. Dyer bad some arms on board
and Willtam H. Thornley, the Custom-house
broker, who attended to the vessel’s clearance,
complied with the law, but it Is understood that
Deputy Collector Edmunds, who seized the ves-
sel, did pot have a copy of the bond given when
the special maulfest was filed in the Custom-
house here. There IS nothing in the law requir-
ing the captaln of a vessel [o carry a copy of the
bond and the Deputy Collector has evideutly
made a grave mistake and one that will cause
thie owners of the Dyer a severe loss.

Thoruley, who has fought many cases for the
sealing sclivoner owaoers, i3 drawing up papers
and will appeal to the Secretary of the Treasury
aud demand beavy damages. On account of red
tape, It will probably be a lopg time beioie a
dectston is rendered. In the meantime the
schooner is idle and a bill of costs is mounting
up that some one will have to pay. It wiil prob-
ably be the Government, and then no doubt Ed-
murds will lose his position for having been *tvo
previous.”

A LETTER FROM THE CAPTAIN.

Captain Mockler of the seized schooner has
wrilteu the foliowing letter to J. Garvin & Co.,
giving tue details of the seizure:

OoNaLaska, June 26, 1890.
in & Co.—DEAR SIRS: Since the steamer
Karluk sailed nothing has been done, as the officer
is waiting tor tne cutter to get instructions. The
crew is all here, vut the officer has tried his best to
get them away. He told them that If they would
swear the schooner had caught seals in Behring Sea
or around th? Aleutian Isiands he would s nd thiem
to Thin Point, where they could get $40 a month.
They told bim they would not swear to a lie for any-
body. Captain Hague of the steamer Dora teils me
no vesseis carry a copy of bond unless they land
arms in Alaska. So I did not land any arms. The
officer took them on shore, also the chronometer,
All the captains here say he has gone too far in this
case, Heisanew man this year and only a Deputy
Coliector from Sitka. He put the Marshal
in charge. the Marshal put oune of the
huntersin charge, Sothereis no person looking after
the vessel. The Marshal says that when the cutter
comes in he wlil try and get the schooner sent to
Sitka. If the cutter will not giye him assistance. he
willgo himself in the schoouer. [ cannot see where
they have a chance to do anything with the schoon-
er, as the hunter I took on board at Sanak, George
Anderson, can prove where I got the last seals, and
his word must be taken, as he 1s not on the articles
and does not bejong to the ship, He was only a pas-
senger, and he can swear thal no seals were taken in
Behring Sea and not less than thirty miles off shore
in the Pacific, When tue cutter comes in he may
relcase me altogether, or else he will not have auy-
thing to do with the case. Will write next chauce.
