Special Attorney George W. Schell, who
was appointed by the United States Gov-
ernment to try Chinese immigrant cases at
this port, has made a report to United
States Attorney-General Miller of the
work done during his stewardship.

The 1eport is long, and exhaustively cov-
ers the whole subject of Chinese immigra-
tion. Not the least interesting part of the
report is the history of the cases of Mah Ah
Wah, Chun Yook Quai and Chin Ah Toy,
Chinese wi who were sought to be
landed for ! purposes and in whose
cases the w wets came to light.

Recently a dispatch was received in this
city to the effect that Madame H. P. Bla-
vatsky, the high priestess of Theosophy,
had been elected President of the Theo-
sophical Society, to succeed Colonel Olcott,
who was elected Secretary. The society in
question is a pbilosophical, ethicai and
scientific body ‘which has its headquarters
at Madras, India, the home of Buddhism,
which religion is supposed to embody more
of psychiecphenomena than any other.

Dr. Allen Griffiths, Secretary of the
Golden Gate Lodge of the Theosophical
Society, which has its headquarters in the
city at 13 Mason street, said last night:

She has
refused time and again since the organiza-
tion of the society in New York City fif-
teen years ago, and I know she would not
have taken it, even if offered. The ruwor
received color from Colonel Olcott’s having
been elected Secretary of the ‘Inner Cir-
cle,” and some one who did not understand
the difference has, perhaps, unwittingly
caused the false news to spread.”

Judgze Wallace Upholds the Y.
W. €. A. Management.

The trouble arising out of the recent dis-
affection in the Young Women'’s Christian
Association Home at 1221 O’Farrell street
was settled in Judge Wallace’s department
yvesterday afternoon. Fellowing the action
of the Board of Directors in expelling eight
of the boarders at the home, these young
women applied for and secured a restrain-
ing order from Judge Murphy until an in-
vestigation could be held. Their names
are: FEudora Walker, Charlotte Darling,
Marguerite Denzer, Ida Darling, S. C.
Ritchmeyer and Sabina Lannon.

At the hearing yesterday Mrs. G. W.
Prescott, Vice-President of the home, was
the first witness examined. Her testimony
was to the effect that the young women
Lbad been expelled for unladylike conduct
and rudeness to the management,

Mrs. Redington, President, explained
that the by-laws of the association pro-
vided that the Trustees shall have the right
to ecxpel any inmate whose conduct is
deemed prejudicial to the interests of the
institution, aund therefore there was no
ssity felt for allowing the girls to
e a statement of the causes which led
to their mt y. The Trustees wer e posi-
tive the malcontents had been rude to the
Superintendent, and had made the other
boarders very uncomfortable.

Miss Parsons, the Superintendent, testi-
fied that Miss Walker had refused to recog-
nize her, and that the young lady mentioned
had complained about the food, had upheld
the conduet of Josie Hall and had belped to
sing the doxology when Hall had
routed the First-Vice President and the
police officer.

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STATE DENTISTS.

A Brief Session and Some Tech-

nical Essays.

The State Dental Association was in ses-
sion all day vesterday, the morning hour
being devoted to clinics and the discussion
of gold-filling, with Drs. King and Morflew
a3 the operators. In the afterncon a num-
ber of interesting papers were read.

The first was on v, by Dr. H.
R. Morton Sr., but owing to his illness it
was read by Dr. W. A. Knowles. He called
his paper *'N othing,” because he said no-
thing has been achieved this year in the
progress of chemicaldentistry. He regretted
this, for there are scveral subjects of great
interest, among which, in particular, he
would name the origin of destructive acids.
question is,” said he, *‘whether these
chemical solvents are organic or inorganic
in origin.” He thought that much could be
done by ihe study of dental decay, and, in
conclusion, declared it to be his belief that
methylbenzoinethoxethyetetrahydrophyrid-
incarbe late in chemistry had been greatly
neglected Laughter.]

Dr. Charles I Post read a paper_on the
uses of aluminum in dentistry. He said
that alumdnum was made as early as 1828,
but not in any great quantities or very
cheaply until 1838. In dentistry its uses
are for making plates, bridges and fillings.

CHINESE DAY.

The Appraisers’ Building Over-
ran by Mongolians.

Habeas Corpus Writs Galore—The Pigtails
From Mexico Try Again for Liberty,
A Big Batch Ceming,

There is always a tendency to set apart
certain days for certain special work.
Courts have their law and motion days,
women their wash days and merchants
their collection days.

There are market days, rent days, holi-
days, and even days for starving the
stomach, but the newest thing in special
days is the Chinese day in the Appraisers’
B'mldmz. It has become one of the recog-
nized institutions of the place, like the
serio-comic playfulness of Deputy Collector
Jerome. The day is always the one pre-
ceding the sailing day of a steamer to
China, aund is caused by the rush to the
habeas corpus mill and the justification of
bondsmen.

