GUATEMALAN NEWS.

Possibilities of the Union of Cen-
tral American States.

Proclamations Issued by the Presidents cfGua-

temala and Honduras— They Are Anxious
forUnification— Peaceable ifPossible.

special Correspondence of The Mor.nixo Call.

Guatemala City*. June 2C—Proclamations
have just beeu issued by President Barillas of
Guatemala aud the Piesldent of Honduras, de-
claring their disapproval of the murder of the
late President Meueudez of San Salvador. They
also declare that the country Is in a state of
peace, and also that they trust President 1./.eia
willpreserve the policy of the last Government,
and willkeep Hie contract providingfor a union
ol the Central American States in September
uext. The proclamations also Intimate thai If
this cannot be done by peaceable means llwill
be done by force of arms.

Guatemala has now ou the frontier a force of
2000 troops to ilolect thu country and the na-
tives. The situation of the Central American
States at piesent is peculiar. The contract lor
the union of the Stales has been signed by Hon-
duras, San Salvador and Guatemala, and the
Senate ol Costa Kica his promised to sian It.
The contract will also be presented 10 Nicaragua
when the Senate of thai couutry meets next
year. President Ezeta of Sun Salvador has uoti-
tied the otlier .Stales that he will join them in
every question ielating to the States except

uuiou.
Guatemala, which lias been foremost in en-

deavoring to bring about this union, Pas two
reasons for wishing it, namely, to piotect her
ftom home invasion and to strengthen her credit
abroad. The meeting of the Commissioners upon
tne Mexican boundary question is to be held Iv
November.

The impression prevails here that the loan of
$25,000,000 vow pending In London willnot be
all'ected by the recent trouble In San Salvador.
Apart ol this money is to he used to complete
the northern railway into Mexico.

Business is quiet but steady here; the ex-
change of money has uot been materially
affected.
