TURF NOTES.

Interesting Events on the Tapis
In the East.

George Hearst ' Retires” Traicer Allen—Clcs?
of the Chicago Meeting—Manager
J. C. Henzell's Death.

Much space has recently been devoted by
turf writers to discussing the talked-of
mateh race between Sunol and Belle Ham-
lin. On the Sunol side the proposition is a
bona fide one, and when Orrin Hickok
makes a match he, like the clever tactician
that be is, takes good care that he is not
getting the worst of it.

The Hamlin people, however, evidently
only regard the matter as an attraction to
draw a large crowd to the Buffalo track,
which is principally owned by J. C. Ham-
lin. There is but little chance that the
match will be wade and until it is, discuss-
ing the chances of the two mares is only
a waste of time.

But if it should be, Sunol ought to have a
mortgage on the money.

CHICAGO CLOSES.

Chicago’s summer meeting came to a close
on Saturday last. While there was a great
deal of good racing and a general smashing
of records, in which California horses were
very prowminent, many disgraceful jobs were
consummated right under the noses of the
judges.
‘ IN AND OUT RUNNING.

The in and out running of the favorites
was very noticeable. The horses of the
Chicago stable, owned in the larger propor-
tion by G.V. Hankins, the leading gam-
bler of Chicago, were so contradictorily
that a strong movement was set on foot to
have him and his horses ruled off. Many
of the Southiern stables declared that they

will never enter again at Chicago un-
less Hankins was excluded, and have

agreed not to race at any track where his
entries are received in the future.
BARNES' STRONG ARMS,

That illustricus illustrator of the noble
art of downing the favorite, the colored
jockey Barnes, fully maintained his present
very unsavory reputation and the chances
are that before the snow flies Mr. DBarnes
will be set down for good by some honest
Eastern judge. E. J. Baldwin will find
Barnes a most unprefitable investment at
$10,000 a year as his riding salary.

NOT MUCH OF A KING.

Before the meeting elosed the much-
boomed two-year-old of the Winters’ sta-
ble, Rio del Rey, was given a chance to
show lis prowess and proved a rank quit-
ter. Instead of naming him the King of
Kings, Winters should nhave labeled him
the King of Crabs. 1In the race he started
him he was off in front and was getting
weight fromn almost all the other coutest-
ants. e was leading in the stretch, but
died away and could only take third place.
San Juan and Joe Courtney, however, also
in the same stable, won a couple of races.

The former is of very low class and in the |

race he won had only the poorest of ma-
terial to beat. When he cae out against a
better clas f youngsters they lost him.
The stable has been so bunglingly handied,
with changes of trainers and jockeys, that
the defeats of the alleged eracks were no
wore than should have bm-u expected.
MAT ALLEN DISCHARGED.

George Hearst at last, after everyhody
else had recognized for years the utter in-
capacity of Mat Allen as a trainer, decided
last week to dispense with the further
service of the kid-glove hoodoo. After
Torso beat Tournament anotlier of the
Seott horses (Banquet) rubbed it in some
more for that unlucky animal by beating
him very handily for another good stake.

ALBERT COOPER ENGAGED.

Perhaps these successive defeats opened
Hearst’s eyes.  Aibert Cooper, a first-class
colored trainer who for several years bad
[ we of the Haggin stable and won many
a valuable stake for bis employer, has suc-
ceeded Allen in the charge of the string.

SHOULD SHIP HAYWARD.

Now, if Hearst will discharge that ac-
cient back number, Hayward, and engage a
lively new jockey he will win good races
yet before the season is over. Allen and
Hayward have thrown away at every possi-
ble opportunity every race they possibly
could.

MUST GIVE HIM TIME,

But race-goers must not expect that
Cooper will beable to turn around at once
and win all he starts his horses in. He
must be given time to repair the damage
done by Allen, and it will take quite a while
to bring the stable to. Almost a month or
so hence will be soon eunough toexpect
Cooper to be heard from. Dut even his
skill in preparing the horses will be useless
hhl(\\ they are properly ridden and a new

ockey ~hnh‘d be engaged at once to take
H.n ward’s place. Cooper, it is rumored,
will have charge of L. J. Rose’s horses next
year.

