They were found
lying side by side, so that they could have beeu
coveied by a blanket, aud as an evidence of the
qu'-cr pranks played by lightning, all lour bad
been disembowkd in the same place, the entrails
belue scattered about near the scene.

SEA AND SHORE.

Three Men Attempt to Desert

From the Bidslou Hill.

Arrivalof the Acanulco From Panama—Burn-

ing Up tile Ranger's Boat— Boat Clubs

Oat on tbe Bay Yesterday.

The British four-masted ship Boston
Hill. Captain Mallamlaine, whicliarrived
from Newcastle, Australia, on May 301H,
witha cargo of coal, has discharged, loaded
a cargo of wheat for Europe at Tort Costa,
and on Thursday came down from there
and anchored in the stream. On Friday
Captain Alailandaine shipped his crew, aud
they were takon on board. As is custom-
ary a watchman was engaged to see that
none of the crew for whom blood-money
had been given and advance notes assigned
took French leatre.

He at once in-
formed tho mate, and tho ship's gij,with
Thon.as in charge and manned by appren-
tices, was sent in pursuit Just then Mc-
Gowan, the ship's boatman, arrived on tho
scene, and he, too, joined in the cliasu. It
was a stem chase and a long one.

The scow was overhauled about 500 yards
to the northward of Ooat Island. The de-
serters yuddk'd hard with til's broains, but
could make but little headway. The boats
were taken to Goat Island, where tiie occu-
pants all got into McGuwan's boat and were
taken baei; to tlie ship. Afterward word
was sent ashore and tho tug Annie, Captain
Hart, went out aud towed back the gig aud
the purloined scow.

A gentleman connected with the com-
pany, which manufactures all the celluloid
articles sold in this market and furimlies
the bulk of all that are sold tlie world over,
says that tlie product ol the company's fac-
tory last year was valued at 81,500,000.
