Edwards and Mahoney Will Not
Give Up Their Seats.

Issue Is at Last Joined by the Filing of an
Answer in the Fire Commissioners’
Test Case.

In the action by Thomas J. Parsons and
Z. P. Clark to oust F. G. Edwards and D. J.
Mahoney from their positions as Fire Com-
missioners, voluminous answers have been
filed by the latter denying that there was
created on or about March 28, 1878, a Board
of Fire Commissioners, but admitting that
on that day there was in existence a Board
of Fire Commissioners for this city and
county, holding office in pursuance of the
provisions of an act of the Legislature of
this State entitled ‘““An act providing for a
paid Fire Department in this city, which
was approved on March 30, 1874.”

The terms of three of the members of
said commission expired on the first Mon-
day of December, 1879, «nd the terms of tha
other two on the first Monday in December,
1881, On March 28, 1878, another act pro-
viding for the reorganization of the paid
Fire Department was passed by the Legis-
lature, and on the first Monday of Decem-
ber, 1879, Frank G. Edwards was appointed
a member of the Board of Fire Commis-
sioners by Hon. Selden S. Wright, who wus
then the Judge of the County Court of this
city and county. The other Commissioner
was appointed by Judge M. C. Blake
of the Municipal Criminal Court. The
Commissioners were duly confirmed by the
Board of Supervisors, and subsequently
John Mason and F. C. Siebe were appointed
Commissioners under the act referred to,
filling the places of others whose terms had
expired on the first Monday of December,
15581,

I'he denial that Governor Waterman ap-
pointed Clark or Parsons as successors of
Mahoney and Edwards, respectively, is
based on the ground that the defendants
have no information or belief upon the sub-
jeet to enable them to answer those allega-
tions. It is also denied that Clark or Par-
sons filed any official bond or ever qualified
as members of the Fire Commission, or
that the defendants have ever usurped or
now usurp the oftices of Fire Commission-
ers, maintaining on the countrary that their
terins of office have never expired, and that
positions have never been vacant.
forth that the de-
fendants were duly and lawfully appointed
to fill vacancies 1n the cummission by the
proper authority.

A recital of the complaint and proceed-
ings ol P. F. Dunne and others, who were
appointed members of the Fire commission
by an ordinance passed by the Board of
Supervisors, and who began suit to obtain
their seats but failed, 1s also contained
in the answer. Dunne’s suit was against
D. J. Mutioney, one of the defendants in
the present action, and the Superior Court
rendered judgment in favor of Mahoney.

It will be remembered that Clark and
Parsons were appointed by Governor
Waterman to succeed Mahoney and Ed-

| wards, but the latter refused tv yield their

seats, claiming the Governor had no
power to oust them from cffice. Suits were
then instituted by Clark and Farsons, and
the cases were assigned to Judge Shafter.

The defendants first entered a demurrer,
which was overruld by Judge Shalter, he
holding that the expiration of the term of
an office created a vacaney, and if no other
means for filling the vacancy 18 so created
the Governor of the State is the proper per-
son to make the appointments. Following
upon th.s over uling thre above answers
have been filed.

UNDER ADVISEMENT.

The Arizona-Mexican Chinese Are
Still in the County Jail.

The cases of the fourteen Chinese cap-
tured in Arizona aud takep off the steamer
Gaelic on habeas corpus just before she
sailed on Saturday came up yesterday Dbe-
fore Judge Sawyer for hearing.

The United States Government evidently
takes a deep interest in these coolies for,
besides Distriet Attorney Carey, the court

room held Collector DIhelps, Marshal
Paul of Arizona, Interpreter Rickards,
Inspector Samuel J. Ruddell, Special

Agents Evans, Irvine and McCoy, and the
wysterious “Nemo” who went South with
the much advertised Mongolians, when
they traveled hence on the steamer New-
bern. **Nemo” occupied a modest seat on
one side, but, like the rest, was absorbed
in hearing the arguments of counsel

Smith and O’Keete, attorneys for the
Chinese, first made application for a writ
of certiorari reviewingthe decision of Com-
wissioner Hughes of Arizona, who re-
manded his clients to China.

District Attorney Carey opposed the ap-
plication, contending that the Circuit Court
had no power to review the finding of the
commission., The Exclusion Act of 1884
created a special tribunal for the trying of
these cases and in that act the Justices, the

Judges and the Commissioners of the
United States courts are invested with
equal powers. For the purposes of these
cases, the Commissioner of Arizona had

equal power with a Justice of the Supreme
Court, and his decizion could not be ques-
tioned. Mr. Carey cited numerous cases
showing the creation of these special tribu-
nals for special purposes, and how the de-
cisions of the courts had uniformiy sus-
tained their sovercign powers within the
limits of their jurisdiction.

