Hocking closed the door and locked it, but
the man ran to a window and entered the
nouse. He then assaulted Mrs. Hocking,
who is a small woman.

On Mr. Hot return home his
wife gave him a deseription of
her assailant and he at onca start-
d in pursuit of villain. The
feseription answered that of Clarence
Remsberg, a solicitor for marble works,
who has been traveling through the county.
Remsberg was in Fresno Saturday, and to
triends he admitted {hat he had gotten into
trouble with some woman.

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INCENDIARY FIRE.
A Warehouse Contsining a Large Quantily
of Wheat Destroyed.

IRVINGTON, July 21.—There was a severe
fire at this station this morning, and the
wareliouse was burned and 7000 or 8000
bushels of wheat destroyed. The loss is
about $20,000. The bridge was burned and
railroad connection destroyed. A train
was sent from this end to bring passengers
from San Jose to this city. The fire was
incendiary, as both ends of the warehouse
were found on fire. An attempt was made
about two weeks ago to burn the building,
which was owned by J. T. Watkins. The
loss is about $10,000; insurance, $£5500.
The farmers’ loss is unknown. I'he wateh-
man in the warehouse was awakened by
his dog and barely escaped being burned to

deatn.

HEAVY LOSS BY FIRE.

A Saw-Mill, a Larg: Quantity of Zumber and
Nineteen Houses Burned.

OROVILLE, July 21.—Springer’s saw-mill,
situated on the Quincy road, thirty miles
from this town, together with several hun-
dred thousand feet of lumber and nineteen
houses and a large amount of finished stock,
was destroyed by fire on Saturday after-
noon. The fire started from the smoke-
stack. An estimate puts the loss at £100,-
000, upon whienh there is an insurance, but
the amount is not kuown here. The mills
were the best equipped ip the county, and
were the property of Springer & Co. of San
Francisco. This is the fourth time the
company has been burned out—twice in
San Francisco, once in Chicago and once in
Brush Creek.

ENDED IN MURDER.

Two Men fettle a Quarrel About Cattle With
Their Reavolvers.

LINKVILLE, July 21.—George Goodlow
was shot aud instantly killed last evening
by Julin Shook at Dairy, twenty miles east
of here. The men had a quarrel about some
cattle a few days ago. Goodlow yesterday,
while under the influence of liquor, went to
Snook’s house with a revolver in his hand
and said he wanted to kill Shook. The lat-
ter drew his revolver and both men fired
simultaneously. One bullet entered Good-
low’s breast just over the heart and he
died in a short time. Shook surrendered
himself tothe Sheriff. The shooting has
caused cousiderable excitement, and threats
of lynching are made by friends of the dead
.man.

FORTUNES IN SIGHT.

Heevy Advance in the Price of Dried Fruit
at Vacaville,

VaAcaviLLe, July 21.—There is a boom
in the dried fruit market here. Saturday
the price jumped from 1214 and 13 cents to
15 cents. J. & I Blum, a local firm, and
the buyer for a Chicago house, are taking
everything in sight. This price is the
highest ever known and exceeds any price
ever paid in the State this early in the
season. Winters, twelve miles north of
here, is in the center of an equally good
fruit region, but the absence of local and
foreign buyers there makes the ruling price
about 30 per cent lower than here. At
prices now ruling small fortunes await the
bolders of crops with but a very minor part
of the valley’s crop in sight,

The Mokelumne Hill Stage-Robber Believed
to Be in Custody.

StockToN, July 21.—A young farm la-
borer named Charles Brown, about 24 years
of age, was brought to this city Sunday
night by Constable Dial of Lockeford and
Sheriff Cunningham and locked up on sus-
picion of being the man who rodbed the
Mokelumne Hill and Valley Springs stage
last week. Brown has been working o_ff
and on in the vicinity of Clements, in this
county, for several months, claiming to
have lately arrived In California from
Arkansas. He was away several days
last week when the robbery was
committed and returned to the ranch a day
or two before being arrested. Ie says he
was in Stockton at the time of the robbery,
but the officers believe they have enough
evidence against him to warrant them
in holding him for a full investigation
of the case. Sneriff Thorne of Calaveras
arrived to-day and found that the prisoner
apswers the description of the man he
tracked several miles from the scene of the
robbery. As the United States mail was
robbed, the reward for the man who held
up the stage is $1600.

SERIOUS CHARGES.

May They Not Be Iutended to Injure the
Sale of California Fruit ?

