Politicians Busy Preparing for
(ho Conventions.

Markh.m's Supporters Makinir a Great Deal of

Noise— Mendocino fer Waterman.

Quiet Primaries Expected.

It is expected that Colonel Markham,
who returned to Los Angeles on Sunday,
willarrive hero again to-morrow night and
will proceed at once to take active charge
of his own camu.iigu. In the meantime
his supporters are shouting for him with
lusty lungs and are making the most ex-
traordinary claims as to the strength of
their candidate.

The most radical of his followers nro not
asking but are demanding his nomination
and are going iv on the "Markham-or-
burst" principle of action. Among this
class of men is Judge Carpenter of Los
Angeles, who says that ifMarkbnui is nut
given the nomination the south willrefuse
to accept anything at the hands of the Re-
publican party. They will,he asserts, go
lo Sacramento and ask the convention to
give them the head of the ticket, and if
this is denied them they willrefuse to allow
another nomination to go south of the
'ichnchapi mountains.

Tliey are sanguine of success without
having to resort to coercion, and one of
them openly -isle.! yesterday that the light
was virtually over and that their only
solicitude now was concerning the Sena-
rial contest. The gentleman in ques-

tion gave it as his opinion that Mark-
hum's strength would be so great that
Morrow would in all probability see fit,
when the time arrived, to refuse to allow
his name to go before the convention.

When these statements are repeated to
them the Morrow men smile knowingly
and intimate' that time willshow a different
result.

"The Markbam men seem to have the
most exaggerated ideas of the former's real
strength," said ii Morrow follower yester-
day; "They ere claimiug Santa Cruz a
few days ago ami they lost that. Now they
ure calculating on securing the votes •\u25a0!
Alameda and Santa Clara, when the truth
is. that both . . unties willgo for Morrow. I
am willing to stake my money that Mark-
ham doesn't get a rote in Alameda and
probably not one in Pallia Clara. Solano,
which they are including in their estimate,
Is solid lor Morrow, while the same is true
of Sacramento. There, you see, are 110
votes In the counties referred to that have
been claimed by Markbam which willgoto
Morrow. Itdoesn't look as if the latter
were out m ii,does it.' Be willnot only he
in it, but lie willbe so strong that whoever
gets lie nomination will be compelled to
make a hard fight for it."

READY FOR TBI PRIMARIES.

1:, public,us I'rcpnred for the Election
of Delegates.

There was an abbreviated meeting of the
Republican County Committee last night,
tl.e time of which was taken up principally
by the Secretary in reading the minutes of
former meetings, and a number of protests
from patriots who objected to the use of
their names by the Executive Committee as
bfheers of independent clubs.

lie also read a communication from Club
2 of the Forty-fifth Assembly District stat-
ing that John J. Jackson bad been elected
to succeed- Dr. Harris, who recently re-
signed his seat in the Couuly Committee.
Sir. Ja-kson is a young man, who is in-
clined to run to scolloped pockets, and has
a graceful way of combing his hair low on
on bis forehead, in a sort of horse-shoe
curve. When he was asked to take his seat
he walked forward to be introduced to the
members, and itwas noticed that he culti-
vated a graceful swing to his carriage, simi-
lar to that common with gentlemen who
wear bell-bottomed pantaloons. His man-
ner is quite at variance, in fact, with that
of '.::_ predecessor.

No other business was transacted, but be-
fore adjourning Secretary Lee stated that
the ballot-boxes had been distributed and
all arrangements made for the primaries,"
which take place to-day. There willbe an-
other meeting to-uight.

LITTLE TROUBLE EXPECTED.

A Quiet Day Predicted Tor tbe Republi-
can Primaries.

It is anticipated that the Republican
primaries will go off smoothly to-day, and
that little, if any, disturbance will be cre-

ated in any of the districts, although there
are vague rumors of trouble brewing in
the Thirty-eighth. A committee called on
Chairman Meyers of the County. Commit-
tee last night and complained that Commit-
teeman McDougai had changed the polling-
places, ana had,- in one instance, made
arrangements to place the ballot-box in a
stable, which was only accessible by pass-
ing through an alley way. This they
claimed was virtually a barricade.

