SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the San Jose From
Panama Ahead of Time,

The City of Puebla Beats the Record From Vic-
toria—Heavy Gales Encountered Off the
Horn by the F. 8. Ciampi.

The Pacific Mail Company’s steamer San
Jose, which has beea plying between Pan-
ama and Central American ports, arrived
in port yesterday evening rather unexpect-
edly, because she was not looked for here
until to-morrow. 7The San Jose is sched-
uled to sail hence for Panama on August
4th, taking the place of the Acapulco, which
will sail on the 13th,

The San Jose is commanded by Captain
Russell, and sailed from Panama on July
12th, thus maklng the passage in thirteen
days. Sbe arrived at Acapulco on July
17th, and sailed on the day after. She
brought no passengers and her only freight
was 86 boxes limes, 16 boxes pine apples, 2
bexes plantains and 35 boxes mangoes.

Tne weather was hazy at Point Loblos
yesterday, with the wind veering round
from southeast to mnorthwest, blowing
twenty wiles an hour from the latter point
at 3 o'clock in the afternoon. The barom-
eter read: 8 o’clock in the morning, 29.05;
noon, 5 o'clock in the afternoon,
29.89.

HEAVY GALES OFF THE HORN.

The Italian ship F. S. Ciampa, Captain
Cocurullo, arrived yesterday afternoon, 148
davs {rom Swansea, with a cargo of coal,
coke, ete., for Blum, Baldwin & Girvin.
The eaptain reports that he sailed on Feb-
ruary 27th, and passed Cape Horn on May
3d. Then, he says, they had a hard time of
it, and for seven days experienced gale after
gule from west-southwest to southwest,
during which the ship received consider-
able damage. \Was twenty-one days from
50° south in the Atlantic te 507 south in the
Pacific; crossed the equator in the Pacific
on June 18th, and thence to port had north-
erly winds.

The stezmer Newbern sailed yesterday
worning for Guaymas, Mexico, and way
ports, taking a large list of passengers and
freight. Awong the passengers were a
large numiber of men and women bound for
Ensenada to work in the woolen-mills
there. Among the freight was material for
the construction of a new Custom-house at
Eusenada.

The steamer North Fork sailed for Eureka
last evening., She should have sailed at 4
o’clock, but owing to the large amount of
freizhit offering, in view of the Humboldt
being laid up, she did not leave until after
8 o’clock. She had a very full list both of
passengers and freight.

NOTICE TO MARINERS.

On or about August 1, 189, a fixed white
Jdight of the fifth order will be exhibited
from a light-house recently erected on the
northeastern extremity of Ballast Point,
San Diego Bay, Cai.  On the same date the
temporary light on the eastern edge of Bal-
jast Point will be discontinued. The new
light will iliuminate the entire horizon,
buti in approaching San Diego Bay from the
northward the light will not be visible (on
account of the high land of Point Loma)
until it bears north 9° east, true (northwest,
magnetie).

The light is elevated thirty-two feet
above high water, and in clear weather
should be visible from a distance of eleven
miles. The light-house consists of a square
frame tower attached to the southeast cor-
ner of a frame dwelling (one and a half
stories), and surmounted by a black lan-
tern; the tower and dwelling vainted white,
triminings lead color, blinds green and roof
brown. A few yards to the northward
there is another dwelling, similar in color-

ing and construction, but witlout «.the
tower. During thick and foggy weather a

bell will be struck by machinery a single
blow every ten seconds from a building
erected a few yards south of the light-
house. Position: Latitude 32° 41’ 04" north,
longitude 117° 14" 10” west.

The_bell-buoy off Noonday rock, San
Francisco approach, coast of California,
has been moved to a position 100 yards
south 25° west, true (south by west, mag.),
from Noonday rock.

ALAsSKA.—Lieutenant-Commander H. B.
;\Xanﬂﬁuhj, United States Navy, command-
ing the United States Coast Survey steamer
Patterson, has discovered a pinnacle rock
with only seventecn feet of water over it in
the fairway of Saginaw channel, north-
eastern shore of Admiralty Island, Alaska.

A PEEP-HOLE.

Erring Postal Clerks Will Work Under
a Watchful Eye.

Thieving clerks in the Postoffice will soon
be a thing of the past, thanks to a little job
now under way by Contractor John B.
Hudson. There bave recently been many
complaints to the Postmaster concerning
the loss of registered letters in the Phila-
delphia office, and the officials have been
greatly worried by the charges that there
were thieves in the service. It has been de-
cided to erect a gallery along the roof of
the working-room, from which watchmen
can look down upoun the entire force with-
out being seen from below.

This gallery will be 80 feet leng, and will
depend from the glass and iron ceiling by
iron supports. la it there wiil be frequent
small windows with swinging sashes, from
which the watchman can see every part of
the great rooin where the stamping and
distributing is done. Here there are 300
men at work at times, and it is impossible
to oversee all of them from any other point
than above. The watch is to be kept not
alone for the purpose of watching for
thefts, but also to see that men do notshirk
their work or disturb other clerks by con-
versation.

I'ne gallery will be reached by an iron
stairway at its southern end, and at the
northern end another iron stairway will
ascend to the glass roof. There are two of
these roofs, one above the otherw and it is
necessary for workmen to ascend to the
lower ore to clean it of dust. Theve is no
way to reach there except by putting up a
ladder. 1tis said thatitis purely for this
purpose that the gallery goes up, but there
1s another use,

Tne idea of having such a lookout gallery
iu a postoflice is comparatively a new one,
There has been talk of baviug such a strac-
ture for nearly two wvears. Assistant
Custodian George Painter has been agi-
tating the matter and has finally succeeded
in getting the work done, The gallery will
be completed in about two weeks.—St. Louis
Globe-Democrat.

A PREJUDICED JUROR.

One Is Said to Have Sat on Choynski’s
Recent Trial.

1. N. Choynski, who was convicted of
sending a threatening letter to Obadiah
Livermore to extort money, did not receive
his sentence from Judge Shafter yesterday
afternoon as appointed.

The prejudiced juror was the foreman,
and is said to have remarked, * I'll show
old Choynski what I think of him when I
send him to San Quentin.”
