
I ADMISSION DAY. I
A Pioneers' Committee of Conference

With the -fntlve Sons.

Ameeting of the Conference Committee
of the Pioneers was hold at their hall, on
Fourth street, yesterday afternoon. This
committee originally consisted of nine mem-
bers, four of whom. Messrs. Louis Sloss,
11. 11. Taylor, E. B. Vreeland and H. B.
Russ, were present at the meeting. Messrs.
John Nightingale and James G. Fair re-
signed from the committee, which reduced
the total membership to seven, therefore
the four first named formed a quorum.

Louis Sloss was chosen Chairman of the
Conference Committee and 11. 11. Taylor
was elected Secretary. After its organiza-
tion the committee admitted to its presence
Grand President W. 11. Miller and Grand
Marshal C. L. Tilden of the order of Na-
tive Sous, who had been appointed a com-
mittee to meet the Pioneers to arrange for
an agreement on dates and details.

After presenting their position and tho
anxiety of the Native Sons to meet in
joint conference the Pioneers appointed a
sub-committee, comprised ol Messrs. 11. B.
Russ, E. B. Vreeland and EL EL Taylor, to
meet the sub-committee of the Native Sons
to arrange for dates and details, and the
minutiie of the arrangements willbe settled
by it, while the Joint Conference Commit-
tee's province willbe to arrange the more
prominent and vital features of the parade
and entertainment
. The announcement that the "Vigi-
lantes." a side issue to Hesperian Parlor,
No. 137, would have a float of "FortGunny-
bags" in the parade, accompanied by twen-
ty-live in Vigilante attire, caused considera-
ble comment among the Pioneers earlier in
the day, and by noon the comments had be-
come protests.

One of the Pioneers, whose friendship
for the Native Sons can never be doubted,
called at their headquarters and said that
the proposition is regarded unfavorably by
the Pioneers, since it recalled memories of
division and lawlessness, and closed by
asking the "Vigilantes" to desist.

This the "Vigilantes" consented to do
when advised of that feeling among their
seniors, ami all who called at the Joint
Committee's headquarters yesterday were
advised of the chance. What the "Vigi-
lantes" will substitute in its stead is not
yet decided, but there Is a proposition to
have an ex- team to represent early pioneer
life.

As the steamer Mariposa was to sail for

The
next day Chief Crowley received a dispatch
asking him to arrest Jones if he came this
way. Jones says his arrest is the outcome
of a quarrel with his wife, adding that the
criminal assault charge was caused to be
trumped up by his wife in order to secure
his being arrested.

The prisoner denies having taken any of
her money, saying that the S2OOO belonged
to him and that he wanted to go to Aus-
tralia to be away from his %

wife. He will
remain in the City Prison until an officer
arrives from Portland to take him bacic
there. Faline was with Jones when the
latter was arrested and has abandoned hli
trip to Australia. .
