At ' the El-
mendorf sale the average for thirty-two
bead was SOffl 52. The top price was
brought by a bay colt by -Florida,
a lullbrother in Firenzi, who went to W.
L.Scott for 51230. At the Woodburn sale
the average lor twenty-seven bead was'
514112 "Hi. The full brother to Troubador
went to Green B. Morris for SIO,100. Fol-
lowing his invariable custom Mr. Luke
liroiulhi'.id, the Woodburn superintendent,
pointed out every discernible defect, even
to a skin-deep cut or bruise received in
transportation, and also called attention to
tacts ibat were not apparent, that a couple
of the" youngsters were cribbers. Such
conduct is must deserving of commenda-
tion and had its proper effect on the prices
obtained. At the English yearling sale re-
cently held of youngsters from the Royal,
Zadlley, Heather and otjier breeding es-
tablishmeutsS, the figures ruled relatively
muck higher than the American. The top
price was got for a brown filly,sister to
Memoir, by St. l.einon-Q-.iivir, for which
Baron Hirsch.paid £3500 or about 527,000.

NEW TItOTTtNG RULES.
Judges of trotting races should bear in

mind that the rules have sen changed for
several years so that horses which were for-
merly distanced lor fouls or other matt is
chargeable to the driver and not to tne

.--\u25a0', are now ruled out instead. A horse
can now be distanced only for bis own lack
of speed or faulty gait. The idea is tiiat
the reputation ol the horse is unwarranta-
bly injured when the permanent record of
races shows that he was distanced, when
the driver and not the horse was to blame,
as the record does not show the entire facts
and the presumption would be that the
horse, was behind the flag.

BUSY TYPOS.

A Plan (o Organize All llio Fe-

male Workers.

Vi-rorous War Declared Against a Non-Union

Office—A New Law-No More

7? 7.7 Imported Holders.

. San Francisco Typographical Union, No.
21, held a long and somewhat stormy

session yesterday afternoon, but finally
succeeded in disposing of many vexed
Questions. President Jeuner presided and
over 100 were present. : /.

Thirteen applications for membership

were received and three applicants were
initiated.

'

The matters of most absorbing interest
and that required a deal of time and dis-
cussion to dispose of were those suggested
by the Executive Committee's report The
first was the difficulty the union has had for
so many years with Bacon &Co.'s printing
establishment, on the corner of Clay and
Sausoiue streets. The committee reported
that a vigorous canvass had been made of
the whole city with the object of persuad-
ing as many as possible of Bacon's patrons
to withdraw their patronage and in future
give their suppert to union establishments.
As a result of this canvass, within the last
month or two thirty large firms who have
heretofore had all their work done there
have promised to withdraw. Several, how-
ever, who have stood by tho boycotted ess-
tablishment for many years refused to with-
drsiw. )n2s__J&£%>_

_J_M ORGANIZING.
The committee called attention to the

fact tbat a large number of the offices in
the city are still in an unorganized condi-
tion, and suggested that a committee of
three be appointed to act in conjunction
with similar committees from the Press-
men's and Book-binders' unions for the
better' organization of the several trades.
Itwas further suggested by the Executive
Committee that the District Organizer be
instructed toproceed at

'once to organize
the female printers of this city, in order
that every possible avenue maybe closed
to unfair concerns.

These suggestions were promptly ap-
proved and acted upon, and the committee
appointed inresponse to the above recom-
mendation was: Secretary J. J. McDaid,
AltPennington and John. 11. Winders.

Another item in the report was the state-
ment that S. Samuels, a member of the
union, had been complained against by the
musicians' union as doing unfair work in
that profession, .Mr. Samuels, it seems, m-
ot only a printer but a musician. While a
member of the Typographical Union, he Is
not a member of the Musicians' Union, and
has persistently refused to join the latter,
although engaged in the profession more or
less all the tune. The Executive Commit-
tee examined Into the case and found the
facts as represented. They sent bim word
that unless his . application was inside for
membership in. that union before yester-
day's meeting they would recommend that
he be suspended and his office put upon the
black list as unfair.

-
Before the meeting was over a letter was

received from the Musicians' Union stating
that no application had been received from
ill.Samuel", hence the threatened course
was pursued.

AS IMPOItTANT MEETING.
• An important meetiug has been arranged

for Thursday next between the Executive
Committee of the Typographical Union and
the Typothetn of San francisco, which em-
braces the proprietors of the union otlices
in the city, at which time the apprentice
question will bo considered. Under the
regulations of the union each job ollice is
allowed one apprentice to every lour jour-
neymen. A year or two ago tnis same diffi-
culty arose, but the union ami the Typo-
tbeliO me tog slier and an agreement was
reached, signed by all the members of the
latter, to keep strictly within that limit.
Yesterday it was stated by the Secretary

that the terms of the old agreement were
being ignored, and that in many iDices more
apprentices were employed than journ'o*.-
uien. This is regarded as demoralizing to
the trade and injurious to the apprentices.

An interesting report was made by W. W.
Shannon, who was one of the delegates to
tho International Convention held in At-
ianta, Ga. Among other tilings he referred
to the action taken in regard to the Cbilds-

The unions all over the nation have pretty
generally come to the front in willingand
substantial support of this institution, and
it is not doubted that San Francisco willdo
the same. Twice a year hereafter, on May
1-tli and September 13th, every union prin-
ter willbe required to give the price of 1000
ems toward the support of this borne.

AN IMPORTANT LAW.
One of the most important matters re-

ported by Mr. .Shannon was the new law
enacted by the international body relative
to the employmeat and discharging of men
by 'foremen. The law reads as follows:

Section _5. Foreruea of priutiti^ollices have
the lightto employ help at will, and may ills
charge help: First, for incompetency. Second,
for violai of the rules of me ofiice, clrtpel or
union. Third, tor neglect of duty. Fourth, In
order decrease ibe force: Provided (in news-
id|.er iiflsce-i such decrease remains for a period
of sixty days; should cases be put up within
that lime, the man so suspended or discharged
must be given the refusal of tbe situation. ft
shall be further undersluod, that It a workman
be competent to suii lv an ollice he is compel. nt

to hold a tegular situation. In all cases wlieie
a composltui Is discharged, lie shall lie fuiuished
a written state—loot of c ause. by the foreman, if
demanded.

A FAT SKELETON.

Not Hidden In the Proverbial
• Dark Closet.

There is an unusually large number of
patients at present in the City and County
Hospital. In previous years it has been
customary to close up two of the fourteen
wards in July, but only one as yet has been
indisuse. .

The reason for this influx is ascribed to
the lingering effects of the grippe, and the
prevalence of typhoid fever, of which there
has been eight or nine rases during the
past fortnight. Typhoid fever is generally
mora common to September, and its early
advent promises- a more than ordinary
number ofcases during next winter.
