Petition for Rehesring.

Alfred Clarke, attorney for the defend-
ant, has filed a petiticn in the Supreme
Court for a rehearing in the case of Mark
Strouse against the I’olice Court.

THE KILLING OF COGAN

Farther Hearing of the Case of
James W. Kerr.

Ooe Witness States That a Crowd Pursued
Two Men to the Foundry, and An-
other Testifies to the Reverse.

The examination of James W. Kerr of the
firm of Steiger & Kerr, proprietor of the
Occidental Foundry, at 137 First street,
charged with the murder of Edward Cogan,
on June 26th last, was resumed yesterday
afternoon before Police Judge Lawler. The
usual array of legal talent employed by
both sides and a large number of interested
spectators were present at the proceedings.

The first witness called was a well-dressed
gocd looking young woman, who gave her
testimony in such a low tone of voice that
the lawyvers examining her had to sit quite
close to her to hear a single syllable. She
went on the stand in a most meek state of
temper, but under the very close question-
ing of Lawyer Horan for the prosecution
she left in a perfect blaze of indignation.
She gave her name as Mattie Johnson, and
in reply to the questions put to her stated:

MISS JOHNSON'S TESTIMONY.

“7 live at 1522 Polk street. On June 26th
last, about 6: o’clock in the morning, 1
was in a street-car on First street, between
Mission and Howard. Saw a crowd of men
ehasing two men who had their hats off.
The larger of tiie two was covered with
blood. ‘The crowd was abusing the two
men. One of them tried to get into a door
on First street, but eould not doso. IHe
turned around and fired a pistol into the
crowd. 1 gotoutof the car and ran away.
I was sitting on the left side of the car
going toward Market street. _'J'lnf crowd
was on the right-hand side of the sireet

oing toward Market. Was about lnxt)
het away from the man who was shot.”

The witness could not identify Kerr
either as the man who fired the pistol or as
one of the two pursued, but resuming she
said: ** Was much exc¢ '.c-l at the ~hmun:v,;.
and though 1 heard some shouting on the
street don’t remember what it w :1~.” Cross-
examined—* I am not married now.. Was
going in the car to the ferry to cruss the
bay.” ‘The witness was then questioned at
length as to why she was in the car at that
time and her previous movements,

TEN MEN IN THE CROWD.

Further examined the witness testified:
* Have been tor six months at 1522 Larkin
street, but am not familiar with the city.
When 1 left the car I told some people a

murder had been committed. Have fre-
guently told different people all I knew
about the cas se. One of the men running
away wore a light suit of clothes. Do not
know which of the two reached the door

first. The crowd closed in on them at the
door. When one of the two tried to open
the door the erowd was quite close to them
and tryving to strike them.

“The attacking party was only a few feet
away. ‘There were perhaps ten men in the
crowd. Awm positive that the erowd chasing
the men followed tiiem to the door and was
quite ¢ to them, within stniking dis-
tance. Saw the man who was shot lying on
the street. It was about forty feet from
where the shot was fired to where I saw the

vounded man lyving.” A great number

of questions were put to the witness
regarding her antecedents and irritated her
extremely. She swung cut of the chair
and into the witness-room very much ex-
cited

THROUGH AN INTERPRETER.
The next witness was Conrad Schwinder-
lauf, a young Germau, who gave his testi-
mony through an interpreter. He stated:
**I live in Oakland, and am employed as a
blacksmith’s helper at Bauer's shop, 109
First street. About 6:40 o’clock on the
morning of June 26th I was sitting outside

of the shop. 1 saw four men attack one
other man., He was a heavy-set wanina
Liue coat. Some other men came up and

helped the others to beat the one man. He
ran away to the door of a foundry, out of
which the boss came and fired a pmu] One

of the ecrowd ran after the man with the
blue coat and attacked him again. Loud
words were exchanged. Tibe crowd beat

the man with their fists, The shop te which
the men attacked ran is on the same side of
the street as my shop.

“Saw the man who fired the pistol come
out of the shop door and fire across the
street toward Minna. He had his pistol in
his hand when he came out, and he fired it
at once. I did not say that the shooter
aimed av the man who was chasiog the
man who was beaten, and not at the man
who was shot.”” The witness was tangled
up in a numover of questions, which seemed
to assume that he knew what the inten-
tions were of the man who fired the pistol.
Resuming, he was understoed to say, and
it went on record: *The man who was
shot was the man who was chasing the at-
tacked man to the douvr of the foundry.”

NOT A WITNESS AT THE

On cross-examination he further testified:
“Have worked at 109 First street for four
months. Was not a witness at the Coro-
ner’s inquest. Have been seen by a man

o took aown in writing all I knew about
affair. The man who came out of the
indry was about 100 feet away from me.
e original fight took place in frout of the
next shop to mine. The first crowd of men
was together in front of this store, and
then four of them attacked one. When the
boss came out with the pistol, the crowd

INQU

stood there a while at the place where the
fizht took place; it was about 300 feet
away. When the boss came out the crowd

was that distance away.

