A day or two later Simon strolled down
to the steamer to have a friendly conversa-
tion with the officers, but went only as far
as the purser's room, where he saw piled up
in littlesacks S^J'J in gold. The temptation
to pocket tlie money unseen and escape
w.ii too stronj; fi r him, aud he tie 1 with it
to his borne InNew York. Knowing that
hia home is in New York, the purser tele-
graphed to the detective department there
aud was quickly iuforuied thai he was iv
his old haunts.

Sulzbnrger is the son of a millionaire
brewer, but is said to have disgraced his
family, which was ouly too anxious to be
rid of him. He was sent away to California,
but returned deeper in the mine than ever,
which so annoyed his father that the police
were informed they might take Simon and
do t:.eir level best to domicile him iv ban
Queotlu for a few years. Accordingly a de-
tective was dispatched for tile young 111,111,
who willnoon be here. The prosecution, it
is understood, will be relentless and ener-
getic, so Simon stands agood clmuceof hav-
ing to keep out of vis relatives' nay for
boine lime to come.

Solomon Cohen Is I>ivorcet!, bat the I>e-
rriinIs Set A«ule.

Solomon Cuhen was married in San Fran-
cisco in tlieyear ISSo, and soon afterward
moved to Sau Buenaventura, where He lived
happily for several years. But some four
or live yean after, his wife, Rebecca, began
to change from h sweet-tempered woman
into a perfect virago, calling him the vilest
names, refusing to do the housework, aud
in other ways making his home a very un-
pleasant place to livein.
