FLYING FISH.
A School of Them Encountered by the

Schooner Kmin.i.
The Lower Californian says that the San

Diego schooner Emma arrived inport Mon-
day from a twenty-eight days' trip along
the coast as far south as Cedros Island, hav-
ing touched at the ports of San Isidro, Col-
nett, Kosalia Hay, Santo Domingo, Miller's
Lauding, Kosarito ami Guadalupe Island,
from which latter place the vessel came
direct to this port. When off Cedros
Island the Emma encountered a large
school of flying fish, many of which Hew
against the sails and fell to the deck. The
skipper states that in this way the crew
secured a bucket full of the fish, which
proved to be of excellent taste and Very
similar to the Newfoundland herring. It
is the first time the skipper has seen this
species of living fish in these seas, but they
are common in the South Atlantic and In-
dian oceans. The Emma ran into a big
school of albacore. a species 01 mackerel,
last Sunday afternoon when olf Santo
Tuinas, and by trolling, the fish were caught
in Inrge numbers.— San Diego Sun, July
28th.

The Cruiser Almost Beady for Her Trial.
Stores for the Asiatic Squadron—Ar-

rival of the Panama Steamer.

The steamer China of the Pacific Mail
Steamship Comuany willleave this port to-
day on her trip to the Orient, but will stop
at Victoria, 15. C, on her way as she has
passengers aud freight for that port. This
is the beginning of the G«ht against tlie
Canadian Pacific Railroad Company, which
promises to be very interesting, and all
steamers of the China line will touch at
Victoria until further notice. Matters will
be balanced by the Canadian line, which
willhave its steamers come to San Fran-
cisco on every voyage to and from the
Orient.

Tlie stentnerj Abyssinia, owned by tne
Canadian Pacific, sailed from Uong-Kong
on the 2Gtli inst., and after touching at
Vancouver, B. C, willcome here and dock
at the Oceanic Steamship Company's
wharf. She willbe the first of the com-
pany's six steamers to arrive in this port.
J. D. Spreckels will have the agency for
Canadian ships, and the natural sequence

—
Icwer rates and fares— is expected and
hoped for by interested parties.

THE BONUS WAS TOO LARGE.
The change of routes is tlie result of the

rivalry between the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany and Pacific Mail Steamship Company.
To kci-p out of this port the Canadian l'a-
cifit- Comimuy desired a bonus that the I'a-
citic .tluil Mf-aiiishiii Company considered
entirely too large, and as the differences
could not be amicably settled tlie steamers
of ihe Canadian I'aciiic will now touch
here, returning to China by way of Vic-
toria.

The Chinese willbe the principal gainers
by the fight, as they do the most trade be-
tween here aud China. But some whole-
sale houses do a large business with China,
aud willalso fall iv for a share of the ben-
efits nccruiug from reduction of freight
tariffs.

Tho probability is that rates will be
lowered until it will almost be unprofitable
for either company to carry on business,
and then the usual result of such wars will
foiluw. There will be a compromise, the.
companies willadjust their differences, and
then business will go on just the same as
before the row.
It is understood that to settle the diffi-

culty the Pacific MailSteamship Company
will have to make the advances, as their
rivals have declared war.

TUE BBW CBOTSXB.
The new cruiser Sau Francisco will be

ready to turn over her engines to-day, aud
the time for a test is now approaching rap-
idly. The necessary changes in the main
steam pipo have also been made to the sat-
isfaction of the Government inspectors.

A sup. ly of coal has been taken on
board, her boilers have been rilled by the
tug Water Witch, and steam has already
been generated lor the first move of her
engines. It is probable that she willmake
a trip next Saturday around the bay.

The success of the cruiser is said to de-
pend mainly upon her engines and on
them has been expended all the ingenuity
of the builders. Everything pertaining to
them has been fitted with the greatest care,
aud the machinists expect the imiuenao
machinery to work without a hitch.

Allnext week she willmake ohort trips
on the bay, and any little defects that may
be discovered will be rectified. Tho start
for Santa Barbara Channel, where the trial
trip will take place, willbe made about the
second week lit August, but it all de]>ends
on the success of the bay trips.
