The Blythe estate was appraised shortly

after ythe's dealt), in the summer of IBB3i
at 82,1<ki,000. It is now worth close to
84,000,000, having been reappraised last
year, after Public Administrator I'eunie
succeeded Philip A. Roach in the adminis-
tration, on Rosen's death. While parts of
this estate lie in Mexico, Arizona and Ne-
vada, anil InTrinity and Sau Diego coun-
ties in California, the bulk of it is com-
prised in the centrally located core between
Market and Geary streets aud Grant ave-
nue in this city.

Florence Blythe is now 1G years old. Her
grandfather, James Crisp Perry, and her
mother, Julia Ashcrolt, are with her, living
inthis city, having come out from England
in 1883. Her grandfather is her legally ap-
pointed guardian under the order of Judge
Coffey.
Itis generally believed that the case will

be appealed t > the Supreme Court, by the
Williams claimants.

'Jin- Williams claimants have refused to
accept less thau $3,01 0,000, hen approached
upon the sub] ct ifa settlement, and Hiss
Dickason, when offered 8100,000 in cash,
\u25a0\u25a0ranted all the estate or nothing. It v pos-
sible that the former will take n cipher or
two off the amount they have demanded,
and the latter may reconsider the oiler of so
large a sum. The fees of the attorneys for
the plaintiff willbe paid out of the estate,
and willprobably amount to 9200,000.

It is a bloodless revolution, to 'be
brought around by constitutional laws in
exercising the grand right of franchise to
effect reform.

"For me the movements is.i religious one,
and Is based on the fatherhood of God and
the brotherhood of men. All men are cre-
ated equal by God, and liberty is a religious
duty. To take away one's liberty is a crime
against God. A human being simply by
being a human being is entitled to liberty."

Tllllil'VYEAUS AGO.

In alluding to liberty the speaker re-
minded the nudienco that the very senti-
ments he was advocating, and they were
applauding, thirty years ago would have
cost them their lives if they were uttered
in some sections of America. That to
speak against chattel slavery forty years
ago in Boston even leek much courage, and
lie instanced Wendell Phillipsbeing mobbed
there for so doing, and Lliyd Garrison hav-
inghad a rope put around his neck to bant!
him fur the same thing.

Resuming, he said: "Men may be called
all kinds of names and abused by one gen-
eration, and the next will arise and call
them blessed. Itis better to be right than
to be politic. Everything goes by fashion,

bee slavery, see religion. One great right
13 the equal right ot the pursuit of bap pi-
nest, "i.\u25a0 degree of happiness is the satis-
faction of all bodily wants, and another is
mental satisfaction. Sly lectures, how-
ever, are all ill-disguised sermons, so do not
worry of my underlying sentiment.

"i'overty is not produced by God's law,
but by a violation of them. Itis ail non-
sense to say poverty Is agood thing, and
that itis a means ol (trace to be starving,
and destitute, and homeless and wretched.
11 preachers tell you so tell them to try
their own medicine first before recommend-
ing it to others. Life is a good thing, It
is a trust given us by the creator, and we
must not decline the trust. Suicide is a
cowardly crime.

MIST BEAR OUK BUiSDKNS.
"We must bear our burdens and try to al-

leviate them as best wo can, and not shuitla
them offby getting rid of our existence. To
serve God and fulfillIns laws is the true
pursuit of happiness, but still we should
not despise bodily life. If there were no
God there might bo sumo sense in suicide,
but otherwise not."

'1 he speaker 'hen iffMiclieiloff at length
into the discoveries airfSliilvauceuient made
by man in the arts and sciences and said
they were all parts of the pursuit of happi-
ness, lie denned labor as the exertion of
human energies both of head and brain to
bring about human happiness. Neither,
however, must be abused, as to violate one
of God's laws is is to invite the Immediate
redress of tuu violation. .Men must work
to be happy. The moat unhappy man is lie
who does not work. To be useful to one's
self one must be useful to others. The
right of labor is a social trust, and when all
can get labor to do none willshirk it.

EQUAL HICiIITTO LABOU.

"The equal right to labor is equal to the
right to life, liberty and the pursuit of hap-
piness. There is nn limit to men's capa-
bilities, and civilized as we now consider
ourselves another century willsee us called
Darbarlaas,

"Allmust work. Iwork. lam a jaw-
smith, lama working talker. lam only
a plain blunt man that talks right along,
livery honest mau is a laborer. The world
<;<ii nns given us to labor in is fullof new
material and all have an equal right to it.
"If we nru God's children wo are all

equal and all are entitled to an equal divis-
ion of the material.

"Now, what is the material wo have to
work on? Itis the land and all itcontains,
such as it is in its raw condition. Itis not
good for man to get much without labor.
To labor is to pray and labor is sacred.
What is the fundamental right of boldiug
all property? Itis the niakiii;:ot it.

to property. Who made the earth? Who-
ever did is the owner. God made tiio earth
and cave itequal); to all tliu human race.
Men have equal rights to natural bounties,
and tliu land of a country belongs to the
peop v of that country.

Our
plan it not to promote stealing property
but to stop the stealing it. We, how-
ever, deny the exclusive right of individuals
to common bounties. Many vested prop-
erties are vested wrongs.
