THE IKTI^ItMALKKVESI'E.

The internal revenue receipts ir.r the
fiscal year IS.S!i-!K) rcllcct a ]»ei iod of tran-
ijiiiiprosperity and yrouinn comfort among
the people ai large. They amounted in
round numbers to 1142J500,000, the largest
s'ini collected liv the Internal reveo
lectors since 188:!, when the act of 1882, re-
ducing the duty on tobacco and abolishing
other taxes, went into effect. At the pres-
ent time the oniv articles which nre subject
to direct taxation are distilled and fer-
mented liquors, tobacco and oleomargarine;
but a lax on these four articles, which is
not felt by the public, produces arevenue
larger than tha total revenues of the Gov-
ernment from all sources before the year
1863.

Over one-half of the total venue from
internal taxes is collected from distilled
spirits— whisky. That article contributed
last year $«I,GCO,COO for the support of the
Government—* larger sum than was ever
before collected from that source. Whisky
may be said to defray one-third the whole
cost of the Government. A portion ot our
citizens would have us throw away this
revenue for the sake of promoting the
cause uf temperance, but 115 ithas not been

observed thai the United States revenue
from distilled spirits has fallen off iv
States wliicliare under prohibitionist con-
trol, it is hardly likely that the country will
follow their lead.
