The opening piece consists of an arch of
lance work, over which will be shown the
word *“*Welcome,” in brilliant red ana blue
lights, Oun each side of the arch will be
colored batteries of great brilliancy and
rapid delivery, To. the left will be the
letters “N. S. G. W.,”” while to the right
the Native Daughters will find remembrance
in'their initials. Directly within the areh,
in bright gola, suggestive of the State’s
wealth, wiil be the Star of the West, and
immediately: above | the keystone will be
the word “Pioneer,” surmounted with the
emblem of the order, the bear. The piece
will terminate with: batteries of all known
colors and a grand salute.

The second piece is much more simple.
It:represents Commodore Sloat as he raised
the first American flag in California on July
7, 1846. The piece will be followed by a
salute—a tribute to tie flag.

Another piece dedicated to the Pioneers
will represent the “*Days of ’49,”” and dis-
play a miner with pick and shovel, sur-
mounted with brilliant sun fires and with
the figures **’49” beneath.

The fourth tigure represents * Minerva,”
supporting in one hand a flag, while in the
other rests an American shield in red,
white and blue, while above the whole are
colored jets, with heavy: lines of sun-fire,
filling the air with bouquets of colored
lights and terminating with a heavy saiuate.
This figure is dedicated to the Native
Daughters, and is one of the most tastily
designed of all.

Andther piece, the fifth, represents the
Nativo Sons. It has a larze bear in the
center.. On. theright i3 an American flag
#nd on the left the Bear Flag.

A BRILLIANT CONCEPI1ION.

The grand finale piece will be 40x75 feet
in dimensions; and is in every particular a
brilliant conception. In the center is a
large representation of the seal of Cali-
fornia, the Goddess of Liberty, cornucopia
and the word *‘ Eureka,”” while on each
side is an upright bear. Over the center
piece 18 the word * Pioneer,” and under it
the figures **1849,” while to the rightisa
representation of the Native Sons, with the
figures ** 1850 " underneath, and to the left
a figure of Minerva, a tribute to the Native
Daughters, with the figures “18%0” be-
neath. Underneath the whole piece will,
at its termination, the two words ““Good-
night”’ blaze forth.

The committee:decided upon the success-
ful bidder, but his nawme will not be made
public until the Joint Committee has acted
upon it.

THE CHARGES AGAINST CAHILL.

The actlion of the Amateur Athletic Union in
the matter of the charges against P. Cahbiil, the
midaie-welght champlon boxer of the United
Staies nhas brought a deal of righteous ludigna-
tion on the headas of the Board of Managers. A
pumber of mythical charges were made against
Cabill some time ago, ana Benny Willlams of the
New York Athletie Ciub was supposed to be pos-
sessed of knowledge that would, If published, end
fn the disqualifieation of the best and most gen-
tlemanly amateur sparrer In the country. The
Board of Managers of the uunion appointed a
commitiee to luvestigate the charges against
Calill, and this commitiee reported at the meet-
ing beld at Washington July 20th, eacli member
reconrending  prompt reiustatement, and
Messrs. Gerow, Curtis aud Harvder reported in
favor of tbe relnsiatement, as nothing bad been
proven against Cahiil. The board simply referred
the report back to the lnvestigation committee
for furihier conslderatton. In view of the fact
that the committee was unanimous in favor of
reinstatement, the action of the board would ap-
pear in the light of a farce, and it would seem (o
be their policy to keep the chaiges pending so
that Cahill will be debarred from competing In
any cootests.

The betting in New York has already be-
gun on the result of the Slavin-MecAuliffe
fight. Advices state that several wagers
have been laid at odas of §100 to $90 in Mec-
Auliffe’s favor. Under Queensberry rules,
the Californian will have many good ad-
vantages over his opponent, which he cer-
tainly would not have in Lendon prize
ring.

Ioteresting Stereopticon Lecture on the
Lake City.

A highly interestivg lecture on *‘Tllus-
trated Chicago” was given last evening in
Pioneer Hall, by the Pacific Coast Amateur
Photographic Assvciation. The stereopti-
con cast a series of views of the World’s
Fair city upon the canvas, and at times the
bhum of wonder, that one hears when a
beautiful rocket bursts in a clear atmos-
phere over a gathering of people, greeted
the pictures of Chicago’s greatness. :

The pictures were the work of the Chi-
cago Camera Club and were mostly marvels
of beauty in the photograpber’s art, and
the lecture, which was read with good
effect by a member of the local camera
club, was in keeping with the views. Chi-
cago was happily described in languagé
that smacked of a clever newspaper writer,
and the large audience went away with a
very clear idea of what that city is like,
and probably a wish tc see
World’s Fair will offer another attraction.

California May Not Have a Desirable
Site. =

M. H. de Young, who ‘has just retilr’ne“f'

from the East as one of California’s Com=

missioners to the World’s Fair, expresses |
himself as satisfied that Californians will. |

be appointed to important positions on im--

portant committees by the National World’s" |-

Fair Committee. The naxt meeting of the
National Committee wiil be held on Octo-
ber 8th, *‘and I think,” said he, “that Pres-
ident Forsythe has decided to give Califor-
nia the chairmanship of the Committee on
Agriculture and Horticulture. We will
also secure the chairmaunship of anotber
committee.”” Mr. Mills’ statement that
California cannot have the space asked for
is declared to be voluntary and unfounaed.

FIRE AT THE PALACE.,

Flames on the Entresol Quickly and
Quietly Extinguished.

What might have been a disastrous fire
occurred at the Palace Hotel vesterday.
The vigilance of an employe alone pre-
vented a sensational scene and saved the
huge building from the dangers of a con-
flagration. About 4 o’elock in the after-
noon smoke was seen issuing from a room
on the entresol in the corner of the build-
ing on Market and New Montgomery
streets, and on opening the door it was
found that the interior was on fire. No
alarm was given, but water was quickly
applied by means of a small hese kept at
hand and the tinmes extinguished. It was
done so quickly and so quietly that but few
knew of the oceurrence until it wasall over,
The damage was small, and the fire is sup-
posed to have owed its origin to the drop-
ping of a lighted cigarette by some careless-
guest,

A Case for luvestigation.

Coroner Eaton will hold an inguest this
morning into all the circumstances attend-
ing the death of David McLain, a stereo-
typer on the Chronicle, who in a fight with
John Ellsworth, an engineer in the same
establishment, was thrown by him ina vat
of boiling water, causing injuries which
resulted in his death in St. Mary’s Hospital.
The undertaker who took charge of the
body stated that they had been instructed
to embalm the body and ship it to Chicago,
where McLain had a wife and three chil-
dren. Ellsworth, who was also scalded on
the foot, is confined to his room. He will
probably be placed under arrest.

Ths City’s Pablic Schools.

Superintendent of Schools Anderson has
completed his report for the fiscal year end-
ing June 30th, and forwarded the same to
Sacramento. It shows that the total num-
ber of children in the city of legal age to
attend school is 61,144. During the year
the total number enrclled was 42,926, and
the daily average attendance, 31, The
receipts for the year were $977,462 87, of
which $578,696 77 was received from the
State. The surplus at the end of the fiscal
year was $290 54.
