Tuesda will soon be at an end. The
pr ion rested yesterday morning and
the defense did the same to-day. Thechief

feature of the defense was an attempt {0
prove an alibi for Edwards. The crime was
fixed as occurring on the 30th of January,
and the Rose family as well as the boarders
at the Rose Hotel in South Bend swore that

the accused was in or about the hotel ail
that day, and the other three, John R. Rose,
Edward Gibbons and George F. Rose, were
also there: during the day. The theory of
the defense is that George Rose killed the
man first, then keptthe woman locked up
for several days, finally killing her.

The only motive for the crime advanced
by the prosecution is the possession of a
quarter section of land adjoining the Rose
ranch. George Rose was too young to file
on it, and Edwards tried to get 1it, it is
claimed, on behalf of John B. Rose

Judge Bloomfield will to-morrow deliver
the charge to the jury. The case has been
marked by a vigilant and aggressive de-
fense. The chief evidence for the prose-
cution was confession of George F.
Rose, one of the four mén charged with the

the

double murder of Frederickson and his
wife, who went on the stand aund recited
his confession, as heretofore printed, in a
cool and steady manner. Little evidence
t orroborate his tale was introduced,
while the cloud of witnesses for the delense
picked the whole story to pieces, The be-

lief is expressed that the jury will disagree
and possibly acquit Edwards.

It is rumored that Gibbons, charged by
George Rose with killing the woman, will
.be discharged if Edwards is acquitled.
Thosa who have watched the case carefully
say good detectives could unearth sufficient
evidence to hang several men and not only
clear up this but several other murder mys-
teries in Pacific County.

An Overcrowded But Happy Lot et the Sol-
diers’ Reunion.

SAN Di1eGo, Aug. 1.—About the liveliest
and most sociable spot in Southern Cali-
fornia to-day is the Heintzelman G. A. R.
Camp, near Glorietta Bay. Already the
tented city has been proven inadequate to
accommodate the old veterans and their
families, which have arrived in greater
numbers than was at first expected. One
hundred and fifty tents have been erected
and these are now crowded, and word is re-
ceived of delegations by the score being
en route to Coronado. One hundred more
tents have been secured and it is quite prob-
able that 250 tents in all will be required to
accommodate the people. About 200 old
veterans and families arrived to-day, and
the encampment is now fully under way.
About 150 arrived last night, mostly mem-
bers of Shiloh Post of Los Angeles.

Five Laborers Badly Hurt and Ose Fatally

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FEDERATED TRADES.

Coopers’ and Brewery- Workmens’
Troubles Discussed.

Dry Goods Clerks’ Delegates Scated—Eight-
Hour Committee—The Subsidy Bill
Reports From Unions.

The Council of Federated Trades met
last evening in the new quarters on the
corner of Second and Mission streets,
President Fuhrman in the chair.

The following delegates from wvarious
unions were seated: Mill Carpenters, T. H.
Harrison and Thomas O’Brien; Union
Brewery-workmen, John Laumeister and
Henry Mirs; Pressmen’s Union, No. 24,
John Roxburg; Bo:: Sawyers’ and Nailers’
Union, F. 8. Fishbach; Dry-goods Clerks’
Association, W. Dundas, P. B. Keeney, T.
McGlory and R. J. McClunie.

An application was made by the German-
American Typographical Upion for admis-
sion, and also by the Pattern-makers’
Union. It was decided to grant them.

The matter of the Furniture-workers’
Uuion boycott against Kemp & Co. again
came up, and the council decided to order
a general boycott against the firm which
the furniwure-workers have fought against
s0 long.

SAN JOSE FEDERATION.

A commuuication was read from the
Santa Clara County Federatad 'I'rades
stating that business is depressed in San
Jose al present; also that the carpenters
there are having some trouble with the
proprietors of the Garden City Lumber
Miil, who have refused to accede to the
eight-hour movement, and the recalcitrant
emwployers had been boycotted on aceount
of their action. ln regard to the boycott of
canned goods put up by Chinese the matter
is being agitated most vigorously in Santa
Clara County. Assistance from the San
Franeisco canneries was asked in pushing
the matter.

It was reported by the Executive Com-
mittee that the shoe-store of Deasy Broth-
ers on Market street had been visited in re-
gard to the firms closing at 7 o’clock every
evening except Saturday night. The firm
informed the ccmmittee that it could not
close at the hour named as certain stores in
their vicinity insisted on remaining open.
The question of boycotting the firm was
then discussed, and finally notice was
given that it would be brought up at the
next meeting.

