THE FOVXPrXG OF THE ORDER.

The Order of the Nobles of the Mystic
• Shrine was instituted at Mecca in the year

A. D 656, Hijra 25, by the son-in-law of
Mohammed, as an inquisition or vigilance
committee, rendered necessary by the fail-
ure of lite la ws, as then administered, to ex-
ecute punishmpnt upon criminals. The pnr-
pos c of the order was to arrest, judge and
execute the criminal, even within the hour,
and thus strike terror and consternation
into the hearts of evil-doers. It was equal-
ly devoted, however . to the cause of truth.

The powei to establish the order in

America was conferred upon Dr. Walter
M. Fleming, thirty-third degree, and Past
Eminent Commander of Columbian Com-
mandery. No. 1, of Knights Templar,
of New York, by Kizk Allah Has-
soon i-Sendee, who \u25a0 Had competent
jurisdiction. Dr.

-
Fleming, with several

other prominent Kniphts Templar and
Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite Masons of
the thirty-second or thirty-third degrees,
established Mecca Temple in the city of

-.Xew.Yorkiu 1875, and in the following
year the Imperial Council of the United
States was formed.

The prerequisites for membership in the
order inAmerica is that of a Knight Tem-
plar, or of a thirty-second degree A. A.
8. Rite Mason ivgood standing, the latter
holding allegiance to the Supreme Council
ofthe northern or of the southern jurisdic-
tion of the United States, or toone in amity
with and recognized by them. In England
the eighteenth degree is sufficient.

The generous proposition to;make the
Order of Nobles . an 'organization for the
exercise of charity, the improvement of the
mind and an ally of the Fraternity of i'ree-
masoiiry in the United States, was pri-
marily adopted by the Imperial Council.

The well-known comedian William:J. .

Florence, who is also a noted witand prac- I
tical joker, claims to be the

father

of

the shrine in America, as the following
article, which appeared in Tin: CALL at
date of Saturday, March Id,I.sß!>. Willshow:
"Itis true," admitted Mr. Florence, "that

lam the father of the Order of the Mystic
Shrine In this country. The order dales
from the time of Mohammed, six centuries
after Christ. The Sultan of Turkey is now
at the head of the order, and the precepts
of the order are from the Koran, and are
to-day the unwritten laws of the Moham-
medan, tribes. While traveline through
Southern France in 1870 1met at Marseilles
an old lriindin the person of Yusef Cbeero,
the famous and recently deceased Oriental-
ist. »'h.'ere was by birth a Syrian, born at
Mount Lebanon, who had trained his first
ncquaintanco with the Europeans at the
English Consulate at lieyrout, and was a

hisls official in the Order of the Mystic
Shrine, which he explained. Iwent with
Cheere to Cairo, aud there, in an Egyptian
temple of the order, surrounded by dusky
Orientals, th.; only white man in the solemn
conclave, Ireceived the rites which made
me a member of the order. Ithen had the
ceremonies and other formula translated
from Arabic into French ami then into
English, and upon my return to this coun-
try the same year, explained th« order to
Dr. Walter Fleming, who soon afterward
established the Mecca Temple in New York
City, the first lodge of the Mystic Shrine in
America. One of the prerequisites to mem-
bership is that the applicant must be a
thirty- degree .Mason or a Knight
Templar, which constitutes Its only connec-
tion withMasonry. There are now about
fifty temples of the order in tho United
States. Ihave, as a sift from the Sultan—
the head of tli« order— the decoration of
Osuiai— a green sash with a uarrow strip of
red down each outer edge and a seven-
pointed star of silver, with the Sultan's own
signature engraved on a gold plate in the
center."

THE GOOD UNDONE.
Rev. Roderick Stebbins' Sermon at the

Unitariau Church.
Eev. Roderick Stebbins of Miltor, Mass.,

The
world does not suffer for want of good in-
tentions. The failingto put teem Inprac-
tice is the trouble. There will be found a
vast majority of men who hold back from
charities and good work, ana out of the hosts
ol well-disposed persons, only a dozen will-
ing tochampion any needed reform.
Inevery community there are a few such

but the majority begin and end in merely
wishing itwell. What a change to society
nod all the relations of men and women
there would be ifall things were done ac-
cordiue tn a genetal impulse. How much
suffering is caused by smne uninteutioDal
wordl There are somethings which peo-
ple need never know, but which their
lriends know. Aheartless remark, an un-
kind criticism, yet there is al»:iys some
one who should keep silent, yet has notthe
strength to kenp from speaking.

Why is itthat our lifeis but a feeble ex-
presstoc of the eood that is within us?
There are several reasons for this. Moral
cowardice is one and self-distrust is an-
other. Now, cowardice is not a pleasant
word; Itis not agreeable, but we are con-
stantly observing the need for deeds of
self-sacrilice in cases of sickness and suf-
fering, and there are very few who respond.
A man fails to stand by his own belief
through fear of public opinion. What is
this public opinion? Is ithigh-minded and
pure? Itis simply the opinion of tho ma-
jority.

But there is another thing. Man must be
firmlyconvinced of what is right before he
is willingto suffer for it. There is a great
deul of skepticism now of what a man
onght to do. lie wants to do right, but is
uncertain and distrusts himself. Toexpress
a distrust in the belief in goodness, liope
and eternal lifeis to distrust in God. We
can have a hypothesis of trust and a hy-
puthusis of fear; but the hypothesis of
trust is for us if we place our faith in the
God of the living.

THE SAN FKANCISCO.
She Makefl Another Trip on the Bay to

li»i Her Mitcliiuery.
The trial trip of the new cruiser San

Francisco, which took place on the bay on
Saturday, was everything that could be de-
sired by the builders. To use the words of
Irving M. Scott:"

Everything worked splendidly, and
there was no trouble whatever. The en-
gines ran smoothly and cool at sixty-six
revolutions a minute. The cruiser made
about ten knots an hour with the highest
revolution, and*there Is little doubt ofher
exceeding the contract requirements. If
she does, her builders will receive a hand-
bome premium."

Notwithstanding the trip on Saturday it
was determined to make snotlier yesterday.
Shortly after 7 o'clock the anchor was
raised, and the gullaut cruiser steamed up
toward Hunters Point. Arriving oft' the
point she circled nround sevcnxl times while
the compasses wnre being tested and com-
pared. She then returned down the bay
and cruised around until 4 o'clock in the
ufteruoon, when Bhu ruturueii to her an-
ebonfGß. The San Francisco is a much
more graceful looking vessel in the water
than the Charleston, and with her long
white hull, ydluw smokestacks and single
mast attracted the general attention aud ad-
tniration of thousands on the ducks and on
the ferry-boats. Captain Goodall was in
command and the same officers were on
board as on the initial trip.
To-day the cruiser's steam-pipes willbe

covered witha non-conducting material and
the lagging will be put in to-morrow. On
Thursday she will go to work in earnest
preparing for her trial trip of four hours,
durinu which she must average nineteen
knots to 1111 the contract requirements. It
willprobably bo next week before the crui-
ser leaves for >:mt:i Barbara Channel, where
the first trial tripover the forty-mile course
will take place.

Chief Steward Park, of the San Francisco,
who also acted as steward of the Charlestonon her trial trip, is at present ill, and will
probably be unable to go on the official trial
trip.
