How Two Philadelphia Pawubrokers
Worked a Young Dealer.

Some recent offers of rewards for the re-
covery of diamonds and jeweiry indicate
that the sly and agile summer-resort burg-
lar is making the most of the season’s op-
portunities, Coincident with the offers of
rewards the police authorities of the various
cities of the country are furnished with as
complete printed statements of the rob-
beries as can be made and with descriptions
of the stolen property. ‘The circunmstances
of a conspiracy in 1880 to despoil the dia-
mond-dealers of this cily of a lJarge amount
of stock have just come to light. A
clever young Philadelphia Hebrew had
made a great reputation as a sales-
man and upon the strength of it
and a small capital launched into busi-
ness for himself. Two pawnbrokers of
the Quaker, City who knew of his high
standing in the trade, yroposed to him to
buy as large a gnantity of diamopds as he
could in New York and pay as little cash
upon themn as he could get the gems for.
They proposed to make good his checks on
a Philadelpbia bank for whatever cash pay-
ments he had to make. The young mer-
chant yielded. He came to New York and
bought $60,000 worth of precious gems, pay-
ing upon them only about $4000. The
pawn-brokers took the gems and in about a
month told the young HebLrew merchant
that they would have to go into bankruptey.
T'he diamond dealer acquiesced and went to
his lawyer and toid him to put him through
an assignment, with an offer to pay 10 cents
on the dollar.  With many alleged mis-
givings the Philadelphia

v lawyer un-
dertook the job. The young diamond-
dealer had a story of pocket-pick-
ing on the cars, of gambling losses

and losses on the race track to tell to
account for the disappearance of his money
within a month after the purchase of the
gems, and the lawyer told him it would not
e believed and that if it was true it would
send him to grison. But the young man
persisted in his determination. His offer
was rejected and he was arrested for ob-
taining goods under false pretenses and put
under $60,000 bail, which he was unable to
furnish, Then he told the whole story.
Under threat of exposure and prosecation
the pawnbrokers wa ked into the lawyer’s
office one day, where they met their would-
be victims and restored $30,000 worth of the
gems and the proceeds of the sales of the
remainder. With the restoration of the
ﬂams the prosecution ceased. The young

lebrew went into substantial exile in the
West, and is said to have profited by the
dear fesson that he gained in the big dia-
mond case. The pawnbrokers, having had
n o reputations to lose, continned on unmo-
lested in the same old way.—N, Y. special
to the St. Louis Post-Dispateh.

GERMANY’S NEW RIFLE

Wonderful Penefration — Low
Trajectory—Length of Range.

The German military authorities have
again issued a new rifle to their entire
active army. It was only in 1888, says the
New York Tribune, that the German army
was armed with magazine rifies, but owing
to the discovery of a better and more
powerful smokeless powder, the present
rifle is a greatly altered one, and much
more destructive. The rifle manufactories
of Spandau, Dantzig and Erfurt have been
busy at the manufacture for the last year
and a half, and must have worked with
great activity, for seldom has a large army
been rearmed in so short a time. With re-
gard to the Reserves and Landwehr, first
levy, they will probably be armed by
April 1, 1891,

he chief characteristies of this new rifle
are: Itistobe used as a repeating rifle,
and not as a single loader; its boure is
smaller than of any previous military rifle,
being only three-quarters of an inch. Its
range is 3000 yards, and it is actunally
sighted up to 2000, or nearly 1000 further
than the old rifle (only two years old, how-
ever), in use in Germany. Its flatness of
trajectory, penetrating power and cer-
tainty of aim are considerably increased,
and its projectile, as well as its barrel and
the separate parts of its lock, are quite dif-
ferent. The weight of its ammunition is
slight, and the new smokeless powder has
a much stronger driving power than that
hitherto in use. This gives the bullet a
velocity of 680 yards a second at twenty-
seven yards from the muzzle.

To prevent the overheating of the barrel,
consequent upon the rapid firing, the new
rifle has received a barrel-case invented by
Major Mieg, which is drawn over the bar-
rel proper while in red-hot condition. The
cartridges are packed in cases of five, which
are constructed on the Mannlicher system.

The bullet itself is a new improved pro-
jectile. It consists of a steel-cased, nickel-
plated, leaden bullet shaped like the sec-
tion of a round lead-pencil, tapering to a
fine point. With an elevation of 32 degrees
the extreme range, 3000 yards, is reached,
a range which is equal to a considerable
field-artillery range.

From the musketry instructions that
have been issued with the rifle, the follow-
ing is laid down as the table of penetra-
tion, and is certainly extraordinary: It
penetrates dry deal 32 inches at a distance
of 110 vards; at 440 yards, similar wood 18
inches thick; at 880 yards, 10incnes; at 2060
yards, 2 inches: and at330 yards, iron plates
7.25 of an inch thick, The depth the shot
penetrates into newly thrown up sand
amounts, at 110 yards, to about 36 inches;
at 440 yards, 20 inches; at 880 yards, 14
inches, and at 2000 yards to 4 inches,

This new table of pemetrations is bound
to bring abouta change in the present breast
and earth work reguiations for the protec-
tion of infantry in action or fieid fortifica-
tion. ‘I'he first sight «f this rifle is good up
to 330 yards, and has its point-blank range,
that is, therange at which the point sighted
and struck coincide, at about 280 yards.

In the hands of thoroughly drilled and
steady men, every bullet ought to hit within
a range of 280 yards; up to 350 yards, every
shot onght to hit a kneeling ovponent; up
to 550 yards, a kneeling file—that is one man
bebind the other—up to 660 yards, a stand-
ing file or any one mounted man.

The French thought they would be first
in the field with the Lebel rifle, but they
now will be some months behiod the Ger-
mans, who also have a great advantage
over their former enemies in the fact of the
barrel not becoming nearly so rapidly
heated ; a great defect in the Lebel rifle.

I'he extraordinary qualities of this new
rifle make it apparent that even quite stout
trees will be no shelter in the future, as the
bullet passes right through them, and
furthermore, that one bullet can pass
through several men, the only consolation
left to the soldier being that the bole made
is a small one,

Smokeless powder and such terrible
weapons as this rifle and those of a kindred
kind must revolutionize theinfantry tactics
of the next war.
