It was nearly 3 0’clock when Shea stepped
up to the plate at the Haight-street grounds
and Umpire McLaugblin called ‘“play.”
The fog bad commenced to roll in from the
ocean with all its accustomed coldness, yet
the stand and bleachers were packed fuller
than they bave been at any time since the
opening game this season.

Finn’s new pitcher, McCarthy, was in the
box for the home team, and the way he
teased the Spiders from across the bay was
enough to break Colonel Tom Robinson’s
heart. To be sure he did not make a strike-
out record, but sickly infield hits or sky-
scraping flies were all they could do with
his delivery.

He was superbly backed up by Speer and
the other members of the team, the only
misplay thut did any damage being an un-
fortunate muff by Stevens of Everett’s rifle-
shot throw in the sixth inning, which, had
he beld it, would have retired Captain
O’Neil and sbut off one of the Colonels’
runs.

Cobb also pitched a fine game for his
side, but his infield did not accord him the
support that McCarthy received, unless
Lohman {is excepted. That hardworking
young star was in the game all the time,
and soon demonstrated to the Friscos’
entire satisfaction that as base-stealers
they were not in it.

The game was played with a snap and
dash far different from the usual languid
manner of the games at Haight street, and
beid the close attention of the spectators
until the last Quklander was retired by a
lightning double play., It was ‘“‘up and
out” in rapid succession until the sixth
inning, when the Colonels broke the nest
of goose eggs by getting a man across the
rubber. Sweeney, the first man up,
popped up a fly, which Everett pulled down
in great shape. Norris O’Neil drove a
scorching grounder to the big shortstop,
which he fielded in beautif® form and
drove the ball like a flash across to Stevens.
The sphere struck the baseman’s hands
squarely, stuck to them for a fraction of a
second and then fell to the ground, and be-
fore it could be recovered the Oakland cap-
tain was safe.

A Conference of Umpires To Be Held.—
Coughlin’'s Case.

The Cincinnatti Enquirer says of the
celebrated referee of the National League:
“Umpire Lynch has hardly more than a
speaking acquaintance with any plaver in
the league. He does not want to become
better acquainted—in fact, he rather holds
aloof from the members of the profession.
He never pnts up at the same hotel as the
visiting team does. During his stay here he
was quartered at the St. John’s Hotel,
while all the players put up at the Grand.
Lynch rarely ever has anything to say at
the ball grounas. He simply comes to the
club-house about a quarter of an hour be-
fore play is called, exchanges his street
attire for his field uniform, umvires tho
game, and does not again see play-
ers, manager or any one connected
with base-pall until he again appears
on the grounds for the game the next
day. To this very fact Lynch owes his
effectiveness as an umpire. He is not “Jim-
mie” or “Charlic” with the players, He
maintains his dignily, aud insists on ““ Mr.
Lyucn ” at all time and places. He does
not allow any quibbling, and, if necessary,
can take care of himself without ealling in
the aid of the police. Two of the Cinein-
nati plavers undertook to roast him after a
game in Philadelphia. They were Harring-
ton and Keenan. Lynch putan end to all
argument by inviting the players to step in
the club-house and have it out with nature’s
weapona.

The erratic Peek-a-Boo Veach is reported
to have arrived at Sacramento Saturday
night. He did not put in an appearance in
this eity yesterday, and Manager Finn is
somewhat wrathy in consequence. He
should not be, for Pee¢k, when he went
East, left his wife and children in the Cap-
ital City, and it is only natural that he
should want to see them after his long ab-
sence. The ex-Clevelander will probably
arrive here to-day and immediately go inio
practice with the San Franciscos.

Colonel Robinson is responsible for the
report that the Sacramento Directors are
considering the advisability of releasing
Coughlin in order to reduce expenses. If
such is the case Roscoe’s work yesterday
will probably knock all such thoughts out
of their heads, for no other pitcher in the
league could go in against the heavy bat-
ters from Stockton twice in one day and
hold them down as he did, winning both
games. Coughlin will probably finish the
season with the Senators.

Captain O’Neil has resumed his position
at short. The Oaklands signalized his re-
appearance by dropping a game to Frisco.

esterday’s games will undoubtedly have
the effect of reviving interestin the national
game, which recently has shown unmistak-
able signs of dying out.

‘* LITTLE SUNS.”

That's What the Good People of Gunate-
mala Call Electric Lights.

A young Cincinnatian, who is in Central
America engaged in the putting up of elec-
tric lighting plants in that tropical country,
writes in an interesting manner of the
strange sights and manuners and custome of
the people.

Not the least matter that calls for ad-
miration is the idea of a country thatis
pojularly supposed in the States to be so
far in the rear of the front rank of civiliza-
tion being able to boast of a system of
illumination as good as that of the large
cities of the United States.

The correspondent fully appreciates the
situation, and in view of possibilities and
the energy and enterprise of the Yankee
dollar facetioualy says: *“‘The time will no
doubt come wken all explorations will be
conducted with the aid of electric lights
whieh have previously been laid in places
Litherto dark and inaccessible.

“The explorer of the future will be a to-
tally different sort of a man from the indi-
vidual who makes his bread and butter to-
day by that perilous process. I am con-
vioced by what 1 have seen of the growth
ard extension of the business of electricity
that the coming explorer will be a comfort-
able sort of an individual, who will jog
along with & bottle of saltsin one hand and
an electric fan apparatus tied to bis person.
He will be electrically invulnerable to the
attacks of Dbugs and reptiles, and he can
light up the surroundings for miles around
by connecting bimself with the miles of
wire that will streteh ont in all directions.

