KOT CKCEI/1 V AT LAW.

The Supreme Court Sets Aside a Los
Anpftles County Divorce*

Mary H. Waldron, wife of David V. Wal-
dron of Los Angeles County, will not be
pleased with the decision rendered yester-
day by the Supreme Court, which, with a
cold eye to the legal aspect only of her
claim for divorce ina suit in the Los Angeles
County Superior Court, bet aside tlie decree
of the lower court which granted her a
divorce, with SIOU per month alimony as
long as she remained unmarried, besides
$1000 attorney's fees.

Mrs. Waldron sued for a divorce on the
ground of extreme cruelty, the extreme

ccn&ittine of the vile and abusive
names which Waldron was in the habit of
calling her when he became a little "how
came ye so," and reeled home in the still
small hours of tlie morning. The Superior
Court, however, found that lie was not alone
to blame in their little domestic disturb-
ances, that Mrs. Waldron had a temper of
her own, and n habit of speaking her mind
pretty freeiy on all occasions when her
liege lord was not as he should be. The
court also found that the vile mimes afore-
said did not have any tendency tvInjure her
health.

The Supreme Court on appeal ruled that
the findings of the lower court did not es-
tablish a case of "extreme cruelty" within
the meaning ol the statute. Extreme
cruelty, as laid down by the best authorities,
must, to constitute grounds for divorce, be
In the first place without just cause or pro-
vocation, aud, in the second, endanger the
mental or bodily health of the person com-
plaining, iioth the Gliding* of the court
and tlie testimony in the case showed that
the abusive language to some degree, nt
least, was provokt-d, and there is not the
slightest evidence that the abuse inany way
endangered her health.

Justice Patterson in a dissenting opinion
declares that the reasoning of the other
Justices is on the basis that woman is a
mere animal and falls to take Into account
her mental and emotiuual qualities, and in
conclusion declare*:
Itmust be remembered that oue reason why

more divorces are granted now iall formerly, isbecause formerly wives bad uo remedy lormany
outrageous wrongs. .... \u25a0

Interviewed Aboot n l.ninl of Poetry,

iii'.-.iity nnil Literntnre.
Assistant Postmaster-General Clarkeon,

who was recently in this city, was inter-
viewed by the representative of an Eastern
journal, aud on the subject of California,
when reminded that Me had said that Cali-
fornia was peculiarly the lantlof poetry and
beamy, said:

Baker, the equals of any
Americans, past or present, Senator Sar-
gent, Senator Quinn, all in one quarter of
an acre of ground, a spot of earth scaicely
to be caualed iv tue republic.

SEA AND SHORE.

Capture of a Monster Whale by

the Northern Light.

Loss of the Togb;»t Etta Whi'.e—Schosner C.
T. Hillon a Rock-B?cora of the W. F.

Babcock— The Beached Steamer.

The steamer Jeanie, Captain Porter, ar-
rived early yesterday morning, 13 days
from Prince Williams Sound; viaNanaimo,
4 days. From Prince Williams Sound she
brought 77 casks of whale oil, 340 bundles
whalebone, 24 barrels ivory, and 12 casks
and 5 bags of skins. From Kauaimo she
brought 1208 tons of coal for John Roseu-
feld's Sons.

Captain Porter reports that the Balmon
catcli has been a dismal failure, the only two
exceptions being the cannery at Alitak Bay,
which packed 13,000 cases, and that at Kay-
kak Bay, which packed 11,000. These are
only comparative successes, as the Alitak
Bay canuery did not clear expenses last
year, while the Kaykak cannery lost 5250,-
--000. The Karluk Packing Company, which
shipped 250,000 cases last year, lias managed
to tiack only 40,000 cases this year.

One of the (iflicers of the Jeanie informed
a reporter that they spoke the whaling
bark Northern Light up nurth. She had
captured one whale which yielded 3000
pounds of bone. The average yield of a
good whale is 1800 rounds of bone aud an
extra large one 2000 pounds. The one cap-
tured by the Northern Light must have
beeu a monster aud its bone is worth about
$15,000. The vessel is owned by McKenna
of this port.

THE BEACHED STEAMER
The steamer Signal, which was reported

as leaking badly and run on the mud-flats
between Selby's and Black Point, remained
stuck there all day yesterday. She has beeu
plying on the suuiul for some time, and itis
learned that whiie there a log struck her
propeller and c;mied away one of hei blades.
Afterward another blade was carried away,
and, when the steamer left for this port, the
unequal stiain was so great, owing to the
two missing blades, thai it was deteriuiued
to come down under sail.

Shortly before the port was reached steam
was gotten up again, aud the strain paused
the vessel to open up alt. On arriving at
the anchorage in port the engines were re-
versed, aud as soon as the vessel began to
back the water commenced to ruu inaft like
a mill-race. She was at ouce headed fur the
mud-rliits and beaclicd in tiuit!to prevent
her sinking.

Tlie steamer San Jose sailed at lioon yes-
terday for Panama and way-ports. Among
the passengers were about forty United
States sailors, who are going Fast, their
terms of service having nearly expired.
They belonged to tbe Kipsic, add came up
here from Samoa ou the Adams a short time
ago. The Adams will go into commission
again on Tuesday.

all day yesterday, nud Captain C. Miner
Uuodall, iier commander, came ashore. He
say; the wurkinen are busily engaged in
putting iv the metallic packing and the
coverings on the steam pipes, and it will
probably be three or four days before the
man-of-war willniaki- iinother trip around
the bay.
