MRES. HART’S SANITY.

She

Was Railroaded to Agnews by De-
signing Persons.

A question has beeen raised as to the san-
ity of Mrs. Elizabeth Hart, who was cam-
mitied to the Agnews Asylum for Insane
about the lastof May. Theevidence against
her, upon whiei Judge Lawier issued a
commitment, was given by J. E. Sullivan
and Mary 1. Flinn, and now some of her
friends declare that she was railroaded to
the asylum that certain parties might ob-
tain control of her $20,000, Carroll Cook,
Ler attorney, has applied v Judge Lawler
to have ber case submitted to a jury, and
has reeeived the following leiter froin t he
Medical Director of the asylum:

STATE INSANE ASYLUM. }
AGNEWS (Cal), Aug. 4, 1890.

Cook and Foulds—GENTLEMEN: Yoursof Aug-
ust 2a receivea this morning. Elizabeth Hart
Lias not been with us very long, and I would hes!-
tate just now Lo express a decided opinion about
her. She 1alks very rationally, eonduets herseil
properiy, and telis a pretty straight story about
ber troubles. She is evidentiy a little weak'tu
mind, and when admitted was in a terribly dirty
condition, and her underwear almost filthy.
From ber condilfon wben admitted I supposed
she bad been excitable aud violent on the way
down, but I had no opportuniiy of inquiring of
the parties in charge of her. ¥From what I can
seo of ber 1 can frankly say that she has not yet
shhown any such manifestations of insanity as
would demand her committal to any asylum. I
will careluily observe her for a few days and
write you furtber about the case, or If oue of you
would like to come down and talk with ber, 1
should be bappy to see you and consult about the
case. You may rest assured of any assistance
necessary to do the poor woman full justice.

NOT KIDNAPING,
A Decision Rendered in a Case From
Los Angeles Counnty.

At midnight on the 26th of February last,
F. C. Keil, Charles Miller, Fred Enewald-
sen, A, and J. A, Anderson boarded a
schooner that was lyving at the wharf in
San Pedro harbor, and, partly by threats
and show of pistols and partly by brute
force, abducted two sailors named Bush
aud Kemp, who were on the scliooner.

The sailors were taken in a small boat to
the Island of Santa Catalina, and the par-
ties to the outrage were held for kidnaping
and an assault with a deadly weapon. They
appealed on habeas eorpus to the Supreme
Court, on the ground that their act was not
kKidnaping.

The Supreme Court in its decision held
that the case was not one of kidnaping,
which is defined as the forcible abduction
of a person with intent to take him out of
the county or State, while San PPedro and
Santa Catalina Island are both in Los An-
geles County.

The Suprema Court, however, refused to
release them from custody, saying that their
detention for assault with a deadly weapon
and for false imprisonment was perfectly
legal.

Robbed by His Own People.
Long Ah Chung, a Chinaman and a
stranger in the city, applied at an intelli-
gence office at 511% Bush street on Monday
for a place to work in. Having no money,
he was allowed to sleep in the office, with
two of his countrymen. According to
Chung’s statement, they attacked him dur-
ing the night, robbed him of his silver watch
and chain and a few articles of jewelry, be-
sides which one of the robbers eut him in
the cheek during the melee. Chung's inju-
ry was dressed at the Receiving Hospital.
He says he conld recognize his assailants,

Harbor Commissioners.

AMERICAN PARTY.

The Convention Completes Its
Ticket and Adjourns.

John Bidwell Nominated for Governor—Con-
gressmen and Other Officers Referred
to District Delegations.

There were rumors on Monday night of
dissersions among the Americans, and the
feeling which was suppressed then devel-
oped yesterday into a lively skirmish. Mr.
Pixley took a hand, and for a time the air
was aecidedly blue. Denis Kearny was
also on hand, and did a great amount of
talking among the delegates, but refused
to accept an invitation to address the con-
vention.

