ABOUT MONEY.

Senator Jones is reported as saying:
“The part of their (the Farmers' Aliiance)
niovement on which I look with the most
interest is the demand for the issuance of
money upon products—ecorn, wheat, oats,
ete. It is going to make the men who have
bLeen erying for years that money must have
an iutrinsic value take a new view of

things.” The first essential in money is
value, the second the quality of divisibility.
A pold or silver dollar has both qualities;
it has intrinsic value and it can be made to
take a form convenient for purposes of ex-
change. Suppose the law made wheat
nioney, how would we manage to put wheat

in a convenient form?  If a hundred pounds
of wheat shonld be declared a legal-tender
dollar, how could the wheat be delivered?
Mr. Jones says that if a man had to choose
between wheat and gold on which to sub-

a number of years he would choose
vhieat. DBut in placing a man in a positioa
where money cannot be exchanged for the
necessaries of life he takes the case out of
the range of ordinary experience. The
question is not whether wheat or gold is the
better food, but which makes the better
medium of exchange. The qualities of both
gild and silver are sueh that they can be
put into a convenient form to serve as a me-
m of exehange. One can carry a dollar
of either metal in one's pocket, but nota

- wheat dollar, a corn dollar or an earth dol-
lar. An aecre of land may be worth one
bundred dollars, but the land is not sus-

ren Mr. Jones says that ke holds that a
medium of exchange once decided upon may
be anything which the Government selects
and gives the name of money. [tis a pity
Mr. Jones did not go into details and in-
form the public how wheat or land may be

ut in the form of currency. Tie value
is in either substance, but neither can be
put into a couvenient form to be handled.
It way be said that wheat ‘may be stored
and certificates signed against it, But
wheat is a perishable article and conse-
quently unsafe to serve even as the basis of

- currency. Land is not open to the same
objection, but while imperishable it is in-
convenient of delivery. The value of cur-
rency depends upon the faeility with which
it can be converted into money possessing
an intrinsic value. A note promising to
pay so many dollars in gol# or silver passes
from hand to hand because each holder
knows that the thing promised ean be
delivered when called for.

ME. BLAINE TKIUMPHS.
There appears to have been a kind of in-
tellectual duel between the President and
Mr. Blaine, from which the laiter came
away in triumph. The subject of discus-
sion was if reciproecity was consistent with
the protective policy, and if so if the con-
ditions favor treaties of that nature with
Central and South American countries.
T'he President took the negative and Mr.
Blaine the affirmative. Mr, .Wanamaker
was called in as an expert, and arrayed
himself on the side of Mr, Blaine. Other
experts were summoned, but among them
there appears to have been none who
Lieiped the President to maintain his posi-
tion. It iz mow said that the President
will recommend a change in the McKinley
Tariff Bill in accordance with Mr. Blaine's
reciproeity ideas. If this report is true it
leaves the Reed- MeKinley combination
against Blaine in a bad condition. No
public man has gained a more signal vie-
tory within bis party since the day when
President Lincoln let his Cabinet know
that himself had been elecled President—
not Mr. Seward or Mr. Chase. Mr. Blaine
stood alone when he sprung the reciprocity
idea upon the country, but re-enforcements
have come in rapidly. Under the direction
of so skillful a hand as Blaine’s, reciprocity
treaties may be framed wuich will permit

)

an inerease of exports without much injury
to domestic products. The fact that the
balance of trade with South avd Central
America is at present largely against us
affords reeiprocity ground to work upon.
If something like an cquality of exports
and imports can be secured the advantage
will remain with the United States.

PERPETUAL iXCLUSION,
The Execlusion Bill which Mr. Morrow
from the Committee on Foreign Affairs has
reported has the true rin". There is no
doubt of its purpose. The trouble with re-
striction bills has been that they made too
many exceptions; if a laborer could not
get in on one pretext, he could turn to
another. He had so many chances that,
under the law of chance, he was preity
sure to succeed. The Morrow bill excludes
everybody but diplomatic and consular rep-
resentatives and their household servants.
The strength of the bill lies in its bold and
clear expression of purpose. It abrogates
all treaties not in harmony with it; it de-
clares itself to be the latest expression of
the will of a sovereign people; it does not
apologize for itself; it plants itseif upon
the principle that a nation may refuse to
admit within® its family circle people
whom it deems undesirable, The prin-
ciple now asserted against the Chinese may
be applied where the will of the people
chooses to apply it. 1t is not necessary to
2o over the old ground of argument in
justification of the exclusion of Chinese.
The bill says that the argument has been
closed on that point by three successive
acts of Congress. Both national parties
are committed to the exclusion policy. The
Republicans, being now in power, become
the special champions of the bill. An issue
has GJbeen found upon which the Democrats
will be forced by their own record to vote
with their political oppounents. The ex-
perienced hand of W. W. Morrow is seen
in every line of the bill. Itis safe to say
that if Mr. Morrow had not been re-elected
two years ago this bill would never have
been reported. A new member could not
have secured the position on the committee
which would enable him to report it. Un-
der these circumstances the proposition to
take Morrow from the House and make him
Governor of the State is a kind of folly.
Another man may succeed Mr., Morrow in

the House, but no other can get his place
on commnittees. No one can go there with
the influence Mr. Morrow has acquired

daring bis six years of service. It should
be remembered that, while this bill may
get through the present Congress, it is more
likely to go over to the next. The work of
the present session is pretty well laid out,
and the second session will be short. If
the Representative of Califcernia who re-
ports this bill is not in the next House, the
conclusion will be fair that California did
not sustain him.

