SAVED HUNDREDS OF LIVES,

! A Woman Prevents a Terrible Rallroad

Wreck in New Hrmpshire.

BostoN, Aug. 1.—Mrs. Ewmily Bronson is
a heroine. She saved the lives of 300 pas-
sengers on the White Mountain express
train vesterday afternoon. Hardly had the
train passed the station at North Wake-
field, N. H., at 4:50 ¢’clock when the engi-
neer saw a woman upon the track just
ahead of him frantically waving a white
cloth Evidently there was daoger. A push
at ihe throttle shut off the motive power,
and a quick pull at the air-brake lever was
instantly responded to by a slackening of
speed. The train stopped with the cow-
catcher of the great locomotive almostin
front of the woman.

“ What's the matter?”

“ The track around the curve is all cov-
ered with trees. I came to warn yvou.”

Just ahead there was a sharp turn in the
shining lines of steel over which the train
would have passed had it not been halted
by the brave woman. So sharp was the
curve that afler an obstruction upon it had
come into the engineer’s view no human
power could have prevented an accident,
and an accident under such circumstances
means death—to how many beiugs no one
can tell,

Mrs. Emily Branson, from her house near
the track, saw the wind burl several huge
trees across the rails. She was alone with
her two little chiidren, but she knew that
the express was due, and that the great
trunks which bad been flung down in its
path were on such a curve that they would
be hidden from sight until it was too late.
“I hated to leave my children alone in the
storm,” said she, **but I kunew there was
nothing else to be done. So I caughtupa
towel, the first thing that was handy, and
ran up to meet the train. I'm glad I got
here in time,” she added in a quiet tone. It
required the use of axes to clear the track,
occasioning an hour’s delay. The pas-
sengers raised a purse of $500 and gave it
to the plucky little woman. Among the

Extraordinary Surgical Operation.

Probably the most extraordinary surgical
operation on record is reported from Paris.
Dr. Lannelongue, an eminent specialist in
the Children’s Hospital, has just succeeded
in the effort to give intelligence to a poor
little idiot. The child, a little girl, 4 years
old, had a deformed head, only about one-
third the size of an ordinary little one of
her age. She never smiled, never took no-
tice of anything and she could neither walk
nor stand. The doctor became convinced
that the condition of the little creature was
due to the abnormal narrowness of the
head, which hindered the natural growth of
the brain. About the middle of May last
he made a long and narrow insertion in the
center of the skull and cut a portion out of
the left side of it without injuring the dura
mater. 1TLe result of this operation was
something astounding. In less than a
month the child began to walk. Now she
smiles, interests herself in everything
around her and plays with a doll. A tol-
erably bright littie child has taken the place
of the idiot.—Chicago Tiwmes.
