ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

The Prison Directors Listen Long

and Patiently to Experts.

The State Prison Directors met last night
to listen to the representatives of the sev-
eral electric light companies concerning
their bids for lighting San Quentin Prison.
Bids had been previously submitted by
them for the furnishing of electric plants,
and itwas to obtain their views on tho cost
of operating them that the board met.

Four offers were received— from Mr. Rid-
ley of the Edison General Electric Com-
pany, Mr. Perry of the National Electric
Company, Mr. Clark of the estiughouse
Electric Company, and Mr. Taylor of the
Thompson and Houston Electric Company.
The Edison Company offered to supply
twenty-live arc lights, 170 incandescent
lights in the jute-mill, and all necessary
lights in the other parts of the prison for
SGOO per month, and should the jute-mill be
shut down at midnight, $40 per mouth
would be deducted. The National Com-
pany offered a similar service for $412 per
month, provided the jute-mill shut down at
midnight; the Westlnghouse bid -was for
$500 per month on the same conditions, and
the Thompson and Houston Company of-
fered the plant to its full capacity, regard-
less of hours, for $852 50.

There was a great diversity ol opinion
among the gentlemen on certain points.
Each insisted that his company was the
only legitimate owner of the patents under
which they operated and that the others
were infringements, whereupon there was
a general ottering of bonds to secure the
State against loss incase of suit. Then the
superiority of the apparatus of each of the
bidders was discussed together with its lia-
bility to blow out, the number of lamps it
would furnish to each| horse-power and a
host of technicalities and statistics that at
length became bewildering.

After two hours had been devoted to the
matter, Director Sonnlag stated that he had
been asked by tho President of the gas
company, who at the present supplied the
prison, to be allowed to bid on un electric
plant, and also offered to reduce tho price
ofgas from $'. to $2 25 per thousand, which
would effect a saving of nearly $300 per
month. He thought it would be well for
the Directors to go slow in the matter, as
from his Knowledge of incandescent light in
the Palace Hotel, und even the new Chroni-
cle building, be beiievea them to be unsuited
to prison purposes. Should they go out, as
they often do, and leave the prison- in dark-
ness, no one could foretell what the result
might be. lie was not in favor of going to
the expense of purchasing an electric plant
until after the new cell buildings, which
are now badly needed, have beeu erected.

Au informal discussion of the plans for
the new reform school at lone was then en-
tered upou and no decision arriv'cd at when
the board adjourned.

OLD PEOPLE'S HOME.

It Will Soon Be Formally Transferred !
nod Dedicated.

The monthly meeting of the Oid People's
Home Association, held on Wednesday at
the home, on Francisco street, was the last
which willbe held there, for on or about the
22tl inst. the magnificent new home at Pierce
and Pine streets, built and furnished from
the gift of the late Mrs. Charles Crocker,
willbe formally transferred to the associa-
tion and dedicated. Itwillbo occupied and
the old home abandoned a week or so later.
Itis now being furnished, and this work
will not be completed for two or three
weeks. -'**'\u25a0-':\u25a0'.

At the meeting in question it was re-
ported that between forty nnd fiftyapplica-
cations for admission had been received,
and that this number added to the present
sixty -two would make a family of
about 110, with which the organization
willmove into itsmagnificent new quarters.
No futther applicants willbe admitted for
some time. The expenses for the _ past
month were over 6600, and the income only
$145.

After occupying the new home the asso-
ciation willhave to depend on the benevo-
lent people ot San Francisco forits support,
and the expenses will naturally be in-
creased. The Crocker gift was the com-
plete borne, finely finished aud furnished,
but the permanent income of the society
is very small, and it hits before it the pre-
petual task of securing means for support.

