Amateur athletic sports are picking up-
slowly and itis thought that when the ath-
letes, who have been enjoying their sum-
mer vacation, willhave become sufficiently
rested the outdoor pastimes will be well
patronized. The Olympic Club grounds
are being kept in splendid condition and
on Sunday mornings a casual observer
would certainly think that a field day was
in progress judging from the number of
sprinters, long-distance runners and weight-

The public
was promised n great year of sport, andtbe
yachting fraternity theoretically girded up
its loins and prepared lor the expected ex-
citement. The fraternity is still prepared,
but the exciting events have tailed to ma-
terialize.

'ihe Jessie -Lurline ocean race was
harped on for weeks, when itwas discov-
ered tiiat the contest never was arranged
except in the fertile imagination of come
newspaper man. The Sapohu-Linda race
was another fruitful theme, and this was"

with great assiduity, but it
.ended in wind. The larger yawls "whooped

her vi/" for awhile with the same result.
Then came a long discussion anent a con-

test between the Freda and Thetis. Tiiese
bouts did meet in the Corinthian Club
regatta on Ha! 30th, and a close and excit-
ing contest, was the result, the Freda win-
ning by a small marein on time allowance.
The only other yachting events of any im-
portance iliat have taken place this season
(which is more than two-thirds over) have
been the closed eoi. tests of th« Coriutliian
Yacht Club for the Keil, Orca and O'Kell
trophies.

As the owners of the yachts of the Co-
rinthian fleet, in which noboatof more than
iuitj live feet over all can bo enrolled, are

not millionaires, but clerks and book-keep-
ers, thfl rich members of the two elder clubs
are pleased to dub their vessels the "Mos-
quito Fleet." and decry the abilities, from
a seaman's pointof view, of their respective
crews. As a large proportion of the com-
munity worship Mammon, this, to a great
extent, has tended 'o Killtileinterest of the
public ivthese races.

In the palmy days of the San Francisco
Yacht Club, when the fleet was composed
of such vessels as the Emerald, Startled
Fawn, schooners Pearl, Peerless, Sippho,
Ariel nnd Lively, popular feeling ran high,
and on the days when the club's annual re-
gatta was held three or four excursion
(teamen wire crowded, while Telegraph
Hill was invariably black with that portion

ol the populace which possessed not the
requisite half-doilar to pay their way on
the steamers.

Things are different now, nnd unless the
sporting element can see an opportunity to
bet on a f-afe thing any aquatic event ex-
cites but little interest. Tnis is not as it
should be. There is no more noble or elc-
vatiut; sport than that of yachting. The
huodlum element takes no stock in it, and
the field is therefore left open to the repu-
table members of the community. Afloat
they can always dud congenial company.

This noble spoit strengthens the muscles,
fills the lungs with o&one, and above ail
gives a young man nerve and confidence iv
himself that no othor recreation can. The
constant motion nnd changn of scene always
lend interest Faehtiog is rarely a dull
sport except incuse of a dead culm, which is

seldom had on San Francisco linyduring
the yachting mouths, from March to Sep-

tember.
The old-timers still hold out to a certain

extent, but death and matrimony have
thinned thek ranks materially, aud the
peculiar lenture of the spoil is that the
younger men do not seem to manifest any
interest in it. The craze for pugilism that
has overrun this city is largely responsible
fur tins state of affairs.

The young men, who have seen all
this brutality, have become satiated and
blase, anil" consider themselves too
'•speedy

"
for any honest sport; yet ifthey

would only become interested iv yachting
they cuu uiid all the excitement necessary.
What is more exhilarting than to stand at
the helm of a small yacht on a breezy day
in the iliannel, with the sheets hauled flat
aft, tne little boat plunging into sea after
sea, with the white spume running along
the lee cockpit-rail, the spray Hying into
clouds over tue forvvaid windward deck, the
"chfep" of the water as it rushes by and
forms little, whirlpools iv your wake, the
rhythm of the wind through tho taut weather
rigging making sweet music, while all this
time yon realize that you arc au actual par-
ticipant in this glorious iret'doui, instead cf
lieing ;in Inanimate spectator.

The Corinthian Club has done a great
deal to foster and encourage the sailing ol
fir.all b. ats and has new as many mem-
bers n^ it can comfortably accommodate;
hut low uiembeis. be they ever so enthu-
siastic, cut but a small li^'ure in acoininu-
nily as large us this, uud it seems as tlii'iiiili
the" sentiment of the youth of San Fran-
cisco is to didge exercise and not to par-

Osboru won the first, with a score of 64 out
of a possible 72.

