IX SMOOTH WATER.

Anewspaper which loses no opportunity
to urge San Francisco to set the bond-mill
in motion bays in effect that while the Ar-
eentine Republic was sailing in smooth
water and apparently bound for the haven
of national success ana prosperity Presi-
dent Cclman was the most popular man iv
tlie country ;but when adverse winds bo-* ' blow there arose a clamor for a

'umaiid. President Celnian
represented the party of so-called progress,
He purred improvements and borrowed
tne money to iuai.c them with. He -/irked
the bond-mili with a celerity :;at would
have bc«-n gratifying to several of our con-
temporaries, ifthe scene of operations had
been in California. Be caused tbe issue o*
bonds, payable in cold, when the paper cur-
rency of the Government was at a heary
discount, the bonds bearing high rates of
interest, also payable in gold. Of course,
while the money was being expended there
were flush times, and Celman was the idol
of the people. But there came a time when
the drain of gold to pay Interest with was
too heavy to be borne, and after a good deal
of wobbling Celman had to give way.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC.

The navigation laws prohibit foreign
vessels from carrying merchandise from
one American port to another. The laws
and rulings made in conformity with the
treat\

-
of Washington permit railroads to

do what vessels are prohibited from doing.
The Canadian Pacific, through its steam-
ship line, may take goods in San Francisco
and land them in New York or Boston.
Ti:e English and Canadian Governments
have taken advantage of this treaty to con-
struct a railroad through Canada to compete
with American roads for the trafficbetween
American points on the Pacific and Ameri-
can points on the Atlantic. Incidentally
thia subsidized road takes Asiatic traffic
whichunder even conditions would come
over American roads. Such competition is
manifestly unfair, as a railroad company
which has a Government behind itcan do
business at lower rates than one that has to
meet its own expenses and provide divi-
dends on capital invested. Disregarding
this privilege accorded its Government rail-
road, Canada has annoyed American com-
merce wlrenever itwas exposed. The Can-
adians have assumed that the United States
Government would not retaliate, though
aware that retaliation of the most formid-
able kind is within its power. They be-
lieve, and with considerable reason, that
influence can be brought to bear upon the
Administration which will prevent legisla-
tion depriving the Canadian railroad of the
privilege of carrying merchandise from one
American port to another under bond. The
Toronto Globe has at last discovered the
real cause of the irritation which exists be-
tween the United States and Canada.
That cause, the Globe admits, lies in the
railway subsidy policy, which subjects
American ronds to the competition of a line
which Lipartially relieved from the neces-
sity of earning money enough to pay its-
own expenses. The Globe does not say in
so many words that any other Government
than the Canadian would perceive the
mean iiess of the subsidy policy in view of
the fact that the Canadian road depends for
its principal imsiness on the forbearance of
the American Copgress, but it evidently
realizes that the American people have a
tolerably clear perception of the real
character of that policy. The Globe wants
tlie Canadian Government, through the
BritibliGovernment, to propose closer trade
relations between Canada and the United
States, but does not seem to realize that the
Ame! Lean people are not Ina humor to firm
closer relations with a people that ask for
everything ana propose to return nothing.

THE FASHIONABLE LANGUAGE.

The President of the Normal College,
New York, inhis last annual report states
that of ITGIstudents to whom the choice of
tuition in one of three languages was
offered 1148 chose French, 577 German »nd
36 Greek. The President remarks that when
the NormalCollege was first established the
number of students in German was twice
as great as inFrench. The Sun, comment-
ing upon this change, gays that the number
of German-speaking people inNew York is
eighteen times larcer than the French-
speaking population. For purposes of prac-
tical utility, that journal concludes that a
knowledge of German is more serviceable
than a corresponding knowledge of French.
But young ladies are not always influenced
by considerations of utility. Pretty much
all the American girls who are ina position
to reach the Normal College expect to go to
Europe at some time in their lives and they
know that the French ;language will be of
greater service to them InEurope than jthe
German would. ;AsIevidence of jthat fact
reference may De made to almost any Amer-
ican cirl who lias spent a month or more In
Europe. Such •'\u25a0 of:them >as jdid,not have
French at their tongue's end are busily en-
gaged inputting itthere.

