Receipts of the Office Show an

Unusual Increase.

Pursuant to resolution 3555 (third series), I
Inclose herewith ray report of [he transactions
of this office for the fiscal year 1889-90. Idesire
tocall the attention of your honorable board to
Hie Increase la receipts and proms over former
administrations. ••.-

Mypredecessor, Mr.Spotts, In his report for
1887-88 showed $53,238 45 receipts and $17.-
--094 45 proms, exceeding that ot any prior ad-
niiiii-lratioii,and as the report submitted shows
an Increase la business of over 20 per cent, re-
ceipts being $64,334 60 and ..liii$22,087 66,
1consider it worthy of attention, not uulv as it
proof of the growth of the city and lbs great la-
crease lv real estate holdings, but because ItIs a
matter of great difficulty to handle tbe vast
amount of papers received dally with the ex-
tremely limited luice of deputies allowed bylaw

at present.
In1863, when receipts were $30,000 per year

and 15,000 papers were recorded, an additional
deputy was allowed, and for nearly thirtyyears
there Iras been uo lucrease In the force. To-day
the receipts are more than double and 25,000
papers are recorded yearly, yet we are expected

to be as prompt lv indexing and delivering them
as ofold. 1also wish lo call your attention to
the fset that during Mr.Spotts' administration,
after repealed requests and (iiaiid Juiy Inter-
position, a yeaily fund of $2000 was created
with which to him: and recoi>y woruout honks
of tecord ana copy the valuable and iiiucu-woru
maps o( homestead associations, subdivisions,
etc., Into permanent record books.

Right in the midst ol this Important work tbe
fund has been shut of! and the department Is
actually suffering tor such needed worn, winch
requires a special fund. There can be no great
Incentive tor economical management and largo
profits when actual needs are overlooked. Id
