Tlie Use of the Arc Light in the
Switching Service.

failure of Electricity in locomotive Heact-

Lights—Too Much Vibration Affects the

Current aod Destroys Carbons.

been for many years the switching of
cars in the yards at night, with no bet-
ter light than that afforded by a hand-
lantern to indicate the movements re-
quired. Owing to darkness and Indistinct
signals the engineer is too often compelled
to depend more on luck than otherwise to
guide him in handling his engine and
"kicking" the cars to their designated
positions. The result of this switching-J —hazardous enough in daylight, but a
thousand times more dangerous at night

—
lias been the sacrifice of many lives and the
maiming of thousands of brakeman. In
summing up the consequences of this lan-
tern-signal systom the loss to the companies

I
must not be forgotten. Itis an every-night
occurrence in a yard where switching is
done to any extent by lantern-signaling
for engineers to miscalculate their distance
in backing up for couplings to be made,
thereby striking the standing cars with
Buch force as to drive in draw-heaas and
otherwise render the rolling-stock fitonly
lor the "dry-dock."

The introduction of the electric light in
large yards where a great deal of switching
and making up of trains is performed at
Bight has worked a complete revolution in
this branch. of the railroad service, and its
use is so widely extended that there is
scarcely a railroad yard of any importance
from the Atlantic to the Pacific in which

.this appliance has not been adopted. Re-
ports from practical railroad men using
those lights prove conclusively that they
Day for themselves several times over in
the single item of repairs saved to rolling-
stork, enabling engineers to perform their
work with greater accuracy, and conse-
quently with less damage to cars. These
and many other arguments which might be
brought forward in support of the electric

:lighting of yards seem strong enough to
warrant the use of electricity for this
service wherever there is business enough
to necessitate night work. Not the least
important feature in the use of the electric
arc lamp is the facility which itaffords in
loading ana unloading freight-cars and the
consequent reduction of car-robberies and'—'shortages infreight packages.

AN EXCELLENT ILLUSTRATION
Of the subject of this article is afforded by•the recent experience of the Chesapeake
and Ohio Railway Company at its Newport
News (Va)., terminus. At this place the
Chesapeake makes connection with the Old
Dominion steamship line from New York,
from which line large quantities of freight
are transferred to the cars at Newport
News. 'Jhe time schedule is so arranged
that the New York steamers arrive at this
point at night, and it is usually necessary'
that the freight be loaded, biiled and for-
warded withgreat dispatch. Under the oil-
lamp system itusually required from ten to
sixteen hours to make the transfer and
Btart the freight toward its destination.
.But the time consumed inloading and bill-
Ing was of little consequence when com-

red with the numerous complaints of
shippers on account of shortage and dam-
age and claims against the company for
freight astray. The claims against the com-• pany for shortages in freight transferred at
this .point alone amounted in one year to
&3COO. In the hope that this condition of
tiiiugs might be improved anil the handling
of freight at this point expedited the officials
of the road decided to put ina 50-arc light
.plant and illuminate the piers with elec-
tricity. A marked chance in the order 01

thiugs was at once apparent. The freight
was billed and loaded correctly. The
claims were at once diminished, the trains
were loaded and sent out in about one-half
the lime formerly required, and the lnsur-

-5 apce companies made a substantial rebate
lioui the premium paid hitherto, thereby
offsetting to a great extent the cost ot the
plant

Satisfied with this first venture inelectric
lighting the Chesapeake management ex-
tended the method to the coal-bunkers of
the company, and the coaling of steam-
ships, which, up to that time, could only be
done slowly and at great hazard at night,
was rendered as easy as in daylight. The
I'ennsylvania Railroad Company uses

The transportation departments of our
railroads are about— in fact, are already—. utilizingthe electric arc liglit in another
direction, i.c., inlocomotive headlights. At
first the experiment was not a success, the
principal difficulty lying in the fact that the
constant vibration of an engine seriously
affected the feeding mechanism of the lamp
and thus effecting the brilliancy of the arc.

This difficulty was soon eliminated, how-
ever, by improving the feeding apparatus
of the lamp, using instead of carbon a cop-
per negative pencil, the current being gen-

\u25a0 crated by a small combination dynamo-en-
gine carried on ttie locomotive.

