"are you afraid to compete witha China-
man :'" To the American factory operatives
lie might put a similar question: "Can
you not produce goods as cheaply as opera-
tives on toe other side?" To the nation at
laige lie might say that itwas cowardice to
decline to enter upon a life-and-death com-
ixtltlon on even terms. The answer to
these appeals is that a nation or a people
may preserve whatever advantages they pos-
sess in a struggle of any kind without ex-
posing themselves to a charge of cowardice.
With its immense territory for the masses
of workers to fall back upon, laboring men
i.aye been able to maintain a higher stand-
ard of wages iv this country than prevails
elsewhere. A result of high-priced labor is
liiuli-priced goods. Without a tax on for-
iinn products the low-priced labor of Euro-
pean countries would enable them to sell
gnods in our market a£ lower rates than
they could be manufactured here. To ac-
quire and preserve" our industries we must

.either work as cheaply as fmeigners or
place a tax ou foreign poods. Hut the free-
trader conies along and says that itis not
mr.iily to tax foreign products higher than
we tax our own. American manhood, he
say.1-, requires us to place ourselves on an
equality and fight the battle on that plane.
A disposition to preserve certain ad-
vantages is denounced as indicating a lack
of confidence in our ability to take care of
ourselves.

zation in New York bas adopted. Itpro-

poses to have nothing to do with natiotml
ur State politics, but willconcentrate its
force in a movement to overthrow Tam-
many, Dot because Tammany Is Democratic,
but became Tammany lias failed to give
tlio city a good local gnvernment.

dbensses the duty ol the Kepubli-
c:m party under the circumstances.

overthrow. Under the presi nt city charter
the -Mayor is practically t!.e government.
He controls the appointments, and through
this powei largely directs municipal legis-
lation. rJ l.c policy ol Tammany bas been
partly to nominate mm of high personal
character for Mayor and to trust to the
power of the organization to bend them to
Its will. Tammany Dominated Abiam S.
Hewitt, but found him much too stubborn
to suit it- purposes. At the last election
Hewitt was thrown over by Tammany and
taken up by the County Democrats. But
Tammany prevailed because its opponents
w,-re divided. The Republicans of New
Y< rk can hardly afford to insist upon the
nomination ola Republican by the People's

Municipal League, inieh a stand would
tend to strengthen Tammany. New York
is ;iDem* eraUc city, anJ with such a Dem-
ocrat as Hewitt to compromise on voters of
that party would be more likely to break
from Tammany with a Democrat at the
lieid of the League ticket than withaBe-
publican. Tho Object of the League move-
ment is to secure a clean and honest munici-
pal government, and to t:is paramount
object minor interests should be subor-
dinated.

AFTER MANY YEARS.

An Extraordinary Story That

Was Told by a Defaulter.

The following story is taken from the
Melbourne Argus of recent date: The ex-
traordinary career ol a man named F. P.
Williams lias been brought to light in a

curious manner, and the circumstances
when related, willrecall to the memory of
many old residents of Geelong mid Balla-
rat the facts of a long forgotten and exten-

sive robbery committed at tho gold-fields'
city when it was still in Its infancy, and
while the events of the Eureka Stockade
were but of recent occurrence. It appears
that Williams, who latterly has been a
hotel-keeper of Auckland, New Zealand,
divulged some of the details of his misspent
life while under the influence of drink, and
afterward, on being interviewed by the•

