SEA AND SHORE.

Rough Experience of the Amphi-
trite off Cape Horn.

Delsy in the Sailing of the Haytian Rspub-
lic—The Don Nicolas Hove Down.
Movements of Vessels,

The British ship Amphitrite arrived yes-
terday after a passage of 146 days from
London, with a cargo of general merchan-
dise for A. Carpentier, She veportsthat off
Cape Finisterrre had heavy gale from south-
west, On May 1st off River Plate experi-
enced a terrific gale from southwest, lasting
three days. This was iollowed by gale
after gale, with a few hours of calm at in-
tervals until May 26th, when the straits of
L.e Marie were passed. Then westerly
gales were experienced until June 13th. Off
the Horn the temperature fell to 28° Fahren-
heit.

The steamer Haytian Republic will have
a new propeller before she goes to sea
again, and will be delayed in port about one
week. When the old wheel was taken off
the shaft was found to be in bad condition,
and it was taken out and sent to the
foundry to be fixed. As soon as it is ready
the steamer will go on the “dry-dock to re-
ceive itand the screw.

The weather was foggy at Point Lobos
yesterday and the wind all day light from
the southwest. The barometer read: 8
o’clock in the morning, 30.01; noon, 29.96;
5 o’clock in the evening, 29.92.

A VESSEL HOVE DOWN.

The bark Don Nicolas is hove down at
Fremont-street Wharf and being stripped
and recoppered down to the bilge. She is
hovedown by a new process, the invention
of Nicholas Bichard, her owner. After be-
ing resheathed as far as can be reached the
bark will go on the dry-dock.

The Hawaiian bark Andrew Walch will
take to Honolulu a general cargo valued at
$25,601. It includes 805 cases canned fruit,
3376 doors, 11,598 feet door stock, 510,073 feet
lumber and 450 half-barrels salmon.

Bow-ports are being cut intc the German
bark G. N. Wilcox at Fremont street. A
notable inecident in connection with it is
that when the wood is cut away it sinks like
iron.

Simmons & Meyer are placing a new;fore-
mast in the barkentine Discovery at Harri-
son-street \Wharf.

The British ship Eudora has cleared for
Cork with a cargo of 70,058 centals of wheat,
valued at §95,800.

THE SAN FRANCISCO.

The work of coaling the San Franeisco
commenced yesterday and will be com-
pleted to-day. During the week short runs
will be made about the bay tw smooth her
bearings. It has not yet been determined
when the cruiser will start for the Santa
Barbara Channel to make her official trial,
but it will probably be about the 23d inst,

The O. and O. Company’s steamer Belgic
did not sail for China yesterday, as stated,
and there was consequently not a greatdeal
of hurry and bustle on the dock. The Bel-
gic will sail te-day at noon, according to
schedule, and will go direet to Yokohama,
wot calling at Victoria as the P. M. S. S,
Company’s boats do.

The Oceanic Company’s steamer Alameda
sailed irem Auckland for this port yester-
day. The Parthia sailed from Yokohama
for Vancouver on the 7th inst.

The ship James Drummond, for this port,
was spoken on June 27th in latitude 11°
svuth, lungitude 52° west.

This
buoy marks the entrance to Port Harford
and ie placed 200 yards south-southwest
from Souza Rock, on which there is but six-
teen feet of water, and it should be left to
the starboard going in. A whistling buoy,
painted with black and white perpendicular
stripes, will be placed off Point Buchon in
twenty fathoms of water. On the same
date tie whistling buoy off Point Sur will
be discountinued.

THE GREAT DELHI MOSQUE.

Magnificent Monument of Imperial Splen-
dor and Religious Devotion.

