This dread disease shows no sign of abatement
in Spain; oo the coutrary, Is spreading rapidly
through the provinces. We are, however, more
concerned nearer home, the disease having made
its apjpearance in Japan, to which we are closely
allied by com ce and Individual intercourse,
The disease baving been so clearly vroven to be
thiough excretious trom the infected
body, the utmost vigilance will have to be exer-
prevent the transportation of these
poison germs to our shores. But suppose all
vigilanes falls, and ctolera suddenly appears in
ouripidst. The question that should present
commupity lu tbhe BState at this
Are we prepared to repel the In-
fer; are our cities, towns, hamlets and indi-
vidual premises 1o such a state of order and
cleanliness that diseass can find no accumulated
filth in which to iocubate its ge:ms? If they
are, we have nothlog to fear, as it Las been
stated by good autborlty that the cholera gerin
is innocuous when it Jleaves the humman organism
and that it requires auvother medium outside of
man to mature and complete its infective prop-
eities, That medium is a soil moist and satu-
rated with limpurities. 1f this assertion is true
it vecessailly follows (hat the most compiete
safeguards against the spread of chiolera aie a
clean soll, uuntainted air aud pure water, The
first may be attained by wvroper drainage, re-
moval of superincumbent filth, garbage, all ac-
cumuliations of dirt withio, or near our dwelling-
places. Healtl boards and Lealth officers should
pow be more vigllaut than ever, and €uiorce,
witih all the power Lhe law gives them, the proper
cieanslug ol Lhe districts under their charge.
Toney are the oflicers accountable to the people
for ihie preseivarion of their lives when threat-
ened by disease; their responsibility is great,
aud their remuneration should be adequate. We
know that cholera cannot exist or extend when
the weans of Its existence are destroyed. To do
thiis is the work of local boards of bealth and
health oficers. No favoritism or dislike to pros-
ecute oftenders in the euforcement of the provis-
lous of the law sbould for a moment Influence
the health authorities when a great danger like
the present menaces the community. It can be
averied by every sanilary board and every sanie
tary ofticer doing their whole duty conscienti-
ously, without fear or favor; whereas, putting
off to a more convenient season that whieh
should be doue to-day, may be followed by an
epidemic of one of the most fatal of diseases, the
end ,of which no man can foretell or its results
foresee.

ADRIFT AT SEA.

Pelew Islanders Picked Up by the
Joseph S. Spinney.

Awful Sufferings of Seven Men — Eighteen
Days in a Dugout Without Food or
Water—Death of the King.

A great object of interest that bas of late
attracted the attention of people whose
business takes them to the water front is a
peculiar-lcoking eraft that lies upturned on
the boat-skids of the American ship Joseph
S. Spinney, which is at Steuart-street
Whart taking in a eargo of general mer-
chandise for New York.

The novel craft may be called an out-
rigger or catamaran, but it is a genuine
“dugout,” being hewn out of a solid piece
of wood. It is thirty feet long by fifteen
inches beam. Cleats are stretched across
like thwarts, on which rowers can sit, and
at either end are raised pieces, evidently in-
tended for ornament, which are attached to
the main structure by fiber cords. At the
bottom of the forward end pieces of wood

are lashed, in which a mast may be stepped.

There is quite a histery attached to the
canoe, or dugout, as will be seen by the fol-
lowing story told by Captain Frank
Curling of the Spinney:

STARVING TO DEATH.

