A MUItDEUEU'S VIOLENT DEATH.

Andrew Hmler In Killfiliv Jail While
Awnliliif;Trill.

A lamp exploded in tlio cell of murderer
Andrew 11. Butler in the jailhere early on
the nioruing of the _d iust., and before aid
cuuld bu rendered the man's hands aud fucn
were terribly burned. A doctor dressed
Butler's injuries, and a colored boy was left
inhis cell to attend to him, as he was sul-
feriug intense pain.

Alter the Sheriff and physician left
Butler told the boy to go out in the corridor
and that he would call him when he wanted
him. The murderer then cut his throat on
both sides with a small pocket-knife, tlie
wound on the right side severing his jugular
vein. When the Sheriff returned in the
iiinn.in_ and found the colored boy waiting
in the corridor he snsneeteri something was
wrong, (join? to Butler's cell he found the
prisoner dead. The burned and bloody
corpse presented n shocking appearance.
The charred cell aud bed wero bespattered
with blood.

Butler killed his relative and friend, B.
M.ilayes, grandson of ex-Governor Moore,
January 19th, the murder being one of un-
usual brutality. He was tried for the crime
but tho jury disagreed, nnil he was to have
been tried again in October. I'opular sen-
timent was very 6tronc against Butler, and
a lew recret the tragic occurrence of yes-
terday uiornlii-. A will was found inhis
cell, dated May 11th, in which he leaves
everything to his wife. His life was in-
sured for SSOOO with a >'ew York company.
He leaves a family of twoyoung children.—
Chicago Times.

ILLEGAL CONCERNS.

Judge Hoge Knocks Out a Mutual Iv-
snrance Cmiipany.

The case of the Tenple of the State
against The Guaranty Endowment Uenevo-
lent Associiition was decided by Judge
Hoge yesterday on au agreed statement of
facts. Itwas decided that the defendant is
illegally incorporated and bus been illegally
taking insurance upon the lives and health
of individuals for iirofitand of levying and
collecting from time to time assessments
and premiums from the persons so insured
without having first complied with tho laws
and statutes made and provided for the
government, regulation anil restriction of
the business of life, health and nccident in-
surance, and particularly the requirements
of the statute that such companies shall,
before beginning business, provide a capi-
talstock and a guarantee fund and hie a
certificate showing the same with the In-
surance Commissioner.
Itwas further adjudged that the Guaran-

tyKudowmc nt Benevolent Association has
not now, aud never had uny, right toexercise

these rights and privileges, or to hold and
enjoy the same by virtue of the laws of the
State of California or of its articles of asso-
ciation filed thereunder. Furthei, that each
and all ofsm-h franchises, rights and priv-
ileges are divested out of ths defendant, and
are recovered and forfeited to the State, and
that the defendant is hereby perpetually
enjoined from exercising, enjoying or in-
truding into said franchises, rights and
privileges, or from doing or transacting any
business, issuing any policies of insurance,
or directly or indirectly collecting any as-
sessments or premiums on or by reason
of the same.

This association was organized by M. M.
Berr, who was killed In the Murphy Build-
ing last winter by its Secretary, John P.
Naughton. The points covered and princi-
ples established in the decision of Judge
Hoge will affect the large number of en-
dowment, life, accident, etc., insurance
s lieines in this State, whose methods wore
exposed in the report issued from the Labor
Commissioner's ofliee last December.

Arrival of the Steamer San Juan From Pan-

The American ship J. B. Thomas, CaDtaln Ler-
moud, anlved yesterday afternoon after a pass-
age of 150 days from New York, with a cargo or
general merchandise for Suttou &Beebe. The
followingis taken from the captain's lepoit of
the trip: "Sailed on March lull)aud had strong
westerly wiuds for the llr-t week.

TKIED TO SAVE BOIH.
Tonne Yerr— Mullen's 11-roic Struggle

In Ihe Pnaiafc Kiv.r.
Jerry Mullen, 20 years old, employed in

the Newark Steel Works, rescued a little
boy from drowning on Thursday night,
says the New York Sun of the 22d inst., aud
made a futile attempt to save another.
John Donohue, aged 9 years, and Charles
Christie, aged 12, were bathing in the Pas-
saie Kiver, and, getting out of their depth,
they were being carried away by the tide.
Christie, who could swim a little, tried to
save liis younger companion, but both were
being swept away when Mullen ran to tho
river and spraug in. He caught both boys,
but they clung to him so that he could not
swim, aud all went under. Christie finally
released his hold and was swept away. This
enabled Mullen to save himself and Dono-
hue. The latter was uncouscious wheu he
was brought ashore. Christie's body was
recovered yesterday by Mullen.

The drowned boy's mother became crazed
on hearing of bis death and left her home.
She has Dot been seen since, and fears are
expressed that she has thrown herself into
the river. Itis said that Mullen in the last
five or six years has rescued ten persons
lrom the canal and the river.
