POIHT LOUOS CLUB.

Obstacles Met In the Sewering; of tliu
Aveil

The semi-monthly meeting of the Point
Lobos Improvement Club was held at
Vorrath's Hall lust evening, President
Parker presiding.

Secretary Richards stated that the Execu-
tive Committee had waited upon Alexander
M. Cox, Superintendent ofthe city delivery
of the Post'ffice, who stated that arrange-
ments had been made by which two deliv-
eries daily of mail would be nmde as far as
Twenty-third avenue; also that there would
soon be a branch office established at
Devisadero and Post streets. •

Mr.Itichards also stated that ho had in-
terviewed the contractors, who stated that
the work on sewers ha* been retarded by
the lack of signatures of property-owners,
and that one owner of a full block of front-
age had refused to sign the petition because
lie was expecting to sell the property to the
Jewish Hospital Association.

Mr. Figel of the Executive Committee
stated that he had interviewed the Presi-
dent of the association, who refused to
sign on the ground that tho hospital had no
available money to spend on the improve-
ment. Ho thereupon offered to advance
the money at (> per cent interest, and this
offer having been rejected, he then offered
it at 5 per cent, and was again refused.
Itwas then moved, seconded and passed,

in form of a resolution, that a committed
be appointed to wait upon the President of
the Jewish Hospital Association and urge
the signing of the document, and upon his
refusal tlio committee wait upon the Fed-
eration of Improvement Clubs and have it
try to have the hospital limitsextended be-
yond the block in question. The Execu-
tive Committee was appointed to attend to
the hospital matter.

Mr.Parker stated that should the limits
be extended it would fall bard on tho
French Hospital Association, as ithad al-
ready signed, but ifthe hospitals were to be
established in that location they should all
be made to stand their share pi expense of
improving. \u25a0',-

SHE WAS .NOT DEAD.
A Coroner TVho Was Culled, but Had

Viiiiini:to i)n.

A few days ago Coroner Lindley ofBrook-
lyn, N. V., was called upon to look into tho
sudden deatli of Martha Davis of 10 Mun-
tauk street in tiiat city. When He arrived
at the house where tliedead body was sup-
ported to bo lie was told that Mrs. Davis
was alive, and that they had uo present use
lor him. Martha Davis had beeu ailiug for
some time, and Thursday morning she Dc-
came very weak. About lvo'clock she <ml-
-bipsed nnd apparently was dead. Her
body became stilf and cold, and her face
turned black. Her family supposed sfie
was dead, and went to the family physician
for a burial permit. This was refused and
the Coroner was notified. Wlipii he arrived
at the house he found th.il the supposed
dead woman was alive. The family were
preparing lier for the grave when her lips
began to move. Every oue in the room be-came frightened. Her sister, however,
Doured a teaspoonful of brandy down her
throat, nnd she began to move and soon
afterward regained consciousness.

NICHOLAS LUNING.
Death of tho Well-Known Mill-

ionaire Broker.

Nicholas Lunine, the many times million-
aire, banker, borker and money-lender,
died in his rooms at the Palace Hotel on
Monday night. He had been at the theater
during the evening and returned about 11
o'clock. lie was suffering from illness,
which afterward -was ascertained to be
fatty degeneration of the heart, and death
soon followed.

Mr.Luuinc was born at Hamburg, Ger-
many, in the year 1822. Early in life he
immigrated to the island of Cuba, and came
thence to California in 1849. At this time
his wealth was estimated at 855,000, which
sum ho rapidly Increased by loaning it out
to gamblers and unfortunate speculators at
large rates of interest. He early acquired
the reputation of being a hard man in
money matters, but this his best friends
state was merely the result of his being as
exact with his debtors as he himself was
in his transactions with his creditors. They
even assrrt that he lias been known to do
many benevolent deeds.

Pioneer residents of the city remember
well the little building on Leidesdorlf
street, near Sacramento, where Mr.Lulling
once had his banking oflice. He set up in
business there soon after his arrival here
from New Orleans. After his basinets
grew, he removed to quarters on Mont-
gomery street, wliero he was located for
many years. Latterly his office has been
on Sansome street, near Pine, over the
Clearing-house office.

Mr. Liming was a shareholder in the Bank
of California. He held about 800 shares of
stock, and took great pride In the institu-
tion. He was one of;the original syndicate
which subscribed money lor the rehabita-
tion of the bank after its failure. He was

.also connected with tho Oregon Improve-
ment Company, and was a Director of the
Union Insurance Company.

He invested largely in real estate and
gilt-edged securities and at the time of his
death his wealth was estimated at from
$10,000,000 to $15^000,000.

His ligure was a familiar one by reason
of his custom of taking a daily walk,during
which he inspected his various pieces of
realty, giving special attention to those,
properties on which he had loaned money.
This latter habit was not fully appreciated
by the, owners of the property and Mr.
Illiniums vigilance iv this respect was a
.source of much annoyance to the late
Thomas lily(be, ou whose Market-street
property Mr. Liming at one time held a
mortgage of 8373,000.

Deceased was about G8 years of age. His
family consists of two sons, John and Os-
car LuninjL and three daughters, Mrs,
George W. Whittell, Mrs. William Cunning-
ham and Mrs. Harry Fife. John Liming is
located in New York and the other son in
San Jose.

The funeral willbe held at 3 o'clock this
afternoon from the house of Mr. Whitteil,
1100 California street.

NICHOLAS TUNING'S WILL.

His Estate Divided Equally Among Five
Children.

The chill of death bad hardly rested on
the remains of Nicholas Luning, the well-

Fourth— ldirect my said executors to employ
Sidney V. Smith as their attorney and the attor-
ney of my estate.

A MATTER OF MONEY.

Chairman Crocker Calls in His
Coin Collectors.

Nearly Two Thousand Dollars BaUed Tester-
day—Veteran Firemen Will Parade,

Committees at Work.

Last night the Finance Committee held
the first meeting it has for several weeks.
Charles F. Crocker, Chairman of the com-
mittee, was present and opened the meet-
ing with a half hour's instruction to the
collectors.

He, to make amends, suggested
that another cnminittefi bo appointed to go
over his ground and re-collect, but Chair-
man Crocker told him that that was im-
possible; the only hope for better subscrip-
tions in his district is In a close canvass of
that part overlooked by him.

Another collector said he had a very
small district, and he, with his committee,
had worked about fifty houses and so far
had not Rone over more than one-third of
his district. His success was niarke«l, as
wns others who had "encroacned" on to his
district.

Ihe eighteen were put on one side of thecorridor, mm) the live ou the other, and
when so placed the eighteen remanded
coolies touched and jibed at their country-
men for involving themselves in such ascrape. Marsh and Goodrich also identi-
fier! the five escapes now held In the Ap-
praisers' Buildiug.

Marsh and Gm.drich, who had started for
their nome in Los Angeles before the ar-
rests were imtde yesterday af teruoon, were
overtaken at Martinez by Collector Plielps'
telegram asklujf them to come back.