Y'usterday was Chinese day in the Ap-
praisers’ Building. Its sloomy old corri-
dors were iighted up by the moving, many-
hued garments of innumerable Celestials.
They marched upstairs and marched down,
swarmed in the court-rooms and eclerks’ of-
fices, and kept an incessant babbling of gut-
tural sounds to confound the usual echoes of
the place.

FIFTY-TWO BROUGHT ASHORE.

Fifty-two of the Gaelic’'s Chinese were
taken irom the steamer by United States
Marshal Long and marched up into his of-
fice, there to wait until they should be re-
leased on bail or taken to the County Jail.
The sight of his numerous charges, of whom
he takes custody at so much per head,
aroused the latent playfulness dwelling
deep in the good Marshal’s bosom.

“1 never would have supposed in
the old days,” he said, “when I
was fiercely agitating for the exclu-
sion of Chinese that 1 should come to
regard their invasion as a good thing. Per-
haps Commissioner McAllister and I, and,
indeed, a few others ought to feel kindly
toward the invading horde. They make
business for us. 1Itis singular that I have
only just discovered the good that is in a
Chinaman. It is rather expensive fun for
them, but we can stand it all right.”

THOSE FELLOWS FROM MEXICO.

The rewanded twenty-four Chinamen
from over the Mexican border are making
another fight for admission to the land of
the free. A writ of habeas corpus was yes-
terday sued out in the Circuit Court, alleg-
ing that three of them had gone from the
United States into Mexico, and from there
back again, and hence deporting them to
China is not sending them to the country
from whence they came. The writ was di-
rected to Captain Peuarn of the Gaelie, who
made return that the men were not in his
custody, but in the custody of the Coliector
of the Port. A new writ will be served on
Coliector Phelps this morning.

It has long been known that the singular-
ly correct answers given by the incoming
Chinese at their examination were the re-
sult of careful drilling before arrival., Ex-
cept in the cases of the Chinese women
Mah Ab Wah and Chin Ab Toy no direct
evidence has ever been obtained as to how
this was done, but the following letter,
seized by Collector Phelps’ watchers, as it
was about to be delivered to a Chinaman
on the Gaelie, throws some light on this
matter. The letter has been translated by
a Chinamauo and hence its faulty English:

“ENGLISH AS SHE IS WROTE.”

To Chong Lung, Win Sea, Quin It und Hing
Hin: Allof your letiers bad received.  But you
nad give me all everdence from Chong Lung and
Win Sea and tell me everything that you give to
the inspector down on the steamer. *ICnen I will
made and chauge the evidents and made a writ
to take you up. I bave been send I friend down
to the Custom-house to find vut your paper and
pone that was New York paper and not allow
you landed 8o I toid a friend to tended to that
case. About the expense 1 promised 1o paid. I
first send a letter and telegraph afterward to
New York but uo answer yet only Wah Bu has a
letter and rold me to tended your case. Quin Ii
and Foug Saug’s brother those men that could
not go up until the steamer sailing day up with
the writ aud the case of Hing Hin 1 engage Ho
Su anud Ho Kin to attended for them euclosing a
bizgage of cake ana provision for you men.

P.S. Chong Luug and Win Sea whatsoever his
statement give to the Custom-bhouse oflicer on
the steamer Kive me the whole answer.

Wiritten by Chong Boy Wau.

Another letter to Chong Lung and Win
Sea reads as folows:

What statement you glve to the Custom-house
ofticer; what and how you answer to them give
me the answer; the whole evidence accordingly.
Answer all to me. Apswer all to me so I may
know how to get on the writ. - Because two of
your papers the Custom officer refuse to landed.

A BIG BATCH COMING.

The Chinese day of yesterday will be of
small moment to the Chinese day of next
week. Information was received yester-
day that the steamer China from Hong-
Kong would shortly arrive with 233 Chinese
on board. This is the largest number lately
carried by any incoming ship.

It is not known if the significant Chinese
agitation in the East has any bearing upon
this fresh impetus to invading mongolian-
ism, but Collector Pheips will use all due
diligence to prevent any illegal landings.
It is expected that many of them will have
a hard time in setting foot on shore.

A FATAL ERROR.

Carbolic Acid Drunk by Mistake
Causes Death.

Richard Herlihy, who kept a wood and
coal yard at 1213 Broadway, drank a glass
of carbolic acid yesterday morning in mis-
take for gin and did not find out his error
until it was too late. An hour later he was
dead.

Deceased had been drinking quite fre-
quently ef late, and was scarcely responsi-
ble for his actions yesterday. He entered
his house at 10 o’clock and happened to see
a bottle of acid which his wife had been
using on lacerations caused by her fall
down a flight of stairs. Hetook the poison
eagerly and tossed it off at one draught. A
few minutes later he was suffering in-
tensely. Medical aid was quickiy sum-
moned, but nothing could save his life. His
body was taken to the Morgue,
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B ink of Califoraia.