CRACKS TO MEET.

Efforts are being made in the East for a
big sweepstakes between the leading eracks,
Salvator, Tepny and Kingston, at Mon-
mouth Park. The association may add
£15,000 to a £3000 stake from each entry.
The only hitch in arranging the event be-
tween the owners is in the distance. Dwyer
and Pulsifer want the run to be for a mile,
while Haggin stands out for a mile and an
eighth. The further distance the better it
will be for Salvator. If Racine, whois now
with the rest of the Undine stable at Mon-
mouth Park, were added to the race it
would make it one of the most iuteresting
and sensational in the annals of the turf.
It would make the hottest of the hot con-
test and the winner very difficult to pick.

TWO GOOD ONES.

With Rinfax acd Homer as their two-
year-old champions the Undine people
should pick up some rich events. Ilomer,

who is as good a two-year-old as ever h-lt
the State, will give the Eastern cracks all
they want in the way of running, and ought
to get a bracket next time he starts,
DLOOD-IIORSE RACES,

The fall meeting of the Blood-horse As-
sociation may }'U“ll)l\ not be held until
early in December instead of in November,
as in the past. The Directors have not yet
held a meeting to arrange the programme.
An attempt was made last spring to ar-
range for some rich events, and the differ-
ent hotels, business-houses, street-car com-
panies .md other associations were to be
seen about subsecribing funds. No time
should be lost, if the association wants to
make the meeting more successful than in
any preceding scason, in the necessary
preparations. A committee was .\mmmu-nl
it was stated, to attend to this special busi-
ness, and tilm should be taken by the fore-
lock as soon as possible. All the leading
stables are stated n- sure to return to the
Coast for the State Fair in September, and
there will be plenty of horses on the Coast
this fall to make up biz tields.

GYMKANA JUMPS,

On July 4th the R ckaway Hunting Club
gave some ** Gymkana” races at Long
Island, whieh were attended by all the 400
and their 40,000 inanediate followers.
These races are great institutions among
the English re mh-ms of Inaia, and are
very popular. Among the different events
was a dn-ssing race. The conditions were
that each rider was, upon the signal to
start, to saddle and girth his own pony and
to (uke his coat n.ud waisteoat from the
ground and put them on before galloping
awey.

In the manvikin races miners’ jumpers
and overalis filied with straw and sand are
not easily managed when in the saddle,
and the cfforts of the riders to make them
retain their positions across thu saddle
pommels were ludicrous in the extreme.

There was a polo and bucket race and a
cigar and umbrella race. The egg race was
perhaps the best of the lot and took a long
time in the winning. The conditions were
that each rider should carry an eggin a
wooden spoon, and, in case it iell out, re-
turn for another. Some of the (.outvstauts
started out as many as five times.

In the
last issue of the paper two pages of sketches
from photograpns of recent races run at
Monmouth Park and Coney Island are pub-
lished. ‘The main objection seems to be
that it takes some little time to decide the
negatives, say fifteen minutes, and in a
close finish when a rich stake is in ques-
tion, the public would not care to be kept
in suspense so long.

JOHN €. HENSELL’S DEATH.

FOR GALLANT DEEDS.

Yeterans Who Won the Medal
of Honor.

The Medal of Honor Legion is an asso-
ciation of old soldiers of which the country
has not heard a great deal, says the Wash-
ington Herald. Yet the members of it are
all heroes, and can only become members
because of conspicuous acts of heroism and
self-sacrifice in the service of their country
on the battle-field. Those only are eligible
who have received the bronze medals
granted by act of Congress, passed in 1682,
to “‘such officers, non-commissioned officers
and privates as shall most distinguish
themselves by their gallantry 1n action and
other soldier-like qualiti es.” Naturally
these medals are hizhly valued by old sol-
diers, and yet, notwithstanding the hun-
dreds of thousands who fought on the
Union side in the late war, only about a
thousand of them have ever been bestowed.
And of the recipients of this thousand but
about 350 are now living, so that the pos-
sesston of the medal must be regarded as a
distinetion of the tirst order.