Judge Sawyer immediately sustained this
position and then Attoruey Smith made an
argument on the merits of the habeas cor-
pus application, claiming that the sending
of thiese men to China is not sending them
to the country from whence they came, for,
incoutestably, they eame from Mexieo, and
should be sent there again.

Mr. Caiey dia pot reply and the Court
took the matter under advisement, saying
that a decision would be given to-morrow.

NEITHER WOULD  APPEAR.

The City Without Counsel to Argue the
Blugham Case.

Ah Fong, the Chinaman who was arrested
to make a test of the sc-called Bingham
ordinance for the removal of the Chinese
beyond the city limits, appears to be the
occasion of trouble to the city legal ofticials,
and has involved the City and County
Attorney and the District Attorney in a
legal tangle.

Yesterday, when the case came up before
Judge Sawyer in the United States Circuit
Court, J. 1. Humphreys, Assistant City
and County Attorney, announced ttat the
city was uprepresented by counsel. The
Assistant thought that the District Attorney
was the proper party to argue the case,
and the latter was of the same opinion as
regards the City and County Attorney.
They were two souls with but a siongle
thought, and the theught of both was to
keep out ot it.

Atturney ‘1. D. Riordan, counsel for Ah
Fong, grew wroth over the delay which
kept hLis elient languishing in the vile City
Prison tanks, and he made some uncompli-
mentary allusions to the two legal genile-
men, but the Court ecalmed him and set the
case peremptorily for next Monday, order-
ing, at the same time, that a formal notice
be sent to the District Attoiney.

CONTESTING A WILL.
Relatives Fighting Over Charles Mec-
Devitt's Wealth.

Charles McDevitt died in this city on
February 28th last, leaving an estate val-
ued at $40,000, He had never married, and
was childless, but the children of his de-
ceased brother, Michael McDevitt, have
contested the will, and the trial is now in
progress before Judge Garber and a jury.

The contestants allege that the will was
made while the testator was under an un-
due influencs exerted by his brother, An-
drew McDevitt, in whose house he resided
for several years previous to his death;
and moreover, that he was aged and also
eufeebled in mind.

I is“claimed that he was dominated by
his brother, who kept him fromn seeing the
rest of his relatives; and that while so
urged and importuned he made his mark to
a will leaving all his estate, except $1000 to

a distant relative, tosaid Andrew McDevitt
and his family.

ALONG THE RAIL.

The Proposed Line From Mojave
to Antioch.

In railroad circles A. Wilber of Stockton
is considered and spoken of as ‘‘the dark
horse.” For several years he has been try-
ing to do something mn the way of railrcad
building between Mojave and Antioch. He
is the projector of the San Francisco and
San Joaquin Valley Railroad, and organ-
ized this company for the purpose of build-
ing a road between the two peints named.
Soon after the company was incorporated
surveys were made and grading com-
menced. About this time the Santa Fe
found itself in financial difficuluies and
work on Mr. Wilbur's road suddenly
ceased, and has only recently been re-
sumed. ‘It is announced on good authority
tha t he has completed all arrangements for
right of way for the whole line and has a
large crew of graders at work. Twenty
miles of the line have already been graded
in Fresno County and work is being rapidly
pushed toward Antioch.

It is not known whether Wilbur is in the
employ of the Santa Fe or not, though
shutting down work when the latter road
was short of funds is considered as a sig-
nificant fact. The gentleman himself will
not talk of the proposed road and time and
again efforts to interview him have proved
futile. One day he is looking ufter his
grading, the next day buying supplies in
this city and then off to New York for a
few days. He pays his bills, asks no favors
and tells no tales, and it 1s safe to cenclude
that he is not an imitator of the much
mourned Kye. The survey of this line
through Telhachapi Pass is just five miles
west of where the Southern l'acific makes
its famous loop, and it is sald the new line
through the pass will be built much cheaper
than the same number of miles on the
Southern Pacific.

The anuvual report of the Arcata and Mad
River Railroad was filed yesterday with
Secretary Kelly of the Railroad Commis-
sion. The road runs from Arcata, Hum-
boldt County, to North Fork, a distance of
tweive miles. The company was organized
in December, 1831, and its Directors are F.
Korbel, A. Korbel, T. Korbel, Ann Korbel
and S. Korbel. The capital stock amountsto
$£187,740; the total cost of construction and
equipments has been $143,379: the gross
earnings for the year $101,425, and the oper=
ating expenses §51,465.