CHICAGO, July 21.—A special from New
York says: The absence of the usual sup-
ply of peaches from Maryland, Delaware
and the Soutn uffects the prices of all other
fruits, It has been many years since good
peaches could not be had at moderate
prices during the latter half of July. Now
it is impossible to get good peaches at any
price. ‘There are some California peaches
of fine appearance in the market, but they
lack flavor to such an extent as to make it
almost ridiculous to call them peaches.
There fare a few prematurely ripened
peaclhies coming from the Hudson River.
A grower in Maryland reports that his
entire crop consists of one peach from
5000 trees. There will be no peaches from
Maryland Peninsula for the New York
market. 7The early apple crop is less chan
half of what it was last season and the
pear crop about one-fourth. fluckleberries
and blackberries are less abundant than
usual. 7These berries will, as a conse-
quence, sell for twice as much as during
the sawe period last year. The scarcity of
other fruit will doubtless prove a
blessing to grape-growers, who will be

enabled to realize good prices for prob-
ably the greatest crop ever grown in
this country. From all sections of

the grape-growing country nothing but
encouraging reports come. That is one
fruit that will be abundant, and it would
be cheap were it not that it must be us a sub-
stitute for so many other varieties of fruit.
The raspberry crop has been light. These
berries may be had this week for about the
same price as last week. Blackberries will
be coming into the market for two or three
weeks more, but they will not again be as
cheap as they have been. Huckleberries
will last until frost comes, but mountain
berries and the seedless blueberry will last
only a week or two longer. There are a
great many California Bartlett pears now
offered by fruit-dealérs. These pears are
{;ulled from the trees when they are about
alf grown and put through curing process
in which sulpbur fumes are used. They
become yellow and bear some resemblance
to Bartlett pears in everything but taste.
In this respect imagination must play a
lively part. There will be a very fair sup-
ply of common or cooking pears in the mar-
ket this week.
The Earl Fruit Company sold at auction
to-day Bartlett pears at $3 10 to 43 20;
each plums, 95¢ to $2 95; Columbia plums,
160 to $2 65; German prunes, $1 70 to

2 55; Purple Duane plums, $1 70 to $2 10;
Bradshaw plums, §2 10 to $2 45; Crawford
peaches, $2 55; Royal Hative“glums, &1 40
to §1 70; apricots, $1 20 to $1 40.

MURDER.

Crowley Taken From Virginia City to Carson
for Battor Protection.

VircINiA City, July 21.—Pat Crowley,
who killed Wiiliam Nichols in the Savage
mine last night, was taken to Carson to-
night at 10 o’clock. The excitement on ae-
count of the murder made the officers deem
it prudent to remove him from the possi-
bility of an attack by a mob. A team was
made ready at the stable and the prisoner
was taken there without attracting notice
and placed in a carriage, froned and under
a strong guard, and driven rapidly off. Five
minutes after starting, the alarm-bell sound-
ed from the Court-house and an immense
crowd rushed to the jail, expecting ** 601"
making an attempt to take the prisoner out.
It is said that the authorities ordered the
bell to sound to draw the crowd away from
the road to Carson, but nobody will admit
a knowledge of the affair. Immediately
after the ringing a rockaway dashed to
Emmett Guard Armory, and, taking in a
supply of arms, followed the carriage con-
taining the prisoner before the people
knew he was gone. It is reported that a
number of the Emmett Guard, of which
Crowley was a member, went along for the
protection of the prisoner in case of an at-
tack,

At Atlanta, Ga., the Way of Life had its
beginning: the Better Way, at Cincinnali,
0., while Sheldon, Mo., gives us words of
Eternal Life. There is a Christian Gleaner
in Rockford, Il : a Baptist Sun in Gaines-
ville, Ga., and a Baptist Basket in Louis-
ville, Ky. Indiana is rich in curious names:
Evansville is the home of the Poor Soul’s
Advocate; Indianapolis of the Iron Clad
Age; and Lafayette of the Battle Ground
Repository. New Orleans, La., is honored
by being the lll)i(illl§l place of the Holy
Family. Dayton, O., has a Religious Tele-
scope, and Streator, 1ll.,possesses a Church
Telephone. One would naturally look to
Pniladelphia for the Ark, but in this in-
stance we mast turn to Baltimore.

It will be noticed that the West and
South lurni‘sh most of these singular names.
We of the East are conteat to allow our jour-
nalistic offspring to flourish under less con-
spicuous titles.—Printer’s Ink,

MORE CONVERTS.

Seven Non-Union Molders Indoced
to Leave the Shops.

Coast Seamen and the International Conven-
tion—Blacksmiths Organize—Success
of the Union Ball.

Since Sunday morning the striking mold-
ers have won over to their ranks seven of
the imported non-union men employed in
the shops—six from the Risdon and one
from the City Iron Works. All were imme-
diately dispatched to the East, whence they
came.