Secretary Lee was instructed to commu-
nicate with Mr,McDougal and to inform
him that any change in the polling-places
would render the election void.
lt is also intimated that there will be

Something in the nature of a contest in the
Thirty-first District, which may give rise
to more or less trouble, but tbis .is denied
by tho committeemen representing it. On
the « hole, however, there is little reason to
apprehend trouble of a serious nature, as
there. is little or no opposition to the regu-
lar tickets. As a precaution extra squads
of police have been detailed to report at
every station, and will be held in readiness
fur trouble.

.FRIENDLY TO WATERMAN.

The Blend oilno locution Will Favor
His Nomination.

Those who were of the opinion that Gov-
ernor Waterman wouldbe without friends
in the .State Convention willbe surprised-
to learn that be is the choice of the delega-
tion from Mendocino County. Atleast such
was the information given out last night nt
the Palace Hotel by a prominent politician
of that county, and the reasons he gave for
it tt as that the people of that section felt.indebted to the Governor for the locating of
the Insane Asylum at Ukiah. The state-
ment was listened to by a group of poli-
ticians Itoin various portions of the -"state,
and when ithad been made a gentleman
who hails from LosAngeles drylyremarked :"Well, ifMendocino County is for Water-
man, they can't complete the asylum too
soon or make it too large, lor it will bo
needed."

A Dark Horse May Win.
'Hie light among the several candidates

for the Republican nominations for Gover-
nor has become so warm that word was
sent along the line last uight to those "on
the inside" to keep their hands off. This
precatiouary step was taken inanticipation

FEDERATED CLUBS.
They Oppose Convict Labor on

County Roads.

The Federation of Improvement Clubs
met in the Palace liotel last night, T. G.
Barker presiding. The report of the Ex-
ecutive Committee was taken up by para-
graphs for consideration.

The first paragraph slated that the peti-
tion for the establishment of Cortland
avenue official grade had been numerously
signed, but in order th.it a full complement
of signatures may be secured it was advisable
that the Cortland-avenue Club inform their
constituents that tue city will defray all
expenses of the grade. The suggestion was
advanced that the Hoard of Supervisors
should be asked to appropriate $4000 fur
grading and macadamizing Cortland avenue.
The clause was adopted.

The second explained that when the City
Surveyor advanced with the easterly line of
Mission street the telegraph company be-
gan err. tin;: poles eight feet outside of the
new line of sidewalk, thereby obstructing
the street. The Superintendent of Streets
said be had no authority to prevent the ob-
struction, but the Street Committee had the
poles removed. The action was indorsed.

The third was also indorsed, It lin-

nounced that in the Market-street extension
the City Surveyor is now running the lines,
and the only delay in defining the assess-
ment district is owing to the matter being
laid over until the '-'.Hi Inst, v, lieu the work
willbe proceeded with.

The fourth was adopted. Itstated that
an attorney can be retained :"'-"',\-ui.se. f^r
the club at 5900 per year, and hi', promises
to do all the legal work of the club fur that
sum.

The fifth was indorsed. Itreported that
the organization of club districts isproceed-
ingiv a satisfactory manner, and only prop-
erty-owners are allowed to take part ivsuch
action.

The sixth produced a lengthy debate and
was not approved. The usual arguments
in favor of and against convict labor were
repeated. Itreported that the -Street Com-
mittee Had been called upon relative to the
employment of prisoners in the improve-
meut of San Bruno road, and the assurance
was given that only free laboring men
would be engaged to do the work. The de-
sirability of the federation opposing con-
vict labor on county roads was urged.

The seventh, which railed attention to
the danger to school children by the condi-
tion of that part of China avenue opposite
the Five-mile School-house, and advised
that the Board of -supervisors be notified,
was adopted.

The resignations of Donald Brace and I*.
L. Harrington were accepted. Charles 11.
Sykes was appointed Financial Secretary,
and the meeting adjourned.