“When the boss came
there was no one there
had been first beaten.
there, only he and the boss. The beaten
wan was at the foundry door when the
pistol was fired. After the shot others
came up, but there was no one there butthe
two men, the bouss and the beaten man,
when the pistol was discharged.”

A SUNKEN MOUNTAIN.
Oupe of the Wounders of the Coast Range
of Oregon.

L. A. Sanctuary, C. W, Parks, M. and A.
Abraham, C. L. Hadley and C. Merton re-
turned last Thursday from their hunting
and fishing expedition in the coast range.
They make a report of the astonishing dis-
covery of a hole in the ground one-haif by
one and one-half miles in extent, or there-
abouts, where last year there stood a noble
mountain nearly a thousand feet high. At
the foot of the mountain was located Cedar
Lake, a small but exceedingly transparent
body of water, which is now no more, the
bottom hnvxug been forced up wheh the
mountain went down, and the water all
spilled out. The mountain is now an
island, as it were, surrounded by almost
nvrueudx :ular \\th of rock about 100 feet
in height. The theory of the discoverers is
that the mountain was located over a vast
cave, and that the weight of the heavy
snows last winter crushed it in. The noise
made by the sinking mass of rock and dirt
and trees was heard several miles away,
but the parties did not know until recently
what caused it. The lake cannot be shown

in corroboration of this story as it has dis-
appeared, but the hole is still there with the
mountain in it, and may be viewed by
doubting T homases who will take the
trouble to visit it. [t isa sight well worth
going miles to sce. It is about three miles

from Laird’s on the Coos Bay wagon road.

AGAIN AFH‘;R 25 YEARS.

Hnas the Electric Light Anything to Do
With the Restoration of His sight?

After groping in darkness for overa quar-
ter of a century Captain Williain P. Dugan
of Jeffersonville, formerly one of the best
known pilots on the Ohio River, now by al-
most a miracle fiuds his sight being slowly
restored.

On January 14, 1855, the Jacob Strader,
plying between Louisville and Cincinnati,
was considered the finest and fastest steam-
boat on Western waters, and Captain Du-
gan stood at the wheel in her pilot-house.
On one ocecasion she came into t he Louis-
ville harbor and was made fast to the land.
Hardly were her moorings secured before
there was an accident to her machinery,
and an immense cloud of steam rushed up
through the pilot-house. It lasted only a
moment, but when the air was again clear
Captain Dogan was a blind man, and for
twenty-tive years the light of day has been
shut out from him. He visited many oe-
culists, and spent a fortune in an endeavor
to regain his sight, but it proved all in vain.
Still the river retained a fascination for
Lim, and he settled on its banks where he
could hear the whistles of the passing
boats. Every one of them he knew the
pame of by the sounds it made, and the
boys who were toddling children at the
time of his misfortune grew to manhood
and attained prominence as rivermen with-
out his baving seen them. Every steam-
boatman from the headwaters of the Ohio
to its mouth knows the old captain, and
will nJuiCc with him at the prospect of the
restoration of his vision.

When the electric light company secured
the contract with the city of Jeffersonville
one of their lamps was placed on Walnut
street, where its rays poured directly into
the bed-room of the blind captain. DBlind
people are sensitive in many cases to vari-
ations of the intensity of the light, aund the
glare of the electricicity was very painful
to the old man. An unusual pain came
into his head, and it could not be driven
away while the light was shining.

One night not long since he lay on his
couch, when suddenly the pain affected his
eyes. Instinetively lifting his arm to shield
bis blinded orbs, the cloud that had ob-
scured his vision for a moment vanished,
and he indistinetively saw his white shirt
sleeve. Almost afraid to believe the evi-
dence of his senses, he raised his hand in
front of his face and moved the fingers. Ip
his joy he saw them, though very dimly.
Then be relapsed into blindness again, but
upon several occasions since his sight has
returned, and each interval lasts longer
than the preceding one. It may be, and it
isnot at all improbable, that he will ulti-
mately regain the entire use of one eye, the
other having been destroyed years ago by
an alleged oculist. Iu every other particu-
lar Captain Dugan is enjoying the best of
health, and, although 75 years of age, he
bids f.ur to live many years yet.

To a Louisville Courier-Journal reporter,
who ecalled upon him at his residence on
Front street, between Walnut and Watt,
he said: " Yes, it is true that I have had
occasional p.lllupms of light recently, but
that 1 will yet live to be able to see is al-
nost too good to believe, I think some-
times, however,that there is a slight opening
in the film over the pupil of my eye
through which the light penetrates. If this
is the case, even, it can be removed, and my
old age will yot be happy.”