By the Organizing Committee it was re-

orted that visits had been paid to the

Jlacksmiths’ and Horse-shoers’ Union and
the Barbers’ Union, both of which are pros-
pering. The Blacksmiths’ Union will prob-
ably join the council, as will also the Up-
holsterers’ Union.

EIGHT-HOUR COMMITTEE.

Delegate Curry of the Eight-hour Com-
mittee reported that the cowmittee is not
working together as it should. It is diffi-
cult to assemble a quorum at the meetings.
It was decided to instruct the Chairman to
organize as suon as possible and Messrs, F.
S. Fishbach and W. Neuman were appointed
on the committee to fill two vacancies.

The Legislative Committee reported that
it had decided to send the pamphlets which
had been prepared regarding the Australian
system of balloting all over the State.
President Fuhrman further stated that the
committee had been very slow in sending
out the circulars.

In reply several members of the committee
added that they had not sufficient funds
enough to pay for the work of distribution.
It was therefore ordered that the council
bave funds collected at once from those
unions which had voted funds but had not
vet turned them over to the council: also
that a certain number of copies of the pro-
posed law be sent to the federations at San
Jose and Sacramento for distribution at the
conventions which meet in these places.

The Organizing Committes also reported
that the Retail Dry-goods Clerks’ Associa-
tion had elected delegates to the council,
There is some opposition to having the dry-
goods delegates seated, as some delegates
thought the clerks were only using the
council to carry through their early closing
movement, The delegates were, however,
seated after they took the proper oath.

LABOR-DAY CELEBRATION.

The Committee on Labor Day, through
Delegate Grambarth, made a report to the
effect that at the meeting last Tuesday
night delegates from twelve different
unions had been present. It was deeided
to accept Woodward’s Gardens for the cele-
bration at an expense of $225 for the day
and evening. A committee of five on
printing bhad been appointed and tickets
had been ordered. The admission fee
charged will be 25 cents for adults and 10
cents for ehildren under 12 years old.

The matter of the difficulty between the
Cocpers’ Union and Piesidens Fuhrman, as
employment agent of the council, then
caine ub. At the former meeting the com-
mictee reported that the charges of the man
Herzog against Mr. Fuhrman were not well
founded and Mr. Fuhrman was exonerated.
A recommendation was, however, presented,
signed by Delegates Meanwell and IPye,
which was to the loliowing effect:

That the Cooper’s Union bave the employment
of their own men aflier they have estabiisbhed a
permaunent office; aud after the establishment of
a cooper’s oflice the Executive Committee of the
council with two representatives fiom the
Coopers’ and two from the Brewery Workmen's
Uunion shall adopt rules governing the employ-
ment of cooper’s iu breweries.

This matter was not taken up at the last
meeting with the report of the committee,

A WELL-CONDUCTED OFFICE.

Delegate Mackey declared that the em-
ployment office, as regards the brewery
workmen especially, bad been built up out
of the trouble with the brewery bosses a
year ugo. He did not believe in dragging
the private matters between the employ-
ment agent and the coopers into the coun-
cil. Let them settie it on the outside.

Delegate Smith agreed with Mr, Mackey,
and gaid that if the coopers are not satis-
fied all that they can dois to withdraw from
the council.

Delegate Philips said that the complaint
of the coovers had been found to be
groundless, so what could they base their
complaint upon? There i8 no use in trying
to remedy something which does not exist,

Delegate Meanwell urged that the com-
mittee had tried to settle the thing. Some
of the committeemen thought that when
they had investigated the Herzogz matter
the whole thing had been settled. But
there bad been a letter sent by the eoopers
asking that they be allowed to establish an
employment bureaun of their own, and that
should be settled. The coopers should be
allowed, said Mr. Meanwell, to have a say
regarding the employment of men in the
business, as well as in the shops. The
recommendation was made in order to set-
tle the matter and avoid friction, and the
coopers should have the right to employ
their own men.

ONLY WITH ONE MAN.