“But seriously, the advent of the electric
light in this country (Guatemala) will, I
think. mark a more distinet revolution 1n
matters than most any other invention.
Rapid transit the peovle will not permic
Such a condition of affairs is incompatible
with their nature. The electric light is
something that wiil stir even the lazy, gray
matter of their brain-pan without causing
them to hustle. [ don’t know that any
great amount of good could be evolved even
were all the intellect of the country con-
solidated in one set of brains, but the ten-
dency of thinking is not bad, even in a
native, What the people think about the
light is a matter of mystery. They will
stand in groups stnpidl{ gazing at the sil-
very horse-shoe or the blazing mass of in-
tensely brilliant light as it splutters and
sings, with an expression of awe upon, their
countenances, Some of the people whose
intellect has been cultivated with a hoe
gravely remarked in my hearing the other
day that the light was ‘little suns.” Not so
bad for a Central American savage, was it?
The administration down here is demo-
cratic—i. e., it isnot republican. As a con-
sequence the streets are a caution, even un-
der the electric light.

“ The streets are mostly narrow with
cobble-stone surface and a two-fool wide
soft sandstone sidewalk, which wears into
deep ruts and hummucks. Thnere are no
curbstones, and the gutter as the principal
arrangement is in the middle of the street,
T'he street slopes from each side to the gut-
ter. The houses are never above two
stories in height, and are solidly builtin
order to withstand the variegated
assortment of earthquakes that come
our way with disagreeable frequen-
cy. They are built of clay mud in
the adobe fashion, with trimmings
of stone. The wealthy people, however,
live in houses of sandstone which can be
easily. cut with a knife. The roofs are
either made of red tiling or corrugated
iron. The people, with a sense of the ms-
thetie, it seems to me, cover the adobe
houses with plaster, which they kalsomine
in dellcate tints of colors. The effect is
picturesque, for the red, white or blue cov-
erings of the houses stand outin bold re-
lief. The art of cultivating yards or lawns
has not reached this country.

“The buildings are buiit plumb against
the sidewalk and the doors and windows
open directly on the street. The windows
are covered with iron or wooden gratings,
which, when open, extend partially across
the sidewalk, much to the annoyance of the
pedestrians, who, during & windy day, are
kept dodging at a rate that would make a
presidential candidate Lide his head for
envy. One of the practical uses of ourlight
in this country is to warn people of the
presence of these architectural nuisances.
The light, bowever, is a matter of much
concern to young people. In the semi-light
of the splendor of the star-sprinkled tropical
skies much Inspiratlon was founda for the
voung man who would *a-wooing go.” The
eleetric light threatens to break up all such
scenes and seances., Then in addition to
this the dusky senoritas don’t show up well
under the light, It gives them a shadow
effect that is not at all enchanting, and
would not be surprised if ooe resuit of the
introduction’ of the light was to cause a
tremendous use of complexion powder by
the ladies. However, this is cnly a theory.”
—Cincinnati Times-Star,

MME. HAYEM’S STORY.

She Tells Why Her Husband and Her
Children Killed Themselves.

PAris, July 26.—Mme. Hayem, the only
survivor of the tragic suicide of the entire
family on Rue Avron, left Jenot Hospital
to-day without a friend in the world, and
less than $500 in her pocket. Of this sum,
$120 was sent to the jailer for her relief in
small sums from people quite as poor as
she was.

Baroness Rothschild sends $£200 One-
half of this sum, if sent a month ago, would
have prevented the tragedy. Madame Hay-
em seems to care little about the decision
of the police not to prosecute her for mur-
der, She is still suffering in a measure
from the fumes of charcoal. She says that
if her husband and childreu went through
the same experiences she did they must
have suffered fearful agony. A reporter
found the woman sitting on the side of a
bed dressed for departure. Her hands
were erossed upon her lap and she was the

She wept, but between tears she told
something more of her husband, and his
absolute dread of asking charity, *‘He
was so proud, my dear husband; teo
much so perhaps, but before he went to
Mexico he moved in good society, He,
knew all the Senators, deputies and jour-
nalists.

THE GRAND COUNCIL.

Enthusiastic Reception of County
Delegations.

A Demonstration Late at Night in Honor of
Nevada Visitors—The Grand Parade—
Gossip of the Convention.

The Parade Committee of the Y. M. I,
met in the Flooa Building yesterday after-
noon, Major Deunls Geary in the chair.

It was decided to countermarch on Van
Ness avenue after leaving St. Ignatius
Chureh, and then march down Eddy street
to B’nai B’rith Hall, where the parade wiil
be dismissed to allow members time to re-
turn to work in the afternoon.

The banners and flags will be carried
into the church and each standard-bearer
will stand his flag up at the end of tiie pew.
During the ceremonies it is expected that
the contrast of American and institute
flags will form a picturesque appearance
and the whoie be very imposing.

The grand officers and delegates will not
be received at headquarters in the Flood
Building by the parade, as previously an-
nounced, but will assemble there at 8 o’clock
in the evening and march to New Mont-
gomery street and take place at the head of
the procession.