When the convention resumed work at
11:30 o’clock Alfred Daggett of Tulare was
in the chair, and it was announced that 119
delegates were present, either in person or
by proxy. This was a much better show-
ing than on the preceding day, and had a
tendency to elevate the spirits of the party
workers, ;

Upon settling down to business an at-
tempt was made to reconsider the resolu-
tion limiting speeches to three minutes.
The motion was lost by a vote of 30 to 34,
there being an evidenti desire on the part of
the delegates to dispense with long-winded
speech-making. One delegate, in fact,
stated as much in referring to the matter.

The resolution introduced by William P.
Edwards, recommending the nomination
of a straight Ameriean ticket, was then
read, and was greeted with applause. It
brought out a protest, however, from D.
Lambert of San Francisco, who asked that
consideration of the matter be deferred
until evening, when he believed there
would be a larger attendance. This pro-
voked a long and spirited discussion.

WEARY OF DILATORY TACTICS,

G. W. Melone of San Joaquin was op-
posed to any delay, and asked why any
resident of San Francisco should ecounsel a
postponement. As for himself, he said, he
was weary of dilatory tactics, and was
anxious that the business of the' con-
vention should be transacted speedily, so
that the delegates might retire to their
lhowmes. Personally he was opposed to in-
dorsing the candidate of any other party,
especially were that candidate a Prohibi-
tionist. He suggested that the delay was
for the purpose of ** freezing out’’ the
country delegates, whose time is valuable
at this seasoun of the year.

W. L. Peet urged delay, in order to give
the young men of the city who are in-
terested in the movement an opportunity to
attend and have a voice in the naming of
the ticket. If this were not done, he felt
that they would grow cold in their allegi-
ance to the party and its ticket.

C. C. Tucker’s proxy suggested that the
convention was packed In the interest of
certain candidates, and for thal reason he
opvosed any delay.

This was a home thrust and awoke the
slumbering ire of Mr, Pixley, who sprang
to his feet to denounce the intimation of
the existence of a **job.”

**]1 don’t care a ——,”’ he shouted at the
top of his voice, **what any one thinks of
me. Iam here honestly and so are we all,
I think. The party is in the crisis of its
birth and is too swall for any jobs, Let no
other party direct our nominations. Don’t
be afraid of injuring the feelings of some.
It's the great American dollar that is ruling
too many. Let us make up a ticket irre-
spective of what other parties are doing,
and indorse whom we bplease, without ref-
erence to whether or not their names are on
other tickets.”

EiWarming up to his subject, the fiery ed-
itor of the Argonaut proceeded to denounce
a certain nationalitv in his choicest epi-
thets, and eoncluded by offering to pay the
board of any delegate who is not able to
remain longer in the city. He was anxious
for delay, and his coffer was made in a
friendly spirit. This sally drew forth a
burst of laughter, and Chairman Daggett
called F. W. Eaton to the chair and spoke
against any further loss of time. He also
denied that there was any " jobberv’” on
hand.

NOMINATIONS FOR GOVERNOR.

The resolution was then read a second
time, and a motion to lay it on the table
was finally carried, and nominations for
Governor were declared in order.

‘Alu adjournment was then taken until 2
0 ¢loek.

On reassembling in the afternoon, there
was an effort made by those in favor of de-
lay, to talk against time, but this was
quickly squelched, and a motion was car-
ried, limiting nominating speeches to seven
minutes acd seccuding-speeches to three
minutes.

Nominations being asked for, Daggett of
Tulare placed before the convention the
name of Benjamin Morgan of Oakland, a
gentleman who is willing, he said, to lead
the forlorn hope. .

A. T. Hateh of Suisun asked that nomi-
nations Dbe referred to the Execuative Com-
mittee, for the purpose of allowing them, if
advisable, to indorse the candidates of other
parties.

Mr. Pixley was again to the front, and
protested against the American party being
dragged through the mire of disappoint-
ment. e then nominated General N. P.
Chipman of Red Bluff, and the name was
greeted with cheers from the delegates.

J. W. Crawford of Alameda then placed
before the convention the name of General
John Bidwell of Chico, who is also the
nominee of the Prohibition p;u-t{ for Gov-
ernor, and at the eonclusion of Mr, Craw-
ford’s remarks Ben Morgan took the plat-
fcrm and indorsed the platform of the party.