THE ELECTRKOCUTION OF KEMMLER.

Electrocution, as a substitute for hanging,
has not raised itself in public estimation by
the experiment at Auburn yesterday. The
ground on which it was recommended was
that it was less cruel—as beiug less pain-
ful—than nhanginz. Death, it was said,
was instantaneous, and the ageny of the
sufferer was confined to the mental throes
preceding the execution. But, as far as
the dispatches indicate, this theory is des-
titute of support. Death was mnot in-
stantaneous in the case of Kemmler.
On the contrary, aiter a current of 1800
volts had been coursing through the poor
wretch’s body for eighteen seconds—
an eternity under the circumstances—he
still breathed, and continued to breathe
and his chest to beave for two minutes,
when the electric fluid was again applied.
As to the pain endured we are leftin doubt,
The doctors declare that Kemmler suffered
no pain after the firstshock. But his nerve
centers and tissues were disintegrated by
the current. Unless seunsibility was com-

pletely destroyed this process must have
involved the acutest degree of agony. Con-
sideripg that it is an open question whether
a man who is hanged suffers any pain after
the first tightening of the rope, the superi-
ority of electrocution, in point of painless-
ness, is at all events doubtful.

The partisans of electrocution are actua-
ted by humane instinets, which commend
themselves to the approval of all right-
minded men. Dut, so far as the reports be-
fore us indicate, their theories have not
been borne oui by the facts. It may be
that Kemmler felt nothing after the elec-
trical current first struck him. But thatis
not certain, and the doubt will probably
lead to-a repeal of the New York law., If
it be at all possible that Kemmler felt the
destruction of his tissues and his nervous
system by the pounding of the electrical
current, electrocution is a step backward,
not forward.

The subject of capital punishment has
occupied the publie mind for centuries.
Among semi-eivilized peoples it was thought
proper to make the punishment as severe
as possible in order to add to its terrors,
hence the English sentenced assassins to be
banged, drawn and quartered, and the
French bourreau tore regicides in pieces
by the aid cof wild hoises., These savage
punishments were never employed in this
country. On the contrary, in the lull of
politics half a century ago a party arose
which insisted that all forms of capital
punistiment shonld be abolished. It
tually gained strength enough to carry lo-
cal elections, A reaction then set in,
opinion veered to the opposite extreme,
and well-meaning people arguea that the
fault with our penal system was not thav
we hanged too many criminals, but that

ac-

we did not hang enough. DButitis a littie
remarkable that, though this branch of

{ penclogy has been actively discussed for a
{ century vr more by all the civilized- na-
tions, no change has been made by any of
them for a century or more in the forin ot
execution, The English and Americans
havg murderers; in ¥France they are guillo-
tined; in Spain they are garroted; in Rus-
sia, where capital punishment was nomi-

nally abolished a century ago, hLeinous
eriminals perish under the knout. Most

nations are agreed that death should be in-
flicted in such a way as to cause the least
possible pain to the conviet. But as
no one has ever come back from the grave
to describe his sensations while undergoing
death, either by the rope or the kunife or the
bullet, each nation is free to insist that its
method is the bumanest, and no one can
gainsay the assertion.

In one point the French excel all other
nations. French physiologists assert, prob-
ably with perfect truth, that the chief
agony of the condemned is endured from
mental suspense while the preparations for
the execution are being made; that the
pain inflicted by the knife is nothing in
comparison to the torture which is caused
by the preliminaries of the death scene.
Hence in France a condemned person never
knows when he is going to die. His first
intimation of the end is the appearance in
nis cell, at gray dawn, of the executioner
and his assistants,who swiftly take him from
his bed, daress him, bind him and hurry him
out to the guillotine, whose blade falls
almost before he is awake. The interval
between his summons from sleep and his
death is barely two minutes. In this coun-
try the preliminaries of an execution cover
su long a period that the condemned dies a
thousand deaths before the rope circles bis
neck in its cluteh.

: WHAT FOLLOWS?