LXNDEK ADVISIOIENT.
The Cases of Hughes and Schmidt Sub-

milted un Demurrers.
The demurrer to the indictment charging

Charles Hughes with perjury was argued
before Judge Shatter yesterday. Hughes
was accused of renting houses on Dupont
street for purposes of ill-repute, and during
a recent investigation by the Grand Jury,
while admitting the ownership of the
houses, swore that he did uot know the
character of the inmates.

ln support of the demurrer Hughes' at-
torney made Ihopoint that at the lime that
his client is alleged to have made the false
statements under oath the Grand Jury was
investigating a charge over which ithad no
jurisdiction, the subject-matter of inquiry,
if involving any offense, being misde-
meanor, and any false swearing immaterial
and not perjury.

Judge Shatter took the matter under ad-
visement,-as also the same point in the case
of Gustavo Schmidt, who was also indicted
on the same ground.

ALIMO-NY DENIED.

A.Marriage That Una Been a Most De-
Calcll Failure.

Robert and Elizabeth Willis were mar-
ried In this city in October, 1881. and last
March be sued for a divorce on the ground
that his wife was extravagant and addicted
to drink. He alleged that she kept a filthy
bouse, burned the. food she prepared for
them, and that he could not support her on
the wages he received as a painter.

She tiled a general denial of the charges
and averred that Willis had been extremely
cruel to her by instilling her lady frieuds
and locking her in the house, anil that he
was always penurious, although worth
5:10,000. The action was dismissed by Judge
Lawler.

Mrs. Willis then sued for SIOO a month
alimony, but this petition was also denied
yesterday by Judge Lawler. She is now
an inmate of the Asylum for the Insane at
Agnews.

Mrs. Blethen Makes No Opposi-

tion to a Divorce.

Frank M.Bletben nnd his wife were in
court yesterday when his suit for a divorce
was called. Mrs. Blethen was accom-
panied by their little daughter. The hus-
band took the witness-stand and related
how she came to him one day and informed
him that she was going to leave him for-
ever. He remonstrated with her, and ap-
pealed, ifnot for her sake, then for that of
their child, to remain at home and try to
lead a happy life. She was determined
to go, however, and packed up ;her
clothing, and went away, taking
with her the little girl. He said that
tiino and again he had appealed to her to
return, but invariably received the reply
that she would never live with him again.

He gave up all hope of reconciliation and
then determined on securing a divorce.
Mrs. Blethen made' no reply to the state-
ment made by her husband, and he was
granted a divorce. By agreement, the cus-
tody of the child was given to the mother,
and Blethen agreed to pay $15 a month for
her support. The mother was unwilling

that the father should visit his child more
than once a week and so he was given per-
mission to see her every Sunday afternoon.
They were married in 1882 and the wife
left inApril, 1889. 7->r.

HE WAS THE LAST SURVIVOR.
George Lee Schuyler, the well-known

yachtsman who died recently InNew York,
was among the gentlemen who founded the
New York Yacht Club. His death removed
the last survivor of that historic company.
Ho was born at Rhinebeck, Dutchess Couu-
tv, N. V., on Juno 9, 1811. His paternal
grandfather was General Philip Schuyler,
of Revolutionary fame. Besides being the
oldest member of the New York Yacht
:Club Mr. Schuyler was also the sole sur-
vivingowner of the famous old schooner
yacht America, which won the Royal Yacht
Squadron cup— known as the Ameri-
ca cup—at the Cowes regatta of August
22, 1851, defeatiug eighteen crack British
craft in that famous struggle. IThe cup
thus won became the absolute property of
the owners of the schooner— J. C. Stevens,
Hamilton Wilkes, George L. Schuyler,!
James Hamilton, J. B. Finlay and Ed-
winA. Stevens.

On July 8, 1857, they transferred it to the
New York Yacht Club as a perpetual chal-
lenge cup, for which any organized yacht
club or any nation might compete/ In De-
cember, 1882, the cup was returned to Mr.
Schuyler by the club, who, in1883, returned
itunder conditions to the club. lv1887 the
cup was again returned to Mr.Schuyler/
who made a third deed of gift,under which
the club now holds the cup. Within the
last few months ithad been suggested that
the cup should once more be returned to
Mr. Schuyler, so that another deed of gift
might -be drawn up, which would satisfy
everyone. His death ends this controversy,
however, as the English must now race for
the cup under the existing conditions or not
at all.