Beck, the eelobrated pigeon shot, met at
Indianapolis, Ind., on August 4th, to dis-
pute the title of champion wing-shot of
America. Beck won the cup from Frederick
Erb at Lafayette. Ind., February Hth last,
and dt.lended it successfully agaiust Erb
three mouths later, but was rather easily
beaten by Elliott, who is a clever shot and
very strong with his second barrel. There
was some betting at eveu figures, though
the amount of money wagered was compar-
atively small. One thousand people saw
the matcli, which took place on the Capital
City Gun Club grounds. Elliott's bent ruu
was 38 and Beck's 21, Elliott used his sec-
ond barrel tokill twenty times, Beck six-
teen times. The birds were a fair lot,
though not hard enough to make much
sport. Both men used haiumerless
guns, Eliiutt shooting a Greener, weighing
7 pounds 8 ounces, aud Beck a Parker,
weighing 7 pounds (iounces.

Anglers who have been
accustomed to visit tlie principal trout
streams which Mr. Wumibury referred to
in his report stated positively that not a
single lisli front the hatcheries has been
placed in any of tlie glens or creeks within
100 miles of .San Francisco.

Mr. Wood bury has no doubt fulfilledhis
duty, so far as obeying the orders of the
Commissioners, but it is quite safe to say
that he has not been present at any time
when these fish, which the State pays for,
were placed iv public waters, as stated by
him on Tuesday, the sth hut. The several
thousand trout eggs shipped from Sisson
this year to the owners of private ponds
and creeks need never hupe to swim in the
public stream^, which for years have been
left barren ol trout.

The Chinese fishermen found guilty of
the illegal catching of fish by a Marin
County Judge have appealed to the Su-
preme Court. The cases of nine other
"pirates," which should have been heard
last Friday, were postponed until the 2o'tu
inst.

Local Agents Have No Fear of

Another Bate War.

Tonriit Travel Burin? the Winter-The Hew

York Strike Settled— Bepairi Needed

on the S. F. and N. F.

The rate war, of which there has been so
much talk, is still ina state of embryo, and
as far as can be learned the agents strenu-
ously refuse to admit that there isauy pros-
pect of its developing into v full-Hedged
conflict for overland travel. High of the
Chicago and Alton claims that hu has not
received instructions to withdraw from the
agreement of April last, while I'asseuiier
Agent (joodmau of the Southern Pacific de-
clares that High has received such instruc-
tions from his head office. Whether he has
or net, the situation ou the Coast will not
be affected, as he would not dare to make a
lower rate even after withdrawing from the
iron-clad contract. When questioned re-
garding the situation, one of the general
agents said yesterday:"

There is no rate-cutting and no pros-
pect of a rate war. These stories of low
rales and trouble between the lines worK
great injury to the business, inasmuch as
the people willnot move as long at there is
talk of trouble. This story was concocted
in the om'cc of the l'ennsj lvania and given
to the newspapers for tue sole purpose of
hurtinK the ticket business. The Pennsyl-

vania people have so little business that
they get lonesome, aud find amusement at

the expense of the other agents."

Other agents were interviewed on the
subject and were unanimous inthe opinion
that Uie story of a rate war was started with
malicious intent and found its source in tne

office of ibe Pennsylvania, where, they say,
the ticket-cases are covered with cobwebs

and the desks with moss.
TOUIiIST TISAVEL.

Tourist travel to the Pacific Coast during
the coming winter bids fair to be heavier
than ever before, and though early in the
season to anticipate a heavy run, yet the
most active preparation!) are being made
by tlie railroad companies and excursion
agencies for a heavy season. The Vauder-
blltpeople illrun a series of cross-con-
tinent excursions, and the Pennsylvania,
not to be behind in the race, will run
special trains to the Coast dunug Hie
mouths of January, February and March.
Itis planned to have these excursions draw
from the great cities of the Middle States,
as well as from New York, Philadelphia
and Washington. Itis thought that an en-
tirely different patronage from the Ray-
mond organization, which draws chiefly
from New England, will be developed.
One Rood thing about the new excursions
is that they are to run through direct to
ban Francisco, not, as many excursions in
the past, to Los Angeles first.

The Kaymond people have already made
their plans for the winter campaign.

ASSESSOR NEALON'S
ANNUAL REPORT.

Values Settling Upon a Substan-
tial Basis.

Reforms Obstructed by Insufficient Clerical
Help in the Office

-
Reductions on

Improvements.

The annual report of Assessor Nealon,
which has been filed with the Board of Su-
pervisors, shows that the personal proper-
ty roll amounts to 5GC,243,938, an increase
of 81,322,945 over last year, and tns real
estate roll 82^4,672,468, of which $104,546,348
was assessed against land and the remainder
against improvements. The rolls show a
decrease from last year of 88,060,202 on
lands, and an increase of $1,G17,225 on im-
provements, making a net decrease of §6,-
--447,977 on real estate, and of 55,125,034 on
both kinds of property.

The followingextracts are from tlie re-
port:

The Assessor inquires what
good object this antiquated method of
double collection and distribution caucerve,
and suggests that each county be given
direct that which itcollects.

THE KATE OF TAXATION.
The tendency of many Aiueilcan cities Is

towaid larue aud Increasing expenditure In Ilia
conduct of their municipal government. The
aver ace taxpayer, In defense of lib properiy-
rlghls,Is called upon to maintain a coustant
struggle to keep these expenditures within
reasonable limits. His effoits cunuot be said to
have always been successful. Muulclpaloutlays
aie not always made iv a manner to merit In-
dorsement, nor do they always encourage liope
of reasonable economy, even when made for the
most meil.orlous oojeci.