Tilt SEAL IMH>li;\".

The Portland Oregonian says that most
of the men engaged in killing seals in
Behring Sea are Americans. They fittheir
vessels out from'Vietoria in the expecta-
tion that the British Navy will afford some
protection to vessels sailing under the
British flag. It is well known that raw
skins are made into furs inEngland. The
English have a process which they impart
to no one, aud which no one has as yet

discovered. The London fur is the real
article, all others a kind of imitation.
Perhaps in time another process may be
discovered equally good, but we speak of
tho industry as Itstands. Now, if Ameri-
cans catch the seals, and the English con-
vert the skins into valuable furs, what par-
ticular interest has Canada in the ques-
tion ? let it is Canada that has made all
the trouble. Lord Salisbury admitted
years ago that the seals should do pro-
tected, and that protection could only be
afforded by making it unlawful to hunt
them except under certain conditions. But,
ifBehring Sea is an open sea, how can the
seals be protected? Lord Salisbury and
Mr. Blaiue would easily have come to an
understanding on tho basis of prolestion to
the seals if Canada had not interrupted
negotiations with a demand that Canadian
vessels engaged in seal-tishing should be
protected from capture. Tho demand of
Canada caused Lord Salisbury to shift his
grouud, but it does not appear upon ex-
amination that Canada has any consider-
able interest in tlie seal industry. There
is probably from $75,000 tv $100,000 ex-
pended iv Victoriaeach year iv fitting out
sealers, and this seems to he about the ex-
tent <>i the Canadian interest in the sealing
business. There is no danger of Great
Britain going to wai to retain for a colony
$100, COO a year expended in the furtherance
of an object which Lord Salisbury lias said
ought not to be accomplished. Mr.Blame
has said that the United States willclaim
no right in Uehring Sea which it had not
accorded to Kussia when Russia owned
Alaska, aud has shown so conclusively
tiiat the United States never contended
against Russia's jurisdiction over the dis-
puted ground that an argument against
Mr. Blame's position will seem much like
an attack upon the multiplication table.

WILLIAM'S WANDERINGS.

The visit of tlie Emperor William the
Second to England, which is now to he
followed by a visit to the Emperor of
Kussia, is regarded inEurope as significant.
To Americans it seems but natural that the
young man should pay a visit of courtesy to
his grandmother; but in Europe every
movement of a sovereign or a prime min-
ister is supposed to mean a move on the
diplomatic board. The French argue that
Williamis aiming at a new alliance with
Great Britain as against France and Russia,
and they fancy that his object in going to
St. Petersburg is to try topersuade the Czar
to refrain from the hostile policy toward
Turkey which he is supposed to be ma-
turing.
Iiis difficult for Americans at this dis-

tance to determine how much of all this is
groundless guesswork, and how much
plausible conjecture. Two eventualities
seem reasonably probable. There is no
reason to believe that Itussia has aban-
doned her designs on Constantinople, and
the non-payment by Turkey of the war in-
demnity stipulated in the treaty of Berlin,
and the recent outbreaks among the Ar-
menians, afford a convenient pretext for a
renewal of hostilities, ifall other condi-
tions are propitious. Again, it seems a
certainty that sooner or later the Franco-
German fic.ntier must he rectified, for Paris
cannot rest easy so long as Metz is in
foreign hands. Keeping in view thesa im-
pending events, the problems of the day are
wliidi cf them will come first, and for
wlikli of them, if either, is the dominant
power— the German Empire—making secret
preparations.

Twice within the memory of men not far
advanced in life Russia lias deemed the
time appropriate to absorb Turkey in
Europe. Each time she was foiledby Great. . "in. But on the first occasion the Suez
Caual tliJ rot exist, and Russian occupation
or Constantinople might have barred En-
slar.d's roal to L. a, while on the second
occasion i. spirited foreign policy was the
fashion. At t;>e pn-?ent time tlioRussian
flag might float 1r0..i the minarets of itam-
boul without menacing Enelan-l so lung as
the Suez Canal remained open and Cyprus
was still in English hands, and certainly
what is called a spirited foreign policy
could hardly be expected from the adminis-
tration which surrendered Heligoland. It
is not at all certain that a new Russian ad-
vance upon Turkey would be followed by
resistance in England, and it is quite cer-
tain that it would not be resented by
France. The only powers which would be
likely to protest with arms are Germany
and Austria, and their objection would arise
from a vague fear that if the Russian
Empire extended from the Gulf of Finland
to the Bo>phorus she would be too strong
for the comfort of her neighbors.