Atrial of one of these lights last Novem-
ber inOhio showed that on dark and rainy
nights tattle guard fences could be seen
ttiree quarters of a mile away. A- car of
light color would show as an obstruction on
the track at about the same distance, while
one ot dark color could not be plainly seen
more than half a mile away. At800 feet a'
tie placed across the rails woald be dis-
tinctly visible. Horses and cattle could be
seen 1000 feet ahead, while the colors on a
switch target would show distinctly at a
quarter of a mile. These facts go to prove
that any serious obstruction on the tract
(except in case of heavy fog) could be dis-
tinguished far enough ahead to stop a train
equipped withair brakes even though run-
ningat a speed of forty-five or fifty miles
per hour, while at a reduced rate of speed
during heavy storms and wash-outs, the lia-
lii.ityof running into open draws or trestles
would be greatly reduced. Another method
lias been tried in the matter of bead-light-
ing locomotives, which up to the present
time has not given flattering results.

BY THIS AIIItASKEMKST
Groups of incandescent lights are placed in
the headlight, but it was soon found that
the beam of light radiated in this manner
was not as penetrating as when the arc is
used; also that the carbon filaments are
boon destroyed on account of the vibration
of the engine.

In the early part of 1887 the Southern
Pacific Company, operating an electric
plant at Oakland, comprising a horizontal
slide-valve engine, locomotive boiler and a
G5-ligbt 10-ampere Brush dynamo, found it
impossible to keep the oil-lamps lighted in
the interlocking and automatic signals in
the yards at that point on account of the
variable winds which sweep across the
bay. As an experiment itwas decided to
light twelve of the sixty-four lamps in mul-
tiple. The result was satisfactory, and the
number of signals so lighted nave been
gradually increased until at the present
time 150 lamps in the automatic signals,
switch-stand*, switch-lights and signal-

towers are lighted by electricity. Thirty-
one of these lumps are in switches and sig-
nals that nave underground wire connec-
tions; sixteen of them light up four signal-
towers, while the balance are signals lo-
cated on posts and connected by overhead
wires, all being supplied by a current gen-
erated by trie dynamo described above. The

\u25a0 eixnal-lamps are 3S-toU and are wired from
ten to fifteen in multiple, according to the
number of signals within convenient dis-
tance, to form a group, so reducing the elec-
trical force that the lamps use only from
20 to 28 volts pressure, thus lengthening
their life and yet giving sufficient light to
illuminate the bullseye lens of the lantern.
The officials of the company were so well
satisfied with their electric plant in Oak-
land that they have gradually introduced
the system of electric lighting at many
other points and now have plants at Oedeu,
Sacramento (shops, yards and depot), Los
Angeles (tor passenger depot only) and .San
Francisco, and it is safe to predict that
within the next twelve months the compa-
ny's ferry steamers and every yard and
depot of importance on the system will be
lighted by electricity. w. c. r..... ,: ;

VETERANS' HOME.

Contracts for Improvements and

Bills Approved.

The Directors of the Veterans' Home As-
sociation met yesterday afternoon, with
Directors J. A. Wayniire. G. W. Walts, W.
J. Kuddick, Samuel Deal, 11. T. Ilobbert,
EL T. Smith and Dr. McLaughlin present.
J. A. Waymire presided and A. L. Rock-
well acted as Secretary.

Acommunication was received from Com-
rade Crouin asking for a ticket to Massa-
chusetts as he lias a family there and would
like to be with them. The Secretary stated
that should a bill be presented for Mr.
Crouin's work at yountvilleitwould more
than cover the expense of his passage East
The matter was placed in the hands of Com-

rade Ahlers with power to act.
A communication was read from Comrade

Leland asking for reinstatement jnto the
home. As itwas shown that he bad left the
home rather than act as waiter in the din-
ing-room, his application was denied.

The contract for buildiug a hospital and
a Viing nnd verandas to the main building
was awarded to \V. P. Corlett &Sons and
approved by the committee, tlm price
being 514,7.X>, as was also their bond for
S4OOO signed by S. E. Holden and J. A. Mc-
Clellan ifNapa as sureties.

Director McLauglilin moved, and it was
carried, that a vote of thanks be tendered
the State officials for the courteous manner
in which the Committee on Grounds was re-
ceived at Sacramento.

The 6ame Director also suggested that two
small portable cottages be built for Inmates
who are dangerous and disagreeable to the
other inmates. Amotion to that effect was
carried and permission was also granted
Comrade Middletnn to build a cottage on
the grounds out ol the money that he had
saved while at t!ie institution.