police, volunteered a lengthy statement,
Implicating himself in numerous audacious
embezzlements committed in England,
America, and the colony of Victoria, la
the course of his recital he narrated the
circumstances under which lie had
robbed Mr. Joshua Vines, of this town,
of a sum of £-,000, while employed by
that gentleman in a confidential .capa-
city at Ballnrat in the early part of
1855. The authorities at Auckland com-
municated with the police here to ascer-
tain ifsuch a robbery had occurred, and it
was then found, on referring to official rec-
ords, that the robbery had actually occurred
in the manner described by Williams. Mr.
Vines, who is tho principal partner in
the well-known stage-coach proprietary of
Vines and McPhee, was carrying on the
business ot geld broker in the year named,
lie met Williams at Ballarat, and first
became acquainted withhim through pur-
chasing gold from him. On one occasion
Mr. Vines gave him a £10 note in mistake
for £1, and Williams shortly afterward re-
turned it. This act of honesty on his pan
impressed Mr. Vines so much that he nft-
erward gave him au engagement inconnec-
tion with his business as gold broker. How-
ever, though Williams could afford to be
honest with a few pounds, he entertained
no scruples about appropriating thou-
sands. One Saturday afternoon Air. Vines
was taking a bag containing £2000 to the
batik when he heard that a coach which
he had running between Ballnrat and
Creswick had knocked down a woman and
seriously injured her. In his anxiety to
ascertain the nature of tho accident Mr.
Vinos altered his original intention, and
banded over the bag and the money to the
care of his virtuous clerk. The latter left
with the intention of depositing the money
in the bank, but never reached the institu-
tion, and Mr. Vines heard nothing more of
the whereabouts of his clerk or his money
until he was communicated with by the
police. A large reward was offorod a! th'3
time for Williams' apprehension, but it
was always tlioiicht that he hud gouo to
England or the United States. According
to his own statement, Williams must have
commenced his career of roguery at a very
early age. lie is now about t;i years old.
but says that he first went astray in 1842.
In that year lie was employed as junior ci.l-
lector fo~r Coate.*, Heald &Co., cotton manu-
facturers, of Manchester, and, having a de-
sire to travel, cleared out with £500 belong-
ing to his employers. He made his way to
New Orleans, in America, and after a time
secured a position as clerk in the office if a
merchant named Massey. He gained the
confidence of his employer, and Inreturn ab-
sconded with 85000. lie returned toEngland,
and alleges that he joined the Sixteenth
Lancers. The new occupation proved irk-
si.me, and not being able to stand the disci-
pline of military life he deserted after a
year's service, and paid another visit to the
States. His oid luck continued, and be
must furthermore have been an accom-
plished swindler, as he secured a position
as manager of a bank in Nevada City. Af-
ter a short period lie retired from tNis post

and took with him $20,000 from the funds of
the bank. He did not remain in the States
longer than it took him to reach the sea-
board, and he returned to his native city of
Manchester. Although there were numer-
ous rewards offered for his arrest, he never
altered his name, and after spending some
time ipEngland be proceeded in search of
new fields for his enterprise, lie visited
Cape Colony at one stage of his career and
started farming, but was obliged to leave
his homestead owing to the outbreak of the
K.iflir war. After this he paid another visit
to America, ami then came to B.illarat,
where be committed th.» robbery on Mr.
Vines. it is not likely that Mr. Vines will
take any steps to bring him back.

In answer to a question asked by The
Call of one of the prominent citizens of
Nevada City, one who has resided there for
a great many years, the followingreply was
received:

"So such man as F. P. Williams has at
any time been engaged in banking here;
nor has such a man ever swindled a bank
here out of any sum."

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

A Despondent Baker Shoots Him-

self in the Month.

VictorLunbaum, a young Swede living

at the Xevada House, 528 Pacific street, at-
tempted suicide about 8 o'clock last night
by shooting himself in the mouth. He is a
baker by occupation, but lately has been
out of employment.

His sister is the wife of Olif Johnson, the
proprietor of the hotel, arid they have no-
ticed that he has been lately very much out
of spirits. They did not anticipate that he
would resort to such desperate measures in
his depondency.

Last evening Lunbaum's sister went to
his room and asked how he was. He
ordered her out, and said it was his room.
Hie started to leave him, and then he bade
her good-by. She did not suspect what his
designs were, until shortly afterward when
she heard a shot. The room was quickly
entered and Luubauni was found lying on
the floor with a pistol near him.

Blood was running out of bis uiouth.
Ollicer Murray was summoned and con-
veyed the wounded man to the Receiving
Hospital. A search was made for the
bullet and eventually it was found on the
left side of the forehead, just at the base of
the brain. The wound is not a dangerous
one, the onlyresult to be feared being sec-
ondary hemorrhage.