The Mosque of Delhi is of all Indian
mosques the noblest. Nowhere, perhaps,
in the world deoes there exist a more mag-
nificent monument of imperial splendor
and religious devotion, With its two soar-
ing minarets, its three lofty marble domes,
its giant gateways, arched corridors and
kiosques, it gpresenis a majesty and har-
mony of appearance unige of its kind and
unrivaled by any other Indian house of the
prayer. Carefully kept in repair by the
generosity of a Mohammedan Prince, it is
looked on by the Mussulmans of India as
their chief pride, and a large congregation
consisting of townspeople, villagers and
visitors assemble every Friday to worship
at the midday prayers. On a Friday in the
early part of April, when the Indian sun
had become formidable, I visited the
mosque to witness the Juma prayers from
a seat high up in a balcony of the great
gateway. ‘The courtyard lay below and
the building raised its majestic face in
front. The interior, accommodating 2000
persons, was already filled with lines of
worshlpers, dressed in white, and the over-
flow had occupied thie spacious corridors in-
closing the square,the most curious sight of
all being the columns of people that filled
the shadows of the minarets stretching out
at acute angles with the front of the build-
ing. When at last the Imam called the first
words of the prayer the whole audience
rose. The cry “God is great!” was taken
up at intervals by the congregation, and,
echoing in the domed roofs, rolled out of
the open arches and filled the air. At the
moment of prostration, with one impulse
the mighty crowd seemed to fall and bowed
itself Lo the ground in adoration, again rose
and again bowed itself, followiug the simple
grandeur of the Mohammedaun ritual. When
the prayers were about to finish a dead
body, covered with white linen, was
brought into the courtyard and placed
in the center, and a file of mourners came
to say the funeral prayers, Many
of the  worsbipers, as they lett
the general prayers, formed in two long
rows and prayed for the peace of the de-
parted spirit, a touching sign of that kind-
liness of sentiment so cowmon in the East.
As the mourners carried out their burden
the most affecting figure was that of an old
man, with perfectly white beard and bair,
who followed, mumbling with grief, his
palsied hanas beating the litter, Large
pots of water were placed at a sido gate-
way, and cups filled with it were served out
gratis to all who wished to drink, some
walter-carriers being constantly at work re-
filling the vessels. A wan stood at the gate
with a little pot of water for a sick man,
upon whicq _bassers-by breathed, uttering
a prayer. "Kwo lines of beggars sat by the
door, and the devout gave them alms. 'The
reople had that variety of physiognomy
that 18 so attractive in an Eustern crowd;
the gray-headed and the young were there;
the well-to-do and the poor jostied together.
Old men with beards dyed red and young
men of fasnion with carefully combed hair
and well tended whiskers, preity children
learned men wearing quaint spectacles ﬁled
in one long stream of five or six abreast out
of the gate,—London Morning Call,

FISH HUOKS AS CABLE CATCHERS.

Willie Gorman’s Exciting Ride on »
Wash-Boiler Cover on the Cable Line.
Willie Gorman, an eight-year-old boy of

North street, near Milwaukee avenue,

Chicago, had a thrilliog ride yesterday

afternoon along the new cable line, He

took the top of his mother’s tin wash-boiler,
tied a stout cord to one end, fastened some
fish hooks to the line, and, boarding his
novel craft, dropped the hooks down into
the slot. 'The hooks quickly caught the fly-

ing cable and the lad shot like a

streak down the track on his iin sled, fol-

lowed by a dozen laughing playmates.

Women screamed and boys and men ran

after trying to drag him froin the track.

All expected to see his perilous ride close

with his death. Little Willie held up his

little, fat, bare legs and shouteq and
laughed in childish glee. After a swift run
of two blocks the wash-boiler cover began
to wobble alarmingly. Willie ceased his
laughing. He was thoroughly alarmed and
criea for help, Officer Mackey, of the West

Chicago-avenue Station, stood ahead. As
the buy swung past the muscular bluecoat
grasped him. The lad held on to the tin,
which flew up and knocked the pair down.
The boy was uninjured. The officer turned
the youngster over and spanked him
soundly. Then little Willie limped away
rubbing his bruised shins, amid the shouts
and laughter of the great crowds. The
boiler top sped on down toward the city
ball. As far as known it is still at large.—
Chicago Herald.

WON AND LOST.

Some Interesting Incidents in the
Life of Henry Meiggs,

Henry Meiggs, the builder of the great
South American railways, has been dead
nearly thirteen years. Although he was a
North American, no man was better known
in South America than he. The following
story, illustrating his equanimity of tem-
per, 18 related by Dr. E. H. Heath of
Kansas City, who was intimately con-
nected with him during his greatenterprises
in the South American republics. Meiggs’
good temper at all times was one of his
characteristics.

“One day, during the construction of the
Peruvian Railway, he was sitting in his of-
fice,”” says Dr. Heath. “An American en-
tered, and, without even the formality of
introducing himself, asked Meiggs for a
loan of $100,000.

“He would not tell what he wanted it for,
nor could he give any security. Msiggs
good-naturedly told the audacious stranger
that he could not let such a lot of money go
on such an uncertain proposition.