“We were on our way,” said Captain
Curling, *“ from Philadelphia to Kobe,
Japan, and on December 11, 18389, we were
about 210 miles off the Pelew—or Palao—
Islands, which are a part of the Caroline
Archipelago, a group in the Western Pa-
cifie, in about latitude 8° north and 134°

east longitude. About 6 o’clock in the
morning of that day we were going along

breeze and I was in the
poop, when the steward called my atten-
tion to an object astern, which he said was
a rock. I took my glasses and at once saw

it was a boat of some kind. I hauled the
ship to the wind, and we managed to come
close to the queer craft that you now see on
the skids. There were seven men in her,
and a more emaciated set of beings you
er saw. They presented a dreadful
ght. An old man who was in the stern of
the boat, and whom we afterward ascer-
tained was the Kiog, gasped ‘rope, water.”
We threw them a rope, but not one of them
had strength left to make it fast. The mate
got down into the boat and made the rope
fast, and took a pannikin of water down

with him, which he handed to the King.
The poor fellew did not bhave strength

enough to raise the water to his lips, mueh
as he craved it. We lowered the gangway,
and the second mate went down and took
the King under his arm and packed him up
on deck. He was so emaciated he could not
have weighed more than 70 pounds.

A SORRY SPECTACLE.

“Well, we got all the men on board, and
a sorry spectacle they were. Their stom-
achs were shrunk in and their bones pro-
truded through their skin, forming sores.
As luck would have it, I had lots of salve
on board, and by careful attention :I got
them all well, with the exception of the
King, before we got to Kobe. The King
died four days after we picked them up.

*The cance, which was fitted on one side
with an outrigger, like a catamaran, we
hoisted up to the end of the Yankee boom.
All it contained was a knife or two, a pair
of scissors, a tattered straw sail and two
paddies. It came on to blow that nignt,
and we had to cut the outrigger away.

*“ Wiien we got the men on board, I teok
the King aft and gave him a spoounful of
brandy and an egg. He then slept for four
bours, and when he woke up he asked fora
smoke, and said he would talk in a little
while. I gave him a pipe of tobacco and he
enjoyed it. He could talk a little English.

CAUGHT IN A GALE.

“He told me that the party, among whom
was his son, had left their island on a fish-
ing cruise. A gale sprang up, which lasted
twelve hours, and they had been driven
out of sight of land, they knew not where,
Their cocoanuts were all washed over-
board and the boat filled with water. With
the exception of two, all their paddies were
lost overboard. All hands jumped over-
board time and time again and baled the
boat out. They had been eighteen days in
the boat without food and water when we
picked them up, and that morning the old
King, mad with hunger and fat with
thirst, had decided that his son, a boy 16
yvears old, must be killed, in order that the
others might live. Preparations were made
and all but completed, when our sails were
seen and the boy’s life was saved.

*“*The men were on the verge of starva-
tion. They bhad copper-colored skins, long
flowing hair and .spreading nostrils, and
were tattooed from head to foot. In phy-
sique and stature they were somewhat of a
higher standard than the Japanese. I fed
them on broth and other liquid food for
some days, watching over them day and
night. I hardly thought any of them would
live, but the only one that died was the
King. He was an ugly looking fellow, but
the others all looked up to him and were
very attentive to him. If I gave them any-
thing to eat they always looked at him be-
fore putting it to their lips.

THE KING DIES,

““On the fourth day after we reached them
the King, who was in the forward house,
said to me: ‘King (they always called me
*King’), I go on deck.”” Isaid: °‘All right,
come on.’ He said: ‘You help me, King.’
I assisted him on deck, and in one minute
alterward he died. His son and the others
did not seem to take on much at his death.

“The rest of the party thrived well. All
the elothing they had was afiber loin-cloth.
I gave them each a suit of clotnes out of the
slop chest, which they put on, but they
soon pulled them off, tearing off the buttons.
They gladly put them on, however, when
we got in a colder climate, and 1 had the
picture of the survivors taken in their new
raiment at Kobe. They never would wear
shoes though, except when their picture
was taken. .

“The men seemed to be religious, for al-
ways before they ate they crossed their
hands and seemed to pray. I gave each one
a pipe of tobacco three times a day and
they enjoyed it bugely. They got to like the
shiv’s grub very much, especially ship’s
bread and canned meats, but they never
would touch soft bread—they did not like
the smell of it. They would chew ship-
biscuit all day.