Among a number of stories published by
the Herald in relation to medalists and
what they did to earn thie medals is the fol-
lowing concerning M. A. Dillon, who isem-
ployed in the ‘['reasury Department, is the
Commander-in-Chief of the Medal of
Honor Legion and was one of the original
promoters of the organization. Colonel
Dillon received his medal for conspicuous
bravery on four battle-fields—at Williams-
burg, Va., May 25, 1862; Oak Grove, June
18, 1862; Hlooker’s advance on I.xdrmnnd
June 25, 1862, and at the second battie of
Bull !mn Colonel Dillon was a memberof
the Second New Hampshire Voluntéers,
having enlisted when a mere boy. The
Confederates, under Magruder, evacuated
Yorktown, Va., on the night of May 4,
1862. General Hooker discovered the re-
creat at dawn of the 5th and immediately
began a hot pursuit, overtaking Magruder’s
forces at Williamsburg at 8 o’clock. A ter-
rible struggle at once began, raging with

varying fortunes until sunset. Now
the Confederate lines were forced
back in defeat and confusigi, now the

Union men gave way before the deadly
onslaughis of the enemy. Rain was falling
in torrents. Hooker had several horses
shot under bhim. Iiis wen were performn-
ing desperate deeds, but were hard pur-
sued and there was sore need of re-enforce-
ments. Heintzleman, to reanimate the al-
most exhausted and disheartened Union

forces, had gathered together about 100
fifes, drums, horns and bugles, and told

them to play. ‘*‘Play anyvthing,” he cried.
“Yankee Doodle,” *Ilail Columbia,”” any-

thing.” Meanwhile shouts of *“Re-enforce-
ments are coming” were kept up to en-

courage the wmen, But the Confederates
fought furiously, driving the Union.men
back. At a perilous moment, when they
were charging tbe Union battery with des-
perate determination, driving ail before
them, young Dillon, one of the youngest
and smaliest boys in the fight, sprang from
the ranks, pleading for men to follow him
to save the battery. His Lieutenant yelled
to him, “Get down; you are drawing the
enemy’s fire.” Dillon yelled back, “What
in —— are we here for?” and bhav-
gatherea a knot of wild young
heroes around him rushed at the ad-
vancing enemy, drove them back and
saved Battery H, First Artillery. Dillon
was wounded in the leg in the charge, and
his gun was taken from his hand by a
shell; but he bound np bis wound, again
euterml the fray, and had the satisfaction
of seeing the enemy in full flight by the
close of day. Dillon’s next explmt was
when Hooker called for volunteers to tuke
a redoubt of the enemy on right of the
Williamsburg road, at the battle of Oak
Grove, June 18, 1862, Dillon was one of
the first to step to the front. His Lieu-
tenant ordered him to remain with his
company, saying, *‘Tnere is going to be
desperate work to-day, and we need you
with us.” Dillon replied, * Lieutenant,
General Hooker needs decperate work done

ing

and has called for volunteers, and I am
agoing,” and, seizing his gun, joined the
torlorn hope. They echarged scross an

open field, the caunon and musketry of the
enemy muwiu them down, but those who
reached the wo:k*, among them Dillon,
scaled the banks, bristling with bayonets,
over and into the works, wlere a desperate
struggle took pluce, crowned with success
for the storming party. At the second
battle of Bull Run, after passing through
one of the most desperate bayonet charges
of the war, Dillon and a handful of com-
rades fought their way back step by step,
showing great heroism, and on reaching an
open field attempted to form a new line.
The enemy, seeing their numbers to be
small, charged them, and when within
about a hundred feet l3illon shot the color-
bearer of the Forty-ninth Georgia. Dillon
dropped at the same time, shot through the
lungs, the bullet passing through his body
and breaking three ribs. He participated
in thirteen other general engagements and
as many skinulsheubserviug two years and
{.wo months after being shot through the
ungs.