Commencing with Sunday a new time
schedule went into efiect on the Union Pa-
cifiec. The daily second-class passenger
train from this city is changed to arrive in
Chicago twenty-nine hours earlier than by
the old timne card. This train now makes
the run between here and Chicago in 3
days 164 hours—better time thau is made
by any nrst-class train. The schednle was
changed to meet the Atlantic and Pacific’s
fast time and it is hoped the latter will
cease boasting of its tlier and ‘*‘fastest
time to Chicago.”

The Chautauqua Society of the Pacific
Coast will meet at Glenbrook, near Lake
Tahoe, August 11th to 20th. The Southern
Pacific Company will niake special rates for
those desiring to attend.

The G. A. R. excursion, leaving this city
on July 20th for Chicago, will be run over
the Uniou Pacific. About 120 Grand Army
men will tage advantage of the unusually
low rates offered for the trip.

STKEET COMMITTEE.

The Proposed Extension of Market Strect.
An Anti-Buckley Banner.

A meeting of the Street Committee of the
Board of Supervisors was held yesterday
afternoon, and George Faylor acd Peter
Roberts, representing the anti-Buckley
Democrats, were present to urge the com-
mittee to recommend that they be granted
permission to streteh a banner across Mar-
ket street, near Fourth, with the legend
* Regular Democratic County Committee”
thereon. It was held by the members of
the Committee that as permission had al-
ready been given to a Democratic County
Committee to stretech a banner across the
street, the present petitioners should change
the title of their organization. On this ac-
count it was resolved not to grant a permit
uunder the pame given, altbough Messrs,
Fay lor and Koberts made siroug speeches
in favor of their petition.

Herman Schussler, Chief Engineer of the
Spring Valley Water Works, appeared be-
fore the coxmittee with plans for con-
structing a sewer in Seventh avenue, be-
tween L and K streets, designed to carry
the sewage from the Almshouse away from
Lake Honda. The plans have lecn ia-
dorsed by Surveyor Smith, and after hav-
ing themn explained it was agreed by the
cownittee to report in favor of granting
the water company perwission to construct
a sewer to the satisfaction of the Superin-
tendent of Streets and City Engineer
in Seventh avenue, between L and K
sircets; also to make tlie nccessary exca-
vations and construct a tunnel of masonry
on the same block for the purpose of laying
the water mains of the company to convey
water from Lake Honda. The sewer is to
be constructed at the expense of the water
company, and will be large enough to take
the water from the Ocean House road,
Almshouse and surface drainage along its
line. At the point where the sewer ends
the sewage is to be provided for by the
city—that is, if the water company will
grant a right of way sixty feet wide from
Serpentine to Seventh avenue, in front of
the school-house lot.

It was also agreed to establish the grude
in the center of the block op Seventh
avenue, between K and L streets, at 363
feet above base, and to order a sewer built
for about 300 feet from the Almshouse to
the sewer around Lake Honda.

A discussion took place in regard to a
resolution for the opening of Market street,
from its present terminus at Seveuteenth
and Castro, in a straight line to the ocean.
Mr. Schussler pointed out on a map the line
which the proposed extension would take,
and said be thought the water company
would contest the matter of running a
Lridge over Lake Merced. It was decided
to lay the matter over until Thursday, and
thien receive a report from the Directors of
the water company as to what coucession
it will make as regards the Laguna de la
Merced.

HYDRAULIC MINING.

The Omega Company Fined for Disobey-
ing an Injunction of Court.

Judge Sawyer of the United States Cir-
cuit Court yesterduy imposed a fine of
$3000 on the Umega Mining Company for
contempt in disobeying an injunction of the
court. This fine—the largest in the records
of the court—was imposed in the case of
Edward Woodruff against the North Bloom-
field Mining Cempany and others.

The Omega Company, which is one of the
defendants, was enjoined by the court from
operating ius hydraulic mine and dumping
debris in the tributaries of the Sacramento
River. The mining company paid po at-
tention to the order but went on washing
off the face of Placer County. It expecteq,
perhaps, to be fined $500, the usual sum in
such cases, but if the court would delay im-
posing the fine for a suflicient length of
time it could make enough to pay the fine
and still be way ahead.

‘I'ne case had been referred to Commis-
sioner Houghton to ascertain, from the tes-
timony, if the Omega Company had been
guilty of contempt. The report of the Cé-
wissioner was to that effect and exceptions
were taken to the report, which were over-
ruled by Judge Sawyer.

John Chetwood Jr. has sued to recover
$400,000 from Richard J. and Robert R.
Thomas and Robert A. Wilson, alleging
that they are responsible for the loss of
that amount to the shareholders of the Cal-
ifornia National Bank of San Francisco,
owing to negligence and irregularities in
the wanner in which they conducted the
busiuess of the concern.