At present the committees who had
in charge the ball and entertainment on
Saturday night are absorbed in settling ac-
counts and reckoning the proceeds. As
near as can be told at present the net pro-
ceeds will foot up between $7000 and $8000,
probably not less than one or greater than
the other. The molders are highly pleased
with the result, and look upon the success
of this effort as a stamp of public approval.

At the session of the International Iron-
molders, held in Detroit on Saturday last,
President Joseph F. Valentine of the
San Franeisco union was elected First
Vice-President, which is a high com-
pliment under any circumstances, and
is regarded as greatly more so from
the fact that it is the first time in
the history of the international body
that one of its members has been
chosen for office who was not present at the
meeting. The office pays $1000 a year and
expenses, and necessitates a great deal of
traveling.

President Valentine stated vesterday
afternoon that the indorsement of the San
Francisco _union’s stand by the Inter-
national Union, on Saturday last, and a se-
lection of a man from this union for one of
its leading officers, had materially strength-
ened the support they were receiving from
sister unions here and elsewhere.

COAST SEAMEN.

Candidates in the Field for the Inter-
national Convention.

The coast seamen are preparing for an
important event just now, namely, the
election of three delegates to the inter-
national convention of the seamen of the
world, which will be held in Glasgow
during ihe first week in October next.

This convention will comprise delegates
from Australia, Europe, the Atlantic and
Pacific coasts and the lake seamen. Five
nominees are now in the field, named at
last night’s meeting, three of whom will be
chosen at the election which will take
place about the middle of August. The
nominees are: Andrew Furiseth, Frank
Waterhouse, W. McArthur, Edward
Crangle and John Haist.

The Banking Committee, composed of W.
A. Bushnpell, Joseph Trewren, Edward
Andersen, Thomas Finnerty and George
Hoen, was elected.

The Secretary read the resignation of the
unicen’s agent at San Pedre, which was re-
ceived and H. Jorgensen elected to succeed
him.

The meeting was also visited by Miss
Elsie Heriman and Miss Katie Thurman,
delegates from the Girls’ Co-operative
Union,who asked the support and co-opera-
tion of the seamen. They were favorably
received and given every assurance of the
seamen’s support.

Blacksmiths' Election.
The blacksmiths have again perfected

An order has been given by the Legisla-
tive Committee of the Federated Trades
for the printing of 50,000 copies of the Aus-
tralian ballot law, which will be circulated
over the entire State. In addition 5000 circu-
lars explaining the workings of the law have
also been ordered. The distribution of this
printed matter will be entrusted to the
:arlous labor organizations throughout the
Dtate,

Saturday Night’s Ball.

The Joint Trades Committee which had
in charge the ball on last Saturday evening
in behalf of the molders met last night to
canvass as many of the returns from other
committees as possible. So few reports
were presented, however, that the work
was postponed until next Thursday night.
A vote of thanks was tendered to all who
80 kindly aided in the success of the affair,
either by donations or labor.

Labor Day.

The Committee delegated by the Feder-
ated Trades to arrange for the celebration
of Labor day on September 1st has decided
to call upon the unions in the city for
general co-operation, and an effort will be
made to have it the largest celebration of
the kind ever given on this Coast. The
delegates from the varivus unions have been
appointed marshals for that oceasion.

To Meet the Supervisors.
President Valentine of the Molders’
Union and President Sweeny of the Pat-
tern-makers’ Union have been invited to
meet the Supervisors next week on Thurs-
day in order that both sides of the question
may be heard in regard to the California-
street Railroad sending its orders East to

be filled, contrary to the franchise.

® Consented to Close.

At the shoe clerks’ meeting last evening
it was reported that the eight shoe-dealers
who have been standing out against early
closing had consented to close at 7 o’clock
in the evening on and after July 21st. The
Closing Committee was enlarged by the ad-
dition of two more members.

Cigar-Makers.

The Agitation Board of the Cigar-makers
held a brief meeting early in the evening.
No important business was transacted,
more than the receipt of favorable reports
from committees and the pleasing intelli-
gence that the demand for the white-labor
cigar is greatly on the increase.

The leather federation is arranging for a
general shaking up of that industry on this
Coast. ‘The first effort will be to promote
the more general use of California-made
upion wares by sending canvassers among
all the labor organizations of this city and
elsewhere.

A MONGOUSE PLAGUE.

The Evil Effects of Bringing the Ani-
mals to Jamnica.

A parallel case to that of the extraordi-
nary plague of rabbits in Austria and New
Zealand, referred to in the Sun last Mon-
day, both In respect to the nature of the
plague and the apparent hopelessness of
any attempt to abate it, exists in the island
of Jamaica, West Indies, where the mon-
goose was introduced a few years ago with
results, up to the present time, even more
disastrous than afflict Australia. The ob-
ject in introducing the mongoose was to
benefit the country by their ridding it of a
plague of rats, but the effect Las added
calamity.