Delegate McGlynn said that the discon-
tent of the Coopers’ Union seemed to be
with one man, Mr. Fubrman, He was
sorry to see it, because in labor troubles in
the past po truer friend of labor interests
had ever been found. He is honest, and
always presented a square frontin troubles,
He considered the present arrangement the
best, and asked that in order tu sattle the
personal matter Mr. Fuhrman explain the
matter.

Mr. ¥ubrman replied that it was just a
year yesterday that the screws were put on
the owners of the breweries, and the brew-
ery workmen had control of every brewery
in the city. Since then the unioun has
grown and uow has 500 members. ‘The
union said it would make its members free
men and it has won the fight. The brewery
bosses recognize the one employment office,
but will not recognize two. Let the matter
be given to the coopers if they think they
can hold the brewery bosses down as well
as the brewery workmen. 7There are only
about seventeen coopers ewmployed in the

breweries, where tiere are 500 brewery
workmen., Mr. Fuhrman said he was tired
of this continual howling against the

brewery workmen. Let the coopers run
the breweries if they can. He wished
them luck in their new endeavor.

A motion was made by Mr. Condon that
the recommendation of the committee that
the coopers have an employment office of
their own be adopted. it was lost.

Mr. Fubrman wanted to know what re-
course a man has who has been unjustly at-
tacked, and asked the council to take action
regarding the ¢harges made by the Coopers’
Union.

THE SUBSIDY BILL.

The special committee reported having
sent the following telegram to Washington:

To the Pacific Coust Representatives in Con-

ress: The Councll ot Federated Trades of the
‘acific Coast, representing the 'often-expressed
opluions of the great mass of working people on
this side of the continent, respectfully but frmly
requests that the tonnage and mall subsidy bilis
now before your honorable body be so amended
as to prohibit the employment on subsi-
dized lines of persons loeligible to Ameri-
can citizenship—notably Cbinese and Jap-
anese—as berng not only prejudicial
to the luterests of tne seafaring people of our
own race, but such service Is notoriously inem-
clent and a perp-tual source of danger (¢ the
lives of rPssengers and others salling ou those
~ships. Sfeamers salling oo this coast that would
benefit by the subsidy carry Mougolians. We
bave expressed no opluaton for or agalnst the
bill, but only ask this protection for the lives
and interests of our peoule,

REPORTS FROM UNIONS.

Under the head of reports from unions,
Delegate Kretlar of the cigar-makers an-
nounced that the Boycott Committee of the
union stated that the boycotts had not been

sustained as they should have been by the
labor unions of the city. The membership
is dropping off, and on the water front
there are many places selling Eastern and
Chinese cigars to members of the Coast
Seamen as well as other union men. It
had also been found thatthere are many
other places in the city patronized by work-
ingmen where Chinese and Eastern cigars
are sold. He asked that the members of
each union see that the cigar-makers are
properly helped out.

Mr. Fohrman reﬂlled that it is a shame
that a delegate should have to beg for a
thing which they should demand. A labor-
ing man who smokes any other than a white
labor cigar is a “scab.” He moved that the
council take steps to see that each member
of the unions represented in the council
carry with him a fac-simile label of the
Cigar-makers’ Union at all times and see
that he smokes no cigars.not out of boxes
having on them those labels. "I'ne motion
was carried.

The delegate from the harness-makers
stated that letters had been received from
Washington indorsing the Davis boycott.

TANNERS AND CURRIERS,

It was reported by the delegate from the
‘Tanners’ and Curriers’ Union that the mem-
bers thereot had carried out the boycott
aganst Chinese-made cigars,

Everything was reported as favorable
from the brewery workmen. The new
rules governing the employment of ap-
prentices in breweries were reported as
having been sent to the brewery bosses.
The rules provide that one apprentice shall
be employed for every ten journeyvmen.
He shall serve two years at a salary of $9a
week for the first and $11 for the second
year. The apprentices shail be not under
15 and not over 18 years of age. The ap-
prentice laws were referred to the Execu-
tive Committee,

The brewery workmen also requested
that the Coopers’ Union expel the man
Walz, who was known as a *secab.” This
matter was also referred tc the Executive
Committee,

The Cooks’ and Waiters’ Union presented
a set of resolutions which tiie union bad
adopted censuring Governor Waterman for
pardoning Edward Clarence, a former Sec-
retary of the Cooks’ anda Waiters’ Union
who had been convicted of embezzlement
and sent to the State Prison.

Delegate at Large James McLaren re-
ported that in Seattle everything is work-
ing excellently and that all trades are
organized. His credentials as a delegate at
large were renewed.