Balloting was then proceeded with, and
General Bidwell was nominated on the first
roll-call.

HE CHEWED PUISON OAK,

And Now Swears He WIill Have Re-
venge.

W. J. Timms, who lives on Pennsylvania
avenue, Boyle Heights, recently acted on
the medical principle of the hair of the dog
being good for its bite. He was camping
in the San Gabriel Canyon, and was fearful
of being affected by poison oak, to which
he is susceptible. An experienced moun-
taineer, hearing him talk about the matter,
told him to take some of the leaves of the
plant and chew them, swallowing the saliva
resulting. This would surely prevent him
from being affected. Mr. Timms, who is a
non-suspecting man, followed the advice,
and now is hunting for the man who gave
it to him. He has been in bed for ten days,
and for three days his doctor despaired of
his recovery. Almost the entire interior of
his body was poisoned. His throat, stomach
and intestines were affected exactly as is
thie outside skin by the poison, and not only
was this the case, but externally from erown
to toe he was poisoned, IHe could not see,
swallow or hear, The slight movement re-
sulting from breathing produced the most ex-
cruciating agony. Any one who has been
slightly affected by the plant, can imagine
what it would be to have the entire interior
as well as exterior of one’s person poisoned.
Many times during his suffering Mr. Timms
solemnly swore if he recovered that he
would kill the man who got him into the
trouble, and it is said that he firmly intends
to carry out his threat half way.—Los An-
geles Herald, August 4th.

FOR MUNEY BORROWED.

Miss Coughlin Wants Mrs. Welden Im-
prisoned for Fraud.

Corcoran’s Case Continued—The Inquest
Set for To-Day.

The funeral of Henry A. Siebert, who
was shot aund killed on a Powell-street car
last Saturday night, took place from his
mother’s home, at 10 Sheridan street, yes-
terday afternoon. The Molders’” Union,
300 strong, formed in front of the house.
The crowd inside was so great that they
could notenter, so the body was removed
to St. Joseph’s Church, on Tenth street,
where the services wers held.

“From the boys of the neighborheod.” An-
other was from the union. It was a repre-
sentation of the ‘' uGates Ajar,” and had
picked out in purple fiowers *‘ Molders’
Union, No. 164—0ur Harry at Rest.”” Threa
other pieces came from the Architectural
Iron Works, where the deceased was em-
ployed prior to the strike. They all had
picked out in purple flowers * Our Shop-
Mate,” and all were surmounted by doves.
The body was dressed as when in life.
The face was peaceful, and bore no trace of
the suffering prior to death. The unfortun-
ate mother was quite prostrated over the
death of her son, and inconsolable. The
services at the church were conducted by
Father Walsh, After the members of the
union and friends cof the family had viewed
the remains the cortege started for Odd
Fellows' Cemetery, where the Interment

took place.

Next to President Diaz he is the man most
held in esteem by the Mexican people.
During the French interference in Mexico
he accompanied President Juraz in all that
famous man’s wanderings and was present
at the memorabls battle of the 5th of May,
1862, fought near Puebla, in the State of
that name. & For thirty years General Alla-
tore has been high in the councils of the
Mexican Government, both as soldier and
statesman. Some time ago he was retired
from the Mexican army on a pension, but
the troubles in Central America led Presi-
dent Diaz to recall him to active service,
and appoint him Minister to Guatemala.
He will replace_Senor Sanchez Escona,
who will go to Brazil and the Argentine
Republic as Minister to those countries.

The Body of a Suicide Found at
Highland Park.

Surveys Prepared for the Lake Merritt Boule-
vard—Postcfice Statistiecs—Aunditor’s
Annual Report.