The Hon. Ezra B. Taylor of Ohio recently
said in the House that there had never been
such a blow given to State rights as is
given in the original-package decision.
Taking this speech as a text the New York
Herald argues that the police power is the
highest power known to government, and
is not limited in its legitimate exercise
either by State or Federal constitutions.
The argument goes on to show that in the
matter of protecting the people against im-
morality, disease and danger, the State can-
not be restrained from interfering even
with interstate commerce when such in-
terference is necessary to the protection of
the morals, health, or safety of the péople.
The point in this arggument seems to be as
to the eminence of the danger against
which the police power of a State may prop-
erly protect its people. If this danger is
sufficiently eminent, the State may exercise
all the police power necessary to ward it
off: but if the danger is remote, the general
law would stand. The Consiitution gives
Congress the power to regulate interstate
commerce. It will be admitted that this
power which protects articles of commerce
brought from one State to-another from
confiscation and process of law may be sus-
pended when the preservation of that

article would work a certain and positive
injury. In applying thislaw to the sale of
spirits, the question has to be considered as
to the character and degree of the injury to
the public resulting from such sale. Let us
suppose that twenty States permit the sale
of liguors subject to State regulations,
and that fourteen do not. Can the fourteen
prohibitory States assume that the sale of
an article which twenty States permit is so
dangerous to the morals and welfare of
that State that the general law must be sus-
pended to permit the reserved police power
of a State to act? May any cne of these
fourteen States prohibit the sale and use
within its limits of an article which a vast
majority of the people regard as a proper
article of commeree? Is there not danger
that such an exercise of the police power
would group the States into hostile com-
munities, each ruling out the productions
which another State recognizes as proper
subjects of interstate traffic? California,
for example, produces wine which is uni-
versally regarded as a more healthful bev-
erage than the distilled spirits produced by
Obio or Iilinois. Yet under the police
power theory Ohio or Illineis might declare
that the sale of California wine was an in-
jury to the public of sufficient magnitude to
warrant an exercise of the police power of
the State to stop it. There will probably be
a way found out of the legal tangle consist-
ent with the exercise of reasonable police
power by the States and with the right of
Congress to regulate commerce.
EDITORI
It is probable that the Senate anda House
will compromise their differences over that
section of the Sundry Civil Appropriation
Bill relative to the irrigation problem.
Senator Allison sapguinely claims that the
result will be the repeal of the Arid Land
act and the refusal to make an appropria-
tion 1o allow Major Powell to continue his work.
There are, however, members of the lower
House who streunuously oppose the action of the
Seuate, claiming that the law whbich preserves
the use of water In the arid region to the people
of the Uunited States ought not to be summarily
repealed without maklng some provision pre-
serving the water for the benefit of the people-
Tneir idea is to provide safeguards agalnst the
rapacious designs of speculators. At all events,
Cungress should lose no time in providing for the
continuation of the surveys in some form or an-
other. Many claim it would be more satisfactory
to let the Agricultural Department coutinue the
work than bave action deferred for the session.

The jacket on the first forged steel rifled gun
ever made in this country has been successfully
shrunk on the huge tube at the Watervliet ar-
senal. If the gun when completed suceessfully
withstands the severe tests it will Le putto it
will be adopted as a type of the bireech-loading
forged steel rifled gun for coast defenses. Souwe
idea of 118 capacity may gleaned from the fact
that it will send a projectile of balf a ton a dis
tance of ten miles. No time should be lost in
providing a sufiiclent number of such guus Ior
the defense of this poit.

Mecea, the great holy city of Islam, i3 one of
the worst places in the world for an epldemic of
cholera to make 1ts appearance, and when 135
deatns are recorded in one day the prospects are
appalling. The great assemblages of piigrims,
mauy of whom have beeu enfeebled by the hara-
sbips of loug journeys, are always a dangerous
center of iufection. The situation is greaily
aggravated when the ecily is overciowded by the
lack of dralnage and the disregard for sanitary
safeguards.

The compact between France and England In
regard 1o Zanzibar has been signed. France, 1n
return for assenling to the establishment of a
British protectorate over Zauzibar and Muscat,
1s allowed to extend her sphere of influence In
Algeria and in Senegal to the Niger River. Her
predominant influrnce in Madagasear Is recog-
nized by the British Consu! taking his exequa-
tur from the Freneh Governmeat.

Canada has for years been disposing of timber
limits over vast areas, and now 1s evideotly pay-
ing for the destiuction of her forests by the visi-
tation of cyclones, that leave ruin in their wake.
1o the course of time she will, doubtless, profit
by the example of some of the European nations
that devole more care and atientlon to forestry.

The report that King Leopold has signed a
trealy with Germany sectring to the latter the
forts on the Meuse, as the base of operatlous in
the event of war with Fiance, naturally exciies
the ire of the citizens ol the republic. Sucha
compact wouid open up anotuer aveunue for an
advauce upou Paris.

A MIDNIGHT MARAUDER.

Charles Sommers Struck With a Slung-
shot by n Burglar,.

Charles Sommers, who lives in a lodging-
house at the corner of Dolores and Seven-
teenth streets, had, yesterday morning, an
unpleasant experience, which he narrated
at the Receiving Hospital, whither he had
gone to have his wounds dressed. He said
h# was sleeping very soundly, when he was
aroused by some one moving around his
room. He called out and asked what was
wanted, and the answer he received wasa
blow over the head with a stone in the toe
of a stocking and used as aslungshot. The
assnilant followed up the first blow with
others, and a struggle ensued, during which
Sommers was badly hurt. Finally, the
would-be assassin fled, leaving his weapon
behind him. Sommers says he knows the
man who committed the assault, and will
bave him arrested.