Surprise then should not be entertained that
even so piomesslve a body of people as the citi-
zens of San Fiaucisco should desire to place a
limit to lire rale of taxation ou property. lime
bad demonstrated to them the comparative ease
with which municipal expenditure might be lim-
ited, win h low taxation caused the financial
meain to ulCKle but feebly into our municipal
strong-box. Time had also sufficiently demon-
snared to them the almost utter helplessness of
aiteuiptlUK to successfully agitate and remoii-

\u25a0liaie against extravagant expenditure when a
tilth rate of taxation produced an overflowing
treasury.

This lesson was not lost upon our own tax-
payers. The history of other cities might one
day become our own, the remedy was to limit the
amount of tax to be derived from the taxation of
properly, real and personal. This sentiment
favorlni! limitation oftaxation made Itself fell in
the local municipal couveutluos of each political
party.

New Lumber CJoiuiiiwiy.

timber, wood, piles, bark and other tlmiirr
product, etc. The capital stock is 8100,000,
divided into one thousand shares of tiie par
value of Sim) each, and all subscribed as
follows: Walter Dickins, 400 shares640,000; Benjamin Ilobart, 400 shares,
840,000; C. K. Splivaln, 5 shares, S500; Amos
C. Dickins, 95shares, 89,500 ;Peter Gillogley,
100 shares, 810,000. The abovo named
gentlemen have been appointed Directors
for the first year.

NO NEGLIGENCE.
A Salt luteresting to Coutrac-

tors and Builders.

The suit of W. \u25a0VYinterhalter against P.
H. Bielenberg, to recover 8299 99 for archi-
tect's services was decided yesterday by
Justice Kcimer infavor of the plaintiff. It
was defended upon the ground that tbe
plaintiff had been employed to prepare plans
and specifications for the erection of a cer-
tain building, and to let its construction to
the lowest bidder, and to attend to the
making and filingof a contract as provided
by law, and to superintend the construction
and to advise the defendant iv regard to all
matters connected therewith, for all of
which a contract was entered into between
the owner and one George \V.Farniim to
construct tbe buildinp ivquestion for $5000,
aud a $5000 bond given.

The contract price, as is usual, was pay-
able in installments nnd the original con-
tract was filed in the Kerorder's office. The
contractor was paid S'JW) before the first
Installment became due, nnd "skipped the
town," leaving his laborers and material
men unpaid, and the building iv an incoin-
pleted state. A new contract for its com-
pletion was entered into withothers with
the result that the owner became liable for
5-IG4 more than the contract price.

This loss the owner cannot recover as
against the bondsmen of the firstcontractor,
under decision of the Supreme Court, be-
cause the plans and specifications, which
were referred to in itaud formed a part of
it, were not filed with the contract, and the
latter thereby becomes void so for as sub-
contractors as well as tbe sureties on the
contractor's bond are concerned.
Itis said to be the practice among archi-

tects to tile the original building contracts
without the plans and specifications and
consequently nearly all of them are void,
and the filing of them in the Kecorder's
office docs not protect owners from lions.
The contract beine void the sureties on the
contractor's bond escape also from lia-
bility. Usually only insuch cases in which
the owner has employed an attorney has
the filingof builders' contracts been done
iv compliance with the. statute, which has
been amended by almost every Legislature
since it was euacted.

A recent amendment provided that in-
stead of the contract a memorandum there-
of may be filed for record aud before the
work is commenced, "setting forth the
names of all the parties to the contract, a
description of the property to be affected
thereby, together with a statement of the
general character of the work to be done,
the total amount to be paid thereunder, and
tbe amounts of allpartial payments togeth-
er with the times when such payments shall
be dun and payable." Itappears that when
such a memorandum of the contract is filed
itis not necessary to filethe plans and speci-
fications, but they must be tiled ifthe origi-
nal contract is.

Inthe suit before Justrce Reimer it was
attempted to charge the architect with neg-
iigence. and to offset against his claim for
services the owner's loss, which was the
direct result of not filing the plans and
specifications with the contract But tbe
Court held that if an architect gave an
opinion or advice in a matter of law be was
not acting within the scope of his employ-
ment, and that the plaintiff was not charge-
able with negligence.

WHITE AM) KEKK.

White Allowed TillWednesday to Plead.
Kerr Soys Not Guilty.

The demurrer to the indictment against
James P. Kerr, who is charged with embez-
zlement while employed as book-keeper in
the business office of Tue Call, has been
taken under advisement by Judge Mur-
phy. To the indictment charging Kerr
with larceny in conjunction with said em-
bezzlement. Ken's attorney demurred,
arguing that "it is not slated who owns
the money alleged to have been embez-
zled; also that the Indictment does not al-
lege that tho property embuzz'.ed was in
defendant's possession. The demurrer was
overruled nud tiie plea of not guilty was
then entered.