The difficultyof the situation arises from
the fact that the future will be largely
shaped by one young man, and that he is a
sphinx. Thus far Williamthe Second has
given the world no inkling of his quality.
Indismissing Bismarck he encouraged the
world to expect of him a liberal policy; but
the hope vanished when he proclaimed that
he reigned by the grace of Gou. When lie
called a labor congress men thought that he
had awakened to the importance of the
problem of the age— the condition of the
wace-earner; but when he suppressed
meetings of workingmen he proved that he
was unwilling to undertake that problem
in the only way in which it can be solved.
No single word has ever fallen from his
lips to encourage a belief that he appreci-
ates the democratic tendency of the times
in which he lives, and he has resisted, as
obstinately as his grandfather did, every
effort of the Keiehstag to resume control of
the public purse, or to diminish the power
of the army. With all this those who have
access to his person describe him as a gen-
erous, genial, well-meaning young man,
who is really anxious to promote the pros-
perity of the German people.

The march of events will probably devel-
op him. Itis hardly possible that another
Frederick the Great or another Napoleon
can srow to maturity in this age. But it
may take a war, and a bloody war, to force
William into the niche where he properly
belongs.

SIGNS OF THK TBMKS.

A writer in the Age-Jlcrnhl of Birming-
ham, Ala., says that "one of tbe best signs

ol the times is that the agitation of the
force billlias had no effect upon Southern
progress. T.'.e great industrial advance-
ment keeps right ahead and prosperity is
not checked." The writer fortifies the as-
sertion by an enumeration of a number of
new enterprises organized ina single week
making a showing that would bo true at
the present time only of districts in the
South. While this condition of things is
exceedingly gratifying it would be surpris-
ing ifit were not so. Northern capital will
feel more secure in the South under laws
which provide fair elections by the people.
There is nothing in the Election* Bill that
need cause alarm inXorth or South except
among politicians who have undertaken to
regulate affairs without much regard to the
popular vote. While the South is credited
with having haa the ablest politicians in
the country in Congress its representatives
have always got themselves on the wrong
side of current issues. Sixty years ago the
South wanted to fight to prevent the en-
forcement ofa protective tariff law. Thirty
years ago they did fight to prevent the en-
forcement of a policy making slavery a lo-
cal institution. The result of the struggle
of 1830 was that the protective policy was
established. But applied industrially only
in the North. For thirty years the South
continued to grow cotton, sell it In the
raw state and import its woolen and
cotton goods. Southern statesmen thought
the sheep industry beneath their dig-
nity. They held themselves above the
menial work oi converting the cotton
they grew into the garments they had
to wear. Ever since the war which de-
stroyed slavery the South politically lias
maintained its opposition to the protective
policy. In Congress and in the electoral
colleges they are practically solid on that
point. But the South now feels the im-
pulse of a policy it has steadily opposed.
The Noithern capital wbich is making the
South the most prosperous part of the Un-
ion would not have gone Mouth to compete
witb the products of European factories

\u25a0without the advantage afforded by a tariff.
With a few more object lessons like that
now presented in parts of the South the
people willprobably come to the conclusion
that a policy which has worked such grand

results in the North is worth a fair trial in
the South.

A WAS BETWEEN MICEOBES.

The first impression of the reader who
learns that a Russian doctor is;curiDg diph-

theria by inoculating the patient with
erysipelas is that a joke is being perpe-
trated. The story sounds like that Eastern
tale of a tyrant who put out the eyes of. his
subjects when they went lame, on the
theory that tho greater suffering would re-
lieve the lesser. But in these days of bac-
teriology it is unsafe to deride any new
theory because it does not harmonize with
preconceived notions.