A communication was read from Com-
rade Carpenter, asking the Secretary of the
association to aid him in regaining ndmis-
sion to the home at Santa Monica. While
at the home at Yountville.Carpenter com-
mitted a forgery, but upon being brought
before the Directors the charge mi dis-
missed, as they believed that his mind was
affected and he was irresponsible for the
act. Carpenter received an honorable dis-
charge from the home nl Yountville.and
then wandered to Santa Monica, where he
entered the home, but upon the Governor
of the home hearing of the Yountville case.
Carpenter was notified to either leave the
home or procure a letter fn.m the Secre-
tary of the Veterans' Home Association
sustaining his good character. The Secre-
tary was authorized to write to the Gov-
ernor at Santa Monica, stating the facts of
the case, and leave the matter of admitting
Carpenter to his option.

Director Ilobbert moved that in the con-
struction of buildings only brick chimneys
be permitted. The vote on the motion was
a tie, but Pre-iilent Wavmiro cast tlie de-
ciding vote and the motion was carried.

K.Iis to the amount of Sl-M-'T 45, for ex-
penses incurred in running the home for the
last two months, were read and approved.

The next meeting willbe held at the home
in Yountville.

JDK. EDWARD M'GLYXN.
A Lecture Under ihe Auspices of the

Slng'.o Tnx Shcirty.
Vniler tho auspices ol the San Francisco

Single Tax Society, Dr. Edward MoGlynn
last evening delivered a lecture at Metro-
politan Temple ou "How to Abolish
Poverty."

The speaker said that he is proud to
recognize members of the society ns his
friends, declaring tnat if he can ever be of
any service in advancing the principles for
which they are striving he would always be
at their command, for it is a cause which
should commend itself to tlie clergy all over
the land and wherever the name of liberty
is not a byword.

Is it ordained by God, asked lie, thnt cm»-
half of the people of this earth should work
to support the other half in luxury. Was it
ordained from the beginning that this state
of affairs should exist forever that the rich
might have an opportunity ot lavishing
their pity on the poor, nnd the poor pour
out their gratitude for the alms bestowed
by the rich?

"Ifso," said he, "then Ias a clergyman,
as a teacher of the word of God, am entirely
out of place here to-ni;;ht: but it is not so,
and lam hern bttMuel am a clergyman,
and because Ibelieve that poverty Is in tlie
world and comes from a violation of God's
law. Allcrime tomes from poverty, and
money a% the symbol of wealth is wor-
shiped as the golden calf.

"Large numbers of men are being driven
from the churches of all denominations od
account of the prosy, impracticable stuff
whicli conies from the pulpits. Men feel
that the Gospel, as preached in many of
our churches, has lost its flavor. In many
of the churches they stigmatize reform as
revolution und drive out liberal-minded
men.

"The attitude of the church toward
science is all wrong. Iteligion should say
to science, 'Find out nil you can and Ia ill
thank you for ii'; instead of that she puts
her foot on science aud cries 'We want
none of your alleged truths; closm your
meek eyes and keep quiet'— and so the war
between science and religion goes od."

ISLAM'S GUESTS
ON THE WATER.

Mystic Shriners View the Points
of Interest.

A Jolly Crcwd of Nobles and Nobk-ses-Ee-
freshments Funny in Nature, but Pecu-

liar in Taite-Hot Sands at Right.

One of the most delightful excursions
that ever took place on San Francisco Bay

was held yesterday, when, by invitation of
the nobles of the Mystic Shrine of Islam
Temple of this city, the visiting pilgrims
from Mecca Temple of New York,

took a live hours' spin aronnd the bay in
the ferry steamer, Lay City. The Shriners
of this city and from the East and their
friends numbered 400, and all voted that
they had a most enjoyable time.

Shortly after 10 o'clock in the morning
(he Bay City steamed out from her slip
amid the plaudits of the large crowd that
had gathered to wish the Shriners adieu.
As she did so the First Infantry Regiment
N. Q. C. Band, « hich was stationed on tlie
main deck, under the leadership of Charles
11. Casassa struck up "The GirlILeft Be-
hind Me." The steamer was gayly deco-
rated.

On the fl.igstaffs forward floated the bar-
gee of Mecca Shrine and the national en-
sign, and on the stuffs ait were the ensign
and the railroad company's flag. Pendant
from the upper deck railing were two ban-
ners of Islam Temple, one a handsome silk
one which was recently presented to the
temple by Captain Ward of the steamer
City of iiio de Janeiro. Two extra life-
boats on truck?, one forward and one aft,
were provided, to be used in case ;iny one
was unfortunate enough to fall overboard.

Alter leaving the slip the Bay City stood
up the bay toward the iron works. The
water was smooth, the air soft and balmy,
and as the steamer sped along the city
folks as well as the Easterners gazed with

delight on the ever-changing panorama.
Tko Alameda shore was obscured by haze,
but the Mission hills dotted withresidences
looked very pretty bathed in the bright
light of the sun.
. POIXTIKQ OUT OBJECTS OP interest.