*“ *Very well,” answered the visitor, with
no show of anger. *You will regret your
decision, however, and it will cost vou
more than $100,000.” Meiggs dismissed the
man’s threat with its maker, aud thought
no more of either.

*““The next issue of the Nationale, the
official paper of Peru, came out with a sen-
sational statement, amply backed up with
details, pronouncing the fills along the road
which Meiggs was building to be botched.

“It declared that the fills were made of
cactus, covered only with earth enough to
give them the appearance of solidity. With
the decay of the vezetable matter the fills
would sink, the article continued, and it
concluded with ap appeal to the Feruvian
Congress to appoint a commission of inves-
tigation.

“This article was followed by others, and
at last the legislative body did appeint a
commission to investagate, Meiggs was
compelled to charter a steanmer and take the
commission to the works, all the time feed-
ing them on the best the market provided
at his own expense.

“Then every fill had to have a shaft sunk
to its depths in various and different places
to convince the commission. Every thing
was found all right, and the commission so
reported to the Government.

**Meiggs was exonerated,but the author of
the articles, who was thie man who Meiggs
had refused $100,000, was never punished.

“Meiggs declared that the articles cost
him $1,000,000. Sowe time afterward, one
aay when 1 was in Meiggs’ office, an Ameri-
can entered and talked with Meiggs for some
time, the conference ending with Meiggs
lending him 50,000 and promising $500,000
more if he needed it.

“Their demeanor toward eacl other was
pleasant. ‘The stranger arose to go, and as
he did so Meiggs’ brother entered the office.
At the sight of the American his face
flushed with anger and he clenched his
fists.

“The stranger made a hasty exit, and
Meiggs' brother said angrily: *How dare
that scoundrel come into this office ?”

“To this Meiggs laughingly said, ad-
dressing me and referring to his® brother:
‘He’d be a pretty one to make a contract
with any one, wouldn’t he?” Meiggs rhen
related the story of the articles in the Na-~
tionale, and at the conclusion added:
‘That man who just left is the man who
asked for the loan and wrote the Nationale
articles.”

““Meiggs treated him as if nothing had
ever occurred between them. IHe -then
and there entered into another railroad
scheme with the audacious stranger which
netted each of them §2,000,000.” —Kunsas
City Star.

OCEAN’S UNDERTOW.

It Is Not a Mystery, but a Very Bimple
Matter.

Frequenters of the seashore learn to
speak of the ** undertow,” says Duffield
Osborne in Scribner, as though it were
some mysterious force working from the
recesses of a treacherous ocean to draw
unwary bathers to their decom. As a
matter of fact, its presence is obviously
natural, and the explanation of it more
than simple. As each wave rolls in and
breaks upon the beach the volume of water
which it carries does not remain there and
sink into the sand; it flows back again,
and, as the succeeding wave breaks over it,
the receding one forms an undercurrent
flowing outward of strength proportionate
to the body of water contained in each
breaker, and, again, proportionate in a
great measure to the depth of the ditch.

Where the latter is an appreciable depres-
sion it can be readily seen that the water of
receding waves will flow into it with simi-
lar effect to that of water going over a fall,
and that a person standing near is very
likely to be drawn over with it, and thus,
if the ditch is deep enough, be carried out
of his depth. That is all there is of the
much-talked-of ‘*undertow’” and the nu-
merous accidents laid to its account.

The Town Not Responsible.

An important decision has just been ren-
dered by Judge Tyler of the Vermont Su-
preme Court in- reference to liabilities of
the towns in the State for injuries to per-
sons and property on the highways. The
case in question was that of Charles E. Bates
and wife against the village of Rutland to
recover damages for injuries sustained
by Mrs. Bates by being thrown from a
carriage near the village stone-crusher, it
being set up as a claim that the horse was
frightened by the machinery, The case was
heard in the September term of court, 1889,
Judge H. Henry Powers presiding. The
jury brought in a verdict for plaintiff to re-
cover $§2500 damages and costs. An appeal
was taken to the Supreme Court and heard
in January last by four members of the
court and the opinion assigned to Judge
Tyler, who now hands dewn the opinion
and flies the decision as follows: “1In this
case the clerk may enter judgment reversed
and judgment for the defendant.”” This is
the first case in which the issue is plainly
taken that the village or town in repairing
highways acts as the agent of the State and
is not responsible for negligence. It dis-
poses of innumerable cases now on the
dockets of the lower courts.—Springtield
tepublican.