VERY AFFECTIONATE.

“When we got to Kobe thoy would watch
me when [ was about to go ashore and say,
‘How 1ong go, King; one hour, two hours?’
One man was always on wateh for my re-
turn, and when I came back each one would
take my hand and rub it against his nose as
a mark of affection. I took them to the
Temperance Home at Kobe and communi-
cated with the Spanish Minister at Tokio,
who got my proteges passage to Hong-Kong
by steamer. From there I heard that they
were taken to their native island by a small
trading sailing craft.

“When they left Kobe,” said the kind-
hearted captain, I could not o and wish
them good-by, I had got so much attached
to the simple, good-hearted natives. When-
ever they met me ashore they used to say,
‘Don’t go, King; dun’t go away.” ”

Captain Curling says that he has no use
for the dugout or canoe, and if the Academy
of Science or any other institution wants
this relic of the tropical seas they are wel-
come to it.

IN THE FEDKRAL COURTS.

Attorney Carey Has Made a Btatement of
His Year's Work.

Unitea States District Attorney Carey
has just made his annual report to the At-
torney-General, and from the tables of
figures are gleaned the fact that during the
official year ending July 1, 1800, 35 civil
cases were terminated to which the United
States was a parly. Of these, 25 were de-
cided in tavor of the United States, 2 in
favor of the defendant and 8 dismissed or
discontinued.

During the year judgments to the amount
of $31,878 32 were rendered in favor of the
United States, and $3203 09 more was re-
alized on judgments obtained in former
years. On the 1st day of July, 134 civil
cases were still pending in the courts to
which the United States was a party.

During the same period 142 eriminal pros-
ecutions were terminated. OI this number
42 were convictions, 10 were acquittals, and
9 were discontinued, quashed or dis-
missed, The large number of cases that
were discontinued or dismissed is due to

the fact that most of these prosecutions are
for selling liquor without a license or other
Internal Revenue charges, and it is usual
when the license is raid with costs to dis-
wiss the case without further action. 5

in the same period of time, fines, forfeit-
ures and penalties to the amount (_»f
$11,070 were imposed, of which sum $470
was actually realized. On the Ist day of
July last 190 eriminal cases were pending
in the Federal eourts.

CHEBUKER'S DEFENSE.

He Has No Recollection of Killing
Philip Martin.

The trial of Michacl Chebuker for the
murder cf Philip Martin, a Cla_v-strget
saloon - keeper, was resumed yesterday
morning, but before any witnesses were
placed on the stand Judge Shafter made
some strong remarks about the closeness of
the court-room’s atmosphere and ordered
that only those connected with the trial of
the case should be granted admission.

The first witness was Caspar Paritza, 2
saloon-keeper on the corner of Leidesdorff
and Sacramento streets, who testified that
Chebuker and Martin were in his saloon
on the night that the stabbing touk place
aud were quite friendly, drinking, singing
and aancing together. Finally M:utin_bf.-
came cross and they went over to Martin's
place. :

Dr. Jewell of the Home for Inebriates
testified as to the effects of liquor on the
brain and its destroying influence on the
memory, while J. Osborn gave testimony
that Chebuker had worked for Neville &
Co. as porter for fifteen years. ;

Wnen Officer Gaynor testified that Martin
had the reputation of being quarrelsome,
Mrs. Martin, who with ber two children,
aged 7 and 5, had been a tearful witness of
the entire proceedings, cried out hysteri-
cally, *Oh, God, that is not so,” and sobbed
so bitterly that Judge Shafter stated that
she must either moderate her grief or leave
the court-room, .