PETTY “ BEATS.”

Yarious Devices Employed to

Cheat Caterers.

A Retired Lunch-Room Man Tells of Many
" Tricks to Obtain a Meal for Nothing.
The Ccckroach Dedge.

Local restaurant and lunch-room proprie-
tors have net yet found it necessary, as
have their Eastern brethren of the guild,
to organize and form an association for mu-
tual protection from * beats’” and sharpers,
who practice all manner of tricks on them
to escape payment for what eatables and
drinkables they consume, frequently ex-
pending 85 worth of ingenuity and schem-
ing to avoid paying for 10 cents worth of
food.

While this non-banding together against
free-foragers is somewhat of a compliment
to local honesty it must not be supposed
that attempts are not made daily to get
something for nothing from the caterers.
The attempts are made frequently, but the
sum total lost by the raids is notdhrge.
Besides, the proprietors are pretty shrewd
themselves, and know the time o’ day as
well as the next one.

A retired capitalist who, in graduating
from an all-night 10-cent coffe-stand to a
full-course French dinner, wine included,
for 25 cents, electric-lighted maison, accu-
mulated a vast fortuue, which he is now
enjoying, gave a CALL reportera few point-
ers on ** beats” and *sich,” and their vari-
ous little games, the other day.

THE ‘*NO CHANGE” RACKET.

“A very effective ‘lay,” and one much in
favor with the dead ‘beat,” is the ‘no
change’ racket. It takes a 20 gold piece,
however, to work, with 99 chances in a 100
in favor of its success. The only place to
work this is the small stands that can only
accommodate fifteen or twenty customers,
and where the business is booming all at
once, say between 11:30 and 1 o’clock. The
‘beat’ eats a 15 or 20-cent lunch, not more,
and hands the proprietor, who is generaily
cook, waiter, bottle-washer and general su-
perintendent all in one, a $20 piéce, saying
that is all the money he has, and that his
small change is all gome. e promises,
however, to ‘come in to-morrow for lunch
and square up both meals at once.” Soouer
than exhaust all his change on hand, or run
out for more, with a number of customers
hurrying him up, the lunch man says ‘all
right,” and that’s the last he sees of tie fel-
low. This dodge works almost every time,
and I know some sick little dudes that hardly
ever miss making it stick, though after
while their range gets eaten down, as ln
were, and someties they strike a million-
aire, who is keeping a place simply for the
whulvsume siell, “and then he bursts the
combination of dude and $20 piece quicker’'n
wink.

LEFT TO HIS HONOR.

“Again some ‘beats’ enter a lunch place
where no checks are used and where every-
thing is left to the honor of the customer.
Tlmy gorge thewselves up the neck with
six ‘bits’ or a dollars worth of food, watch
a busy moment at the counter, lay down a
10-cent piece and rattling a little loose
change in their pockets shp out with the
crowd. This is a favorite trick, too,
but is a little dangerous, for an incensed
and muscular lunchman when certain he
has been swindled will often vent his feel-
ings by booting the ‘beat’ out into the gut-

er.

“Thers is another swindle which, how-
ever, is only feasible through the conni-
vance or carelessness of the waiter. With
the waiter’s aid, if a friend. or, pcrh.nps,
for a 10-cent tip, the ‘beat’ gets a 15-cent
check fora 50-cent banquet. ‘I'his is a hard
trick to detect and is very frequently prac-
ticed. In this case the ‘beat’ beats the pro-
prietor out of 50 per cent of the total price
at one fell c¢lip on the waiter’s invoice,
which is supposed to be correct. I am not
aware of many, very many, instances where
a customer if given a 50-cent check fora
10-cent feed does not object, but pays up a
like a Prince; or, again, when given, with-
out connivance of the waiter, a 10-cent check
for a 50-cent meal that he invariably asks
for a change to be made. In this iatter
case to fleece the proprictor is considered
by many a laudable thing, just as some
people think it perfectly justifiable toavoid
paying u\r-f.m if pn~=xLxc. ‘I'he company
is rich and can’t be ‘*broke’ is their motto.