The mongoose is a species of ichneumon
or weasel. It isa native of India, and has
a great reputation in that country as a de-
stroyer of snakes and small animals. In
Jamaica it has earned a reputation for de-
stroying almost every living thing, except
that which it was expected to. Its first
cousin, the ichneumon, is noted and exe-
crated in Egypt as a destroyer of poultry
and eggs of every descript{on, a fact the
Jamaicans seemed to have overlooked. The
mongoose is brown in color, has a slender
body about twelve inches long, and in gen-
eral appearance is miuch like the connon
weasel. It has a fierce nature, and is not
at all a pleasant animal to have prowling
around.

The planters suffered great loss by the
depredations of rats, which infested the
estates in large numbers, destroying vast
quantities of young sugar canes, cocoanuts,
bananas and other products aud creating
geueral havoe in the sugar works and store-
houses. Seven or eight years ago a planter
bit upon a scheme which he thought would
settle the difficulty and the rats at the same
time. With the consent and approval of
the Government he procured three or four
couples of mongoose from India and turned
them loose on his estate. They multiplied
rapidly and for a time waged fierce war on
the rats, with so much success that the man
who introduced them was hailed as a
public benefactor. But in a very short time
the rats found a means of avoiding the
mongoose and the mongoose found game

more to their liking and more easier to ob-
tain. They turned their attention to the
hen roosts, eating both voung chickens and
eggs,and eventually carrying off the old hens
and the roesters, Their numbers increased
with marvelous rapidity and they began
to prey on everything within reach and
have continued to do so, with the lamenta.
ble result that almost all the wild birds
which a few years ago existed in ereat
abundance and variety, the snakes, lizards
and small animals, wild and domestic of
every kind, have almost disappeared from
the island. Even the great turkey-buzzards
do not escape, for the pest eats their eggs
and young birds. This latter is a most se-
rious affair, for in Jamaica, as in other trop-
ieal lands, the buzzards are the natural and
only scavengers, and but for them the con-
dition of the towns and villages would be
insufferable. Poultry-raising has become a
lost art in the country districts and the
spring chicken and the new-laid egg will
soon disappear from the island, for the
towns are being invaded by the mongoose.
Their boldness increases with their num-
bers, and it has been averred on excellent
authority that in two instances this year
they have attacked babies. The negroes
have a great and increasing dread of them.
The exasperating part of it is that the num-
%ersof rats is not sensibly diminishing.—N.
. Sun.

KING FOR A DAY.

Fred Collier Is Now a Charity Patient
at the County Hospital.

San Franciscans of twently years ago will
remember Fred Collier’s livery-stable, which
then stood on the corner of Kearny and
Sacramento streets. It was “the” liver-stable
of the town in those days and was patron-
ized by all the smart young men who
wished to treat their best girls to a ride
behind a speedy horse.

Those who remember the stable will also
remember its popular owner—that knowing
lover of good horse-flesh, and best posted
man of all the pointer-giving inside ones—
Fred Collier. He was one of the chief
sports about town. His pockets always
bulged and ran over with money. His step
was elastie, his laogh hearty and the grip
of his hand was the grip of one who loved
to meet good fellows and be one of them.

Collier loved horse-flesh. He was tilled to
the brim with horsey knewledge, and he
turned his knowledge into money. No
liveryman made so much money as he. No
one could Dbetter pick out the winner in a
doubtful race. He was bold in betting, but
he generally won. It was easy coine, easy
g0 with him, and the money that he gath-
ered with the right hand be scattered with
the left.

But still he accumulated money, and
when he sold out his stable and decided
upon a trip to Europe he had enough to
keep him snugly for the rest of his days;
and he had health, bright eyes and a sturdy
frame with which to enjoy it. This same
man is now lying sick, paralyzed and pen-
niless in Ward C of the City and County
Hospital —a dependant upon the city’s
charity.

1t was the old story. Collier went to
Europe and showed the effete, monarchial-
ridden sportsman how an Awerican boy
couid be free with his money. Hereturned
to San Francisco again, still with a good
amount left in his wallet and, for awhile,
reigned a sort of king of the turf. A noted
horse was named aiter him—Fred Collier;
people consulted him for tips; his dictum
as to horses was received as an authority;
and he lived at the top of his speed.

But reverses came. He lost heavily.
Drink began to muddle his head. His
judgemnt grew faulty and misled his
ifriends, who shortly deserted him. The
road downward soon took on a sharp de-
cline until now he is waiting for death out
among the charity patients in the ecity’s
refuge for such as he.