The council then adjsurned.

ENCOURAGED MOLDERS.

A Great Point Conceded by the Manu-
facturers.

One of the most interesting and impor-
tant meetings since the strike was held by
the Iron-molders’ Union last night., The
matter of greatest interest was the report of
the delegates that have just returned from
the natisual meeting at Detroit. It told of
the hearty sympathy and support of the
nation’s molders to the San Francisco mold-
ers in this extreme hour of trouble. But
the one thing more encouraging than all
else was the fact that at the Natlonal Con-
vention a letter was received from the
Manufacturers’ Defense Assoclation of
United States and Canada asking the mold-
ers to appeint a Conference Committee Lo
meet with them in future and adjust all
differences between the two great unions,

Ihis mighty association of proprietors
has been in existence nine years, and has
been in ceaseless warfare all that time
against the molders. Wherever there has
been a strike, this association has done all
it could to assist the proprietors in defeat-
ing the unious and furpish non-union
workmen. After nine years of thas bitterest
warfare ever waged against organized la-
bor, this powerful association has deemed
it Lest for all concerned to make conces-
sions, and has sent this flag of truce in the
form of the request above mentioned, that
in future all differences between the two
great bodies might be satisfactorily settled.

When this report was made a perfect din
of applause went up, and the molders began
to feel wore than ever that the cause of
right was with them, They feel now that
there is more hope of a peaceable settlement
of the differences here than ever, because
this powerful association in the East was
really the one to furnish the non-union
men for this city to replace the strikers.
The conference committee that the associa-
tion asked for was promptly and gladly ap-
pointed by the National Convention of
Molders.

The following pleasant and encouraging
communication was also received from a
well-known merchant iu this city:

To President Valentine of the Iron-Molders’
Union—>S1R: Recognizing the difticultles aud
probable privations under which some of the
familles of tbhe men belonging to the union of
which you are President are sutlgging which is
caused by the lockout from the different foun-
dries where they bad been employed, we take
pleasure in sending you the inclosed chock for
§100 as a small contribution to them in their
necessities, regretiing very greatly the existing
state ol affairs between your uaion and your
former employers, and belleving (hat a fair and
Impartial arbitration of the merits of the ques-
tion 1 dispute between yourselves and the pro-
prietors of 1he several foundries would result in
an amicable apd satisfactory settiement
of all matters In coutroversy., We would earn-
estly recommend that such a course ve adopied.
We belleve the business prosperity of our elly
and State Is being generally damaged by the
existivg state of things and that scme speedy
methoa should be taken to bring labor and capi-
tal into bealthy and mutuai accoird. With our
best wishies thut au early and mutual settiement
may be 1cached, we remain very truly yours,

The Sinking Fund assessment of the
molders all over the nation has been raised
fromn 25 cents to 40 cents per month. This
money will only be used in case of some
extreme emergency like an extensive strike.

Eleven new members were added to the
Carpenters’ Union last night, and seven ap-
plications were received. The union re-
solved to participate in the Labor day
parade, and elected T. C. Rowe to the
Labor Day Convention. The carpenters do
not understand why the city fire belis are
not sgunded at 8 o’clock in the morning, 12
o’clock moon and 5 ¢’clock in the afternoon,
and have resolved to call on the Supervisors
for an explanation.

Peaceful Longshoremen.

The longshore lumbermen reported last
night that all troubles with a certain big
lumber firm in the city had been satisfac-
torily adjusted, and thiey are now at peace
all over the city. Three candidates were
admitted to membership, and four applica-
tions received. SRS

NOT INSANE.

A Son Shows a Desire to Seud His
Mother to an Asylum.

An aged woman, named Annie Stanniels,
was examined before the Insanity Com-
missioners yesterday. She was there on
the complaint of her son, William Henry
who keeps a confectionery-store on Web-
ster street. The woman was npeatly
dressed, and except a slight nervousness
betrayed no signs of insanity., Her son
had caused her arrest on Thursday night,
and had her sent to the Home for Inebri-
ates. He testified that his mother is in the
habit of calling at his store and abusing
him, but she interrupted him, saying, *Ob,
Wiliie, why have you done this 9”

** What have you been bothering me for?”
he replied.

Fred Draper, a milkman, testified that
Mrs. Stanniels is of a very violent disposi-
tion and had struck him with a parasol.