C. W. Gilbert, who resides at Highland
Park, found the body of a man in the park
yesterday morning as he was going to his
business in San Francisco. The Coroner
was notified and the remains removed to
the Morgue. There was a bullet-hole in
the center of the forehead, evidently made
by the 38-caliber British bulldog pistol
lving on the ground. The deceased was
about six feet tall in his shoes, rather
poorly dressed, though not resembling a
tramp. He had a black beard and was of
middle age. Not a cent was found on his
person, his only possessions being a silk
handkerchief with the initials “ A. R.)”
a leather card-case with the inscription
“Compliments of the Fidelity and Casualty
Co. of N. Y., James R. Garniss agent, 219
Sansome street, San Francisco,” and two
business eards, a knife and a few trinkets.
The remains were identified last night by
Mr. Vogel of the Eureka Hotel as those of
H. A. Reifos, a technical engineer. He
was a native of Canton Zurich, Switzer-
land, aged 37 years. He was out of work
and despondent.

LAKE MERRITT BOULEVARD,

It is said that the executors of the estate
of the late Edson Adams have expended
about $1500in preparing surveys of the pro-
posed boulevard around Lake Merritt, and
they have interviewed the property-owners
around the lake witi reference to deeding
to the city the necessary land. It is under-
stood that, aside from the amount of land
required for the boulevard. the estate will
give several acres for a park outside of the
boulevard. The proposition is that the
driveway shall be 110 feet with 20-foot
sidewalks on either side, or 15-foot side-
walks and 5-foot grass-plats between the
driveways and sidwalks. Itis understood
that the executors of the estate desire the
boulevard to be built by direct tax of, say
850,000 per year, and not by the issuances of
bonds.

The Board of Public Works last evening
referred the matter of the opening of Four-
teenth street, between Harrison and Alice,
to Commissioner Fitzgerald for investiga-
tion and report. About a year and a half
ago the matter was up before the Council.
At the time V. D. Moody was preparing to
huild a house on the lot where the street
should be put through.

cable-car, B. 1. Waller, an extra con-
ductor on the Howard-street ecable-cars
also called on Chief Crowley yesterday.
He is the man referred to by E. C. Rad-
ford, who recently attempted suicide at
San Jose and who claimed that Waller
could tell a great deal about the case if he
wished. Waller denies that he knows any-
thing at all about MecDonald’s death., He
says Radford is a confirmed drunkard, half
crazy and utterly irresponsible for his
statements.

FREE PUBLIC LIBRARY.

The Monthly Meeting of Its Board of
Trustees.

The monthly meeting of the Board of
Trustees of the Free Library was held last
night, with President Terrill in the chair.
The financial statement for the month of
July showed a balance of $5931 40 net to
the credit of the library, and the Libra-
rian’s report for the month showed that a
total of 12,598 books had been issued during
the month. An average day’s delivery was
564. During the month 16,656 persons vis-
ited the libraries, and 601 volumes were
added during the month.

Laura E. Morton, Librarian of the Mis-
sion branch, reported that from Aungust,
1888, to August 1, 1890, 23,540 persons had
visited the library and 49,791 volumes had
been issued. Last month 1258 volumes had
been issued and 1803 persons had visited
the library. Annie C. Wentworth of
Branch 2 reported 1182 visitors for the
month and 806 volumes issued, and S. S.
Magilligan of Branch 3 that during the
month 1017 volumes had been recorded and
1771 visitors received.

Trustee Mann suggested the advisability
of opening a branch of the library in the
downtown distriet to accommodate the
population of that sectioun, and the matter
was referred to the Finance Committee.

I'he President read the annual report of
the T'rustees to be presented to the Super-
visors, and reported great advance in cir-
culation and a large increase of patronage.
The report recommends that in view of the
danger to the books in the libraries by gas
heat a change should be made to electric
lights, trusting also that the board will in-
crease the appropriation of the library to
meet the expense of making the change.
The report met the unanimous commenda-
tion of the Trustees and was adopted as
read.

ODD FELLOW>’ CEMETERY.

The Order Does Not Contemplate the
Yurchase of New Grounds.

A report has been circulated that the Odd
Fellows contemplate the purchase of 200
acres of land npear Colma, in San Mateo
County, tor the purposs of establishing a
cemetery site. George T. Bohen, who is
President of the Odd Fellows’ Cemetery
Association, gives this a most emphatic
denial, and says that no purchase of land
has been made or contemplated at Colma or
any other station by the Board of Directors.

Their object is to take care
of what property they are now in posses-
sion of and not to accumulate any other
country property.