Dr.Batchinsky says that between the mi-
crobe of diphtheria and the microbe of ery-
sipelas there is an antagonism, a sort of
irrepressible conflict. Where one flourishes
the other perishes, and as the erysipelas
microbe is the more powerful of the two it
is the diphtheria microbe that goes to the
wall. Whether microbe eats microbe, or
the higher bred insect dies of disgust at
the appearance on the scene of his meaner
fellow-creature, does not appear. Allthat
he avers is that when he inoculated a diph-

theritic patient with the poison of the ery-
sipelas microbe the diphtheria gradually
disappeared and tho artificial erysipelas
yielded readily to the proper remedies. In
this way lie is said to have cured a number
of patients, and he advises his confreres to
try it whenever they have a severe case of
diphtheria. We need hardly remark that
the faculty willrequire the newspaper re-
ports of Dr. Batchinsky's performances to
be confirmed before they adopt his prac-
tice.
Itis worth looking into. Even the stout-

est believers in the bacterial theory admit
that they are powerless to combat the ba-
cillus—to beard the lion iv his den, the
Douglas in his hall. When Dr. Koch dis-
covered, as he believed, the bacillus of
consumption people rejoiced, because they

reckoned that now that the enemy was lo-
cated it would be easy to extermiuate him.
But this proved impracticable. Any ga3

that was powerful enough to destroy the
insect was pretty sure todestroy the patient
as well. Quite a number of interesting ex-
periments were made with various car-
buretted gases, but no physician was bold
enough to introduce them into the luugs in
the face of warniues that the attempt would
be fatal. Thus Dr. Koch's discovery left
matters pretty much where they were.

But if this Kussiau medico has really
discovered a bacillus that feeds upon otuer
bacilli or exterminates them as the white
man has exterminated the Indian, by the
mere force of contact, the faculty should
surely te9t the discovery. Perhaps the
erysipelas bacillus may be as fatal to the
microbe of consumption as he is to tne mi-
crobe of diphtheria. Perhaps he may cul-
tivate an appetite for other disease germs.
Ifso, even allopaths will not despise this
new application of the rule similia siui-
ilibus.

As a matter of principle there would be
nothing new in the discovery. Almost all
medicines are poisons. That which aaves
life In one dose causes death in another.
There Is no more useful medicine in the
modern pharmacopoeia than arsenic; yet

three out of five women who poison them-
selves do so with nrsenic. Strychnine is a
terrible poison, but mix voinica is a most
valuable drug. Iv Greece criminals were

sometimes forced to take their own lives
by drinking a cup of hellebore; we in our
day cure many diseases of the stomach
with veratrum. Ifa drug which destroys

life under given conditions saves itin oth-
ers, why may not a disease germ which is
noxious in one set of circumstances prove
bemlicial when the .circumstances are
ch;in£uU and the exhibition of tlie germ
regulated by scientilic principles? The last
word has not been said in bacteriology.
Physicians who deride it say that its pro-
fessors mistake the eflfpet for the cause,
and ascribe disease to animal organizations
which proceed from the disease itself. It
may be so. But the lay world remembers
that tlie progenitors of these same physi-
cians denied the circulation of the blood to
the last day of their lives. We owe to
Koch and his co-workers the knowledee of
the fact of the existence ot microbes;
what use they may be put to remains yet
to be discovered.

I:::\.\> IN CUMCDY.

An artor of a serious turn of mind and
considerable appreciation of art inacting
recently made the remark that the less
brains a comedian has the more successful
he is likely to be. This of course made
some of our successful comedians angry.
When actors of this description act as if
they had no brains they want the Dtiblic to
believe that they are full of brains, but
have the art to conceal the fact. An East-
ern journal takes the comedians' side of the
question with the general remark that
"there is no kind or degree of work in the
world for which brains tlo not constitute a

superior equipment." This may be true of
every kiud of'work, except what is known
\u25a0in the stage as norse play. Brains certain-
ly unfit a man for that kind of work.
Brains develop dignity aSd pride of char-
acter which takes the life out of that kind
of performances. To do as well as one can
one should not have bruins enough to think
of the ridiculous figure he is making of
himself. A horse-play actor may sgree to
do almost anything for a salary, but to do
his very best he must remain unconscious

of his close resemblance to an idiot. The
advantage of having brains is that the actor
who has them works out of the horse-play

rut, while the actor who lias none continues
in it and is happy. lie does not know
enough to know that he ought to work out.