Noble T. 11. Goodman, Chairman of the
Transportation Committee, devoted himself
assiduously to the excursionists, pointing
out the objects of interest, and was ably
assisted by William T. Fitzgerald, the gen-
eral passenger agent of the South Pacific
Coast Railroad. Nobles Dr. C. G. Kenyon
and T. J. Bass, who were the only two
members of the Excursion Committee on
board, worked bard and acquitted them-
selves to the satisfaction of all.

After passing Mission Bock the steamer
passed slowly by and close to the new
cruiser San Francisco. Those on the; cruiser
gathered on the port railand cheered, while
us steam whistle gave forth unearthly
sounds; the Bay City responded with toots
of her whistle; Miss Pearl >ble tilaycd a
solo on the cornet, and the band on the
upper deck played "The lied, White and
Blue." Then the Eteamer beaded for the
Union Iron Works, where she made fast,
and all hands went ashore and inspected
the works and docks and the new harbor-
defense vessel, now in course of construc-
tion.

At 11:30 o'clock the whistle sounded for
all to come on board, the Hues were cast oft
and the Bay City stood up for Uunters
Point. Then the Shriners and the euests
made a raid on the refreshments. On either
side of the lower deck were ranged Ions; ta-
bles under the supervision of Noble Frank
M. Cartan, Chairman of the Banquet Com-
mittee, who worked like a beaver, tie was
assisted by Cadeuau, the caterer who took
charge of the solid part of the refresh-
ments.

There were sandwiches, cakes and frnits
cf allkinds ingreat profusion on one side,
while on the other "zeru-zem" waters were
provided for the weary pilgrims. There
were three kinds of punches, and back of
Cartan's stand two buckets of splendid
"zem-zcui," which ordinary people call
'"old rye" and "Bourbon." Every lady on
board was presented with a beautiful
bouquet.

SKIRTIN'e ALONG THE FBOHT.
The steamer skirted along the front, then

stood over past Alcatraz and then touched
at Tiburon to land Mr. Goodman. As lit)
stepped ashore, he was given "three cheers
and a tiger," Miss Noble played a solo and
the Shriners sang "lie's a Jolly Good Fel-
low."Then the boat passed througti Racoon
.Straits and up toward Red Roik, then
turned around

and crossing the bay

steamed to her berth, docking there shortly
before 'io'clock, the band playing "Home
Again From a Foreign Snore.

On the trip there was singing and danc-
ing, speeches were made by George T.
Bromley, Lamartine Osborn, Alfred Tay-
lor, J. S. Mundy, the "Jumbo" of Mecca
Shrine and others. Miss Pearl Noble
played solos ou the cornet, the girls sang
college songs, such as "Bingo," and the
utmost jollityprevailed.

Avi.te was taken on hoard to determine
who was the handsomest man. Governor
West, an old newspaper man of New York,
received the most votes, which rather net-
tled Captain "Joe" of Mecca Temple and
George T. Bromley. Joe's longblack ta.«sel
shook with wcll-iitl'ccted indignation.

The glasses were tilled, Taylor proposed

Then
they rolled their eyes, made a contortion ol
thu f;ioe aud spat out the "z«in-zeui," while
the Mecca men sung inchurns "Hull, Jurdan,
Koll." The "zem-zeia" was a mixture of
warm water, salt ami mustard, cnlored
with claret. In the bowl in which it was
concocted were two large blocks of glass
representing ice, and the colored attsudant
was assiduously engaged in ladling the
liquid over the blocks as if to make it
cooler.

The cakes and candies were all bogus.
Some of the cakes were composed entirely
of sawdust, the French rolls were stuflVd
with cotton, the cuocolnte cakes were
pieces of cork veneered with the sweet
brown paste, while the bright vari-colored
bonbon papers contained squares of liin-
buryercheese wrapped up in the foil.

After the first twelve bad a surfeit of the
"good" things they were sworn to secrecy
and another dozen went down and tin.1
ceremony was repeated until all ou the
boat, I'l.ili ladies and gentlemen, had
brokeD bread and eaten salt aud had been
raped in by the jolly Shrincrs of Mecca.
George T. Bromley aud Hiram T. Graves
took each a bid dose of the "waters" aud
after drinking their faces were a study.

The affair was the occasion of much jol-
lity and caused a good deal of speech-mak-
ing, in wliieli William (J. Stafford, Joiiu G.