Chebuker then took the stand and testi-
fied: *I am an Austriap, aged 50, On the
day in question I was at a picnic at Sheil
Mound Park with my wife, and drank
freely. Ireturned to the city at 7 o’clock
and went to Caspar’s saloon with Martin
and had more drinks. Then went to Mar-
1in’s saloon and drank more. While ! was
working at Neville’s store I was hurt on
the head and laid up for two weeks. I feel
the effeets now. =

“Had no trouble that I remember of with
Martin, except a slight quarrel over scine
drinks to be paid for. IHe called me some
bad names then. I saw something in his
hand and somebody struck me. I only saw
Martin in his saloon; nobody else. Did
not see Baroni until I was arrested. I was
struck on the head by somebody. 1don’t
remember cutting anybody or Martin. I
had in hand my knife that I use as a
porter, and was cutting some chewing
tobacco when I was struck. I don’t re-
momber how I got home or what I said
when 1 was arrested. Don’t remember
anybody attacking me or robbing wme on
my way home.”

The trial will be resumed to-day.

HUNG BY THE HEELS.

Compensation Awarded by a Jury for
Two )_luurn of This Ordeal.

The case of Tiee Ott, a Chinaman, against
McClellan Brothers of San Mateo County
for personal injuries received at their
hands, was tried in the United States Cir-
cuit Court yesterday before Judge Sawyer
nnd a jury. A verdiet was returned for the
plaintiff assessing the damages at $3000.

The testimony of Ott and of Dstective H.
D. Burns was to the effect that prior to
April 13, 1889, Ott was employed as a do-
mestic in the McClellan family. At the end
of one week’s service he wanted to quit.
This aroused his employers” suspicions and
upon searching the house they found that
some jewelry was missing. They accused
Ott of stealing it and he denied the charge.

The MeClellans tied him up by the feet
and so hung him head downward®to force
him to coufess. At the end of two hours
of this torture a maid-servant announced
that the jewelry had been found in the mat-
tress of a bed, where her mistress had put
it for security. Ott had the McClellans
arrested on a criminal eharge, but after two
trlals they were acquitted. Then he
brought this suit for damages in the United
States Court, with the result as above
stated.

CHILD AGAINST PARENT.

A Wife and Mother Cast Off
Intemperance.
Judge Lawler was busy much of the fore-
noon yesterday hearing the disgusting and
filthy details of the divorce case, whersin
Charles Richardson sought a separation
from Mary Richardson on the ground of
her intemperance. These twounfortunates
were married in Empire City, Oregon, in
December, 1879, and two children, Lottie
aged 9, and Amelia aged 2, are the fruits of
the marriage. Aside from being dreadfully
addicted to the use of liquor, the husband
testified that she was foul-mmouthed, obscenc
and cruel. The lititle daughter also testi-
fied against her mother, and said she did
not want to go back to her at all, she was
too cruel. The decree of aivorce was
granted, and the little daughter given into
her father’s custody. Mrs. Richardson was
not in court. She is still in Tacoma, where
she has resided for some time.

A special correspondent of the Star and Her-
ald, writing from Lima, June 28th, says:

The attention of the public at the capital is oc-
cupied to-day in preparing for the reception of
the remains of the victims of those who were
killed in the war, which were collectea from the
north aud south by special commission appolut-
ed by the Government and which left on the ves-
sels-of-war Sauta Rosa and Lima.

The ofticial reception has been prepared by
the Government and municipal corporations.
The reception will not be coutined only to one
fnstituiton in Lima and Callao, but the benevo
lent socleties, the tire brigade companies, socie-
ties of instruction, ete., will assist in paying re-
spect to those who fell in defending their coun-
{ry agaiust the invasion of a sister republic,

‘This idea In bonoring the remalns of those who
died i the war will tend inneb toward enbauc-
ing the popularity of General Caceres, as Presi-
deut of the republic, now that his time Is draw-
iDE to a close.

The steamer Santa Rosa has already arrived at
Callao from the north, and we are now awaliting
the arrival of the Lima from the south next
week, to receive the remains siinultaneously and
counduct them, with due bouor, to their last rest-
ing-place.