A DUPLICATE CHECK.

“Then there is the swindler, and he is
generally the more unprincipled the richer
he is, who frequents a good class of restau-
rants where chiecks are used until he is per-
fectly familiar with the checks, has dupli-
cates made and then pays for a $2 dinner
with a 50-cent check. It is a risky business
this, but if caught he bluffs it out by laying
the blame on the waiter, and by his re-
spectable appearance it generally Koes,
though I know of one rich business man in
this city who was ¢ aught at it and had to
pay up for a year’s bad debts incurred at
the restaurant by Dbeats to avoid being ar-
rested on a charge of conspiracy.

“You must also add to the list the fellow
who sits down at the back end of the res-
taurant, eats a 10-cent piece of pie, gets a
cheek for the amount, moves his seat, or-
ders a S0-cent meal and pays for both With
the 10-cent check. This requires quick
gulping power, as he must not remain too
long over the second meal for fear of being
spotted by the cashier.

“There are also the fellows, who, after
going regularly for a few weeks to a place,
stand ofi’ the proprietor ‘until to-morrow,’
and then avoid the place as if small-pox
was raging there. I have known men to
bait the pound as it were for weeks to get
a two-bit *stand off.’

MILLIONS IN IT.

Testimony Showing the Value of the
Lux Estate.

J. H. Campbeli of San Jose, attorney for
the absent heirs of the estate of Charles
Lux, deceased, made application in the
Superior Court yesterday for an allowance
of counsel fees and introduced testimony to
show what his service was worth, an inter-
esting feature of the testimony being the
statements of witnesses relative to the
magnitude of the estate which goes to
prove it to be one of the richiest estates that
has come within the jurisdiction of the
probate courts of California. Mr. Camp-
bell was sworn in his own behalf and
spoke of his connection with the estate for
several years past and the interesting and
complicated legal problems met during that
time, of the fact that tiie estate was increas-
ing in value and that its management was
rendered pecnliarly difficult from the part-
nership interest it had in the business of
Miller & Lux, The heirs whom he repre-
sented were entitled to approximately one
baif of the estate.

Henry Lux, who besides being himself
an heir holds the power of attorney of all
the other heirs represented by Mr. Camp-
bell, stated that the estate was altogether
worth from $15,000,000 to $20,000,000, and
that be would be willing to allow Mr.
Campbell fees of from $10,000 to $12,000
per year.

Judge D. S. I’aine of San Jose, formerly
the County Judge of Santa Clara County,
testified (o Mr. Campbeil’s legal ability and
that Le had known him to be interested in

probate cases since 1874, He considered
that the compensation of attorneys in pro-
bate cases was worth about one-half of
what the law allowed the executor. He
thought it would be fair to allow Mr. Camp-
bell from $12,000 to $15,000 per year.

A.S. Km,rldge said from $10,000 to £12,000.

B. Mastick, one of the executors,
stated that the gentlemen were proceeding
upon an entirely wrong basis, as the estate
would not exceed $10,000,000 in value., He
thought other tesumony should be intro-
duced to show what it was worth and stated
that Judge Boalt, Mrs. Lux’s attorney,
ought to be present.

r. Campbell said that Judge Boalt had
told him there was no oceasion for his be-
ing present, provided that the question
whethu Mr. Campbell’s fees be made a
charge against the estate ot the absent heirs
be left open, which it was intended to do.
1f there was any dispute, Mr. Campbell
said he was perfectly willing the case be re-
opened.

J. R. Patton, a San Jose probate attorney,
placed the compensation at from $8000 to
$15,000, according to whether the estate was
worth ten or twenty million dollars.