The commissioners refused to hear any
further testimony and the case was dis-
missed. The whole aspect of the case was
that the son had an evident desire to have
Lis mother sent to the asylum. Mrs, Stan-
niels has two policies of insurance in two
societies for $3000 each, made out in her
son’s behalf.

HIS LAST DEAL.

A Mining Man Suicides Because
of His Losses.

J. W. Whitlatch Futs a Bullet Through His
Brain in a Fourtk-Street House—0Oance
a Wealthy Speculator.

J. W. Whiﬂatcﬁs mining man, commit-
ted suicide on Thursday night or yesterday
morning "in the lodging-house of E. R.
Owens, at 48 Fourth street, known as the
Pioneer House.

He ended his life by sending a bullet
crashing through his brain from a long,
parallelea French dueling pistol, and evi-
dently died shortly afterward. Despond-
ency, brought on by financial and family
difficulties, is bpelieved to have been the
cause of his rash act, although his mind
was evidently affected before he went to
the lodging-house to die.

Ou Thursday a fternoon he engaged a
room in the Pioneer House and retired.
Nothing more was seen or heard of him by
the proprietor or inmates, and as he did not
make his appearance at a late hour yester-
day the suspicions of Owens were aroused.

A servant went to his room door at 3
o’clock in the afternoon and found it locked.
The landlord was informed and he climbed
through the transom, gaining admission to
the scene of death.

COLD IN DEATH.

Whitlach was found lying on the bed,
cold, rigid and besmeared with blood. The
suicide was dressed only in his undercloth-
ing, which was soldenedgwith clotted gore.
Beside him was the strange-looking weapon,
with two chambers empty, showing that he
had fired twice in his determined effort to
kill himself.

The bed was covered with coagulated
blood. There was a large, gaping, ragged
nole in the top of the dead man’s head, but
only one bullet bad entered the skull. No
one in the house had heard the shots. Police
Officer McCarthy was called in, and he in
turn notified the Coroner. The remains
were subsequently remuved to the Morgue.

In the room was found a number of let-
ters, mostly written in an incoberent and
strange strain, indicating that the writer
was either insane at the time of writing or
laboring under a great mental excitement,
By the side of the body a letter lay in an
unaddressed envelope, dated Thursday,
and written to N. C. Fassett.

It was most unintelligible and incoherent
—miore 80 than the others. The writer
conveyed in it an idea that he was in dis-
tress; that he had come here on Thursday
from Oakland and was without money, and
owed a bill for board; and further, that he
had borrowed money, etc.,, and he thought
it would be honurable to pay it. He said
he felt hurt a little that he *‘got crazy the
other way, and from gzeneral reports from a
friend 1t seems that all hands have fol-
lowed suit.”

A BALDWIN-HOTEL GUEST.

Amonp the other papers was a receipted
bill for $i01 30, dated July 13, 1890, for
board and lodging at the Balwin Hotel.
Papers, ete., in his possession showed that
he was a mining operator, and a card
showed that he lived at 320 First strecet,
Brooklyn, N. Y. He has been traveling
lately, and several letters containing thede
tails of several mining transactions were
in his pockets.

The deceased had letters from Brooklyn,
N. Y., from his wife, who stated that she
and his family of four sons were in destitute
circumstances, while one letter asked for a
remittance and telling him in a manner of
upbraiding that he had forgotten his family
and no longer loved his wife. In his pock-
ets were several kevs, among them being
one marked “Baldwin Hotel, 124,” and ouly
40 cents In coin.

HIS MINING DEALS.

Whitlateh had been traveling of late, as
letters in his possession showed that he
was in St. Louis, Washington and Montana.
He bad been corresponding with A. Cam-
eron, attorney, G2 Wall street, New York,
relating to mines and mining matters in
which he was interested. Large transac-
tions were mentioned in these letters.

He had been unfortunate in his deals and
was unable to stand the heavy losses, which
not only injured himself, but left his family
in want. The state of affairs he looked
upon gs irretrievable and he breooded over
his misfortune until his brain was turned.
In the end his mind became affected by his
losses, and it is thought he was crazed
when he killed himself.

Whitlatch made and lost baif a dozen for-
tunes in this State and Nevada, and was
one of the early miners of California. He
was a man of advanced age and had a great
mauny friends in this city.