It1s anticlpated the remalns will be escorted
from Callao on the 15th, and that the services
and luterment will take place on the 16th. A
Government oecree will be Issued appointing
Lwo days to be observed in token of natlonal
mourning. The lamps In Lima will also be
draped In mourning, and on all the houses in
Lima, which number upward of 12,000, mourn-
lug cards will be placed. The members of the
German Vaterland Socicty have offered to send
representatives (o take part in the ceremonies
at the Merced Chureh. The Humanitaria, a mu-
sical society, will send representatives Lo Lhe
ceremony, who will present a wreath in honor of
the tallen brave.

Guns will be fired every balf hour from Santa
Catalina Foit in Lima.

The honors rendered the remains of Admiral
Grau, General Silva and the other officers will
be those established by the military code for the
inteiment of Grand Marshals.

Up to Saturday last seven uew funeral marches
had bevn composed and presented.

Six hundred commemorative medals have been
coived in the Lima Mint by the representatives
of Tarapaca. The work has been done gratis
by Mr. Charles Southwell, the lessee ol the
Lima Miunt,

Chile.

Political matters in Chile were anylhing but
assuring at the time the San Juan left Pavama.
The Jollowing paragraph from a leading article
in the Star and Herald gives some light on them:

The spectacle now preseuted fn Chile 1s per-
haps unique in the history of Governments. The
Joungress, for reasons to be presently exuvlained,
having passed by an overwhelming majority a
“vote of ceusure’” on a new Ministry, all the
official acts of which were in the region of
futurity, the Ministers refuse to appear 1o elther
Chamber, whilst President Balmaceda will not
form a new Cabinel, Congress, however, goes
on legislating without the Ministry, and with an
opposition in both Chambers capable of carry-
Ing out their own sweet will—at least up to the
point of the President’s veto. Oue of these
measures has been a motion not to pass the
customary bill to autborize the collection of
the taxes until a new and acceptable Cabinet
shall bave been appointed.

Tiis curious position is the direct result of the
stralned relations existing between the Execu-
tive and Congress on the one hand and the Pre«i-
dential and opposition parties on the otuer. For
these stralned relations it would seem that the
FPresident is not blameless, he having, in the face
of the opposition of a practically -unanimous
public oplnion, persisied in nominating his suc-
€essor iu accordance with traditional usage. Tue
strain this occasioned was intensitied by the fact
that the President’s nomines issued a circular
deciining to accept the office of President, where-
upon the Presideut appoiuted him to the portfo-
lio of tne Interior, or the Premiership. It was
this which elicited the vote of ceusure on an uu-
triea Minlstry, and the almost unanhinity of
which clearly indicates how extreme was the
fecling of resentment and opposition.

IT DIED WITH HER.

The Murderers of Eva Magee Keep Their
Secret Hidden.

An Inquest in the sad case of Eva Magee,
the girl who died two weeks ago from the
effects of a criminal operation, was begun
yesterday at the Morgue.

No testimony was adduced to show who
had performed the operation, nor was any
new phase of the matter brought to light.
Dr. Favor, who was called to attend the
girl in her mortal illness, reiterated his
story, which has appeared in THE CALL.

Charles King or Keith, the young fellow
who lived with the girl and fled when he
saw herdeath approaching, has disappeared
completely from the sight of his old ac-
quaintances, and the police have failed to
find the slightest evidence regarding his
whereabouts, That some further testimony
may possibly be secured, the inquest was
postponed until Thursday.

Judge Finn has sustained the demurrgr
to the complaint in the case of Charles Ellis
vs. the City and County to recover a fine
imposed by the Police Court on Sophie Saar-
buck for selling liquor without a license.

A woman known as “French Aimee,”
who keeps a house on Ellis street as a resort
for low characters, was found guilty by a
jury in Judge Joachimsen’s court of keep-
ing a minor named Mamie Pearson in her
disreputable place. Yesterday morning she
was sentenced to pay a fine of $250, which
she did with very poor grace.