This closed the testimony and Judge Fitz-
patrick took the matter under advisement.

The executor’s fees, if the estate amounts
to $10,000,000, will be over $100,000,—San
Mateo Times and Gazette, July 19th.

SAT DOWN UPON.

Home Improvement Club
and a Contractor.

The

Yesterday afternoon a meeting was held
by the Home Improvement Club at Ro-
lando’s Hall Twenty-eighth and Church
streets, to protest against what the club
characterizes as an unjust assessment for
the extension of Dolores street.

Chairman J. Broad in opening the meet-
ing stated its purpose was to protest, not
against the extension of the street, but
against that portion of the city being
assessed for the improvement.

Isadore Simond asked what portion of
their neighborhood had been included in
the district to be assessed and for what
amount on each lot. The report of the
district _,was then read aloud, but by no
possible amount of divination could any
one satisfy the questioner as to the amount
to be imposed ou each foot of frentage on
each street.

After the reading of the report of the dis-
trict destined to be assessed, Mr. bimond
denounced the *‘alleged mnnru\cmem as
e au‘o.l proposed te enrich those Super-
visors.”

After considerable discussion as to the
propriety of advising the enemy to be
heard at its meeting, the cinb on motion
granted M. C. Hogan, of the firm of Hogan
& Burns, street contractors, the floor fora
few remarks.

Mr. Hogan said the assessment was to be
imposed in compliance with a law and had
been fixed at the new City Hall. In con-
clusion he said, *“It is your duty to look
ratiier to the law than to ery against those
who are sworn to execute it.”

His words brought R. Manuel to his feet,
who, after avowing his friendship with Mr.
Hogan, proceeded to denounce the part he
had taken in strong terms. Waxing wrath,
he said, * The scheme was started in what
is now known as Owen’s Club. It was
cailed Martin’s Club and was organized
for the special purpose of concocting a most
damnable scheme. I am friendly to Mr.
Hogzan, but, so help me God, I wont help
him nor countenance him in any schemes
to defraud the public.”

Mr. Hogan did not allow these strong
words to be pondered over long after Mr.
Manuel teok lis seat betore he addressed
the Chair as follows: ‘I see vou conduct
business here on the European plan, a pian
which provides for the edification of the
people by the presence of a fool, whose
only mission is to travesty.”

These words caused a storm, and at one
time thers were six persons importuning
the Chair to *‘call the gentleman to order,”
aud the Chair was vainly trying to do it,
but his voice was drowned ip the hubbub.

Some one moved that Mr. Hogan be not
aliowed to again speak during that session.
The 1motion, after receiving twenty-five
seconds, was put and passed with but one
dissenting voice, that of L. G. Flannigan,
who said that Mr. Hogan had come there as
his guest.

N. W. Connor, sergeant-at-arms, entered
into a tirade against Mr. Hogan and his
methods, in which he said: *“l claim that
Mr. Hogan has insuited us by calling us
monkeys and fools; out with him.” Chair-
man Broad, after del'\llmg an alleged steal
of €180 on a survey in which Mr. Hogan,
whom he addressed direetly, was accused
of participating, ended with the words:
“We want justice out here, ana 1’1l be —
if we don’t get it.”” No action was taken
on the sergeant-at-arms’ call for authority
to eject Mr. Hogan.

Isadore Simond warned the property-
holders who are to attend the meeting of
ihe Supervisors to-night, when their griev-
ances are to be presented, to ‘‘look out for
l‘\11. Ashworth, and don’t believe one word
1e says.

“Another man,” continued he, **you must
look out for—that is ‘Supervisor’ John Ha-
ley. Heis a 1mtum1 born Supervisor, and
uis gualities as such are consequently rec-
oguized by the r.ulroud companies by whieh
he is retained.”

It was decided to adjourn until half-past
7 o’clock this evening, to meet in the corri-
dor of the City Iall.
